I1.—TBE AGRICULTURAL CONDITIONS OF THE YEAR:

2. Character of the seasons.—The monsoon, upon which depended. the
" Statement A, character of the crops in the season under report, was

) . one of the most peculiarin recent years, The rains
commenced & month behind time; and up to the end of June practically mo
rain bad fallen throughout the Provinces, This delayed - considerably the
sowings for the kharif crop. During July'and August rain fell without
remission, but in the latter month the showers wero light though continuous.
In September there was an extraordinarily heavy downpour which in
Chanda and Narsinghpur caused destructive floods. During this month
00 less th;m_ 61 inches were registered in Narsioghpur as compared with
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14 inches in the previous year, and the rain-fall was abnormally heavy for the
season in almost every district of the Province. The monsoon rains ceased
early, and there was generally speaking little throughout the eold weather.
The rainfall of the year wasin excess of the normal in all districts except Mandla
and Sambalpur, but it was very ill distributed, and practically concen-
trated within the narrow space of 12 weeks. The results were very injurious on
the whole to both seasons’ crops over a wide area, agricultural operations
being generally impeded and mot infrequently wholly obstructed. Kharif
crops suffered in many cases from want of weeding, in others from excessive
moisture, Extensive areas devoted to rabi remained unsown, especially in
the Nagpur-Wardha country, owing to the sudden cessation of the rain and
the caking of the soil till it was impervious to the plough, ~Such rabi crops as
were sown germinated imperfectly for lack of moisture in October and Nov-
ember, or partially withered in tracts like the Nagpur and Chhattisgarh couns
try where the cold weather rains almost entirely failed.

3. Rice is the crop which} suffered least from the abnormal conditions

above described and the outturn was on the whole a very

fair one. In Raipur and Bilaspur the outturn fell

short of a full average, but in Sambalpur the crop appears to have suffered
from a special disease termed Bhanvl, ? which reduccd the yield by a

fourth,

. Statement B,

- Throughout the Wainganga valley districts about 12 annas was reaped,
while in the North of the Provinces the outturn approximated to a full
average, .

4. The conditions of the year were by no means suitable for juari, cotton
and til, which suffered in particular very considerably from the Leavy rain of
September. In the Nagpur country these crops are said to have been very
poor, and this remark applies throughout the Provinces except for the dis-
tricts of Nimar, Jubbulpore, Saugor and Mandla, where 10 to 12 annas was in
most cases realized. Juari, which is the staple crop of the poorer classes in the
Nagpur, Wardha and Chanda districts, suffered most.

As to cotton, the yield in no district exceeded 12 annas, while in most the
outturn was much less. In Wardha, where the crop is an important staple,
only a 6 anna crop is said to have been picked.

Til, which has of recent years been assuming a position of impertance in
the provincial agriculture, owing to the high prices which it now commands,
likewiss did badly, the outturn in most djstricts ranging between 5 andq
annas,

Tur also fared badly on the whole, the yield in sore districts f3lling below
one-fourth of an ordinary average.

" 5. Kodon, kutki and the minor millets failed somewhat seriously in the
plateau districts of Betul and Chhindwara, but in Chhattisgarh and Mandla the
yield was by no means so bad as might have been expected. The comparative
failure of these crops in the hill districts where they form the staple food of
the ?,quiginés led to a certain amount of suffering amongst the poorer classes,
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"6, The effect of the early cessation of the rains was most marked in the
case of the wheat crop, the area under which ‘contracted about 12 per cent.
in consequence of the unfavourable conditions for sowing.

A timely fall of rain in February improved the prospects which during thn'
drought of January had been very gloomy. But its effect was somewhat diss
connted by the early setting in of the hot weather, which is said to have prema.
turely dried the grain and rendered it much lighter than was anticipated. The
harvest in the southern and eastern districts was very poor indeed, but in tke
. north of the Provinces the outturn was almost up to the average. In afew
villages of the Saugor and Damoh districts the crop, was m]ured by hail, but
the damage was fortunately not widespread.

7. Linseed is sown earlier than wheat and suffers less from the failure of
the cold weather rains. There was altogether an increase of 24 per cent, in the‘ |
area cropped, and on the whole the outturn was fairly satisfactory. The lack

of rain, however, for four months doubtless told greatly against the crop on poor
light soils, :

8. Viewing the year as a whole it wasa very unfavourable one in
the Nagpur couatry for both kharif and rabi erops, the former suffering from
excessive, the latter from deficient moisture. Floods did mueh harm in Chanda,
by washing away the crops; and the failure of the millets in the Satpura districts *
caused a temporary scarcity. The Jubbulpore Division, with the exception of
the villages which suffered from hail, fared best, having a good rabiand a fair
kharif barvest. Chhattisgarh enjoyed comparative immunity, owing to rlce—-'
its most important crop—turning out well; while in the Nerbudda valley the
poverty of the kharif crop was in a measure atoned for by a falr outturn at the
rabi barvest. '

9. Crop areas.—The progress of the cadastral survey is gradually effecting

an improvement in the agricultural statistics of the

Provinces: but even now the figures for Betul, Chanda

- Balaghat and Bhandara, which are still under survey, are little better than
guesses, and the areas returned for Mandla sre based on the records of the recently

completed summary settlement and are at the best but approximations to the

truth, For the Zamindari estates which remained unsurveyed at last settle-

ment no statistics are available, while the mformatlon furnished for the rest
is not reliable, Inasmuch as the progress of Zamindari survey annually -
causes transfers from the unsurveyed to the surveyed area, no comparison of the
Provincial totals for different years is possible, Some 3 or 4 more years must
elapse before reliable statisties for the whole N on-feudatory ared of the Provin-
ces are, procurable, '

Statements C and D.

An analysis of the khalsa figures in the 12* districts the statistics of which
- admit of comparison with those of the previous

under fallow has expanded. The generally un-
favourable character of the season and the early
cessation of the rains left the ground in many districts too dry for the spring-

crop sowings. The districts which suffered most in this respect are beonl,
Chhmdwara. and Wardha. o : ;
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_ In Chhattisgarh eropping shows a large increase accompanied by an expsn.
sion of the fallow ares. Auother feature worthy of notice is the extension of
the double-cropping in Raipur and Bilaspur, where linseed, tiura, masur or peas
follow in black soil a crop of rice. This development of cultivation isattributed,
and probably with reason, to the recent opening of railway communication, but
t.loubtless the malguzars are anxious now the settlement is over to lose no time
In availing themselves of the profits accruing from the cultivation of new soil.

An examination of crop details shows that the -cultivation of rice and
linseed is increasing in Raipur and Bilaspur, an impetus being no doubt afford-
ed by the growing demand for these commodities for purposes of export. The
decline in the area under wheat has already been explained. The contraction of

the areas under cotton, juari and til isascribed to the late advent of the monsoon,
which broke a month behind time.

10. Too many of the district reports this year are silent in regard to the
important matter of the conservation of walguzari forests and the extent to
which the rights of tenants to nistar are duly observed, and it seems necessary -
to invite attention to the orders on this head issued under Revenue Book
Circular VI—47. Tt is as yet too early, asstated by most officers who touch on
the subject, to gauge the effect of the altered conditions introduced by the issue
of the revised!rules for the control and management of malguzari forests circu-
lated under cover of Revenue Book Circular I—64. This matter is doubtless
engaging: the attention of District Officers .-during the present camping
season. From Narsinghpur it is reported that the rules are not understood,
and that someof the provisions are too scientific for .the ordinary malguzar
to grasp. Evidence to the contrary is, however, forthcoming from Mandla and
Nimar, where malguzars have commenced giving the notices contemplated by
Rule II of their intention to break up. culturable land. The Deputy Commis-
sioner of the latter district remarks that “the ounly difficulty in working - the
“ rules is to ensure beforeband the dond fides of the applicant, as after the wood
“ is felled, the harm, if any, is done beyond remedy or recall.” The proviso to
the rule, however, empowers the Deputy Commissioner to restrict the areas over
which felling is conducted, and the Chief Commissioner considers that a due
exercise of this power, by limiting the area to be cleared at any given time, will
obviate the undesirable results apprehended. ¥

On the whole, a3 far as can hitherto be judged, the rules have worked well;
and the cases in which it has been found necessary to resort to notification of
the forests as requiring special protection are not numerous.

The supplementary instructions contained in Secretariat letter No, 1400,
dated the 2nd May 1892, regarding the persons on whom lies the responsibility
of reporting infringements of the rules, and touching the co-operation expected
of the Police and Forest Departments in reporting violations, appear to have
been duly understood. A recent tour diary of the Deputy Commissioner, Mandla,
reveals, however, the fact that Forest officials have in some instahces been
resorting on their own authority to confiscation of produce cut in contravention
of rules. This of course was not intended, and no action should be taken under
Clause 7 of Section 124-A of the Land Revenue Act without a definite order of
the Deputy Commissioner,given in & specific case.
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~ Very few cases have come to light during the year jo which tenants have
been denied their rights of nistar, but in all such a notification has issued under
Section 123 of the Land Revenue Act for the enforcement of the conditions :
embodied in the village wajib-ul-arz. Cases having come to notice in which
denial of nistar in Wards' Estates was traced to the inability of the Deputy
Commissioner controlling the estate to deal with local facts, orders were passed
for notifying under this section the forests of all villages situate in one district,
but managed by the Court of Wards of another. This enables the Deputy Com-
missioner of the district in which tbe evil oceurs to remedy it without reference
to the management of tho estate. * The necessity of the Court of Wards setting
a good example to the landlord classes cannot apparently be teo often insisted on.

11, On the head of afforesting operations there is not much fo be said.
The management of the Fuel and Fodder 'reserves which were established in
Sambalpur at the recent settlement, has been vested in the Revenue Depart.
naent, and grazing has been stopped in all blocks with one exception.

The acquisition of the plots of bhate land in Raipur and Bilaspur is now
making progress, and a system of protecting them has been provisionally sanc-
tioned, ' ‘ S

The conservation of the Telinkheri hills in the vicinity of Nagpur is well
reported of, aud the Director is about to make an experiment in the growth of
trees and bushes.

12, The number of crop experiments, the decrease of which from 627 to
. 401 formed the subject of adverse comment last year, has

this year risen to 678, To this satisfactory result both
the Revenue and Settlement Departments have contributed, but it is no doubt in
a measure due to the inerease in the number of Settlement Officers. The Direc-
tor of Land Records and Agriculture, however, expresses an appreliension whe-
ther Deputy Commissioners have not too freely utilized the agency of Tahsildars
in theso experiments. The importance of these experiments can hardly now ho
over-estimated, as the system of soil valuation sanctioned for the Provinces
dependsso largely upou the results attained ; and their value depends entirely, as
pointed out by Mr. Fuller, on the judgment exercised by the experimenter in selec-
ting the crop for cutting. These coosiderations have been receatly recognized
and have found expression in the amendment of tlie rules regarding experimental
crop cuttings (vide Revenue Book Cirenlar IT[—34), in accordance with which
Tahsildars will in future be but rarely employed on this duty, and the experiments
will not ordinarily be conducted by officers of lower rank than an Extra-Assistant
Commissioner or an Assistant Settlement Officer, Attention has also been
invited to the paramount necessity of exercising care in selecting crops which are
typical and representative of a large area, while random cuttings have been-
discountenanced. The promised review by the Director of the results of. the past
few years' experiments is awaited with interest. ' ‘

Slatement E.

13, General health—1In the Chhattisgarh Division the year is said to have-
been exceedingly unhealthy. Cholera of a virulent type raged, and the death--
rate Was in many cases exceptionally high. Fever was also very prevalent. In
the other Divisions, apart from a certain amount of sporadic cholers which .
lingered long, the conditions were not abnormal ; and in most districts, with the
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exception of Seoni and Mandla, the mortality does not seem to have been great.

(?n the contrary, the Commissioner, Nerbudda, declares the season a compara-
tively healthy one in his Division.

. tSmall-pox would seem to have been less prevalent than usual in most dis-
ricts, _

4. 'Cuttle disease—~There are no figures at present available wherchy
t¥1e mortality of cattle from yearto year can be judged of, and the informa-
tion which is annually furnished by Deputy Commissioners is in the main mere
guess-work. When, however, patwaris have settled down in their circles and the
newly issued instructions (Revenne Book Circular I—67) regarding the registra-
"cion of village live-stock are given effect to, a more solid basis for statistical
Information on this subject will be fortheoming,

The reports indicate that though cattle disease of the ordinary types existed
in most districts, the mortality from diséase was not excessive. In Wardha the
cattle are said to have suffered from insufficiency of their usual fodder (karbi),
owing to the failure of the juari crop in the previous year, while in the plateau
distriets of Seoni and Clihindwara the majority of deaths are reported to have
resulted from scarcity of grass and water during the hot season. 'Ilat the year
was not unusually unhealthy throughout the Provinces is also attested by the

following comparison of the weight of hides exported during tle last quinquen-
nial period :—

On the 11th June a destructive cyclonic storm which swept across the north
of the Mandla district caused the death of 21,000 eattle, of which two-thirds
belonged to local cultivators. Some pecuniary assistance was afforded to the
sufferers in tlie shape of agricultural Joans, but the Commissioner of Settlements
and Agriculture is able to state from personal observation that the resources of
the people were not crippled thereby, and that not an acre of land appears to
have fallen out of cultivation in consequence. IIe argues therefrom that the
stock of cattle in tracts where grazing in forest lands is available far exceeds the -
requirements of the country, end in this view the Chief Commissioner concurs.
Indeed Sir Antony MacDonnell believes that even in tracts where extensive graz-
ing is not procurable the number of cattle is far above strict economical require-
ments. The Clief Commissioner is gratified to learn that the effects of the
disaster did not dislocate agricultural operations,

15. The veterinary dispensaries established at Nagpur and Raipur have
done fairly well during the year. Thatat Raipurhasbencfited from the fostering
care of the Commissioner of the Division (Mr. Fraser), who has striven to system«
atize the touring work of the Veterinary Inspector. The Clief Commissioner
‘trusts that the transfer of the Nagpur dispensary to the charge of the district
authorities—a step ‘which has recently been . resolved upon—will inerease ifs
utility, Itiscbyious thatthe Inspector can Le more effectively controlled by the

districtand divisional suthorities than by the Director of Land Records and Agri-
- culture, who is, under existing arrangements, absent from Nagpur for so large
. a portion of the year.

A Superintendent has now been appointed to the Civil Veterinary Depart-
ment, whose services will be shared between these Provinces and the Berars.
It has been decided that the Superintendent should work in subordination to the
. Commissioner of Settlements and Agriculture, an arrangement which is in
accordance with the expressed wishes of the Government of India, and promises
to render his labours of much greater benefit than would otherwise be the case.

6. Prices and trade.—The year was characterized by a marked rise in the
prices of agricultural produce. The short outturn of most crops was the
immediate cause of this, The price of rice in Chhattisgarh and the Wain-

. ganga districts was inereased partly by short supplies due to the failure of the

. rabi crops, but mainly owing to the brisk export trade. Fortunately the demand
for export of food grain in the other parts of the Provinces fell off perceptibly,
so that despite the poor character of the harvest, the people suffered far less than
was at one time apprehended. The abnormal pitch which the prices of juari,
kodo and kutki—the staple food grains' of the poorer classes—reached during
the hot weather in the Satpura districts and the Nagpur country entailed con-
siderable hardship. In the case of cotton, though the erop wasa very bad one,
a contraction in demand occasioned a fall in value. The exports from Nimar,
however, maintained their average level, but the cotton growers of Wardha and
Nagpur experienced a loss in their average receipts of three years, which has
been estimated to amount o 11 lakhs of rupees.

17. The report on the Rail-borne traffic for the year ending the 3lsf
March 1892 shows that the trade during that period breaks all previous records.
The value of the goods exported is stated to have exceeded by nearly a crore
and a half the largest previous figure, and in bulk apart from value the traffic
was a fifth larger than that of any previous year. The most striking points
were the decline in the export of cotton and the very large increase in the
export of rice. The wheat trade, though exceeding that of the two previous
years, was about normal. The traffic in linseed greatly expanded while that of
til declined. The development took place mainly in the Chhattisgarh Division

where the exports of rice, wheat and linseed exceeded those of any previous
<year by over 75 lakhs of rupees. |

It is stated in the report above quoted that the opening of through’com-
' munication between Chhattiscarh and. Calcutta has had little or no infiuence
on the direction of the wheat trade—the bulk of which commodity still- finds
its way to Bombay. A leading feature of the year is, however, the trade in rice,
which has sprung up between Chhattisgarh and the North-Western Provinces
along the Bilaspur-Kutni branch. '

18. Condition of the agricultural classes—The rise of prices adverted to
in a previous paragraph compensated the agriculturists in a measure for the
deficiency of their crops. Still there was some depression, 'But thiseveninthe
Nagpur courtry never reached anything touching distress. In the tracts of
Wardha and Chanda and in Betul, which were said to have suffered most, the
commencement of road work showed that there was no want, of food. 4

" The hill people of the Satpuras and the jungle tribes of Sironcha suffered
.in the one case from the failure of kodo-kutki, in the cther from destructive
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floods. The aboriginal population at the best of times lives largely on jungle
produce; and last year they eked out the deficiencies in the food grain crops by
“roots and fruits varied occasionally with pounded mango kernels, and a few
mobwa flowers.”  The Administration did what it could by opening a mumber
of forest blocks in these tracts for free picking of mohwa, & concession which is
reported to have been much appreciated, especially as many malguzars were:
equally considerate. ‘

19. The figures embodied in this statement are becoming more accurate
from year to year, but they will not serve for some years
to illustrate or call attention to any transfers of lard from
one class to another, which may be taking place, The reports submitted by Settle-
ment Officers, contrasting as they do the figures of the present with those of the
past settlements, are more instructive in this respect. A perusal of these reports
has confirmed the impression previously created in the Chief Commissioner’s
mind, that the area held in absolute occupancy right in these Provinces, is
declining somewhat rapidly, while the provisions of the Tenancy Act regarding
the acquisition of occupancy right are practically a dead letter. This matter
which was touched on in paragraph 48 of last year’s report, and is alluded to in
Part V of this review, has not ceased to engage Sir Antony MacDonrell’s atten-
tion, and he is now about to address the Government of India regarding it.

Statement G,

The relations existing between landlord and tenant {hroughout the Pro-
vinces are on the whole good, but some cases recently brought to notice by Set-
tlement Officers of landlords virtually disregarding their rents and convarting
their villages into fields for grain speculation, afford matter for serious reflection.
The Clief Commissioner recently dwelt upon this subject in the Darbar held at
Jubbulpore, and pointed out that cases had come before him in which the
relations between malguzar and ryot were not those of landlord and tenant as
commonly understood, but ‘such as might prevail between the usurer and his
creditor. The opportunity was then taken of explaining what were the true
and legitimate assets of the landlord, and the system under which moncy or
grain was lent to tenants at exorbitant rates of compound interest—whereby
the tenants were immeshed in such endless embarrassments that at cach harvest
they were practically bound to hand over the entire produce to the landlord—
was pointed out as contravening the object with which proprietary rights were
conferred. The Deputy Commissioner and Settlement Officer of Nagpur are
now engaged in examining some cases of the sort which have come to light, and
the Chief Commissioner trusts that through their mediation a satisfactory seftle-
ment will be arrived at. '

The Chief Commissioner having noticed that villages in the north of the Pro-
vinces had seriously deteriorated in the past owing to cxtensive damage caused to
rabi crops by hail, the Commissioner of Settlementsand Agriculture was requested
to draw up a simple and workable system under which suspensions of rent and
revenue could be granted on the occurrence of such disasters, The rules on the
subject have since received the Chicf Commissioner’s sanction, and were circu-
lated under cover of Revenue Book Circular No. III—33. The grant of such
relief is thus accepted as one of the regular incidents of Revenue administration
in these Provinces, and it is trusted that the rules will prove of benefit both to
malguzars and ryots. It has been pointed out that any relief whichis granted by
Government to the malguzar can be made conditional on suspension of rent being
conceded to the ryots and liable to revocation if rents are collected; but the
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law as it at present stands does not give Government the power to suspend rent,
although under clause (a) of Section 73 of the Tenancy Act, the Civil Courts can
if Government suspends its claim for revenue adjust ils decree to the equities
of the case. In this respect the Chief Commissioner considers that the provi-
sions of the Act arc deficient, and the expediency of revising them on the lines
of Section 23 of the North-Western Provinces Act, XII of 1881, which gives
power to remit or suspend payment of rent. when payment of revenue is sus-
-pended, will not be lost sight of when the question of amending the Act
comes up,

The reduction of excessive rents in Court of Wards villages has made
progress in Narsinghpur, but in Jubbulpore and Hoshangabad the matter seems
‘to have been left entirely to the Settlement Officers. ‘

20. Government loans.~The action taken under the Land Improvement
and Agriculturists Loans Acts is reviewed by financial years, and anything but
a brief summary would be out of place here. The results attained in-the year
ending 31st March 1892 were disappointing ; the amounts advanced under both
Acts having declined from Rs. 1,28,633 to Rs. 96,975. The provincial allot-
ment was two lakhs, and as the reports show that the people are ready enough
to accept the assistance proffered by Government, the only explanation lies in
the fact that individual Deputy Commissioners and Commissioners have shown
8 lack of interest in this important part of their duties.

Since March, however, there has been a considerable awakening of interest,
and up to December last no less than Rs. 1,89,877 had been advanced out of an
allotment of two and a half lakhs. In the Nagpur country there has been
keen competition for these loans, owing doubtless to the unfavourable' character
of the season ; and the Deputy Commissioner, Bhandara, had recently, in ask-
ing for more funds, to report that owing to the exhaustion of his allotment,
some 900 applications under the Agriculturists Loans Act were held in abeyance.
Other evidence is not wanting of more sustained interest, and the Chief Com-
missioner acknowledges the excellent arrangements made by the Deputy Com-
missioner of Mandla for the distribution of loans to those persons whose cattle
perished in the destructive cyclone alluded to in paragraph 14 above.

Another satisfactory feature is the grant of loans by Court of Wards estates,
which system is gradually being extended. A sum of Rs. 17,575 was recently
advanced by the Deputy Commissioner of Nagpur from the funds of the
Bhonsla and Sausthanik estates, and the Deputy Commissioner, Chhindwara, has
also taken action in this direction. In Saugor Rs. 22,440 has been invested in
the purchase of seed grain for advancing to the tenants of the Dhana Estate.
If this policy were pursued in all solvent estates throughout the Provinces, the
amounts taken along with the allotment made by the Supreme Government
would reach a really subtantial figure, and would doubtless conduce at an early

.date to the reduction of the excessive rates of interest for agricultural loans
which Makajuns charge.

21. Distribution of Sanads for Improvements.—The number of sanads
granted this year is 411, Seoni leading the way as last year with 198. On the
whole the matter has received a fair amount of attention in 8 or 10 districts, and
even in Chhattisgarh, where no certificates have been given out’ during the year
under report, the Commissioner’s remarks show that he has not lost sight of the
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i‘lee(‘t-  The Director of Land Records and Agriculture writes—« I attach very
) great lmportance. to the distribution of these certificatcs as a means of
) encouraging land improvement, and my opinion is borne out Ly reports from
) Seoni and Nimar, wlere the system has begun. to exert a most satisfactory
e‘ﬂse(’t- * * * Like many other benefcial measures of Government, the
: grant of these certificates. needs forcing at the outset, and it is a mistake to

1nsist on. over-elaborate en quiries, as I think has been done in some districts.”
These views commend themselves to the Chief Commissioner, who is gratis

fied to‘ learn that the Commissioner, Chhattisgarh Division, has recognized the
necessity of presenting sanads without waiting for applications. It was statel
last year that improvements had been made in the Raipur District, and M,
Fuller, who recently marched through the district, vouches for the fact that the
embankment of black soil land for rabi crops is steadily gaining ground in this
district. In spite of this, no certifcates have been given, which fact of itself indi-
cates the necessity of measures such as are contemplated by Mr. Fraser. The Chicf
Commissioner agrees with the Commissioner of J ubbulpore, that the Comt of
Wards might in many districts do much more in the direction of improving land
by embankment, and that the results of such an example would stimulate mal-
guzars to do more than they now as a rule do for the improvement of their

estates,
II.—ViLrace REcCORDS.

22. Therates of patwari cess payable by malguzars and tenants have been
revised by the Settlement Department in the Damoh and Jubbulpore Districts,
and the Administration has been able to fix the malguzari rate lower than that
hitherto paid, owing to the increment accruing from the revision of the jamas
‘upon which the cess is based. '

The opportunity has been taken to effect a few changes of minor impor-
tance in patwari circles in these districts. In Blandara three new circles have
been constituted in the zamindaris, while in Nimar four circles have been
absorbed.

In the zamindari estates of the Chanda District, where little was done in
previous years, pending the receipt of the Government of India’s orders on the
memorial of the zamindars, the patwaris have been set to work under the
supervision of a special Inspector. The Chief Commissicner notes with satis-
faction that the only proprietary areas in these Provinces to which the patwari
system has not yet been extended are the jagirs of the Ioshangabad and
Chhindwara Districts. The approaching Settlement of these zemindaris will
afford a good opportunity for bringing the arrangements within them into line
with those of the rest of the Provinces.

- 23. Itis explaired in the Administration Report of the Department of
Land Records and Agriculturc that the “bijasar’” system, under which annual
papers have been prepared during recent years for the wild and backward tracts
in zamindaris on the basis of s ed capacity, hasnot proved very satisfactory, and
the Commissioner of Scttlements and Agriculture has tentatively staited a rough
system of measurement for these srcas by means of the base line and offsct
system. '
The results of this new (eparture will be watched with interest, as it is
“desirable to have as accurate agrarian records- as possible, even for tracts where
the cultivation is of shifting type and would not repay the cost of survey.
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24. In12 out of the 18 districts patwaris have been engaged on survey or
work preliminary to Settlement, and in only G districts has the staff been
employed on their ordinary duties, under the Deputy Commissioner’s control
In distriets under Settlement, however, every effort has been made to ensure
the preparation of village papers by those patwaris whose circles lie in a por-
tion of the district previously assessed or to which the operations of the Settle-
ment Officer have not yet extended, Under these citcumstances it is some-
what difficult to gauge the results of the year. This much, however, seems
apparent, that some improvement has been effected in most of those dis-
tricts where the preparation of annual village papers bas absorbed the. pat-
wari’s undivided attention. The results in Chhattisvarh were stated in last year’s

review to be disappointing, but some allowance had fo be made for the calls of
the census.

This year, however, the Director is able to report that fair punctuality has
been observed in Raipur in filing the annual village papers, while in the other
districts certain unsatisfactory delays have been permitted to oceur. In this
connection there is still much room for improvement, -and this ean only be
attained by the sustained and detailed attention of Deputy Commissioners and

Commissioners of Divisions, as was insisted on in last year’s review, and upon
which too much stress cannot be laid.

25. In the amended rules* for the superior Land Record staff, Pl'OVlelO]l
has been made for the submission by Inspectors of
monthly progress reports. These reports have been
prescribed by the Director owing to the success attained from the adoption of a
similar system in connection with Settlement work. These retarns will be conso-
lidated into a District return by the Superintendent of Land Recordsand Agri-
culture, and they should prove, if properly used, an admirable instrument in the
hands of Deputy Commissioners for controlling the work of each Inspector and
ensuring due punctuality. It will not suffice for Deputy Comuissioners to
mevely forward these returns, as the Chief Commissioner learns has been too
often the practice in the past; but it will now devolve upon them to carefully
analyse the contents, and record such remarks and orders as may seem called -
for before submission to the Director of Land Records and Agriculture. No
better means could well be devised for bringing home to the district authori-
. ties their respons1b1ht1es in connection with the control of the Land Record

staif, and the Chief Commissioner trusts that this will be recoomzed and
acted on. ‘

$Revenue Book Circular I1-17.

26. The enforcement of patwaris’ residence has been systematiually dealt
“with in most districts, and the preparation of Residence Registers has borne
fruit in districts where they have been started. ~As remarked in previous
years, not much can be expected in those districts in which survey or settlement
operations are still in progress; but the preparation of these registers’ should
not be delayed, as it is most essential that a basis for immediate action should
-exist, when the survey of & circle is complete or its re-assessment has been
effected. In this view the Chief Commissioner regrets to notice that insufficient
attention has been paid to-this matter, in Bhandara,- Wardha, Naopur and
Bilaspur, and no time should be lost in making good the omission.

- Satisfactory progress has been made in enforcinv residence in all districts
" where patwaris have reverted to their ordinary duties, except Sambalpur, where
the matter must continue to engage the Deputy Commissioner’s attention. Tha
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: Pe}:ceDtages of resident patwaris in Bilaspur and Raipur are, if correct, very
: sausfactory, having regard to the method of recruitment of the staff and its
recent creation. ,

27. The check of patwaris’ papers by Inspectors appears to have attained
a fair standard in most istricts, but the amount of testing effected by District
Superintendents of Land Records and their Assistants is reported decidedly
inadequate in Seoni and Sambalpur. The part borne by Tahsildars, Deputy
Commissioners and Assistant Commissioners is most unsatisfactory. In Circu.
lar letter No. 1898, dated the 11th June 1892, attention was invited to the
remarks of the Chief Commissioner on this head in paragraph 25 of last year’s
review on the Land Revenuo Administraticn, and it was clearly pointed out that
the appointment of Superintendents and Assistant Superintendents of Land
Records by no means relieved Tahsildars of the duty of checking patwari
papers, but that their work in this connection, as returned annually in State-
ment H, would be carefully watched. These orders doubtless issued too late
to produce any cffect in the year now under report, but the Chief Commis-
sioner will look for substantial improvement in this respect in the current year.
He gathers from a perusal of the tour diaries that reach him from time to time
that more is now being done in this direction than in past years. It will for the
present suffice to invite the attention of all concerned to the remarks on this
subject e mbodied in paragraph 7 of the Director’s report, and to say that the
Chief Commissioner fully concurs in the views expressed therein.

The orders of the 11th June above alluded to were supplemented by the issue
of Circular letter No, 3853 of the 14th October 1892, enjoining the expediency of
- associating the District staff as far as possible in the work of inspection in

‘districts still under settlement, and laying down a few simple rules for the guid-
ance of District and Settlement Officers. The necessity of these orders was
made apparent by the partial dislocation of arrangements which had been
experienced on the departure of the Settlement Officer from districts the settle-
ment of which had been completed. The Chief Commissioner trusts that the
instructions which have now issued will render the transition less sudden, and
by keeping the District Officers more in touch with the Land Record staff and

" familiarising them with the work of inspection, enable them more readily to
assume control when the Settlement Officer is withdrawn,

In the new rules which have just issued an attempt has been made to define
Borenns Book Cir. Ko 1117 clearly the position of the Tahsildars in regard to the
" Land Record staff, and it has been laid down that the
subordination of Revenue Inspectors to the Tahsildar should be carefully
maintained in all matters of executive administration ; but that in purely statis.
tical work, the Inspector should work under and correspond direct with the
Superintendent of Land Records. It has, moreover, been categorically stated that
the Tahsildar will be beld responsible for the working of the Land Record staff
of his tahsil. No scope, therefore, for misconception of the views of the
Administration should now exist on this subject.

28. The rules regarding the check of jamabandis by the Kanungos have
been honoured more in the breach than in the observance, and the Chief Com-
missioner notices with displeasure that even where effected, the testapplied was
of a most superficial description. The omi-sion to check is alleged to be par-
tially due to the unpunctuality with which papers were filed—a matter which
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should be rectified as patwaris become more cognizant of their duties. The
Chief Commissioner invites the attention of all Commissioners to this duty
which devolves upon Kanungos, and requests them to call for periodical returns
from all Tahsils of their Divisions and see that the orders on the subject are
properly observed.

The representations made by the Director with a view to increase the effi«
ciency of Kanungos are under consideration, and enquiries are being made as
to the extent to which these posts are hereditary throughout the Provinces.

29. The instructions contained in Revenue Book Circulars I-68 and I-63,
disqualifying landholding patwaris for their appointment and prohibiting
money-lending or extensive transactions in cultivation, have been attended to
in most districts. In several districts it has been necessary to dispense with
the services of a few patwaris who declined to sever their interest with culti-
vation. :

The enquiries made in connection with this matter by the Settlement Officer,
Wardha, disclose rather a serious state of indebtedness on the part of the staff
of that district, and the necessity of transfeiring those whose employment in
their present circles is open to objections is engaging attention. -

80. The Chief Commissioner regards the proper maintenance of Receipt
Books as a matter of great importance, and he is glad to observe that matters
" have improved considerably since the issue of orders on the subject by the Director.
During the course of the year satisfactory testimony has been recelved as to
the utility of these Receipt Books from various quarters.

31, The village Note Books prescribed in Revenue Book Circular VI—42
have been introduced during the year into the mar-
Taogar. i o, ginally noted districts, They will shortly be brought
aopyulpore. | e into use in all districts of the Provinces on the close of
B . | Saetaivey,  the seftlement survey. These books promise to be of
considerable administrative utility, especially in matters
of sanitation, where it is all-important to have on record in a handy form on
the spot, the sources of the diinking water-supply, as also the remarks of
successive Inspecting Officers in regard to sanitation, In this way alone can
progressive improvement be assured. |

It is gathered, however, from recent tour diaries that the initial entries’
‘have in some districts been wrongly made. This matter should not be lost sight
of by District and Police officers. They should carefully instruct their Kanun-
gos and Police moharirs, and closely watch the entries made, especially at the
ouiset, until they are satisfied that their subordinates fully understand what is
required.

IT11.—Laxp ReveENvE COLLECTION.

32. The Provincial demand on account of land revenue amounted to
61} lakhs approximately in 1883-84, and in 1887-88 it stood at almost the
same figure. During the ensuing three years the increment derived from the
revision of assessment in those parts of the Provinces which had been settled for
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20 yeors, 4. e, the Chhattiszarh Division, Mandla and certain perymnnahs in
Chanda, amounted to close on G lakbs of rupees. Last year there was a slight
decline of merely nominal character, owing to the transfer of the zamindari
forest takolis to the fluctnating kisthandi of revenue not on the roll. This
year the increase shown is smnll, but the efect of the operations in connection
w\ithA the revision of assessment in the districts: settled for 30 years will soon
begin to be felt, as the work of announcing the revised jamas is now heing pro-
secuted in the Jubbulpore and Damoh districts, and will shortly commence in
Nagpur, Wardha and other districts. Iitherto the increases promised in the
forecast of Revenue increments have punctually acerued.

~ 83. The progress of the land revenue demand during the last three years
is indicated by the following figures: —

The figure now given for 1891-92 exceeds that entered in last year's report,
mainly owing to the incremant of Rs. 15,858-13-9 which accrnel from the revi-
sion of the jamas in the Bijeraghogarh Perguanah of the Jubbulpore District
not being known at the time the report was written.

The total additions to the kistbandi during the year aggregato Rs. 6,422-13-6,
‘while the decrease amounts to Rs. 3,182-9-2, giving a net increment of
Rs. 3,240-4-4. ' ‘

The main part of the increase, viz., Rs. 3,449-9-7, is dne to lapse or revmp-
tion of revenue-free tenures, the largest contributors being the Raipur and Jub-
bulpore districts. '

In the Chhattisgarh Division a sum of Rs. 2,616 has laccrned by transfer
of the excess of the special patwari contribution fixed for certain zimindsris
at the recent revision, over what a 6 per cent. would yie'd, and this step was
necessitated by the insertion in the Land Revenue Act in 1889 of Section 146-A,
and was justified in view of the fact that in fizing the land reveune takoli of
these zamindaris, regard was paid tn the amount of these special Patwari con-
tributions. -

34. There is a small daecrease in two districts under the head revenue-free:
grants. In Nagpur this is due to the jama of a mnai p'ot being, through
inadvertence, twice brought on the kistbandi, and in Sxmbalpur tofthe remission
of revenue on certain lands granted by way of remuneration 1o village scrvice
tenants.

By Governmeut appropriation there is reduction of Rs. 533-2-Gin the
demand, but the largest decrease is under the head of revis'on of arsossment,
the principal items being shown against Saugor, Chanda and Dalaghzt,
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In all three cases the decrease is' quite nominal, ¢. e., a mere transfer of.
the income to the fluctuating kistbandi on orders issuing for the ryotwari settle-
ment of various lease-lapsed villages or clearance lease plots over which -the
lessees had failed, under the terms of the rules, to acquire proprietary rights.

The itend of R, 275 shown in column 12 of Statemént Iis likewise a sim-
ple change of classification, the Forest takolis of the Chanda Zamindaris having
been removed under recent orders to the category of * Land Revenue not on the
Roll.” '

Of the arrear balance, Rs. 2,905-3-1 were collected The only districts
against which outstandings are shown are Saugor, Nimar,Jubbulpore and Chanda.

The arrear due in the latter district has been recovered, since the close of ths

year, from a third party to whom the estate of the defaulting propmetor has been
foreclosed ; while in Jubbulpore the sum shown as recoverable in column 12 of
Statement II-A has likewise been realized, the remainder, a nominal due, being
strack off along with the small balances in Saugor and Nimar, which proved
irrecoverable. SR

The collections on account of current year’s account ‘amounted to
Rs. 71,94,743-5-6, leaving a balance of Rs. 29,269-13-2, of which Rs. 542-0-2" s
classified as nominal and the balance is in train of liquidation. - In 11 districts
the revenue was practically collected in full, the balances in Nimar and
Chhindwara being nominal ; while that in Hoshangabad—(only Rs, 5, which
has since been colleuted)—-ls quite insignificant.

The ease and completeness with which the demand has been collected in

the three Chhattisparh districts and Mandla®* furnish

on:’Bﬁlf‘;;fl‘_';_*hh district s gatisfactory testimony of the moderation of the Revenue

‘Settlement recently effected in these districts and of the

success with which very substantial increnients have been equably distributed,

so that the burthen sits lightly on the ‘people, even in years of a partial

failure of the crops. The districts in which the largest sums are shown as
outstanding are Saugor, Chanda, Wardha, Damoh and J ubbulpore.

In the last-named district the arrear is due from Thakur Chait Singh,
L m e of Sundarpur, the habitual defaulter who was-men-
2::;‘.’,‘: 18768676 1?; 0 tioned in last “year’s review, and who is now so hope-
" lessly involved that he.will probably lose his estate.

Sauvor and Damoh the _marginally-noted suspensions of revenue were sanc-
tloned by the Ch1ef Comm1ssxoner in vxllaves where the crops suffered senousl sly
from hail, and the coliection of these sums “has been distribubed “Gver oné or
two seasons in accordance with the extent of the loss' suffered in each village.

Proprietors of the Wardha District, where all the staple crops failed to a greater
extent than in any other district, |

The percentage of the balance, exalusive of what is entirely nominal, is 39, 3
figure much higher than in the three previous years, when it ranged between 03
and *09. But if the amounts suspandad under sanction be excluded, from the cal.
culaticn, the amount outstanding is wonderfall y small considering the unfa.
vourable character of the season.

36. The advance collections amount to Rs. 5,031-11-6, a sum in exaess of
that so levied in previous years, in spite of the instructions conveyed in this
Administration’s Circular letter No. 5322.8.43, dated the 4th D-c2mber 18J1.
It is, however, manifest from the Divisional and District reports that attempts
- have been made to discouraga these collections; and in Chhattisgarh, where the
sum so collected is largest, the Commissioner states that the payments are purely
voluntary. The Chief Commissioner, however, desires that this important matter
should continue to engage the earnest attention of all D2paty Commissioners, ani
that the action of Tahsildars in this conaectin shoull ba wateuad. Sie A.
MacDonnell trusts that in next year’s report tha sums sa eollestzl will show
a substantial decline. The sum so eollected in I)shangabad, which has stood
untraced for several years in spite of continuel eJorts, should now be credited
to Government. '

37. Land Eevenue not on the Roll (Fluctuating demand)—Statement
IL-B.—The revenue demand under this head consists for the most part of
demands from yyots holding direct from Government, but the revenue from
lapsed and resumed muafi and malik-makbuza escheats prior to being brought
on the roll are likewise included, as also the triennially fised takolis payable by
zamindari estates.

The demand and collections for the year under review are compared below
with those of the two preceding years:—

. The annual demand has then almost doubled during the'past two.years, but
much of the addition is merelyapparent. The large increase of Rs, 32,000 odd
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which has acerued in Chhattisgarh is almost entirely nominal, being due to the
classification of zamindari forest takolis under this head of revenue (vide
paragraphi 28 of last year's Resolution). The apparent expansion of revenue in
Chanda and Balaghat is attributable mainly to the same cause, though in the
latter district the ryotwari settlement of some lease-lapsed villages has contri-

- buted. The demand in Bhandara is swollen by the inclusion of a sum represent-
ing the net profits of temporary management by Government of the forest mahals,
the settlement of which was refused by the zamindars.

The only district in which there is considerable expansion of revenue of a
real and permanent character is Hoshangabad, where-the allotment of land in
the villages excised from the forest ryotwari settlement in the Charwa tract, has
progressed satisfactorily. The demand in this tract h:ls now reached the sub-
stantial figure of Rs. 60,000.

The small increases in Seoni and Mandla are apparently due to the exten-
sion of patch cultivation.

The only district in which there is a noticeable falling off is Nagpur, where
the demand of the previous year was abnormally swollen by the resumption of
a great number of revenue assignments, which have since been brought on the
roll.

88. In last year’s report the Chief Commissioner had reason fo animad-
vert on the largeness of the outstanding balance, which amounted to Rs. 6,892,
and was attributable in the main to the laxity of Tahsil officials. This year
the arrear balance on current account exceeds Rs. 12,000. The bulk has
accrued in the Mandla and Hoshangabad districts, which together contribute half
the Provincial demand on fluctuating account. The character of the season is
in a measure accountable for these somewhat unsatisfactory results, and it
undoubtedly tried the resources of newly-settled ryots. It appears, however,
from a report recently received from the Settlement Officer, Hoshangabad, who
is.now in charge of the ryotwari tract, that pressure to withhold their rents was
being brought to bear upon the ryots by the malguzars of neighbouring villages,
with the object of discrediting the ryotwari settlement and inducing a belief that
the rates were excessive, in the hope that thereby the coming malguzari settlement
would be influenced. The necessary steps have been taken to corbat this com.
bination. At the same time care has been taken to treat these ryots indulgently,
who have really suffered from the bad seasons ; and in all bond ﬁde cases sus-
pensions have been granted. ' '

Of the balance in Mandla a portion has, the Deputy Commissioner explains,

been collected by the Forest Department, who nominally controlled much of -

the patch cultivation until the issue of Resolution No. 55— of 12th March '
1892 ; while for the;rest, the delay in obtaining orders in regard to the management
' of these areas retarded the preparation of the kisthandi®
khationi, and in consequence the realization of the sums
payable. The Chief Commissioner does not consider this explanation very satis.
factory, and he now desires that no time may be lost in ascertaining what sums
are really due, and in collecting the outstanding balance.

" The revenue under this head, which declined somewhat last year, has well-
nigh doubled in the year under report. But the receipts have been swollen by
one or two unusual items. In Saugor a sum of Rs. 18,675 accrued from the
capitalization of the abatement of land revenue assessed on land acquired for
the Indian Midland Railway (Revenue Book Circular No, VI.25) ; whila in Hosh-
angabad a fine of Rs. 10,000 was realized from the Raja of Makrai for having
broken the terms of his fealty bond in levying transit dues in the Feudatory
State. If these items be eliminated, the receipts amount to Rs. 42,000, a figure
slightly in excess of that of 1889-90. The increase appears to fall mainly

~under the head of ¢ Mines and quarries,” and to be due in a measure to the levy
of royalty on stone and ballast required for the maintenance and extension of
railway lines. OF the balance.a considerable portion is nominal, while much
has been collected since the close of the year.

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On the whole more coercive processes were required than in the previous
year, the explanation of which is to be found in the character of the season.
This fact is indicated by the larger number of notices of demand —a species of
process prescribed for payees who ordinarily observe due punctuality. Though
the number of attachments of moveable property ordered hardly varied, there was
a decided increase in the number effected. The total sales, however, amounted
to only 15 throughout the Provinces, of which 11 took place in the Nagpur
Division, The number of warrants of arrest shown to have issued in the
Raipur and Bilaspur districts was unusually large, but it is explained that the
majority of these only nominally issued, for the arrears were paid before it was
found actually necessary to arrest the defaulters. The prolonged existence of
cholera throughout the hot weather and rainy season i8 alleged to have inter-
fered with- the punctuality in payment of revenue by discouraging the people
from journeying to tahsils or head-quarters. Even when these various
points are taken into consideration, the Chief Commissioner is not satisfied that
the most appropriate processes were used, and he desires that the Commissioner
will invite the attention of all Deputy Commissioners and' Tahsildars in -his
Division to the instruetions embodied in Revenue Book Circular No, VI-24, which
lay down that the issue of a warrant of arrest isas a rule only appropriate in
the case of 2 malguzar who is & habitual defaulter, not from lack of means, but
from carelessness or contumacy. |

41. During the course of the year the Chief Commissioner has examined
carefully the system of land revenue accounts and the control maintained
over that system by Revenue officers. He found it defective in two respects:
(1) the preparation of the kistbandi by Tahsildars ; (2) the want of information
in the Commissioner’s Office of the revenue condition of his charge,  As to
the first point Sir A. MacDonnell is of opinion that it is a wrong principle and
one that in commereial circlés would not be tolerated—that a subordinate servant
should both state and ‘recover the demand. Instances are not infrequently
cropping up in which Government has lost revenue owing to the preparation of
kistbandis being left entirely in the hands of Tahsildars. Orders have recently
issued for the preparation of the kistbandis at the head.quarters of the district
and under the Deputy Commissioner’s supervision and on his responsibility.
Furthermore arrangements have been made whereby Commissioners will be
supplied with a basis for compiling, as years go on, a complete fiscal history
of each mahal, the revenue of which is borne on the fixed kistbandi, The Chief
Commissioner trusts that these ehanges will enable Commissioners to maintain
- a more efficient control than hitherto over the variations of the fixed demand
and render their check of the fauzis, or statements of demand, collections and
balances, more satisfactory and less nominal than in the past.

42. The system of revenue and rent money-orders which was introduced
‘te.ntatively into certain selected districts has proved fairly popular, and the facil-
ities thus afforded have been appreciated. Though the results are not yet
very great, they have been held to be sufficient to justify the permanent intro--
duction of the system and its extension to all districts of the Provinces. . It is
desirable that Commissioners of Divisions and Deputy Commissioners should
watch the working of the system in its infancy. In communication with the
Po§ta,l"authorities they should not only endeavour to remove any obstacles’
which' may impede its progress, but should not hesitate to suggest any improve-
ments in detail which experience may dictate. o '
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IV.—Laxp REVENUE SETTLEMENT.

X 43, Settlement of lapsed assignments of Revenue~These operations added
ks, 3,419.7.7 to the revenue, a sum much smaller than last year, when a large
number of service grants, which had been erronecusly treated in the previous
settlement of the Nagpur District, were resumed. The reports show that the
provisions of Revenue Book Circular VI-37 have been duly observed, and
there is evidently much greater promptitude in bringing lapses to notice now
than there used to be. There has moeover been no appreciable delay in report-
ing cases that are settled, and in this respect there has been great improvement

- during the course of the year.

From Mandla a suggestion emanates that all muafis should on the 1st Octo-
ber be brought on the revenue business statement and shown as pending until
they have been duly verified, the object in view being to provide a still further
safeg1md' against the neglect of the annual enquiry regarding each individual
rovenue-free grant. The Chief Commissioner would be glad to receive the
opinions of Commissioners on this proposal.

. From information gathered in the course of his inspections of district
offices, Sir A, MacDonnell is convineed that the muafi registers in many
districts are incomplete or otherwise defective. The advisability: of preparing
eshaustive registers and bringing the existing ones up to date has come home
to him, and he has resolved to avail Limself as far as possible of the progress of
Settlement operations to attain this end. Orders have accordingly issued to the
Commissioner of Settlements and Agriculture on this head, and Commissioners
of Divisions have likewise been instructed to supervise these operations in
districts not under Settlement.

44, Re-assessment of Land Revenue.~The development of Settlement,
in contradistinction to Survey, operations has been the main feature of the
year. In one shape or another work has been prosecuted in every district of the
Province. The completion of the regular Settlements of the three Chhatfisgarh
districts bas been previously reported ; one or two matters, however, remained
for disposal before the Settlements could be finally wound up. In Sambalpur
the question of conferring proprietary right on muafidars has been settled, the
sanctivn of the Government of India having been accorded to the proposals of
this Administration. Steps are now being taken to confer rights on the newly-,
created malguzars and to settle the various other connected questions, The deci-
sion of the Government of India was alsoreceived in the course of the year,
on the question of the grant of sanads to the zamindars of Chhattisgarh. In
accordance with these orders a wajib-ul-arz in two parts has now been drawn up
on the lines approved by the Government of India, and is now being introduced
into all the estates. These various matters are now being adjusted, and the
Chief Commissioner will soon be in a position to submit to the Government of
India the final Settlement Reports of the three districts of Raipur, Bilaspur
and Sambalpur. ' : ' -

45. The work in Damoh has been practically completed and announce-
ment of jamas is mow in progress. The difficulty of this task has been
" enhanced owing to the somewhat long interval which has elapsed since the
villages were sssessed. Changes naturally occur from year to year; holdings
are sub-divided, abandonments and exchanges take place, ordinary rents rise
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and fall, and it must unfortunately be added that a great number of ordinary
tenants are illegally ejected from year to year. So much indeed is this the
case that measures are now being taken to facilitate the legal steps for recovery
of possession. The Settlements which are being effected in these Provinces are
ryoti to all intents and purposes, and the preparation of correct rent certificates
must necessarily entail much extra work when announcement does not follow
close on the heels of assessment, as was the case ,in the Chhattisgarh country.
The exigencies, however, of the Provineial Settlement programme, framed with
a view that Government should lose as little revenue as possible, necessitated
an early start in Damoh and Jubbulpore, several years before the assessments
fell in, and the difficulties above alluded to will be experienced ina less
degree in the other districts now under Scttlement, as announcement will be
effected pari passy with the framing of the assessments. The Chief Com-
missioner inspected the work of the officers entrusted with the announcement
of rents and jamas during his recent tour. He found matters proceeding
smoothly and was on the whole satisfied with the method of procedure. Itisa
gratifying matter that. the revised rents are universally regarded as equitable by
- «the tepants and are being accepted bj them without demur. Some malguzars
have complained to the Chief Commissioner of the heaviness. of the jamas
assessed. But Sir A. MacDonnell has so far seen no case of hardship ealling
for redress. o

46. In Jubbulpore matters have during the year been placed in train for
announcement, and in many villages the announcements have actually been
made since the close of the year without exciting any dissatisfaction. The
wajib-ul-arz has been framed, and the necessary verification of certificates
has been effected. Very considerable progress has also been made with assess-
ment work, the outturn of the year being estimated to be equivalent to the
complete disposal of 900 square miles. The balance left for assessment is small
and should be completed with case during the current year.

These results are decidedly creditable to Khan Bahadur Aulad Husein, ¢. L. E.

47. The negotiations with malguzars for the reduction of the excessive
“rents of ordinary tenants have tended to delay the completion of assessment work
here as in other districts, but the boon conferred on the rack.rented tenants
justifies the time and labour expended. In his review on last year’s Revenue
administration, the Chief Commissioner alluded to the omission to give the
Settlement Officer power to reduce excessive rents, as one of the weak spots in-
the Central Provinces Temancy Act. This impression is confirmed by the
experience gathered from the assessment papers submitted during the past
year. In not a few instances have Settlement Officers striven to effect reduc-
tions with the consent of the malguzars. Not infrequently the malgusars have
agreed, and jamashave been fixed on the basis of reduced assets. There is, how-:
ever, no means of compelling the malguzars to observe their agreements, ana -
it is understood that in some cases proprietors who had previously agreed.
have gjected their tenants and enhanced the rents ‘of the holdings,—whereby
faith is broken with the ryots, and Government is defrauded in the matter
of revenue. Enquiries are now being made and opinions collatel as to
the advisability of amending clause 3 of Sectlon 54-A of the Tenancy Act, with
a view to empowerm«v Settlement Officers to fix fair rents for ordinary tenants,.
and obviating the evils above mentioned.

48.. In Wardha the Settlement Officer has pushed on his operations
energetically, and the outturn is decidedly substantial, in spite of the imped:.
ments resulting from the necessity of reconciling a large number of discrepancies
In t!le boundaries of adjacent villages, The quality, however, of the soil
classification was not at the outset all that could be desired, and the unit rates
were not fixed so judiciously as in some districts, These defects have since
been corrected by the Settlement Commissioner. In Nagpur, on the contrary,
the quality of the work is gll that could be desired, and the excellence of
Mr. Craddock’s reports as also the judicious character of his rent rate and assess-
ment proposals, havebeen acknowledged by the Chief Commissioner on more than
one occasion, While, however, a very considerable area was attested and inspec.
tfd, and great pains were taken to ensure a dorrect soil classification, the submis.
sion of the Rent-rate Reports was too long delayed, and up to date none of the
last season’s assessments have reached the Sesretariat. The necessity of adhering
more closely to his programme should be impressed on the Settlement Officer, In
this district the cadastral survey was completed during the course of the year,

maps being prepared for 422 square miles and records for a still larger
area.

49. Work was newly started during the year in Hoshangabad, Nar-
singhpur, Saugor and Chhindwara. In the two former districts an excellent
start has been made, 516 and 468 villages having been inspected by the
respective Settlement Officers, and good progress has been made in the sub-
mission of Rate Reports. In Saugor the Settlement Officer has been some-
what hampered owing to his operations extending over three tahsils, which neces.,
sitated the preparation of as many preliminary reports before his Rent-rate
proposals could be completed. In this district the field operations have been
vigorously prosecuted, but the office work is somewhat in arrears. Delay was
occasioned in Chhindwara owing to the lamented death of Mr. Dori Lall, and
as Mr. Montgomerie did not assume charge of his duties until late in January,
it is not surprising that the outturn was less here than in the other districts.

Having regard to the fact that the officersin charge of these four Settlements
had little or no previous experience of the practical work of assessment, the
Chief Commissioner considers that the results attained are satisfactory.

50. TFor the reasons explained in paragraph 11 of the report submitted
by the Commissioner of Settlements and Agriculture, the cost rates of assess-
ment per square mile furnish but a rough indication of the comparative
incidence of expenditure. The Chief Commissioner, however, notices the high
rate in Baugor and desires the Commissioner of Settlements and Agriculture to
keep a watchful eye on the expenditure in this district.

51. The only districts in which assessments have been completed during
the year are Jubbulpore and Nagpur. In the former district the spontaneous
increase of assets is very large, and rents have been raised only 5 per cent.
above the level found fo prevail; while in Nagpur, where the tenantsas a
rule have held their own to a much greater extent, the corresponding figure
is 14 per cent. The percentage of revenue enhancemcnt in Nagpur is far less
than in Jubbulpore. This is attributable (1) to the greater extent to which
. cultivation has increased since settlement in Jubbulpore; (2) to the heavy
enhancements exacted in that district by malguzars from tenants during the
course of settlement ; and (3) to the fact that, whereas the revenue maintained
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in the Nagpur country (for the gross revenue was only raised 0'6 per cent. at
the time of the last settlement) represented a percentage often exceeding 70 per’
cent., the assessment of Jubbulpore Was below half the actunl assets of the day.

The percentage of the assets which is being taken at the settlement in pro-
gress in Nagpur is very much less than that taken- 30 yearsago. This redue.
tion of the percentage trenches of course on the increment which will accrae to
Governmeat, but the Chief Commissioner eonsiders that as practically no scope
for future development during the carrency of settlement now exists —the
country being fully cultivated and the bulk of the temants protected by law
against enhancement-—it is incambent on the Administration so to adjust its
demands that the revenue may be levied with ease. even in years of com-

parative ec'xrclty

52. Survey prepa,rdtory to assessment was in full swing during the Ayea.r
- in thedistricts of Mandla, Betul, Chanda, Bhandara and Balaghat, while the
little that remained to be done in Seoni, Ralpur and Nimar was satisfactorily

accomplished.

The Mandla District was sumuarily settled recently to avoid a loss of reve-
nue, but the survey is being prosecated so as to afford a basis for pafwan
papers in the future, and mtroducs as mach uniformity as possible into the
Land Record arrangements of the Provinees. Chanda is an unwieldy district
to manage, the distances are very great, and the fields are small. In splte of
unusual difficulties, however, Mr. Dunne has securel a decidedly gsol oatturn.
In Betul the patwaris, who were inclined to be troublesome, have been better

‘managed, and the report from this district shows better results than last year.
The progress in Balaghat and Bhandara has hkemse been satlsfacbory »

The areas completed in each of the five dlStl‘lCtS above mentioned, with the -
cost per square mile in each case, are shown in the appended table :— -. '

The cost-rate in Betul is peculiarly low when contrasted - with the other
districts, and the Assistant Settlement Officer in charge deserves credit for the
results attamcd

53. In the Chhattisgarh Zammdaus survoy work has beea in provress
on the basis of traverses locally prepared in the manaer described in paragraph
42 of last year’s Resolution, These traverses tarned out well, and were effected
ab a very moderate cost. This is subject for conwratulatlon, for although the |
tocal traverse has now been stoppal oving to Survey Party No. IX hiving
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!Jecome available for the traverse of these areas, and of areas similarly situated
in the Chanda Zamindaris, the new system will prove very useful in dealing
with areas excised from the Forests for settlement on ryotwari principles.
'Iihe outturn of survey in Raipur, where ground was broken in the previous
year, was good, and in the other districts a fair start was made.

54. The question of excising land from the Government Forests for ryot- -
wari settlement has engaged much attention during the year, and the Adminis.
tration has lately had an opportunity of explaining its policy in this connec-
tion to the Government of India. In the Damoh, Betul, Sconi and Chanda
districts some blocks have been selected for eventual disforestment. For
Hoshangabad, after an exchange of views between the two departments con-.
cerned, an exhaustive scheme of general character has been sketched out, and
* approved by the Chief Commissioner. The areas to be ultimately transferred
to the Revenue Department when an effective demand for the land arises, have
been roughly indicated, and it remains now for the two departments working
in consultation to effect demarcation after a determination of various matters of
detail. In the Mandla District the stage of disforestment in the case of the
areas hitherfo known as“Patch cultivation” -was reached in the previous
year. The Revenue Department has since assumed control after demarca-
tion, a survey has been undertaken, and a regular ryotwari settlement is now
being prosecuted. During the year under report, rent-rate proposals were
submitted by Mr. Scott, the Assistant Settlement Officer in charge, for 99
villages, and quite recently the Chief Commissioner has accorded his sanction
to the final assessment proposals for this area. The increment of revenue
obtained by these operations is very small, but the investigations of the Assist-
ant Settlement Officer have established the fact that the rent-rate paid in these -
ryotwari villages is already higher than that rendered by ryots of neighbouring
malguzari villages of similar character; while the predominance of the poorer
soils dictates caution. The Chief Commissioner is moreover confident that-
lenient treatment at the outset will reap its own reward, in the alacrity with’
which the unoccupied survey numbers will be taken up. In Balaghat much
work of similar character remains to be accomplished in connection with patch
cultivation and lease-lapsed villages. Hitherto, however, little but demarcation
has been effected, and this is not yet complete.

55. The Charwa tract, in the Iloshangabad District, which is at present
the most important of the areas settled ryotwar, has been managed during the
year by the Settlement Officer, Mr. Sly, who has submitted an interesting
report on its management, and has applied himself with energy to the solution
of the various problems which, as a rule, attend any new departure. In the
13 new villages which were surveyed and assessed, good progress has been made
in the allotment of new numbers.

The attempt made by the North-Western Provinces’ capitalists to bring
down cultivators from those Provinces having failed, efforts are now being
IR ' made to recruit by direct agency, and special concessions
e somemtor 1092 bave Leen sanctioned by the Administration on a small
scale, with a view to encourage up-country patels fo
colonize some tracts with ryots from the North-Western Provinces, The result
of this experiment will be watched with interest. :

© 56. Inthe Nimar District the assessment of the 21 villages in the Singhaji
+waste-land block mentioned in last year's review, as also of 18 villages in
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the neighbourhood of Burhanpur, has been concluded in spite of unusual difficul-
ties occasioned by the extreme unhealthinesss of the country. Out of 752
survey numbers in Singhaji, 448 have been allotted, whereby a revenue incre-
ment of Rs. 8,257 has accrued. a

57. The general results of the scason’s work in the Settlement Depart-
ment are very satisfactory. An area of 4,169 square miles has been surveyed,
and the cadastral survey of the khalsa portion of the Provinces is now drawing
to a close. 'The results achieved in this branch exceed by 6,500 square mileg
the engagements embodied in the quinquennial contract which expired in March
1892. On the other hand, the outturn of assessment work falls below what was
anticipated. This is attributed to the delay entailed by two changes of Settle-
ment Officers in the Jubbulpore District. Various other causes Would however,
seem to have contributed, not the least of which was the withdrawal of officers
in previous years from the Settlement staff, owing to the attenuation of the’
Commission. It must, however, be admitted that more is expected now of Set-
tlement Officers in the way of report-writing, and it has been pointedout above:
how their operations are delayed by their negotiations with malguzars for the
reduction of exorbitant rents.

The Chief Commissioner takes this opportunity of again thanking the
Settlement Commissioner, Mr. Fuller, c. I. E., for his sustained and successful
control of this most important and onerous Department. Every Settlement
Officer without exception has loyally responded to the severe calls made on his
devotion and energy. Where all have done so well it would .be invidious to
mention any name in particular. To every one Sir Antony MacDonnell feels
himself indebted for excellent service rendered mthout regard to personal con-
venience and under very trying circumstances.”

. V.—REvENUE CourT WORK.

38. Proprietary mutations. —To this matter peculiar interest now attaches
in view of the recent Commission to enquire into the indebtedness of agricul-
turists and proposed legislation on the subject. The statistics of the last three
years of the area transferred by sale in each Division, are as follows : —

The figures of the last two years do not vary much, but are considerably
below those of 1889-90. Tt is not clear how far the figures of the latter year
included transfers by mortgages with possession, but the regular registration
of such changes does not appear to have been effected. prior to the issue of
- Revenue Book Circular I-52, dated the 21st November 1890.
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The;increase in the area so transferred in the vear under report from 53,117
t0 85,605 acres is apparently the result of more careful registration. If these
figures be added to the statistics of 180091 and 1891-02, the areas alicnated
during each of the thres years would stand as follows: —

~ More- information is given in the district reports than in previous years as
to the classes to whom and by whom transfers were made. The Deputy Com-
missioner, Nagpur, reports that 258 per cent. of the transferces belonged to the
money-lending classes. In Chanda, out of the 53 private sales 23 were in favour
of money-lenders, while in Balaghat the transferees were in all cases of the
agricultural class. In Damoh the statistics adduced show that malguzars were
the largest buyers as well as sellers. In all cases except five in Seoni, the pur-
chasers were landholders, owning villages or lands in the district. In Saugor,
on the- contrary, where sales and mortgages were numerous and where—to
judge from the reports recently submitted by the Settlement Officer and the
tour diary of the Deputy Commissioner —the condition of agriculturists is more
depressed than elsewhere throughout the Provinces, 131 out of the 218 proper-
ties transferred passed into the hands of money-lenders,

In Nimar, where an extraordinary number of plots (398) were transferred
. by sale and mortgage, it is satisfactory to note that only 100 of these, represent-
ing one-third of the total area, were in favour of money-lenders. On the wholo
it may be said that the agricultural classes have fairly held their own.

- The number of sales by order of Court has not varied, but private sales
and mortgages with possession have somewhat increased, and it would have
been well had the Deputy Commissioner, Nimar, attempted some explanation of
the reason of the large number of transfers of plots in his district, as his attention
was invited to the matter in last year’s Resolution. The sales by order of
Court are most numerous in Bhandara and Saugor.

'59.  Partitions.~—The partition work of the year in each Division is ab-

During the year there has heen a still further decline in the number of
institutions, which stood at 124 last year and at 179 in 1889-90. This is appa-
rently due ina moasure to four more districtsbeing brought under seftlement,
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and to partitions being held in abeyance in others until the re-survey is ecoms
plete. It is, however, noticeable that the number of ijustitutions in Chhattis.
garh, where there is now no impediment to partition and where the number bad
increased last year, has now fallen from 34 to 23. How far this decline vay be
due to ordinary fluctuations or to the relative unpopularity of imperfect parti-
tions, it would be unsafe to affirm on the basis of two or three ycais’ statistics,

The pending file has fallen from 121 to 105, mainly owing to the numbez
of disposals in Chhattisgarh. The heaviness of the pending fil> in that Divi.
sion was animadverted on last year, and the matter lLas since attracted the
Commissioner’s attention. It is explained that even better results would have
been attained had there not been so many changes in the personnel of the staff,
but all partition cases has now been entrusted to one offic-r, who will visit
each village during the cold weather and dispose of the work on the spot.

The Chief Commissioner considers that only under some such arrangement
as this can partition work be properly done, and he now desires the Commis-
sioners of Jubbulpore and Nagpur to make similar arrangements for the dis-
posal of the heavy files in Saugor and Bhaudara. These districts likewise
return the longest pending cases, but in Bhandara the delay is but nominal, as
the parties are contesting a question of title up to the Judicial Commissioner’s
Court. This case should, as pointed out by the Commissioner, have been struck
off when the parties were referred by the Collector to the Civil Court.

Of the 46 cases for disposal by Commissioners, 33 were finally sanctioned
and 4 returned for revision, while 9 were pending at the

Statemment VI close of the year.

Rules for the conduct of imperfect partitions have been finally sanctioned
by the Chief Commissioner during the year. It is
hioped that they will tend to systematize procedure as
also to accelerate the despatch of such business.

Revenue Bouk Circular I-60.

60. This Statement exhibits the work uunder certain heads of business
during the year. The number of institutions of muta-
tion cases has risen from 7,867 to 9,215. It is largest

again in Nimar, and this is attributed to there being so many malik-makbuza
heldings in that district. The same cause doubtless operates in Wardha and
Nagpur, where cases are also numerous.

' Statement VI

In some districts the increases are due to the death of a few malguzars
holding a large number of estates ; in others to the more rigorous enforcement
of the law under which persons entering into proprietary possession are bound
to intimate the fact to the Tahsidar.

Tenancy Act.—The number of cases for the deposit of rent has declined
from 1,132 to 719. The Commissioner of Nagpur accepts the view that the in-
auguration of the system of rent money-orlers has probably tended to produce
this result. The Commissioner, Chhattisgarh, while advancing the same
opinion, adds that the completion of the settlement and the introduction of the
system of receipt books have no doubt plazed the relationship hetween landlords
and tenants on a more satisfactory basis. In the Harda Tahsil of the Hoshan-
gabad District, where the decline is most noticeable, it is ascribed to the mal-
guzars accepting their lawful rents, the tc nants having become cognizant of
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their rights and declining fo be furthrr bullied. - The Chie! Commissioner
» desires thit this report'should be still further verifiel. ‘

61. “The number of applications to confer -occupancy rights continues to
‘be-very few. ‘The institations were most numerous in Raipurand Nassinghpur.
"The fale of {Lese cases in the latter district was as follows:—(Seven were
“allowed, ore wzs rejected because a suit ad previously been instituted by the
lapdlord for ej-ctment oifvthe-', applicant, and the others wers dismissed in de-
fault, In Raj ur only 19 out of 73 cases instituted were disposed of, aud in
‘but 6 was occupai ¢y right conferred.

. Itis observed that most of the institutions took place in the last quarter of
the year, so there may bave been na want of promptitule in dealing with the
s casts. '

The Chief Commissioner, however, desires that the Commissioner will send
for a batch of these eases and satisfy himscIf that they ave being properly dis-
posed of aerzording to law, and that no umnecessary delays are permitted to
oceur. Once already hias the injudicious act'on of a Deputy Commissicner
ref"ardud the acquisition of occuvancy rights in this district. Now that acqui.
sition by prescription is stopped, and that the area held in absolute occupancy
right tends annually to decrease, the Chief Commissionsr holds ic fncumbent-
on the Administration to do ev-rything in its power to promote the acquisition
by purchase. He is zlad, therefore, to learn from the Commissioner of Settle
ments and Agriculture, that Settlement Dfficers have been instructed to expouad
the law on the subject in the course of their village inspactions.

¢ 8ir'A, MacDonnell also considers that as Patwaris and Revenue Inspectors
settle down in their circles on the close of survey or assessment opeyations, more
should be done by them to make the law knawn to ryots.

" remained almost constant in the three preceding years, has risen somewhat in the -
year under review, The number of sales averted by temporary alienation, which
iy the main indication of the efiicacy of the action of the Collector under this”
section, isstill very small. In the great majority of the sale cases which are:
submitted for sanction it is noticeable that the encumbrances are almost invari-
ably so great as to preclude the possibility of any success attending efforts in this
direction. As in past years so in the present, little can be claimed for the inte-
vention of the Collector, except that it affords a' certain reprieve to the judg-
ment-debtor whereby heis enabled fo arrange with his creditors or negotiate a
fresh loan. The districts in which the increaso of sales orderel is most percepti-
ble are- Saugor, Narsinghpur and Wardha, while in Hoshangabad there has’
been & substantial decline, This district, however, and Narsinghpur still return
the largest number of cases, while Saugor has outstripped the dxsmcts of Navpur
and Wardha, and now stands tlnrd in this respect o

~ The numbe1 of cases pendmo at the close of the year has 1ncreased in spite
of the relief afforded to Deputy Commissioners by the appointment of Civil’
Judges. This is an unsatisfactory feature, and the pendmv files in Hoshanr'-'
abad and Wardha, which are peculiarly heavy, reqmre early attention on the pait’
of the Deputy Commlssmners

In 43out of the 98 cases shown as pending at the close of the year i’
Saugor, immoveable property has been leased out for 4 term of years, and thesc_
must continue to be shown as pending till the terms of the leases expire. It
would be well if all Deputy Comrmssxoners would in future return the number of ’
cases pending on this account, 0 as to render it posclble to form a more accurate .
idea as to the exact state of business. The Comumissioner, N erbudda, ap parently'
contemplates submitting a representatlon in favour of altering existing proce-
dure so as to treat a case in Whlch a lease has been sanctioned, as ﬁnal'y dlS-
posed of.

The same officer in commentmo' upon the variations from dlstuct to district,
and in the same district from year fo year, in the number of years’ purchase of,
the land revenue obtained on sale, states that  there can be no doubt that the,
imminence of the settlement has haJ much effect in lowering the selling pnce of,
land.” This may be true, and it is moreover manifest that in districts of w lnch
the assessments have recently been revised the number of years’ purchase must,
fall along with the rise of the revenue. It has, however, been admitted "in
previous years that no safe .deductions. can be based upoa the figures, as they. are
regulated so largely by the encumbrances on the property ; and the fluctuations,
of the present year can, it would appear, be accounted for only in this manner. \

66. General Revenue Business.—The year is characterized by a great
increase in the number of institutions, which have risen from 38,175 to 48,649.
All four Divisions have contributed to this result, and the i mcre:xse in the uumber_I
of objections to Income Tax and Pandhri assessments owing to the year under
report being one of triennial revision, have counterbalanced the’ decline’in the ]
number of Forest cases which has resulted, as anticipated, from the mtxoductlonw

.of the new rules regarding malwuzan forests. ‘The bulk of the incxease, how-
ever, acerued in tte Nagpur and Nerbudda Divisions, ’
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In the Nagpur Division this is attributable mainly to ths large number of
applications dealt with under the Land Improvement and Agriculturists Loans:
Acts in the three districts of Bhandara, Chanda and Wardha, but in the last. .
named district. not a little to insistence on propae registration of cases, which,
as apprehended in last year’s Resolution, hal been much neglected in past years.

The inspeetion memoranda recorded by Commissioners, asalso the Quarterly
B'usxfless Statements, indicate that the system of registration adopted in various
distriets isnot yet conducted on a uniform basis, though improvement is doubtless.
faking place in this respect. In Bilaspur, for instancs, it was recently brought’
to notice by M. Fraser, that many matters of a purely trivial or routine character
were registerel as Revenue caszs, and orders were issued for the guidance of the.
Deputy Commissioner,

The large number. of cases classed as “Mutation” and “Miscellaneous”
in Nimar attracted notice last year, and the Commissioner was asked to investi-
gate ths causes. Itisnow explained that the large annnal excess of mutation
cases over the figure of "all other districts of the Provinces is dua to the:

A classified list of the miscellaneous cases is given by the Deputy Commis-
sioner, and the only criticisms to which his systom of rezistration would appear
open, is in regard to the inclusion of cases dealing with appointments, promotions
and transfers of officials, while the number of cases classed as * Other cascs **
under the Land Revenue Act is somewhat large. Uunder the stricter system of
registration in force in Betul, all the former and not a fow of the latter would.
apparently be excluded from the category of Ravenus cases, being deeraed matters .
of mere office routine or of importance too trifling to merit registration as.
Revenue cases. The Commissioner, Nerbudda, has now a standard for guidance, .
and the other Commissioners of Divisions will doubtless work out the same in the-
course of their inspections of distriet offices, |

‘Colonel Bowie would propose to formulate an authoritative definition of a
“Revenue case” for universal guidance. Bub the Chief Commissioner consi-
ders that a measure of discretion must be left to Deputy Commissioners, the
mode in which this is exercised being tested by Commissioners in the course of
their preseribed inspections at regular intervals, In this way more uniformity,
may be expected from year to year.

In spite of an increase of 23 per cent. in the number of disposals, the total
number of cases pending at the close of the year has, owing to the augmenta-
tion of institutions, risen from 5,245 t06,183. The district which returns the
largest number of pending cases is Raipur, where tha figure is 834, as contrasted
with 415 in the previous year; and the Chief Commissioner has receatly had
occasion to animadvert on the delays which the Dzputy Commissioner has
permitted to occur in the transaction of Revenue business. In the Nagpur
Division an effort has been made to overtake the arrears, and the pending.
file has been somewhat reduced in spite of the great increase in institutions.
The Commissioner observes that, although the improvement is not so grest
as could be wished, it is marked as regards long-pending cases. ‘The appended
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table gives details by divisions of the cases pending for various periols during
the past two years:— '

The aggregate of cases pending for periods exceeding three months has declin-
ed from 1,840 to 1,793, and whereas those pending for the two longer periods have -
beenreduced from 691 to 489,the number of those pending for three and six months
shows an increase of 155. Onthe whole then a considerable improvement is .
perceptible, but better results will be looked for in the current year, asthe powers
of disposal of Assistant and Extra-Assistant Commissioners have recently been
considerably enhanced on the lines described in paragraph 53 of last year’s
Resolution, '

67. - Lambardars and Mukaddams.~There is but little to add on this head
to what hasbeen written in past years. The appointments have, it appears, been
brought into harmony with the existing rules, in all districts except Bhandara,
Chanda, Balaghat anl Mandla. The necessity of revision in Chanda was promi.
nently brought out in a recent tour diary of the Deputy Commissioner of that
‘district. No further delay can now be allowed to occur in concluding the
revision necessitated by the issue of Revenue Book Circular I—48 in these
districts, and Sir Antony MacDonnell desires that the Commissioners of the

Nagpur and Jubbulpore Divisions will submit completion reports by the end of
next June, ’

The Commissioner of Jubbulpore writes that “the office of mukaddam is
“ respected, popular, and confers on the holder a recognized status. Female
* lambardars are reluctant to forego the office of mukaddam, and proposals to
“recognize a female as mukaddam are frequently received by me.” The
reports indicate that mukaddamsare becoming conversant with what is expected
of them, and on the whole they appear to have given satisfaction in the dis-
charge of their duties. Such difficulty as is experienced arises as a rule in the
case of the gumashtas of absentee mukaddams, A few mukaddams have been
fined for neglect of duty, but the necessity of such coercion does not scem wide-
spread. In matters of sanitation they are described as apathetic and remiss,
but we can hardly expect them, in the beginning atall events, to be more
enlightened in this respect than their neighbours, and they have doubtless the
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g.reatest dificulties to contend against from the obstructiveness of the ordinary
nl¥ager and want of funds. The Deputy Commissioner of Wardha, however,
wries in a sanguine strain and is able to report that great improvement has
already been effected in the state of the village wells of his district.

68. Kotwars or Village wcatchimen.—This ill-paid but deserving class is stated
to have worked well in all districts, with the exception of Sambalpur, where their
position is less satisfactory than perhaps anywhere in tte Provinces. This year
kotwars have in several districts, notably in Mandla, Betul and Chhindwara, expe-
rienced great difficulty in realizing their lues in kind owing to the unfavourable
character of the season, and the Deputy C.mmissioner of Betul writes, that much
time and labour were expended by the tahsil staff in commuting dues in kind into
the cash equivalent and collecting the same. Asa remedy for this state of things
the Deputy Commissioner would advocate the incorporation of kotwar's dues in
the Revenug at the impending revision and their payment in cash. This question
has, however, been fully cousidered in the past, and the Chief Commissioner is
not prepared to alter the present character of the kotwar as a village officer,
No effort, however, should be spared to improve his position as such, and the pol-
iey of removing unauthorized kotwars and thereby reducing the number among
whow the slender stipend is distributed should be persisted in. In this view Sir
Antony MacDonneil notes with satisfaction the action taken by the Deputy Com-
missioner, Nagpur, under Revenue Book Circular I—6¢, whereby 1,842 kotwars
 irregularly appointed by malguzars in excess of the number fixed at settlement,
have been ousted. The revision has hitherto extended to three talisils, and that of
the Ramtek tahsil remains to be accomplished. The Settlement Officer and De-
puty Commissioner of this district Lave now been asso:iated in the work of re-
vising the appointments of kotwars and their rates of remuneration, and it is
trusted that the effects of their joint labours will place the kotwars whose ser-
vices are retained in a better pecuniary position. Similar action has been taken
in Betul under Rule 2 of Revenue Book Circular I--62, where a number of so-
called “ madadgars” have been discharged and the defects of a sub-division of
emoluments remedied as far as possible.

There are apparently other districts in which this matter should engage
attention, e. g., Chhindwara, the Deputy Commissioner of which is silent on the
subject, and Chanda, where Mr, Skinner apprehends that there has been great
irregularity in the appointmen\t of kotwars, and adds that heis taking up the
question. The Chief Commissioner trusts that Commissioners will see that this
important matter is not lost sight of, anl expeels in next year’s reports a brief
summary of the action taken in each district in this direction.

The great difficulty in the way of pracuriﬁg effective service from kotwars
or village watchmen is the smallness of tieir remuncration, which hitherto has -
been contributed by the agricultural community alone. But a proposal has

- recently been submitted to the ChLief Commissioner that at the revision of settle.
ment, members of the village community who are not agriculturists should also
be made to subscri‘b'e, under Section 147-A of the Land Revenue Act, towards
the maintenance of the LKotwars, whose remuneration would thus be seasibly
jmproved. The Chief Commissioner hasapproved of this propusal, having satisfied
himself of the legality of calling upan such persons to contribute to the kotwars®
remuneration. There remain tivo questions—(1) as ta the classes who owing to
their poverty should be exempted, (2) as to the seale of rates at which these con.
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tributions should be levied, These matters have been recently referred to Com-
‘missioners of Divisions for opinion and will be subsequently disposed of. As
‘the revision of settlement of each district is taken up, kotwars’ dues which are
leviable from malguzars and tenants are being fixed in cash. This should ren- .
der them more easy of realization, and when non.agriculturists contribute the r
quota it is hoped that their emoluments will be raised to a fair remuneration
-and that better service will be rendered.

Unauthorized dismissals of kotwars by malguzars continue in Raipur in
spite of the agreement embodied in the wajib-ul-arz to the contrary ; bukt the
Deputy Commissioner writes that steps have been taken to discourage illegal
ejectments as far as possible. It would moreover appear that malguzarsare gen.
erally to blame for ruptures, a5 they expect too much personal service from the
kotwars.

69. Touring and Inspections.—The amount of touring done by District
officers appears to have been suffisient in all districts except Hoshangabad,
Raipur and Bilaspur, where it is explained that the Deputy Commissioners were
tied to their head-quarters to master details of a district which they had recently
joined. A number of useful and interesting tour diaries were also submitted.
A fair amount of touring has been done by Assistaat Commissioners and Kxtra-
Assistant Commissioners in not a few districts ; but in others which were under-
manned, these officers spent an insufficient time under canvass. The atteation
of all Commissioners is invited to Revenue Book Circular VI—41, and the Chief
Commissioner must look to them to see that due effect is given to its provisions
as far as the strength of the staff in each district permits. The -Commissioner,
- Chhattisgarh, writes ¢ the matter of inspection tours by Tahsildars has been
somewhat neglected by Deputy Commissioners, and I have endeavoured to system-
atise their fours and to secure their being more out in their tabsils.” The
Chief Commissioner would wish to see this plan followed in other Divisions, and
it would appear necessary to lay stress again in the observance of the provisions
of Revenue Book Circular VI—36 in reomd to the subnission of tour diaries by

Tahsildars, as this matter has, it is elear, received inadequate attention in not a
few districts.

The Commissioners have, sinca thoy were relieved.of t‘leu judicial work,
spent more time in Camp; but the amount of touring aJcomphshed by the Com-
missioner, Nagpur, is inadequate. Under the orders which have recently issued
for periodic inspections of Head-quarters and District offices, the touring of Com.
missioners will not be confined to the cold season under canvass, but they are
now required to pay flying visits of inspection t;o the various districts of their
Divisions i in other seasons of the year.

The inspection memoranda which have been submltted to the Chief Com-
missiover during the course of the year have been a3 a rule useful and sugges-
tive, and now that Commissioners recognize, as is appareat from their reports,
the utility of systematic inspections, the Chief Commissioner feels convinsed
that the results will soon be made manifest in greatly improved administration

and in the removal of those unnecessary delays and irregularities which have
occurred in past years.

70. The Chief Commissioner desires to acknowledge the assistance he re--
ceived from the Commissioners of Divisions and most of the oicers in charge of
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districts, but he is especially indebted for effective assistance to Mr. Praser, Com.
missioner of the Chhattisgarh Division, Colonel Bowie, Commissioner of the
Nerbudda Division, Colonel Thomas, Deputy Commissioner of Chanda, Colonel
Scott, Deputy Commissioner, Nagpur, Mr. Fox.Strangways, Deputy Commis-
sioner of Chhindwara, Mr. Duff, Deputy Commissioner of Nimar, and Mr. Crump,
Officiating Deputy Commissioner of Sambalpur. Mr, Sly, Settlement Officer,
Hoshangabad, also deserves commendation for his efficient management of the
Charwa ryotwari tract in that district. Several Provincial Service officers have
also come under the Chief Commissioner’s favourable notice, among whom are

Mr. Bargo Rao, Mr. Greany, Mr. Harish Chunder Bose, Mr, Yado Madho Rao
and Mr. T. N, Deshmuk. -

T.—ASSESSMENT OF MALGUZARI ESTATES.

2. Assessment was continued in Damoh, Jubbulpore, Wardha and Nagpur,
and was started in four new districts,—Saugor, Narsinghpur, Hoshangabad and
Chhindwara.. Thus altogether eight districts were dealt with, and this branch of
the Settlement programme reached its maximum development.

_ 3. Damoh.—The determination of the revised rents and revenues to be
levied in this district on the conclusion of the current Settlement was out of
“hand by the close of the preceding year; but detailed preparations for their
annduncement to the people occasioned a great deal of work. Two, and in
some places three, years had passed since the Settlement Officer’s records were
drawn up, and numerous changes had taken place which it was necessary to
ascertain and tabulate before the rental certificates could be drawn up which
are distributed to the ryots. These enquiries were made under the orders of the
Deputy Commissioner (Colonel Lugard), and during the rains certificates show-
ng .the num_bers and areas of the fields in each ryot’s holding were drawn up,
leaving nothing to be entered but the revised rent. To ensure that -changes
were tabulated and the certificates drawn out on proper system, Mr. Ratnaparkhe,
Assistant Settlement Officer of Jubbulpore (who is now engaged in announcing
the Damoh assessments), was deputed to :Damoh for a short time:during the
rains, The smoothness and rapidity with which the announcement 6f the new -
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assessments is now progressing in this district is largely due to the accuracy
with which these certificates have been prepared. Colonel Lugard reporis
exceedingly well of the Settlement Superintendent in immediate ckarge of the
work (Mr. Narain Rao).

4. Jubbulpore.—There ishere very satisfactory progress to report. Inaddi-

sai, C. L &, Sertlement Oficer. “1TOM the preceding vear the Settlement Officer attested
ot o Jamaparkle, A+ and inspected (63 villages (with an area of 1,072 square
’ ’ miles), for all of which Rent-rate reports were sent up
within the year, and 231 of which were finally assessed. Assessments for 109
out of the balance of 414 villages reached me before the end of November, and
I expect to see the whole number out of hand in two or three weeks. Taking

one thing with another, the outturn of the year is equivalent to about 900 square
miles of work begun and carried to completion within the 12 months.

During the year exorbitant rents paid by ordinary tenants were reduced
with the malguzars’ consent on 1,031 holdings, the aggregate rental of which
was lowered by Rs. 7,179. The announcement of the revisel assessments in
this district has now bzena taken up, and the results of the rent reduction effected
doring the past three years are being brought to the test. The Settlement
Officer reports that with comparatively few exceptions the malguzars have
kept to their word, and that there can be no doubt that the relief afforded to
ryots has been of real benefit.

In view of the announcement of the revised assessmeats it has been
necessary in this distriet, as in Damoh, to check in detail the records of villages
assessed at the commencement of the Scttlemant, to tabulate all changes and
embody them in the rental certificates. This has added very greatly to the
Settlement Officer’s responsibilities, but has been very successfully accomplished ;
and during the year rental certificates were drawn out for 1,045 villages includ-
ing 55,577 holdings. The Settlement Officer has also drawn up and submitted
proposals for the revision of the village administration paper (Wajib-ul.arz),
and for the determination of the rates at which patwari cess is to be payable
by malguzars and ryots under the new Settlement.

Year after year, since the establishment of the Settlement Department,
the work of Kban Bahadur Aulad Hussein has been mentioned with special
commendation, and I have again to refer to it in the highest terms. Hisreports
may not have been 50 long or so elaborate as those submitted by some other
officers, and owing to the large increase shown by existing assets, he has had
comparatively little to do in the enhancement of rents. But looking
to the accuracy of his records and the amount of his outturn, he has
more to show than any other Settlement Officer in thé Provinces. To this
the excellent service rendered by his Assistant, Ar. AL D. Ratnaparkhe,
materially contributed. To this officer I am further indebted for the initiation
of office work at Damoh during the rains. Settlement Superintendent Abul
Hak efficiently discharged the duties of junmior Assistant Settlement Oficer,
a post for which no officer was available. He has since the close of the year
been promoted to this rank. The Settlement Officer also writes in good terms
of the second Settlement Superintendent, Sheocharan Lal.

Only 530 villages remain for assessment in this district, the Settlement of
which should be completed by the end of the current year.

5. TWardha—The large area of 1,203 square miles incluling 653 villages

was attested and inspected in this district, Jeaving 1,014

g b Batadur Parchotam Do, square miles to be dealt with during ths current season.
Mr. B, Jagsanush, Assisant FOr all the villages inspected Rent-rate reports had been
Setvement OBer. = weopi  5e0b 0 by, or shortly after the end of the year. Nono
Assistact Sewtlement Ofcer. . are returned as assessed, but as a matter of fact most of
the assessments were completed by the end of November,

and would have been reported for sanction had not delay been caused by the
necessity of obtaining the consent of malguzars to the reduction of exorbitant

rents on some ordinary tenant holdings.
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I regret to say that the Settlement Officer has been much impeded by the
Jarge number of discrepancies between the mapped boundaries of adjacent vil
Jages which were discovered at his attestation. There were no less than 672 of .

theso discrepancies to be reconciled, entailing not merely a boundary re-survey,
but an immense amount of change in the detailed field areas recorded, and in

the village totals.

So far as outturn goes the progress made in this district is satisfactory.
At my inspection of the field records in January I found much to criticise in
the land classing, which had in great part to be re-done. The errors detected by
me had been committed by the Assistant Settlement Officers in neglect of
clear instructions from the Settlement Officer. I have reason to believe that
the soil classing of villages dealt with subsequently to my visit was judiciously
effected. ' : :

Rai Bahadur Parshotam Das has fully maintaned his reputation as a tho- .
roughly conscientious officer ready to sacrifice time and comfort in the interests
of his work. . But he has not succeeded so well as other Native officers in gaining
the loyalty as well as the energy of his subordinate staff, and has been too prone
to insist on minor points of discipline. Men who are habitually expected to
work over time look for indulgence on occasion of petty shortcomings. Loyal
and, on the whole, efficient assistance was rendered by the senior Assistant
Mr. B. Jagannath; but T am again unable to record so much of the junior As-

Maps and records were
adequately checked, Survey work was in the immediate chargs of Mr. Swiney,
who did fairly well in the field, but whose services lost a good deal in value by
procrastination in matters of routine, |

The progress of assessment work has not been sorapidasI expected. An
area of 342 square miles was finally assessed; but this merely represents arrears
from the previous year. The area attested and inspected was sutticient (901
square miles including 622 villages), but by the end of the year Rent-rate
proposals had been submitted for only half the number, and by the end of
November were still in arrears for 78 villages. Up to the end of November
none of these villages had been assessed. The record and mapping office work
is also much behind Land, and I should say that, generally, work in this
district is at least three or four months in arrears. As already mentioned the
Settlement Officer was to some extent hampered by the progress of the cadastral
survey, and he had to contend with the delay caused by his absence on privilege
leave during three months of the year. But I certainly expected that on
. his return he would have made up way more rapidly, and consider that
his arrears are chiefly due to his having attached move importance to the
elaboration of his reports than to the punctual disposal of practical work.
The preliminary tahsil reports and the reports with which each batch of Rent-rate
and Assessment proposals are submitted entail upon Settlement Officers a very
large amount of writing, which if indulged in beyond necessary limits may
swamp executive work altogether. Mr. Craddock’s reports have been the most
thoughtful and interesting of any submitted. But the time and labour bestowed
on them has, in my judgment, often been out of proportion to the practical
result to be obtained. It should be added, however, that the labour which
Mr. Craddock has spent on his reports is not at the expense of his field
work: his enquiries are detailed and sympathetic, and 'he has succeeded in.
completely winning the confidence of the people. ‘ '
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Of his two Assistants in ossessmeat work Mr. Craddock writes that
Mr. Muhammad Amin disappointed him at the outset, but improved very greatly
towards the end of the scason and assisted him materially in village inspection.
The second Assistant, Mr. Mahadji Naik, continued to work most conscientiously
and gave every satisfaction. '

7. Saugor.~—The assessment of this and the next three districts was only

where ground had been broken in previous years.

- So far as field work goes the Saugor outturn was as large as could be
expected, covering 491 villages with an area of 686 square miles. But the
subsequent stages of assessment are decidedly behind hand. By the end
of the year the Settlement Officer had submitted Rent-rates for only 227
villages, and had two months later made no further progress in this direction,
The mapping work in office is also greatly in arrears; but this is due to the large
number of boundary discrepancies left unreconciled at the time of the cadastral
survey.

It is however to be urged in Mr. Cleveland’s favour that his villages lay in
three tahsils, and that he had therefore to prepare and submit three preliminary
reports before he could settle down to his Rent-rates. He expects to have a
the 491 villages inspected last season assessed and out of hand by the end of
February next, and if he succeeds in this there will be no risk of any loss of
Trevenue. .

Mr. Cleveland has taken great interest in his work, and has gained already
very considerable acquaintance with the economic conditions of the district,
which if turned to proper account in proper time will enable him to make a satis-
factory Settlement.

. Mr. Gajraj Singh was Mr. Cleveland’s right hand man throughout the year,
and as usual worked intelligently and indefatigably. Mr. Kishan Parshad as
second Assistant failed to retrieve his loss of reputation in Betul and Chanda,
and was transferred back to the line at the end of the year. The good services
rendered by the Settlement Superintendent, Sirdar Jowahir Singh, deserve
special mention. _

8. Narsinghpur.~Work is more advanced here than in any other of the

Mr. DeBrett has shown good business talents, I found some errors in his
field-work during my tour of inspection, but believe that it has generally been
well done though in perhaps rather less detfail than elsewhere. Ilis reports
have been brief but to the point, and if he has not spent so much time as other
officers in enquiries into matters of economic and general interest, his practical
work has not suffered in consequence.

’

Mr. DeBrett acknowledges in warm terms the assistance he obtained from
the unremitting labours and the experience of his senior Assistant, Mr. Hassan
Khan. The services of the second Assistant, Mr. Jwala Pershad, will gain in
value as he gains experience. He was responsible for the soil classing of this
district preliminary. to assessment, which has stood remarkably well the test of
the attestation enquiries. . ' :
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0, Ioshangabad.~Iere again there is very satisfactory progress to record

for the opening season of operations., Mr. Sly attested
and inspected the large area of 1,086 square miles con-
taining 516 villages, and though Rent-rate proposals are

in arrears for 147 of the number and no complete assess-
ments have as yet been submitted, the assessments of 369 villages are well in
hand, and will very shortly be completed. Here, as in other districts, their sub-
mission has been delayed by the necessity of obtaining the consent of the mal-
guzars to the reduction of excessive rents paid on ordinary holdings,

The large outturn of field-work was gained in spite of the prevalence of
cholera during the hot weather in the area under attestation. One of the
Assistant Settlement Officers, Mr, Krishna Iyer, was seized, and died while Mr.
Sly was endeavouring to administer remedies. ‘

Mr. Sly’s energy and sympathy with the people have given him a know-
ledge of local circumstances which he has turned to excellent account in his
reports. He has at the same time dealt with the practical side of assessment
with business-like despatch. His office work is complete to date, and progress
generally in this district has been very satisfactory.

Of Mr. Kutubuddin, the senior Assistant Settlement Officer, Mr. Sly
writes that he could not wish for a better assistant. The death of the second
Assistant (Mr. Krishna Iyer) has been already referred to. The services of the
Settlement Superintendent, Mr. Ravi Shankar, have been rewarded by his recent
promotion to the rank of Assistant Settlement Officer.

10. Chhindwara.—In November 1891 the Settlement of this district was
entrusted to Mr. Dori Lal, whose death in the following

month deprived the Settlement Department of one of

" its most efficient Native officers. Mr. Montgomerie did
not take charge till late in January and necessarily lost

a great part of the field season in organizing his staff.

The outturn of attestation and inspection is smaller
‘than that of any other district; but this was to be expected. Rent-rate
proposals were submitted within the year for all the villages (262) inspected ;
but their assessment is still in arrears. Mr. Montgomerie commenced work a
full two months later than other officers, and there was necessarily some delay
in formulating the results of his preliminary enquiries in regard to prices and
soil valuation. He has given earnest attention fo the accuracy of his records,
and his Rent-rate proposals, though not supported with much writing, showed
care and judgment. One of his two assistants, Mr. Rajaram Gangadhar, had
gained in the Damoh Settlement experience in attestation work which was of
much service. The other assistant, Mr. Bhao Barde, was new to his duties and

at the outset made numerous mistakes. But his work is reported to have been
careful and laborious.

11 Owing to the incompleteness of the season’s outturn in most districts
it is very difficult to calculate the cost rate of assessment per square mile.
Taking as the basis of calculation the area inspected during the field season, the
district cost rates work out as follows :— . '

The Nagpur rate includes the charge for the cadastral survey of 422.
square miles and cannot be properly compared with the others. The large
differences between the rates of the other districts are accounted for in great
measure by differences in the extent to which the Settlement Officer has disposed
of the office work of assessment, as opposed to the field work, Making due
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allowance for this the rates for Wardha and Hoshangabad are exceedinzly low,
The Saugor rate has been raised by the cost of the revision survey of 60 villages;
but after deduction on this account it remains distinetly high, and the attention
of the Settlement Officer has been called to the need of greater economy.

. (II).—THE STRVEY AND RECORDING OF MALGUZARI ESTATES PRELIMINARY
TO ASSESSMENT.

. 12 Cadastral survey preliminary to assessment was in progress in five
distriets—Mandla, Betul, Chanda, Bhandara and Balaghat.

Mandla.—~To avoid a considerable loss of revenue this district was sum-
, marily re-settled three years ago on the basis of the
senr- 3 B Soott, Asistant  rough mapsand records then existing; but it was decided
’ that its cadastral survey should be taken up as soon as
practicable. Work was commenced under Mr. J. R. Scott during the vear
under report, and maps were prepared for an area of 475 square miles, including
310 villages. The patwari staff consists of only 114 men, and this outturn is
very satisfactory for the opening seison. Mr. Scott himself did more map
checking than any other Assistant Ssttlement Odicer in charge of Settlement
Survey, and nearly half the record entries were tested by his Inspectors befure
acceptance.

In addition to 1,434 malguzari villages, the district contains over 500 plots of
cultivated land, a large proportion of which are of large size, are cultivated by
resident ryots and indeed differ in no way from malguzari villages, except in the
fact that they are Government property. These lands hiave hitherto been
managed in a very sammary fashion, but are now to be regularly settled ryotwar,
the area available for cultivation and already in cultivation being divided off
into demarcated fields on each of which a separate assessment is placed. The sur-
vey of these villages has been taken up with that of the malguzari villages and
they constitute 99 of the 340 villages surveyed during the year. The forma-
tion of culturable numbers and the demarcation of the fields adds very largely
indeed to the labour and complexity of survey. The 99 villages include no
less than 23,511 marks, and 18,280 fields—or numbers—classed as follows : —

Daring the year proposals were elaboratod for the assessment of these 99
villages on the ryotwari system.

Mcr. Scott has more than maintained the excellent reputation which he won
in the survey of the Nagpur district, and his assessment proposals showed care
and judoment which gained for him the commendaticn of the Chief Commis-
sioner. His cost rate for completed work was a litile over Rs. 40, which under
the circumstances is decidedly moderate,

13. Betul.~The survey outturn of this district has hitherto beea unsatis-
factory; but Mr. Lancaster, whotook charge in the hot
s A Leneaster, Assisiant  weather of 1891, has succeeded in raising the standard
Teitement e to that of other districts. The area surveyed amounted
to 832:91 square miles for 767 of which records were preparel. Maps and
records were checked in sufficieat detail by Inspectors, but I should have liked
to see more testing effected by the Assistant Settlemant Oicer himself.
Mr. Lancaster explains that during six weeks of the field season he wasengaged in
demareating the boundaries of certain plots of land excised from the Forest
Reserves under the Chief Commissioner’s orders. The time given to this work
was, I think, excessive,

The cost rate of the season is remarkably low —only just over Rs. 25 p2:
square mile for completed work. ' :
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Mr. Lancaster has been very enerzetic and has showa a g201 deal of tact
in the control of his staff. Previously to his taking chairga the Betul patwaris
were the most troublesome in the Provinces. But work has since progressed
without friction, though its amount has very greatly increased.

14. Chandu.~The survey of this district is themost dilliculf of any in the
Provinces. The villages for survey liein groups inter.
g T. M Dunns, Awsistant  spersed with large stretches of Government Forest, and
ettioment Dleer. the area to be covered in inspection is very large. More-
over, one tabsil (Sironcha) is practically isolated from the rest of the district
by the mass of hills and jungles constituting the Ahiri zamindari. The head-
quarters of this tahsil is 120 miles from Chanda—two-thirds of which lie in'
jungle, and from Siroacha the tahsil extends in a long strip down the Goda-
vari for a further distance of 120 miles, The main crop of the district is rice,
and the rico fields are sub-divided into plots the extremely small size of which
adds very considerably to the difficulty of the measurements.

~ During the season 455 villages (50 of which lay in the Sironcha tahsil),
with an area of 659 square miles were completed in eadastral survey, and for a
further area of 67 square miles maps but no records were prepared. Over 6
lakhs of plots were separately surveyed. The Inspectors’ check of mapsand
records was sullicient ; but here again more testing, especially of records, should
have been effected by the Assistant Settlement Officer. Mr. Dunne has, how-
ever, a satisfactory explanation to offer in the loss of time oceasioned by his
journey of inspection to the most distant taluks of the Sironcha fahsil. In total
area the outturn does not exceed very lacgely that of the preceding year (618
square miles) ; but the fields were nearly 50 per cont more numerous, and this
indicates much greater complexity of survey.” In previous years a consider-
able portion of the area surveyed consisted of large-field villages most of which
had been completed before the season under report.

The cost rate is higher than in most other districts, exceeding Rs. 41 per
square mile of survey, But itis not excessive considering the exceptional
difficulties met with, ' ‘

Mr, Dunne has been exceedingly active in his inspections, and his tour

- notes have been of considerable assistanca to the District administration. He
hasin the course of his tours collected information regarding the calturable
areas within Government Forest Reserves, which will, I trust enable him to
render as valuable assistance in the classification of forest lands in this district
as that rendered by him in Hoshangabad, and acknowledsed in the recent orders -
on the classification of the Hoshangabad Forests:’ : '

The work done by Settlement Superintendent Lachman Piraji deserves

15. Bhandara.—~Mr., ILill took charge of the Settlement survey from

_The number-of rice plots surveyed has not been returned, so that no com.-
parison of the two districts can be made in this respect.

_ Maps and records were checked more thoroughly here than in any other
district, and the Assistant Settlement Officer himself would have done much
more had not ill health obliged him to closs his tour early in the season. As

it is the amouat of testing effected by him falls very short of that shown by
Mr. Scott in Mandla. "

The cost rate is considerably balow thatin Chanda,—being less than Rs, 35
per square mile surveyed, ‘
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... Work was increased by the necessity of revising the soil classing of all
villages surveyed in previous seasons, and there were a large number of boun.

dary discrepancies for reconciliation which were left in arrears by Mr. Hill’s
predecessor,

The results of the season’s work are satisfactory. Mr. Hill has shown
care and intelligence particularly in the stress he has laid on the instruction
of his subordinates, adding in this way greatly to the effectiveness of his in- -
spections. He hasnot shrunk from exposing any shortcomings detected by
him in the work of his predecessor,

16. DBalaghat.—Here again there is satisfactory progress to report. . The

working staff of patwaris comprised on an average only
Amistant  §() men who surveyed the large area of 435 square miles,

including 189 villages and over 4 lakhs of plots. Re-
cord work is in arrears owing to the postponement by the Assistant Settlement
Officer of khasra writing for a number of ryotwari (Government) villages,
until his staff had received special instruction. The northern part of this dis-
triet (which was formerly included in Mandla) contains a large number of
villages to be settled on the ryotwari system; but work is here not so far
advanced as in Mandla, and the demarcation of outside boundaries is still in-
complete. The Settlement Superintendent, Khando Malhar, did good work
during the year by demarcating the boundaries of 266 of these villages.

The maps were thoroughly cliecked, but the proportion of khasra entries =
tested by Inspectors was not so large as it should have been, and the Assistant
Settlement Officer failed to test a sufficient number himself,

" The cost rate for survey is close upon that of the adjacent district of Bhan-
ra,

Mr. Parker has not always shown the intelligence expected of him, or
appreciated the occasions when he should have acted on his own responsibility.
But his outturn is a good one, and if he has depended a good deal on his sub-
ordinates he has at all events succeeded in getting much useful work from
them. :

17. Mention should be made here of minor cperations which were re.
quired to.complete the cadastral survey of the Seoni, Nimar and Raipur dis
triets,

The area remaining for survey in Seoni was only 87 square miles, but there
was added to ik the revision of the soil classing of 852 villages. Work was
brought to a successful completion by Settlement Superintendent Narain Rao.

The unsurveyed area in Nimar was still smaller; but here also there
was revision of soil classing to be effected in a large number of villages
(513), and elaborate enquiries to be made into the past history of tenants
holding uvder malik makbuzas who claimed occupancy rights.” Mr. Dar-
manand, Assistant Settlement Officer, wound up operations to my complete eatis-
faction in addition to his principal work of ryotwari Settlement, which will be
separately referred to further on.

~ The cost of the complete cadastral survey of Seoni is Rs, 30-7.0, and that
of Nimar Rs. 34-3-11 per square mile. Lach of these should be raised by
about Rs. 20 to cover the cost of the preliminary traverte which has been
borne by the Government of India.

The cadastral survey in the Raipur district of the 2,100 square miles
summarily settled in anticipation of survey during the years 1884 to 1887 was
almost completed by the close of the previous year, but it remained to classify
the lands of 354 villages and wind up arrcars of office work, which have
added Rs. 6,047-8.5 to the total expenditure. The cost rate per squarc mile
for complete cadastral survey (exclusive of traverse) is just under Rs. 34,

III.—THE SURVEY AND RECORDING OF ZAMINDARI ESTATES,

18. There are zamindari estatesin  the eight* marginally named districts,

* Hoslangabd. Dalnghat. In Balaghat and Bhandara zamindari villages

Chanda. | T on the same footing as malguzari villages, so far

: as maps and records are concerned, and are now
being re-surveyed along with malguzari villages. No field survey has as yet
been made in the zamindaris of Hoshangabad and Chhindwara, nor have
patwaris been appointed. A patwari staff has recently been introduced into
the Chanda zamindaris, and it is proposed to take steps shortly to commence -
their survey. In the zamindari estates of Raipur, Bilaspur and Sambalpur
patwaris were appointed at the recently completed Settlement, and the
survey of open and well established villages has been taken up. For the
remaining villages (which are mostly very small and jungle places), annual
rent-rolls will be prepared on the basis of less élaborate measurements. Spe-
cial zamindari survey operations were in progressduring the year in these three
districts, each patwarisurveying hisown villages. It was desirable thata Survey
Officer should have been posted to supervise work in the three districts, but no
officer could be spared for the purposé and the survey was carried on under the
general control of the Deputy Commissioner assisted by the District Superin-
tendent of Land Records, and a small special staff for control and inspection.

19, Tt having been understood that the Government of India would be
unable to spare a professional Survey Party for the traversing of zamindari
villages - in these districts arrangements were made for traversing by local
agency on the system alluded to in my last year’s report (paragraph 40). The
system has proved very successful. * All field books were sent Jor computation
to my office at Nagpur, so that collusion was impossible: and though a large
proportion of the work at the outset was rejected, the traversers improved with
practice and gave a satisfactory outturn of passed work. The area of passed
circuits run in each district, and the cost rate (including a share of the comput-
ing office charges), are as follows :— ‘

20. In the Bilaspur and Sambalpur districts, the field survey made its first
start during the year, and owing to unavoidable delay in the receipt of traverss
plots and to the inexperience of the patwaris, the areas completed were small—
71 square miles in the former and 78 square miles in the latter district. But
the *figure of efficiency ” for the patwaris working is hizher than I expected,
and a good foundation has been laid for the current season’s work. In Raipur
work had been started during the previous year, and the outturn is much larger
—278 square miles of field survey with a very high figure of efficiency, as the
average number of patwaris working was only 43, = The result is very credita-
ble to-Mr. Gajraj Singh, the Superintendent of Land Records; and his staff.

 The cost rates in Bilaspur and Sambalpur were naturally-very high, as the
outturn was so low ; but in Raipur the rate was only just over Rs. 20 a square
mile, or  an anna an acre including the traverse. S Coe
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IV,—RYOTWARI SETTLEMENT,

21. The most important of the areas under ryotwari survey is the Charwa
pargana of the Hoshangabad district the Settlement of which is referred to in
my two last reports. During the year 13 new villages were surveyed and
assessed, and good progress has been made ia the allotment of calturable num.

bers. Out of 1,721 numbers availabla for allotment 458 wera taken up at a
revenue assessment of Rs. 8,508-2-0.

I regret to say that the grant of six villages to North-Western Provinces’
capitalists for colonization with immigrants from those Provinces has so far
proved a complete failure. There is much more to be hoped for from direct
recruiting. During the year one of the Charwa patels who came some years
ago from the Mainpuri district was sent to his homy to reeruit, and brought
down five families who have scttled down and promiss to form a nucleus for
further immigration. The Settlement O ficer has lately had an offer from' a

man to bring down 200 families on the special ryoti concessions sanctionel by
the Chief Commissioner.

126 numbers with a revenue of Rs. 2,371 were relinquished, but mostl
by men who had taken possession as Forest squatters before the regular Settle-
ment. 97 of these numbers were taken up by others. -

The ryotwari Land Revenue demand rose during the year to Rs. 62,634,
of which Rs. 58,387 were collected plus Ra. 2,485 on the previous year's arvear
account. There was on the 30th September an outstanding balance of about
Rs. 4,500, which is not large considering the very unfortunate character of the
two preceding seasons. And the Settlement O.icer reports that a considerable
portion of this was wilfully withheld at the instigation of neighbouring malgu-
zars who have throughout opposed the Settlement, as it withdrew from them all
chance of obtaining large grants of land on Clearance Lease terms.

22. Ryotwari Settlement operationsin the adjacent district of Nimar—
commenced during the previous year—were successfully conducted by Mr. Par-
manand, Assistant Settlement Officer, in spite of unusual difficulties.

~ The Singaji waste land block referred to in last year's report was completed
and finally assessed, 21 villages having been formel with a total arey of 47:37
square miles, The assessments were not sanctioned till six months of the year
had passed, but 448 numbers were allotted, with a revenue of Rs. 8,257, out of
752 numbers available for settlers. A second block was taken up in the extens
sive waste tract constituting the formerly well cultivated pargana of Manjrod
near the town of Burhanpur, Here 18 villages were formed with an area of
4761 squaré miles including 761 numbers' available for allotment. The
assessments were sanctioned late in the year, and only 56 numbers were allotted
. before its close. But there is reason to believe that the land will be rapidly -

taken up. Operations have mow been closed; but 18 villages have been
traversed in advance, so that work can be easily resumed when the present
demand for land is satisfied. '

The extreme unhealthiness of the Manjrod country and the scarcity of
labour made survey exceptionally difficult, and Mr. Parmanand deserves much
eredit. I must also acknowledge the valuable assistance given by the Tahsildar
of Burhanpur, Mr. Bhagwant Rai.

23, The Settlement of ryotwari villages in the Mandla and Balaghat
districts is progressing paré passy with the survey of malguzari villages, and
has been already touched upon, The transfer from the Forest Reserves was
sanctioned of 43 cultivated or culturable plots in the Damoh and 62 plots
in the Seoni district, and a beginning was made in transferring such plots in
the Betul district. A very important measure of the year was the determina.
tion of the areasin the Hoshangabad Forest Reserves to be classed as fit for
eventual excision and ryotwari Settlement.
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GENERAL.

24. TRevenue Survey Party No. 9 under Mr. G. H. Cooke, proceeded with
the traverse survey of zamindari villages in the Bhandara and Balaghat
districts and completed the traverse of the Mandla district. The total area
traversed was 4,256 square miles, the cost rate being Rs 18,

25. The outturn of the year's work (apart from ryotwari Settlement)
amounts to 6,062 square miles attested and partially assessed and 4,169 square
miles of field survey. The cadastral survey of the Provinces is now drawing
rapidly to completion, and at the close of the current year there will be little
left, outside the Mandla district, except the gradual survey of zamindari
estates. According to the five years contract which expired on the 31st March
1892, the Settlement Department engaged tosurvey * 31,800 square miles and to
assess about 20,500 square miles at a total outlay of Rs. 24,80,000. The expendi-
ture has amounted to Rs. 22,90,000, while the work done is 38,300 square
miles of survey and about 17,300 square miles of assessment. The outturn of
survey exceeds the estimate by 6,500 square miles. The progress of assessment
has been rather slower than was anticipated ; but the deficiency of 3,200 square
miles is principally due to delay in the Jubbulpore district, resulting from two
changes of Settlement Officers. 'The increment to the Government revenue,
gained by re-assessment during the psriod of the contract, has been very mate-
rially larger than was anticipated. Aud there has been a saving of nearly
2 lakbs rupees on the estimated expenditure. T

I may add that the area of 38,300 square miles surveyed within the five

years includes no less than 143 millions separately plotted fields, there being on
the average one field to every 1'7 acre. ‘

26. During the year I was allowed the services of an Assistant for four
months only. Mr. H. A. Crump who was deputed fo assist me, inspected field
work in the Sambalpur, Bilaspur, Raipur, Bhandara, Balaghat, Seoni and
Betul districts, and rendered me valuable help, especially in devising a system
for the summary annual measurement of fields in unsurveyed zamindari villages.
My tour of cold weather inspection took me through the Chanda, Wardha,
Nagpur, Chhindwara, Hoshangabad, Narsinghpur, Saugor, Damoh and Jubbul-

pore districts, and during the rains I inspected Settlement or Survey offices at the
- head-quarters of 13 out of the 18 districts. Mr. Sly, the Settlement Officer of
Hoshangabad, helped me by inspecting the Survey office at Betul.

I have the honour to submit the usual Annual Report on the working
of the Department of Land Records and Agriculture during the year ending
the 30th September 1892. _ :

I. ORGANIZATION AND MAINTENANCE OF VILLAGE REGORDS,

2. Proposals have beeg submitted and sanctioned for the revision of the
. Patwari cess paid in the Damoh and Jubbulpore dis-
tricts. In each district ryots will contribute at the rate
of 3 pies per rupee of rental. The cess paid by malguzars will be at the rate
‘of 41 per cent. on the revenue in Damoh, and of 5 per cent, in Jubbulpore—
both rates’ being substantially lower than those now in force: No extensive
changes will be made in the patwaris’ circles as'they are generally of quite’
manageable size; but provision has been made for increasing the staff -
by six circlesin Damoh and two.ixm Jubbulpore. Three new;circles wers
formed in the Bhandara district in order to complete the zamindari staff. In,
the Nimar district, where patwaris are too numerous, four-cireles were absorbed
(during the year. ) T, . - : A

Changes in Patwari staff,

: Thework of the patwaris in zamindari gstates of the Chanda district has for
some time lain in abeyance pending the receipt of orders from the Government
of India on an appeal preferred by the zamindars against the new Settlement.
But the patwaris have now taken up their duties, a special Inspector having
been deputed to supervise them. The only proprietary areas in the Provinces
which now remain unprovided with any staff for the maintenance of’ village
- records are the zamindari estates in the Hoshangabad and Chhindwara districts.

3. The zamindari patwaris of the Raipur, Bilaspur and Sambalpur dis-
tricts were mostly engaged on village survey work, the
results of which have been separately reported upon. .
" But they also prepared rough rent .rolls for all unsurveyed villages in their
circles, estimating areas by the amount of seed sown. Similar rent rolls were
prepared for all villages in the Chanda zamindaris. I have however, beén dis-
satisfied with the results of working by seed estimation (or bijesar ”’), and &
procedure has now been elaborated and prescribed under which holdings will
be roughly measured on the base line and offset system, and areas calculated
from the measurements. This will I trust give results which are *worth the
troy.ble taken, and will be an efficient substitute for a regular survey in villages
which are in too primitive a stage to be worth mapping, .. * |, «

Class 4 includes the districts of Mandla, Betul, Chanda, Bhandara and
Balaghat. In them the patwaris are mostly still employed on the resurvey of
their circles and their work has been reviewed in the Settlement progress report
for the year. The ordinary Land Record work is mecessarily in abeyance,
though as soon as each patwari completes the survey of his circle he is made to
take up his duties under the rules. '

7 Class B includes the districts of Saugor, Jubbulpore, Narsinghpur,

-Hoshangabad, Chhindwara, Wardha and Nagpur. In eachof them a portion
of the patwari staff was employed in special enquiries preliminary to assessment,
These enquiries result in the preparation for each patwari’s circle of carefully
verified village papers in the usual forms, so that the special work involves no
interruption in the chain of Land Records. And in'areas which had been pre-
viously assessed or which had not yet come under assessment, the patwaris were
left entirely to their ordinary duties, working, however, under the control of the
Settlement Officer.

Class C includes the districts of Damoh, Seoni, Nimar, Raipur, Bilaspur
and Sambalpur, in all of which survey was practically, if not wholly, completed,
and the patwaris had returned to their ordinary work under the Deputy Commis-
sioner’s control.

5. In the important matter of compelling patwaris to reside within their
circles not much can be expected in districts of Class A,
as the patwaris have to spend the greater of the year
away from their homes either in the survey of their villages or in the Survey
office. But save in the case of Bhandara the Assistant Settlement Officers in
charge of the survey have submitted Residence registers in proper form, and
instructions have been given which will ensure that the case of each non-
tesident is taken up as soon as he completes his survey work. In all five
districts non-residence is at present very common.

Patwari’s residence,

~ TIn class B districts it is also difficult to give full effect to the rules, as
the patwaris of the area under assessment each year have to spend most of the
twelve months away from their homes. But residence can of course be enforced
in the case of all patwaris in tracts the reassessment of which has been com-
pleted. The returns show good progress in the Saugor, Narsinghpur, Hoshangabad,
Jubbulpore and Chhindwara districts. In the three first named the number of
non-residents is now inconsiderable. Indeed all the Narsinghpur patwaris are
shown as conforming to rule. But matters are very different in Wardha and
Nagpur, where non-residence is very common. The matter has received
inadequate attention at the hands of the Settlement Officer of Nagpur. The
Settlement - Officer of Wardha has not yet sent up a Residence register though
it was called for more than eighteen months ago.

In districts of class C there is no excuse for the non-enforcement of the
rules.  Very good progress is shown in Seoni, and fair progress in Damoh and
Nimar. Of the three Chhattisgarh districts, Bilaspur shows best with only 6 per
cent non.resident, and Sambalpur worst with 24 per cent non-resident. I have
not yet received a Residence register from Bilaspur, where it seems that my
detter has been mislaid. But if the returns are to be trusted the state of affairg
in both Raipur and Bilaspur is distinctly satisfactory. In both districts the
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patwari staff is of new creation, ‘and I did not anticipate that the men would
settle down in their circles so rapidly. SR ‘

"8, Turning now to the punctuality witli ‘which the annual village papers

were filed, districts of classes A and B may be left out

. Preparation of annual villige  of account altogether, though I take care that in the

pepers: second group the punctual filing of papers in tracts
not under assessment receives proper attention.

Of the six districts in class C, Nimar shows best. In Damoh and Seoni
the milan khasras were filed in time; but there was much delay with the crop
statistics and jamabandis. In the Chhattisgarh division fair punctuality was
attained in Raipur, though I have ascertained that in one part of the distriet
it was gained by summoning the patwaris to the tahsil in contravention of
rule. But owing to certain arrears of survey work many patwarisin this dis-
trict could not take up their ordinary duties till late in the year, and there
was some excuse for delay. There was unsatisfactory delay in Bilaspur and
Sambalpur where a large proportion of the jamabandis were unfiled over a
month after date. Inno district of class C, however, were jamabandis outstand-
ing at the close of the year,

It should b2 mentioned here that I receive during the field season monthly
returns showing the progress of work in each Inspector’s circle, which have
been of great use in establishing a standard and in bringing delay or incom-
petence to timely notice.. The Chief Commissioner has approved of the inclu-
sion of these returns amongst those which the Inspectors are bound to submit
under rule.

The amount of checking effected by Inspectors was on the whole satisfac-
tory, though more should have been done in Damoh. - :

. - Khasra entries are so very numerous in the Chhai;tis‘garh districts that the
percentage of check must, always be much lower in them than elsewhere.
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Columilg 3 aud 4 include in the case of the Damol, Raipur, Bilaspur and
Sambalpur districts testing effected by two officers—the Superintendent of Land
Records and his Assistant. The Seoni and Nimar figures relate to one officer

only. . The best results are shown by Damoh, Raipur and Bilaspur, Check
was decidedly inadequate in Seoni and Sambalpur,

The record of testing by the superior officers of the ordinary District staff
. is as bad as it well could be, and I venture to bring this matter prominently
to the Chief Commissioner’s attention. In three districts Tahsildars did
nothing whatever, and it is only in Bilaspur that their check (though here also
very inadequate) could have had the smallest influence on the character. of the
work. TIn no district except Raipur did the Deputy Commissioner or any of
his Assistants examine a single pap:r, Officers who will not spare half an
hour in their morning rides to check a few entries in the khasras of two or
three villages are surely unaware of the stimulus to work given by even a
superficial check of this sort. It may be drudgery of a kind ; but it will gain
in interest when experience shows that the check of a khasra frequently
brings to light matters requiring the attention of Government which no amount
of general enquiry would discover. Indeed, speaking generally, it is only by
a scrutiny of village papers that the real character of the relations between
malguzars and their tenants can be satisfactorily ascertained. Apart however
from this consideration, and taking the purely departmental view of the
matter it is absolutely necessary that Deputy Commissioners and their subor-
dinates should take a practical interest in the working of the patwari staff,
unless the labour that has been spent in organizing and starting if is to be
absolutely thrown away. The Chief Commissioner has lately issued orders for
the co-operation of the ordinary District Revenue authorities with the officers of
the Settlement Department in checking village papers in districts under Settle-
ment. But up to date checking has been neglected in districts where the
Land Record staff is under the Deputy Commissioner’s own orders.

Under the rules jamabandis should be checked by the kanungos when they
have reached the Tahsil office. No checking whatever was effected by kanun-
gos jn the Damoh, Seoni and Nimar districts ; but this was probably due to the
late transfer of records from the Settlement Survey Office to the tahsil. There
is, however, no such cause in the case of the Chhattisgarh distriets. In Raipur
the kanungos checked a fair proportion of entries though I have ascertained
that their test was of the most suparficial description. Butthe check was ab.
surdly insufficient in Bilaspur, and in Sambalpur there was no check atall. The
work of the kanungos is generally unsatisfaetory, and in August last I submitted
to the Chief Commissioner certain representations with a view to increase their
efficiency. '

8. Iam glad o be able to report that the special system of khasra writing
introduced into the Chhattisgarh districts under Re-
 Special system of khass venue Book. Circular I—56, dated the 25th February
wethg—Chlatisgh. 1801, is working exceedingly well. The limitation of
the patwari’s work in two years out of three to the correction of changed
entries instead of re-writing the whole khasra has enabled the staff to cope satis-
factorily with the difficulty arising from the extraordinarily large number of
fields into which village lands are sub-divided in this division, as many as
10,000 occurring in one patwari’s circle. In the Raipur and Bilaspur districts
the patwari’s field to field inspection will be completed this year by the end of
January, whereas if the ordinary procedure had been in force it would have
been prolonged far into the hot weather. :

9. In the course of my last cold weather tour I found that the mainte-

II. A~ALYSIS OF DISTRICTS WITH REFERENCE TO PROTECTION FROM FAMINE.

11. In these Provinces there is fortunately but little need for action
under this head. During the year enquiry was made by Government as to the
existence of any tracts which should be classed as *insecure,” that is to say, as
liable to great seasonal disasters, and I submitted a brief report on the matter.

12. 'The attention of Deputy Commissioners has been called to the orders
issued in January 1890 for the preparation of Note-
) hooks showing the approximate scope existing in each
village for the undertaking of minor or “supplementary” Famine relief-
works in time of distress. No replies have as yet been received from the
Saugor and Bilaspur districts. In most other districts the matter has received
some attention ; but I regret to state that the orders have been altogether neg-
lected in Mandla’, Hoshapgabad and Bhandara. . '

Village Famine Note books.

IIT. SysrEM oF COLLECTION oF REVENUE AND RENTAL IN PRECARIOUS TRACTS.
13.  Here again there is very little to record.

- There are tracts in these Provinces which are peculiarly liable to hail-
storms, and though twice in recent years suspensions of rents and revenue have
been sanctioned on occasions of serious damage, the grant of relief has never
been accepted as one of the ordinary responsibilities of the Revenue Adminis-
tration. I have submitted representations on the subject with some draft rules
of procedure, which the Chief Commissioner has been pleased to provisionally
approve. In future people whose crops have been ruined by hail should be
able to escape from the crushing necessity of having to pay rent and revenue
at the time of disaster,—the demands of both Government and the landlords
being however not remitted altogether, but postponed.

_ I'may refer under this head to the. systematic levy by landlords in some
districts of rent instalments long before the dates on which ‘they are due or the
ryots’ crops are harvested, which has the effect of compelling the tenants to pay
their rent by borrowing at high interest, the landlord himself often acting as
money-lender for the purpose. The matter has engaged the serious attention
of the Administration, and officers have been instriicted to discourage the prac-
tice by all legitimate means. The rental certificates which are granted to all

ryots at the new Settlements will, it is hoped, minimize such illegal demands in
re-settled districts. |

IV. MEASURES OF PROTECTION. AGAINST FAMINE.
(1) « Fodder Reserves and Arboriculture.

14, The management of the Fuel and Fodder Reserves which were estab-
lished at last Settlement in the Sambalpur district has receivéd attention :
grazing has been stopped in all the Reserves but one. The extent to which and
terms on which the public are to be admitted to the use of these lands has still

to be decided, and is now under the consideration of the Commissioner of the-
Division, | o g
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_ The taking up of the plots of Jhats land in the Raipur and Bilaspur dis-
tricts, to which reference was made in my last year's report, is still incomplete.

A commencement has been made in the conservation of the barren line of
hills taken up experimentally in the neighbourhood of the station of Nagpur,
Cattle have been carefully excluded and a hea¥y crop of grass has sprung up.
Experiments with the growth of bushes and trees will be faken in hand during
~ the current year.

15. Road-side arboriculture has been, I regret to say, unfavourably re-
ported upon. Very little real work is being generally done by the Local Bodies
to whom the charge of road-side arboriculture has been made over. The statis-
ties are discouraging ; but the facts are, I fear, still more so. I have just ridden
along a road bordered for several miles with small mud enclosures which with-
in the last year or so may have contained plants a few inches high, but are
now absolutely empty. Yet credit has no doubt been taken in the district re-
port for this miserable pretence at tree planting.

(2). Extension of communications.

16. No Railway extension took place within the year. But a branch con-
necting Sambalpur with the main line was under construetion, and will shortly
be opened. Road construction has continued to make vigorous progress. 222
miles of new road-way were constructed, and 110 miles of road raised in class.
It is true that 258 miles of the total were merely improved country tracks, em-
banked in low-lying places only and with rough causeways as stream crossings.
But roads of this class are in most cases quite sufficient for traffic in open wea-
%her. And for monsoon traffic a far more expensive type of road-way is insuf-

cient. :

(8). Irrigation.

17. I may notice under this head the satisfactory hold which improve-
ment certificates or “ Sanads” are gaining in some districts. In Seoni no less
than 198 were distributed. In no other district was this figure approached ; but
fair numbers were distributed in Saugor (39), Jubbulpore (19), Nimar (46),
Chhindwara (19), Nagpur (28) and Bhandara (37). I attach very great im-
portance to the distribution of tlrese certificates as a means of encouraging land
improvement, and my opinion is borne out by reports from Seoni and Nimar,
where the system has begun to exert a most salutary effect. It is to be regret-
ted that no Certificates were distributed in the four districts of Damoh, Mandla,
Hoshangabad and Sambalpur. The Raipur report is silent on the point; but
I can state from my own experience that the embankment of black soil land
for rabi crops is steadily gaining ground in this district, and efforts made to
encourage it would bear useful fruit. Like many other beneficial measures of
Government the grant of these certificatos needs forcing at the outset, and it is
& mistake to insist on over-elaborate enquiries, as I think has been done in some -
districts.

This Department has no practical eonnection with the grant of loans under
the Land Improvement or Agriculturists Loans Acts.

Y. AGRICULTURAL EXPERIMENTS INCLUDING FARMS,

18. The results obtained at the Nagpur Experimental Farm have been
separately reported upon. Amongst those of special interest I may mention
the proof of the inutility of manuring black soil for Wheat, when irrigation is
not used, which has been furnished by the outturns of eight years’ experiments.
That the ryots of these Provinces do not manure their wheat fields is often laid
to their reproach. But it is clear that they would gain little or nothing by
manuring.  ‘When irrigation is available matters are however .deely different.
Experiments in the growth of wheat on black soil with irrigation and manure
have only lately been started, and promise results of considerable importance.
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Tt has also been demonstrated that the ryots are wise in growing the coarse
variety of cotton known as jari, unless they can manage to secure full value for
better class cotton, which the middlemen will not allow them to do. Measures
to force the growth of better class cotton, which are often urged upon Govern-
ment, would be greatly to the disadvantage of the ryot unless he is ensured fair
treatment in disposing of his produce. Another experiment worth notice is the
use of green soiling for cotton in rotation with wheat instead of for wheat grown
‘continuously. Bone manure continued to give very poor results with unirrigated
wheat. Irrigation added very considerably to its effect but failed to produce
a profit. It is very inferior to any nitrogenous manure. _

The Agricultural Class attached to the Farm confained 22 students, none
of whom were scholarship holders. The results of the instruetion—practical
and theoretical —as shown in examination were satisfactory. The educational
work of the Farm has been further expanded by the establishment of a nor-
mal class for the instruction of Village Schoolmasters in the Agricultural
Primer. The course lasts for six months; and a leading feature is the use
made of practical demonstration. During the year 54 Schoolmasters were
passed out trained.

19. A very large number of crop cutting experiments was made by offi- .
.cers of the Revenue and Settlement Departments—678 against 409 in the preced-
ing year. The increase is partly due to the expansion of the staffof Settlement
Officers, in whose soil valuations the result of these experiments plays a very
important part. Deputy Commissioners have, I think, been using too freely the
-agency of Tahsildars in making these cuttings, the valus of which entirely de-
pends on the judgment used in selecting the crop for trial.

I am now engaged in collecting and reviewing the results of the pust few
years’ experimeats. They will be of material assistance in checking and revis-
ing the outturn estimates which are now accepted as the standards.

20. The trained sugar-maker employed for purpnses of demonstration
worked in the Sambalpur and Chhindwara districts, in both of which sugar
is an important crop. His efforts aré directed to the improvement of the
method of boiling (defects in which cause much loss in these Provinces), and
to the economy of fuel, the megass being substituted for a portion of the
firewood, which is now wasted. The Deputy Commissioner of Sambalpur has

reported in encouraging terms of the results of the demonstrations made in
his district. |
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21. The management of Public gardens has been separately reported
upon, and requires no notice here.

VI. CAITLE BREEDING AND VETERINARY ESTABLISHMENTS,
22. The number of cases treated at the small veterinary dispensary at

similar dispensary at Raipur is reported to have
received 3,192 cases, but I doubt the accuracy of the figures. The average
daily attendance is returned as 12'7. The Raipur dispensary has been from
 the first under the management of the district authorities. The Nagpur dis-
pensary has now also been transferred to the charge of the district authorities
under the Chief Commissioner’s orders. '

23, The most important fact for mention in connection with cattle
disease is the result of an extraordinary cyclonic storm, which swept across the
north of the Mandla district on the 11th June, and caused the death of over
21,000 cattle. . This figure was obtained by careful enquiries, and may be
accepted as reliable. About two-thirds of the number belonged to local
cultivators. 1t would have seemed certain thatso great a loss must have
seriously crippled the people, and such was indeed the first idea of the Deputy
Commissioner. I have recently, however, marched right across the tahsil
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interviewing the inhabitants of four or five villages daily, and have not received
a single complaint or heard of a single acre which has fallen out of cultivation,
This strongly corroborates the opinion I ventured to express in my last year's
report, that in tracts where grazing in forest lands is available, the cattle have
become far too numerous for the requirements of the country, and that a
considerable lessening of these numbers can be viewed without apprehension.
- It should be added that the Deputy Commissioner made excellent arrangements
for the distribution of Government loans, which had, I can testify, a very good
effect on the temper of the people. But the amount distributed was less than
Rs. 2,000, and had the mortality really diminished the working stock of the
locality, this would have gone a very short way to make good the Joss. ‘

The successful servings represent the production of 48 foals, of which
n0 less than 18 died a short time after birth.

Various reasons are assigned by local officers for the small amount of use
made of the stallions and for the poor returns given by them, some of the reasons
given being contradictory of one another. The subject will now be taken up
by the Superintendent, Civil Veterinary Department, who has recently been
appointed to these Provinces and the Berars. He will also enquire into the scope
for pony or horse-breeding which exists in the northern districts,
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VII. AGRICULTURAL-AND FISCAL STATISTICS.

‘95, As in previous years the Agricultural Returns required by the
Government of India were prepared in my office.  The progress of the
re-survey of the Provinces is annually increasing the value of the figures.
And during the year under report greater care was taken in compiling the
ficures in district offices, detailed instructions for compilation and check having
been issued by me. '

~ VIII. TRADE AND TBADE STATISTICS.

96. The quarterly and annual returns of Rail-borne traffic continued to
be issued and reviewed by me. Noroad traffic was registered during the year.

IX. MusEvMs.

97. The objects added to the collections of the Provincial Museum at
Nagpur during the year were specimens of coins, ores, pla§ter casts taken from
the various buildings at Fatehpur-Sikri, a collection of Naga ornaments and
articles of dress, and a few snakes and insects. A number of books were, as
usual, sent by the Inspector-General of Education under the provisions of
Act XXII of 1867. Visitors during the year numbered 2,38,807, of whom
1,11,055 were men, 84,796 women and 42,456 children. The Raipur Museum
which is in charge of the Local District Council was enriched by a further col-
lection of art-ware specimens from the North-Western Provinces. The Museum
was visited by 1,37,758 persons against 1,44,449 persons in the previous year,
The slight falling off is due fo the prevalence of cholera in the district for
several months.

No measures were taken to acquire articles under the Treasure Trove Act.

The committee (consisting of the Superintending Engineer and myself),
appointed to list the Archmological remains which are worth preservation in
these Provinces, has submitted a preliminary report on the question,.

GENERAL.

28. The production of Tassar silk in these Provinces will, I hope, be sub-
stantially promoted by some orders issued by the Chief Commissioner during the
year under which the growth of Tassar is to be accepted under certain restric-
tions as a legitimate undertaking in Government Forests, and is no longer to
be discouraged by every possible means. The representations from this depart-
ment which have led to the issue of these orders were supported by the results
of detailed enquiries, made by Mr. C. R. Cleveland, now Settlement Officer of
Saugor, showing that the pollarding of Saj trees required for Tassar cultivation
could be worked, and indeed was worked on a proper rotation, and that the
growth of the worms could be carried on year after year on limited plots or
baris, without causing any destruction to the forests at large,
