1. Origin:-~This Association was started jn-
1932 with the object of lending, gratia to tha poor
and at a nominal hire to others, medieal appli-
ances such as Thermometers, Ice~bags, Hot-Water
Bags, Bed-Pans, Urinals, ete. required in nurs-
ing the sick. The Association has been duly
registered,

2. Constitution:-The Association is con-
ducted by an Executive Committee with the advice
of an Advisory Board consisting of the most emi-
nent persons in the city,

3. 'Work & Progress:—8tarting with only
three borrowed articles in 1932 the Association
today owns nearly 800 articles of 40 different
kinds,” The field of our activity has also been
largely extended by opening 7 branshes inthe city
and 4 in the Moffusil Area viz,, Barsi, Mandrup,
Kurdawadi, and Rople, Recesnty the Association
hasopened one more Branch at Policie Hd,Quarters
Sholapur with the help of Mr, P, M. Pant, D, 8.P,
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Sholapur.Abont 275 articles are in every-day circu-
lation, And so far thousandshave availed them-
selves of our services. We render services irrespeo-
tive of caste, creed or religion on the Jines of the
Red Cross Sosiety, From one man tostart with, the
Association has, at present; {wenty-one honorary
workers, enthusisstically and selflessly doing and
promoting the work of the Association. The
Associntion hus inspired work of this kind in
several places like Lahore, Poona, Bhusawa),
Jabbulpore, Alibag, Eolhapur, Ratnagiri, Erandol,
Belgaum, Wardha eto. Nearly 1000 letters of
enquiry have been recejved from abroad. . - ...

4. Finance;—The budget for 1949 appended
at the end of this Report will give some idea of
the financinl position of this Institution. Ttis
necessary to offer o few. explanatory remarks in
this connection. A large proportion of the medical
applisnces being made of -rubber and glass, is
specially liable to breakage and wear. and tear.
This necessitates an annusl expenditure of about
Rs. 8050 on purchases of articles. Other items of
¢xpenditure, much; as offige;rent, servants’ pay,
oleaning und sterilization, of returned articles,
printing and, publicity -toke up an additional
amount of Rs, 2400, thus bringing the total snnual
estimate of expenditure.to Rs. 3300, The rise in
prices due to the war makes it probable that the
total expenditure will go on inereasing at least for
some years to come. The hire~money received.



from the well-to-do comes t¢ about Rs, 900,
The balance of R, 2600 baa to be raised by means
of grants and donations from Publio Bodies and
fndividuals, which are - uncertsin and obtainable
at a cost of previous fime which: is hard to be
spared by thé Hon, workers who are busy with
their usual avocations, But for the aid received
from them so.far the service rendered bythe
Asgocintion to the: phbliec would have beer im-
possible. But as the receipt of such grants and
donations in fixed amounts cannot be guaranteed
every year, o smail reserve fundof about Rs. 3,000
has been set aport, to make good. any deficit that
may occur and thus to . ensare continuity of this
Charitable Work,

As the sphere of work of the Assocmtion is
widening every day, a full time servant will have
to be engaged in the near futare, Thxs will' also
add to the expenditure, ©

5. Building:—During the lnst 16, years con-
venience and economy compelled us to shift to 6
different places which cansed much inconvenience
and trouble both to us and to the public. We
have, therefore, proposed to have our own ‘build-
ing siited to our own' reqnuements, which are s
store, an office, » oleaning roonr and a Hall." We
have also in view some ' additional buildings' for
rental purposes with a view to make the Association
‘self-supporting, regarding its current expenses; In
addition to the plot leased out to the Assoointion
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by the Sholapur -Municipality, "an adjoining
house has been . purchased by the :Association
for building purposes, Our building on the Muni-
cipal plot would have been ready by ‘now but
owing to certain unavoidable legal difficulties and
owing to the soaring prices of the building mate-
rial, we could not have the same during the year
of the report. We are, however, glad to report the
commencement of the work of Building at the
handa of Hon'ble MrN. V. Gadgil who Kindly
1aid the Foundation Stone on 25-4-1849, By now
June 1949 the plinth work has come to a finish
and we hopeto get the building completely ready
for occupation on the 15th of August 1949,
