_ The Bombay Co-operative Societies Act, 1925, does not provide for
an appeal against the award of the arbitrators made under section 5%
of the Act. It has been noticed that in several cases the arbitrators
pass awards which are wrong in law or even perverse. Sometimes the
awards are vitiated in consequence of corruption or misconduct on the:
part of the arbitrators. It is therefore proposed, on the analogy of
the provisions contained in section 13 of the Indian Arbitration Act,
1899, and paragraph 14 of the Second Schedule to the Code of Civil
Procedure, 1908, to invest the Registrar with powers to set aside the
award and refer the dispute to a fresh arbitration., The Bill geeks to
carry out this object. It is however provided that power to set aside
the award and to direct a fresh arbitration should not be exercised after
the Registrar issues a certificate for the execution of the award under
seotion 59. Provision is also made in the Bill that while remitting the
award, the Registrar may direct that the same arbitrators ghall not-
decide the dispute, if in his opinion such action is necessary in the interest
of justice, and that if fresh arbitration is not completed within a speoifie
time, the Registrar shall decide the dispute himself or through his
nominee. It is also provided that an appeal shall lie against any decision
of the Registrar or his nominee under section 54A. (3) in the same WaY
as an appeal now lies against any such decision under section b4.

It is found inconvenient in
actual practice for the Accountant General and the Distriet Judge,
Abmedabad, to act as trustees. One of the objects of this Bill is to
mbstitute the Official Trustee of Bombay as one of the trustees in
place of the Accountant General and the District Judge, Ahmedabad.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS.

The object of this Bill is to make necessary amendments of a formal
aature in certain enactments. Most of the amendments are self-explana-
tory. The following paragraphs explain some of the important amend-
ments included in the Bill. _— '

2. Amendment No. 1.—Sub-section (2) was inserted in section 30
of the Bombay Matadars Act, 1887, by the Bombsy Hereditary Offices
Act, 1910 (Bom.

* Many of the amendments suggested at the meeting and which were
accepted after sympathetic consideration will go a great way towa;ds
minimising the hardship of the proposed legislation as also to obviate
some practical difficulties in the working of the Act if passed. However
in my humble opinion the following clauses require further congideration
and due amendment. T

Section 8.—Section 8 of the amended Bill deals with the amendment
of entries in the Register maintained under gection 7. Under section 8,
any change that occurs in any of the particulars recorded in the Register
have to be reported to the Registrar and the said zeport is to be accor-
panied by the prescribed fee. I1f we refer to the list of particulars men-
tioned in section 5, we find thét the particulars mentioned therein include
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{s) the description. of trust properties both moveable and immoveable,
{) the gross annual income of such properties estimated on the income
of three years imimediately preceding the date, (c) as well as the average
anndial expenditure of the trush. In cases of lirger trusts all these parti-
-culers are likely to vary all along and constantly during the course of a
year because the properties may vary by the advent of fresh subscription
ot by the gifts of immoveable or moveable properties small or big of a
varied nature and the income will also consequently vary and so may
the expenditure also. Lf these changes have to be notified under section
8 to the Registrar within six months of their occurrence, a report will
have to be made almost constantly or at very short intervals during the
course of a year. This will make the practical woiking of the section very
difficult and the cost by way of fees willbe prohibitive and unreasonable.

Under section 12, statement of accounts have to be submitted to the
Registrar annually and all the changes that ocour by way of increase of
tapital due to fresh subscriptions or additional gifts as well as the conse-
quent increase of income nd expenditure will necessarily form part of
such annual accounts. . Under such circumstances it is difficult to see
‘why such changes have got to be reported to the Registrar from time to
time independent of the Account. Ifsection 8 ismeant:to cover 'cl.;anges
of 2 more important nature such as a change in the administration by
substitution or addition, of :Trustees, gnd,.other .changes of equal
importance, then the section should be made more clear and definite.

A Bill to moke provision for the settz'nj up of Debt Conciliation Boards
to relieve egriculturists from indebtedness.

(s introduced on the 24th March 1936 and published in the

WHEREAS it is expedient to relieve agriculturists from indebtedness
by amicable settlement between them and their creditors ; It is hereby

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS.

There is no provision in law whereby animals which are the subject
of offences under the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1890, ca®
be committed to a dispensary or other place of detention pending produc-
tion before & Coutt,. ST
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As far as possible the accused together with the animals aze produced
before the Court on the day of the offence, but in many:cases produc-
tion is not possible till the next succeeding Court day.

The result in the case of animals coming from s distance often is
that their owners take them to their homes overnight returning to Court
on the following day, thereby causing further and unnecessary cruelty.
In some cases the owners fail to produce the animals before the Court
on the appointed day on the ground that they are unfit to travel—
thereby making it difficult for the Conrt to assess accurately the serious-

ness of the offence.

To overcome this difficulty and to prevent unnecessary suffering to
the animals, it is proposed to amend the Bombay District Police Act,
1890, with a view to empower a Police officer who has reason to believe
that an offence under the Act has been committed in respect of the
animal, to order its detention in a dispensary or sny suitable place

approved by Government.

2 The City of Bombay Police Act, 1902, does not contain any provi-
sion corresponding to section 51B of the Bombay District Police Act,
1890, To enable the Police in the City of Bombay to exercise sqch
powers in respect of offences under sections 3, 5and 6 of the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1890, it is necessary to incorporate a similar
. provision in the City of Bombay Police Act, 1902. Clause 31s intended

to carry out this object.

The Medical Officer in- charge, Cama and Allbless Hospitals,
Bombay, has reported to Government that the sttendance in the
Out-patient Department of the hospitals has increased to such an
extent that it is impossible to cope with the increased work with
the existing staff sanctioned for the hospitals. During the years
1925 to 1935 the average number of patients in the Out-patient
Department, has increased by 100 per cent. while the increase 1D
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the staff bas been only 17 per cent. At present only 4 mambers
of the stafl can be spared to work in the Qut-patient epartment.
Each .of ‘them attends to 20 patients per hour, ie., 3 minutes per
afient, This is quite insufficient. 'Government are satisfied that
it is nob possible to spare the services of any other member of the

It has been long recognised that the present staff at the disposal of
the Public Health Department is insufficient to deal with outhreaks of
epidemics, Inspectors of sanifation and vaccination can ab most
disinfect wells during cholera epidemics and explain preventive measures.
Medical Officers in charge of dispensaries can do the initial work, but
they cannot stay out of their headquarters for prolonged periods without
detriment to their dispensary duties. Thus many rural aress do nob
get adequate preventive and curative aid. The present practice is to
appoint temporary medical officers after an epidemic breaks out. As
soon a3 the epidemic is over, this temporary staff is disbanded and the
training that they receive is therefore wasted, Cholera has caused 30,346
deaths during the past three years, Plague has caused 40,320 deaths
during the same period. Malaria and fevers in which a large number
of malaria deaths are included are responsible for 506,082 or an average
of 168,694 deaths per year, Although local bodies are required to take
measures dealing with epidemics, with the exception of two District
Local Boards, there is no permanent staff in any of the districts, and
a3 stated above temporary staff has to be employed after the epidemics
break out. This generally results in considerable delay and the work
of the temporary officers is far from matisfactory as their employmen®
is only for a short pefiod. Tt is felt that in these circuimstances there
is an urgent necessity for appointing permanent Kpidemic Officers
in those districts at least where epidemics prevail year after year and
which are also stricken with malaria, It js, therefore, proposed
appoint ten permanent Epidemic Medical Officers who will be posted
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to those districts where epidemic diseases such as cholera and plague
are usually prevalent or where the incidence of malatia is very high.

The problem of running the Bombay Suburban District efficiently,
and yet economically, has engaged the attention of Government ever
since the Development Department was abolished. The district
was never properly organised for revenue purposes, Qrganisation 18
a matter of growth, and the conditions of the district ave so different
from those of any other that it has been impossible to administer it
on the lines of the ordinary district system. "The extensive
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development schermes have involved the acquisition of large areas for
the Crown, a considerable increase of land revenue and the resultant
increase in land revenue collection work and the addition of several
thonsand khatedars, educated, contentious and difficult of access by
the talati, but ever eager to enter into direct negotiations with
the Collector.

There was no proper control over the work of
the clerks, there were large arrears of non-agricultural assessment
and other Government dues, proper and expeditious steps were not
taken to remove encroachments on Goverament land,' applications
for building permissions were unduly delayed, in short the faults
-were too, numerous to mention. Then again no serious attempt
had been made to form any village improvement committes nor even
a district executive committee. The Commissioner also found the
condition of recoxds in the office of the Collector, Bombay Suburban
District, deplorable. In the latter office the congestion is indeed
serious. The Deputy Collector cannot find .the time to control
the work in the branches of the suburban office for which he is
responsible, and in the branches for which the Collector assumes
directly responsibility with the assistance of his Personal Assistant
the situation is far worse. It is common occurrence to find files
on which no action of any sort has been taken for months
together.

To put the Bombay Suburban District into proper order Govern-
ment are of opinion that while the suburbs must continue fo be
under Collector of Bombay, the district should have a separate
Deputy Collector (pay. 300-—20—420—Efficiency Bar—20—~480—
Efficiency Bar—20—520) living and holding ~office in Bandrs,
though he may be expected to visit Bombay once or twice a week.
With the creation of such & post, the post of Land Manager (pay

- The Imperial Council of Agricultural Research considered the question
of formulating & co-ordinated programme of agricultural research for
the improvement of the tobacco crop in India and sanctioned &
co-operative scheme of research into the problems relating to the type of
tobacco to be cultivated from the points of view of growing capacity,
quality and yield of cigarette tobacco, the chemical changes which take
place in the leaf as a result of flue-curing, during bulking and storagé
and the chemical composition of the leaf produced on different goils
and under different conditions of climate and mepuring. The general
object of the scheme is to ascertain the areas where cultivation of cigarette
tobacco can be extended.

A Billto pmmde for the establishment and maintenance in the Preszdeﬁcy
of Bombay of o Fund, called the Bombuy Famine Relief Fund, for
meeling expenditure at the time of serious famine or of distress cansed
by serious drought, ﬁood or other natural- calamities in the said
Presidency. :

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the establishment and mainten-
ance in the Presidency of Bombay of a Fund for utilisation on occasions
of serious famine and of distress caused by serious drought, flood or other
natural calamities,in the said Pre%ldency ; And whereas the previous
sanction of the Governor required by:section 80C of the Government of
India_Act has been obtained for the passing of this Act ; It is hereby
enacted as follows:—

1. Short title, extent and commencement.—(I) This Act may be called
the Bombay Famine Relief Fund Act, 1936.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS,

Under rule 29 of the Devolution Rules made under the Government of
India Act, read with Schedule IV to those rules, the Bombay Government
have been maintaining a Famine Relief Fund by making annual assign-
ment from provineial revenues as required therein. The Fund is regarded
as forming part of the general balances of the Government of India who
pay at the end of each yearinterest on the average of the balances held in
the Fund on the last day of each quarter. This interest is also credited
to the Fund. The Fund can be utilised only for purposes of famine relief,
though, when, the amount to the credit of the Fund exceeds sixty-three
lakhs of rupees, the excess over that sum may be utilised for certain other
purposes specified in paragraph 8 of Schedule IV to the Devolution Rules.
The Government of India Act, 1935, contains no provision for the continu-
ance of this Fund. When Part IIT of that Act comes into force, the
Devolution Rules will cease to operate and the Famine Relief Fund will
not, therefore, continue to exist as a statutory Fund. As a result of this
change, the amount of the Fund will, on the commencement of the new
Constitution, merge in the general finances of the province and there will
be nothing to prevent the amount being expended on ordinary services
with the result that, should occasion suddenly arise for urgent and
unanticipated expenditure on a large scale on famine relief, there would
be no cash resources immediately available te fall back upon. I order
to prevent such a result, this Bill is undertaken with a view to
conserve the balance to the credit of the Famine Relief Fund and to make
it continue o serve the purposes for which it was originally established.
1t is proposed by this Bill fo establish a statutory Fund called the Boml_JaY
Fanine Relief Fund which will practically take the place of the existing

.Fund. *The amount to the credit of the existing Fund will be withdrawn
and after setting apart what may be necessary for grant of loans to cultl-
vators, and for expenditure on famine relief, etc., during the curren’
year, the balance will be invested in securities of the Government of India:

If, however, the deficiency exceeds ten lakhs, it
may be made up by annual instalments each of which (except the
last) will be not less than ten lakhs,

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS.

Under section 27 (1) of the Bombay Weights and Measures Act, 1932,
only those local bodies which are authorised to stamp weights and
measures and weighing and measuring instruments can charge fees
for verification, reverification and adjustment of weights or measures
or weighing or measuring instruments. The Director of Industries has
reported that several local bodies have been charging these fees even
though they have not been authorised to stamp weights and measures
and weighing and measuring instruments. It is, therefore, considered
necessary to amend the Act in order to give power to the local bodies
to charge such fees in future, and also to validate the recoveries of fees
made so far, Clause 2 of the Bill seeks to carry out this object.

Section 35 of the Act makes it an offence to deliver a less weight or
measure than what is purported to be sold, As the strict interpretation
of this penal provision is likely to cause great inconvenience to several
trades, it is considered desirable to allow tolerances similar to those
allowed by the Government of India under section 16 of the Indian’
Merchandise Marks Act, 1889, by empowering Government to prescribe
the amount of error which may be tolerated in selling articles by weight
or measure generally or as regards any trade or class of trades. Clauses 3,
4 and 5 of the Bill are intended to carry out this object. '

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS.

Section 46 (I) («) of the District Local Board Act provides that the
District Local Board may enter into an agreement with another District
Local Board or Municipality for the levy of Joint Octroi Duty and .
section 103 (¢} of the same Act provides that when such an agreement
is entered into; one of the agreeing parties shall have the power to estab-
lish Octroi limits, Octroi stations and to collect octroi and also divide
the same between the contracting parties. That means to say that
out of the contracting parties one i3 to be chosen to do all the things
connected with the Joint octroi and the other parties will have no repre-
sentation or voice in the working of the Body chosen. This will appear
to be very strange. The interest of all the parties may not be same;
but sometimes they may be conflicting and it will be inequitable to enable
one of the members of the whole group to impose its will on all others
in matters affecting the interests of the latter. So also the Managing
Body chosen as stated above is to be governed by the provisions of
the Act under which that particular Body is constituted. That means
out of a group consisting of the District Local Board, Municipal Boroughs,
Municipalities and Cantonment Authorities, if a Municipal Borough
is chosen it will have to act according to the provisions of the Municipal
Boroughs Act, irrespective of the provisions of the Acts by which the
other members are governed. The provisions of the different Acts
governing different bodies may vary; and in many cases the Tates of
octroi fixed by different bodies are different. So in this matter also the
Managing Body will have to impose the provisions of one Act on all
other bodies governed by different Acts. This is all anomalous, In
Ratnagiri it was proposed to introduce a scheme of Joint octroi snd
for tha,iiapurpose a conference of the District Local Board as well as
of the Municipal Borough, Ratnagiri and Municipalities and Notified
Areas was held under the Presidency of the Collector on 22nd February, -
1935. Till then the general understanding of all the Local Bodies con-
cerned had been that according to the new amendment a Joint Board on
which there is a representation of all the members joining the scheme
had to be constituted. But at the Meeting a point was raised by the
District Local Board that such & joint board could not be constitut_ed
according to the proper interpretation of section 102 (A) of the District
Local Boards Act and that only one member of the joining parties 8%
already constituted under any particular Act could be chosen under
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the new scheme. Doubt being expressed about the correctness of this
idterpretation the matter was.referred by the President to the Legal
Remembrancer, who agreed with the interpretation suggested by the
Distriet Local Board. When this interpretation was kmown to all the
bodies that is the Municipal Borough, Municipalities and Notified Area
Committees, they passed resolutions in their respective meetings, that™
they were not willing to be parties t0-a domse 2ccording to which a
body is to be appointed to work the whole system of octroi where they
have no representation or voice to safeguard their interest. In order
to avoid this kind of anomaly it is proposed in the amendment that all
the bodies agreeing to co-operate in the octroi matter should appoint
s Joint Board in which all will have representation and voice in, as
wellas control over that Board. So also power isgivento that Board to
fixa uniform scale for the octroi for the whole area within its jurisdiction

of that Board.
