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FOREWORD

ACCORDING to the scheme approved by the Census Commissioner for
India, the Uttar Pradesh Census Reports will form Volume II of the India series.
The Volume will consist of the following parts :

Part I-A—Report >

Part I- B—Subsidiary Tables

Part II- A—General Population Tables

Part II- B—Economic Tables

Part II-C—Age and Social Tables. S BN

Besides the above State-parts therewill be two series of dlstnct -wise pubhcatlons
as follows : : -

(1) District Population Statistics containing
(a) MohallafWard-wis¢ population of utban areas, and
(b) Village-wise population of rural areas.

(2) District Census Handbooks containing for smaller units of the district the
data presented district-wise in the main tables, and some additional statistics.

A few brochures on specific subjects may also be published.

2. The report and Tables of 1931 Census were published in 1933. There
was a limited tabulation and no Report for 1941 Census. The 1951 Census tabu-
lation has been much more elaborate than that of even 1931. It has been decided to
publish the parts as they are printed. The first part to be published was-Part II-A—
General Population Tables (August, 1952), and Part I-B— Subsidiary Tables is the
second to be published (October, 1952). Formerly the Subsidiary Tables were
included in the Report as appendices to the relevant chapters but it has been now
decided to bring them together to form a separate part of the census publications.

3. It is hoped that with the exception of the Report all the other parts con-
taining Tables will be published before the end of 1952. , Of the district-wise publi-
cations the District Population Statistics also will be completed in 1952, but the
publication of the bulk of District Census Handbooks will inevitably go into 1953.

4. In the present volume the Subsidiary Tables have been arranged in seven
series to correspond to the first seven Chapters of .the Report. In order to increase
the usefulness of the volume, I have included 30 additional tables to the list
prescribed by the Census Commissioner for India.
