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'SEASON AND CROP REPORT OF THE PROVINCE
OF BOMBAY FOR THE YEAR 1938-39.

CHAPTER I—CHARACTER OF THE SEASON.

1. General—The agricultural season of 1938-39, considering
the kharif and sabi seasons together, was, on the whole, fairly
satisfactory, and proved better than its predecessor. The only
exception to the above general statement was found in the north
Gujarat district where the season proved disappointing. Through-
out the season the rainfall in this area was deficient and,
accordingly, the crops were adversely affected. The out-standing
feature of the season was the early arrival of the monscon rains
which strengtbened rapidly and resulted in heavy precipitation
in the early part of the kharif season. As a result, field operations
were somewhat hampered and the progressive growth of early
sown crops was arresied. Moderate rains with occasional breaks'
occurred during the months of August and September facilitated
the orderly progress of field operations while establishing ideal
conditions for the growth of standing crops. At this period,
the mongoon conditions gave hopes of very satisfactory kharif
crop harvests and good yields appeared to be certain. However,
the heavy rains which fell at the end of September and in the
beginning of October, cansed considerable damage o the $tanding
-erops which were nearing maturity at that time. These inoppor-
tune and excessive rains” had the effect of reducing considerably
the anticipated favourable crop returns for the kharif season.
-For the rabi erops, however, the late rains proved ' béneficial.
though sowing operations were delayed by about a fortnight owing
to excess of raiofall These crops made good progress but the
subsequent absence of favourable rains after October bad & some-
what adverse effect on their outturn.

The characteristic features of the season under review may be -
summariged briefly as follows i

(#) Fairly good ante-monsoon showers over the whole of -
the Province,

(0) Rainfall in June in excess of the normal over most of the

+ Province except in the eastern areas of the South Deccan and

the Karnatak where it was somewhat below normal.

(¢) July rainfall {airly general and wide-spread in the Province .
except in the east Karnatak where it was deficient. , .

(4) August rainfall fairly substantial and wide-spread over
most of the Province except in the North Gujarat, in parts of
the Karnatak and in the south -eastern portion of the Deccan,
where it was short of erop requirements. »

(¢) Rainfall in September fairly abundant over most of the
reporting areas of the Province except in north Gujarat where
it was remained in deficit,

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{f) October rainfall was confined to the first ten days of the
“month, was heavy in the Deccan and Konkan, fairly substantial
. insouth Gujarat and moderate elsewhere.

(9) Rainfall in November also occurred during the first ten
days of the month and was fairly substantial in the Konkan,
lightly moderate in parts of the Deccan and the Karnatak but
absent elsewhere in the Province.

(h) Absence of rain in the Province in December and
subsequent winter months except for some light and irregular
showers in a few places. : ‘

(@ There were, as usual, intermittent attacks of wilt, wooly
mite, koleroga, stem-bover, field rats, grasshoppers, aphis and
other plant diseases and insect pests in various parts of the
Province varying in extent and intensity.

Details regarding the season in its various aspects, viz., the
amount and distribution of raiofall and their effect on the character
of the season in the different divisions of the Province are
described in the following paragraphs. ‘

2. Distribution of Rainfall.—Statement 1 compares the tainfall
during the year under review with the average annual fall of rain
at each representative station in the Province. The average
rainfall figures for each station have been supplied by the India
Meteorological Department.

Kharif Rains.—The Aharif rains in Gujarat were considerably
below the average except at Suraf, where they were slightly in
excess of the normal. In the Deccan, these rains exceeded the
normal precipitation except at Nasik and Satara where they
were somewhat below the average. In the Karnatak, they were
below the normal except at Bijapur where they were almost double
_the average. In-the Konkan, the rainfall at Thana was almost
equal to the average while at Alibag (Kolaba) and Ratndgiri they
were in excess and at Karwar (Kanara) much below the normal.

Rabi Rains.—RBabs rainfall in Gujarat was much below the normal
except at Godhra and Broach (Broach and Panchmahals where jt
was 1n excess of the average). In the Deccan, the rainfall in the rabi
_ season was far belew the normal at Sholapur but, elsewhere in the

division, it was much in excess of it. In the Karnatak, rains fell
short of the usual quantiby ab all recording centres, the rainfall at
Bijapur and Dharwar being markedly deficient. In the Konkan, the
rans during this period were very heavy except at Karwar (Kanara)
- where they were only moderately in excess of the average.

Hot Weather Rains—These presented features of no special
importance during the season under review.

Nature of the season in different divisions.

3. Gujarat.—The éeason.opened well with fair ante-moncoon
showers. The monsoon commenced earlier than usual with light
showers from the beginning <’>f June and was sufficiently heavy in

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the second week of that month to permit .the start of sowing
operations all over the Division which were commenced on a general
scale. There was a break of over seven days in the beginning of
July, advantage of which was taken by cultivators for weeding and
interculturing operations. Fairly good rain was received from the
second week of July onwards and the germinated crops progressed
well. Caterpillar attack, however, damaged the standing crops to
. some extent in parts of Ahmedabad district while stem-borer
damage on sugarcane was reported from places in the Kaira
district, The rainfall in August was somewhat below the normal in
this Division exceptin the south where it proved fairly substantial, .
The rainfall in the northern tracts was light and scattered which
proved detrimental to the growth of crops, especially paddy, which
needed more uniform and beavier rainfall Rains in September -
were adequate in the ‘south of the Division and standing crops
progressed satisfactorily. In the northern parts, however, rainfall
" was limited to a few light and intermittent showers during $he first
“week of the month and, consequently, crops showed signs of want
of adequate soil moisture. This lack of rain was most marked on
the paddy crop in the rice-growing tracts, -More rain was urgently
needed at this time almost everywhere in the Division and
patticularly in the northern districts. In October, fairly substantial
rainfall occurred in the south during the first week of the month
 but in the north it was light and insufficient. From the second
week of this month there were no rains anywhere in the. Division
which proved detrimental to the growth of crops, especially in the
northern areas where standing crops were withering in many parts
due to deficiency of such late rains. The rice crop in particular
suffered in all parts of the Gujarat Division and had to be
maintained on irrigation where posgible. In the south, however,
the crop situation was comparatively better on account of the good
rains received in the first week of the month. Subsequently no rain
was received and the lack of moisture affected adversely the growth
of crops especially in the northern tracts, although in the south,
the situation was better and the crops in general, were thriving,
To summarize, the season, on the whole, was disappointing in the
© northern portious of the Division but fairly good in the southern
areas. :

With regatd to insect pests and plant diseases, hairy caterpillars
appeared by the middle of June in DBroach and Panchmahals and
Kaire districts and did slight damage to bajri and #il. The “ wooly
mite " infested crops at numercus centres but the attack gradually
disappeared with the advent of the cold weather, The wheat crop
was damaged considerably by stem-borer attack throughout the
Division, especially in Broach and Panchmahals distriet where the
lang crop also suffered from the atback of *lang caterpillars”. -
Wilt attack on cotton was very slight during the season. -

North Deccan.—There were fairly substantial ante-monsoon
showers in this Division and the rainfall received in the first half of
June was ample and wide-spread. - As a result, sowing operations
were started on & general scale, and conditions for germination and

-growth were satisfactory. However, the excessively heavy raing
received in the latter half of the month and in July caused water
logging in. many fields, especially in heavier types of soils, and
caused damage to young seedlings. The progress of growth of
young crops was checked almost everywhere during this prolonged

. wet period. ‘A break in the rains, oceurring opportunely in the
early part of August was utilised profitably for weeding and
interculturing operations and the condition of the crops improved.
The latter half of August was characterised by intermittent breaks
in the rains followed by a prolonged break in September, when
forther interculturing and weeding operations were carried out,
Crops progressed well everywhere but further heavy rains in the
last week of September, which were prolonged until the end of the
first week of October, caused flooding of fields and again damaged
the crops considerably. Considerable shedding of leaves and bolls
occurred in the cotton crop and the harvesting of groundnut and
bagri was interrupted. The season, on the whole, proved favourable
for most of the crops up to the last week of*September but the
heavy rainfall mentioned above, which persisted until the first week
of October, decreased the yield and lowered the quality of the
produce in the case of the cotton, groundnut, bajri and jowari crops
of the Division. ‘

As regards insect, pests and crop diseases, severe damage wag
caused to the bajri crop in Chandor mahal of the Nasik district and
to some extent, to cotton in Shirpur, by wingless grasshoppers,
The attack of spotted boll-worm and pink boll-worm on the cotton
crops in Khandesh wag comparatively more severe than usual but
the wilt disease of cotton was of normal intensity in north-east
Khandesh. Grape vines in Nasik were severely attacked by downy
mildew and anthracnose.

South Decean.—Practically all over the fract, the ante-monsoon
showers were .opportune and sufficient and facilitated to a great
extent the operation of the preparation of land for kharif sowings.
The rainfall in June was short of requirements and more rain wag
necessary to advance sowing operations, Sowing of irrigated cotton
was completed in this month in the canal areas. The rainfall i
July was heavy in certain areas and, on the whole, was sufficient
except in the eastern tracts where more rain was required by the
end of the month for the normal growth of crops. Germinated

~ crops were in a fairly good condition except sugarcane which was

damaged considerably by grasshoppers on the Pravara and
Godawari canals. In August rainfall was adequate in ‘all areas
except in the south eastern portion of the Division and the
occasional breaks which oceurred during the month proved favour-
able to the growth of crops. Weeding and interculturing operations
were carried on and preparations for rabs cultivation were under-
taken in some areas. Apart from a short brealt in the first balf of
September which was hardly sufficient for intercultivation
operations, the latter part of September and the early weeks of
October registered very heavy rain, -with the result that standing
crops were adversely affected and turned yellow in many areas due
fo excessive moisture, Harvesting of kharif crops was also
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" postponed while sowing of rabi crops and subsequent field operations
were retarded. Clear weather conditions prevailed later in the
month and the condition of the crops improved considersbly, The
prolonged kharif raing delayed the execution of tillage operations for
rabi crops. However, the growth of crops remained satisfactory
till the middle of November when for want of further rainfalf,
withering of jowar started in parts of the south east of the Division.
In the same areas, the season was found o be unfavourable for
wheat and gram which suffered for want of rain. In general,
however, there was sufficient moisture for rabé cultivation and the
rabi season had a good beginning, Subsequently, the crops in some
arens suffered on account of the inadequacy of later rains. On the

- whole, the season in this Division both kkarif snd rabi may be
described as satisfactory, , ’

The jrrigated cotton crop was affected by caterpillars and, in the
Canal tracts, the sugarcane crop was severely attacked and damaged
by grasshoppers. 'Wilt on cotton was noticed at some centres in the
irrigated areas. The grasshopper damage to the sugarcane crop
continued until the beginning of Qctober when the heavy rain
received at that time considerably reduced the trouble.

Karnatak.—The year began very well with good ante-monsoon
- showers almost everywhere except in the south of Bijapur district.
The rainfall during the month of June was fairly substantial in the
west of the Division and kharif sowings were commenced on a wide
scale. In the eastern fract, the rainfall was light and scattered and
was oo deficient to permit of general sowing operations which were
confined to favourable localities only. In July, rainfall was much
below normal in the Division, especially in the eastern tract,
where it was negligible. Standing crops in the west were being
maintained on the soil moisture retained from the previous good
raing, but, in the east, crops were wilting for want of sufficient
moisture in the soil. There wae plentiful and wide-spread rains
in August in the eastern areas and the standing crups improved
to @ great extent. The outlook thus appeared fairly satisfactory
in this tract. In the west, however, the rainfall was below
requirements and farther rain was needed for the proper growth
of crops. In September, rainfall occurred in light showers m the
first half of the month and proved beneficial to the standing érops.
But the rains received in the latter half of the month were
excessive and hampered rabi sowings and other field operations
in parts of the Bijapur District. Matured £harif crops were also
damaged and their harvesting was hindered. A break was,
therefore, necessary in these areas. In the first week of October,
a fair amount of rain was received in the east but the precipitation
was more substantial in the west of the Division. Thisrain proved
excessive in certein localities and damage to crops was caused,
especially in river-side fields, on account of flooding., Dharwar
American cotton suffered severely from excess of moisture in
certain tracts of the Dharwar District where re-sowing was found
recessary. After the first week of October, no further rain occurred
in the Division which assisted in facilitating and expediting
agricultural operations such as kharif harvesting and radi sowing.
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Light showers were receiveéd af the end of the first week of
November over most of the Division which proved of much
assistance ‘to the standing crops. More rain was needed. No
rain was received during December with the exception of a few
local falls in Belgaum and Bijapur districts. The cotton crop in
_the eastern tracts of the Division suffered from deficient soil
moisture and the drying effect of dry easterly winds. There was
no rain in January snd February in any part of the Division,
The standing crops in the western aress were progressing well
but those in the eastern tract showed poor development owing
to lack of soil moisture combined with the desiccating effect of
the easterly winds, However, in general, as a result of the
substantial rain received during the seasom, the outturn of food
grain crops increased and the season on the whole was generally
gatisfactory, Grasshopper damage was reported on the standing
crops in parts of Dharwar and Bijapur Districts. Liocusts also
appeared 1n parts of Dharwar district and caused some damage,
The cotton crop was affected in some aress by red-leaf blight,
wilt, and jassid attack. ‘

Konkan.—~There were good ante-monsoon showers and the
. rainfall received in June proved rather in excess of cultivator's
requirements. Kharif sowings, however, progressed satisfactorily.
The rainfall in July was also in excess of normal and, in certamn
localities, too heavy precipitation caused damage to the rice crops,
Elsewhere paddy seedlings and the sugarcane crop, as well as
other garden crops, progressed.satisfactorily, although more rain
was needed in parts of Ratnagixi district by the end of the month,
Good rainfall was received in August and the standing crops
progressed well generally except in Kanara district where the rice
crop was reported to have been affected by disease in some areas.
Garden crops were in good condition except the betelnut crop
which suffered from koleroga disease in some parts of the Kanara
district, The rainfall in September was in excess of the normal
* in the south but was somewhat in defect in the morth of the
Division. Standing crops were generally in good condition In
this month. At the end of the month, rainfall was rather excessive
in parts of Ratnagiri district with the result that the early rice
crop* was lodged and its harvesting delayed on account of
continuous rain, 'The late varieties of rice were, however,
benefited by these rains, Fairly substantial and wide-spread rain
was received all over the Division in the first week of October.
This precipitation ultimately proved excessive and considerable
damage was caused by floods in some areas, Asa result standing
crops were adversely affected and field operations were interrupted.
Later in the month, the rains moderated and enabled field
operations to be resumed. The harvesting of early sown crops
was completed and that of late crops was in progress at the end
of the month, The rainfall received in Novemwber was fairly
substantial but also proved untimely and hindered agricultural
operations. Standing crops including garden crops were generally
in good condition. As a result of the seasonal conditions described
above the general outturn of crops was somewhat reduced.

\
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. With reference to insect pests and crop diseases, koleroga on

betelnnt was reported from some parts of Kanara district but its
spread was checked considerably by the incessant heavy raine in

June and July, which, at the same time, made it difficult to carry

out spraying operations as required. The heavy rain in September,

however, caused a revival of the disease and hindered control -
measures thus causing a reduction in the yield. - The late varieties

of rice in the northern part of the Ratnagiri district were reported

to have been slightly damaged by leptispa betel. In the Thana

district, the attack of wilt on betelvines was very severe due to the

prolonged heavy rains. In the Kolaba district, a disease known

as karpa appeared sporadically and, although in individual

cases the damage was heavy, the gemeral effect of the attack was

negligible. Cocoanut palms in Salsette were attacked by -
caterpillars.

CHAPTER II—AREA CULTIVATED AND UNCULTIVATED.

(Statement II, pages 36-43.)

4. Number of Villages.—The total number of villages in the
Province remained stationary during the year under report, i.e.,
92,8523 as reported last year. The only noticeable change occurred
in the internal sub-classes of the number of villages, viz,
“Burveyed ” and “ Unsurveyed”. This took place in the case of
four villages in Wai taluka of Satara district which were recorded
a8 “ Unsurveyed " hitherto but which, having been newly surveyed -

~ during the year, are now transferred to the heading “ Surveyed ™.

Total Area and Reporting and Nen-reporting Ares.

5. .Total area.—The total area showed a slight decline of
1,006 acres. The decline is noticed chiefly in the Thana district
(1,278 acres) -in the Konkan where proper adjustment and
correction of mistakes in survey records have resulted in modifica-
tion of area. Againsh the above decline, there was an increase’ of
254 acres in Dharwar district in Karnatak and 20 acres in Ahmed-

- abad district in Gujarat dne to similar ccrrections in syrvey
records.

6. Reporting area.—The total area for which statistics were
regularly collected and reported showed a net increase of 52,615 acres,
The most noticeable increase occurred in Dharwar district
(49,955 acres) alone which is due o pew survey measurements and
the correct classification from * Unsurveyed ” to* Surveyed " being
effected. Against this, there was a small decline of 1,278 acres in
Thana district due to correction of mistakes in survey records.

7. Non-reporting area.—The variations under this head
generally correspond with those under the heading  Reporting
Ares” which have been referred to above and hence call for no
remarks,
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‘ Cropped Areas.

8. Gross and Net Cropped Areas.—Both these areas showed
slight .increases compared with fhe areas reported in the previous
year. Thus, the gross cropped area increased by 57,000 acres, from
29,683 thousand acres in 1937-38 to 29,740 thousand acres in -
1938-39 or by only 0-2 per cent. while the net cropped area showed
an expansion of about 64,000 acres from 28,715 -thousand acres in
1937-38 -to 28,779 thousand acres during the year under report, or

- by 02 per cent.  The most noticeable increase under the former
heading, viz., gross cropped area, was in the Karnatak division
(101,000 acres) which results from the favourable nature of the
season in that part of the Bombay Province,

9. Twice eropped area.—This figure showed a reduction of
7,000 acres or 0'7 per cent. as compared with the previous year,
having fallen from 968 thousand acres to 961 thousand acres. The
decrease is shared mainly among the following districts ;— ,

Kaira (- 18,000 acres), Broach and Panchmahals ( — 12,000
acres), Ahmedabad ( - 11,000 acres) and Tast Khandesh (- 7,000
acres). Against these, there was an increase in Bijapur (4 20,000
acres), Ahmednagar ( + 13,000 acres), Poona { + 4,000 acres) and
Batara (4 4,000 acres). '

10. Assessed and Unassessed Area.—The agsessed arearemained
almost stationary as compared with the previous year, the increase
being only 2,000 acres, i.e., 1t rose from 33,479 thousand acres in
1937-38 %o 33,481 thousand acres during the year under report
while the unassessed ares showed a corresponding decling of
+2,000 acres, i.e., from 295 thousand acres in 1937-38 t0 293 thousand
acres during the year under report or by 07 per cent.

11. Temporary cultivation in Forest lands and culturable
waste.—The latter heading has now been changed to_* Other
uncultivated land excluding current fallows” during the year
under orders of the Government of India. About 1,45,000 acres
of forest lands were given out for temporary cultivation mainly,
in the districts of West Khandesh (42,000 acres), Ahmednagar
(35,000 acres), Thana (27,000 acres), Sholapur (23,000 acres),
Nasik (9,000 acres), Surat (4,000 scres), Kast Khandesh (3,000
acres) and Belgaum and Poona (1,000 acres each), while
about 86,000 acres of “ Other uncultivated land excluding current
fallows” mainly, in the districts of West Khandesh (51,000
acres), Nasik (14,000 acres), Ahmednagar (5,000 acres), Thana
(4,000 acres), Poona, Belgaum and Ahmedabad (2,000 acres each)
and Surat, East Khandesh, Sholapur, Satara, Kolaba and Kanara
(1,000 acres each) were similarly dealt with, The area figures
under the new sub-heading *Culturable” definitely kpown 18
1,48,280 acres only. Out of this total, 44 acres in Ahmedabad
district only have been given out for temporary cultivation
during the year.

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 CHAPTER III—CROPPED AREA.

(Statement ITT, pages 44-65.)

12. Variations in Cropped Area.—The main featuyres of the
geason and its effect on the area and yield of crops: have been
described elsewhere in the Report. Appendix B (page 28) shows
the effect of the season under review and the areas sown as
compared with the average (of ten years from 1921-22 to 1930-31)
and the preceding year’s area under the principal crops.

13. Food crops.—The ares under food crops, i.e, cereals and
pulses, sugarcane and fruits and vegetables shows a sligh rise of
1,381,000 acres, or 06 per cent. over the previous year but a great
expansion is noticed of 1,067 thousand acres, or 54 per cenf. when
compared with the average. Among the kharif crops, the area
under bagri increased by 2,23,000 acres, or 55 per cent. when
compared with the last year. and 2,07,000 acres, or 55 per cent.
when compared with the average. The large increase of 2,23,000
acres in the ares under bajri occurred mainly in the Karnatak. on
account of suitable and sufficient rains for sowing. There was
# slight decrease in the area under rice (22,000 acres),~or 1'1 per
cent. when compared with the previous year but showed a rise
of (85,000 acres), or 4'4 per cent. when compared with the average.
The area under jowar, which is grown hoth as a kharif and rabi
crop, showed a decrease of 3,45,000 acres, or 4'3 per cent. when
compared with the previous year and 1,99,000 acres, or 2'5 per
cent, as compared with the average. The area under jowar showed
% reduction of 6,43,000 acres, or 11'0 per cent. mainly, in the rabi
area a9 eompared with the previous year. Under rabi crops,
wheat showed & rise of 80,000 acres, or 1'6 per cent. when
compared with the last year, although it showed an appreciable
increase of 4,33,000 acres, or 30:8 per cent. when compared with
the average, The area under gram showed a reduction of 79,000 -
acres, or 11'7 per cent. as compared with the previous year but
a rise of 82,000 acres, or 160 per cent. when compared with the
average, :

14. Non-food Crops.—The ares under non-food erops, which
include cotton, tobacco, and oilseeds, showed a contraction of
75,000 acres, or 0-8 per cent. as compared with last year but an

- increase of 3,93,000 acres, or 46 per cent. when compared with
the average. The most marked decrease was in the ares under:
tobacco which was reduced by 15,000 acres, or 88 per cent. ag
compared with the previous year but showed an expansion of
36,000 acres, or 303 per cent. as compared with the average.
The .average under oilseeds increased by 1,083,000 acres, or 43 per
cent. as compared with Jast year although the increase amounted
to 12,36,000 acres, or 98'4 per cent. when compared with the
average. The increase under oilseeds is mainly attributable to the
extended cultivation of groundnut and sesaraum crops. The area
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under cotton showed a reduction of 1,63,000 acres, or 42 per cent.
when compared with the last year and 5,84,000 acres, or 136 per
cent. as compared with the average. The net result of these
variations in the food and mnon-food crops, as noted above, was
that the total cropped area showed a slight increase of 56,000
acres, or 0'2 per cent. when compared with the previous year
but an sppreciable expansion of 14,60,000 acres when compared
with the average. ' '

15. Kharif and Babi Areas.—The following table compares
the area under kharif and rabi crops of the year under report
with the similar figures for the preceding two years.

It will be seen from the above table that the kharif area during
the year under review showed an incrcase of 7,39,000 acres over the
area of the previous' year (1937-38) and 25,27,000 acres when
compared with the year previous to the last (1936-37). The rabi
area on the other hand declined by 6,41,000 acres below the last
year 1037-38 and is reduced by as much as 21,93,000 acres when
compared with the year before last year (1936-37). The net result
of these variations was that the total area under cereals and pulses
extended by 98,000 acres, or 0'5 per cent. and 3,34,000 acres, or
1'7 per cent. when compared with last year 1937-33 and the year
previous to last (1936-87), respectively.

16. Variations under Prineipal Crops.—The detsiled remarks
below explain the variations under the principal crops.

~Jowari and Bajri.—The sub-joined table compares the extent
of variations in area under these staple crops in different divisions
of the Bombay Province during the ten year’s average and the year
previous to the year under report.

Jowsr, ’ Baijri.

It will be seen from the above table that the area under jowar
(chiefly, rabi) fell short of the previous year by 6,43,000 acres, or
11-0 per cent. and 5,80,000 acres, or 10°1 per cent. respectibvely when
compared with the average.. As compared with last year, the
decline was chiefly marked in Karnatak (- 6,29,000 acres) and
Decean (= 27,000 acres), due fo less sowings of kharif crops.
The area under Lajri on the other hand, increased | by 2,23,000 acres,
or 55 ‘per cent. and showed an expansion of 2,07,000 acres, or
51 per cent. respectively, when compaved with the last year
(1987-38) and the average. The increase over the prewous year
was marked in Gujarat ( + 52,000 acres) and chiefly in Karnatak
(+ 2,79,000 acres) owmg to sultable and sufficient moisture in the
soil at the time of sowing. Against this, there was a reduction of
1,08,000 acres in the Deccan chiefly, in Ahmednagar district due to
excessive rain during the sowing season,

Rice.—The area under this crop was reduced by 22,000 acres
or 11 per cent. below the previous year, from 20,37,000 acres in
1937-38 to 20,15,000 acres during the year under report, The
decrease Was chleﬁy noticed in North Gujarat ( - 43,000 acres) and
may be attributed to deficiency of rains for sowing. Against this,
there were increases in South Gujarat (413,000 acres), Karnatak

(45,000 acres), Konkan (+ 2,000 acres) and Deccan (+ 1,000
acres)

Wheat.—The area under wheat increased by 80,000 acres, or
- 1'6 per cent. when compared with the last year although it showed
sn appreciable increase of 4,38000 acres, or 3U8 percent. as
compared with the average. This increase was chiefly marked in
the Deccan (4-1,01,000 acres), and was general in all the districts of
the division owing to sufficient and timely rains for sowing and to
the replacement by rabi crops of kharif crops in areas where the
latter could not be sown' owing to unfavourable conditions at the
beginning of the kharif season, Against this, there was a contrac-
tion in area m Gu]arat (— 57,000 acres) owing to want of adequate
rains for sowing and in Karna.tak {~15,000 acres) where the late
rains were excessive, and in certam localities, sowings were not
taken on the usual scale.

Oilseeds.—The area under oilseeds rose by 103,000 acres, or 4'3
per cent. over the previous year but showed a considerable increase
of 1,236,000 acres, or 98'4 per cent. as compared with the average.
; The groundnut crop (+ 92,000 acres) and sesamum (444,000 acies)
were mainly responsible for the above increase under this head
as compared with the previous year, the variations under other
oilseeds being generally small. The following table and appended
remarks explain the variations in area, under the principal oilseeds
as compared with the previous year. .

Groundnut.—The area under groundnut rose by 92,000 acres,
or 6'8 per cent., ie, from 1,344,000 acres in 1937-38 to 1,436,000
acres during the year underreport. The increase was shared by
the Deccan (482,000 acres) and Karnatak (423,000 acres). Against
this, there was a decline of (—14,000 acres) in Gujarat due more
area being sown under other kharif crops.

Sesamum.—The ares under this crop rose by 44,000 acres
from 166,000 acres in 1937-38 to 210,000 acres during the year
under report. The increase was divided between Gujarat
(+17,000" acres), Kanatak (422,000 acres) and Dececan (45,000
acres). :

Castor-seed.—The area under castor seed showed a slight expan-
-sion of 4,000 acres as conpared with the previous year. The
increase was noticed in Deccan (44,000 acres), principally in the
‘West Khandesh District. (+ 8,000 acres) owing to the preference
for this crop over groundnut.

Linseed.—The-area under this oilseed, which is almost exclusively

a rabi crop and is grown principally in the Deccan and Karnatak,

exhibited an increase of 13,000 acres when compared with the

revious year. The increase in area was chiefly marked in the

eccan (+ 21,000 acres) due to timely and sufficient rain for sowing
while in Karnatal the area showed a reduction of 7,000 acres.

Rape and Mustard.—These oilseeds are of minor importance 1n
this Province and their cultivation is mainly restricted to North
Gujarat. The areaunder these showed s slight contraction of 2,000
acres only as compared with the previous year, from 20,000 acres
in 1937-38 to 18,000 acres during the year under report.
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This reduction was chiefly noticed in the case of North Gujarat in
Ahmedabad district where it was due o deficient late rains in the
latter part of the season. ‘

Cotton.~-The area under cotton showed a reduction of 163,000
acres, or by 42 per cent. from - 3,862,000 acres in 1937-38 to
8,699,000 acres during the year under report. = The decrease was
general and was marked in the Deccan (~81,000 acres), Grujarat
(~—60,000 acres) and Karnatak (—22,000 acres). The decline in the
Deccan, Karnatak and Gujarat in general may be attributed partly
to preference being given to food grain crops due to fall in prices of
kapas and partly to the unsuitability of rains in the north of the
Gujarat Division, :

Sugarcane.—The area under this crop expanded by 5,000 acres
only, ,or 70 per cent. from 71,000 acres in 1937-38 to 76,000 acres .
during the year under report. This expansion mostly occurred in
Ahmednagar district (+5,C00 acres) of the Deccan Division owing
fo the increase in area occupied by the sugar factories. The
variations in other disiricts, being very small, call for no remarks. -

Tabaceo,—The acreage under tobacco showed a decrease of
15,000 acres, or 8'8 per cent. as compared with the previous year. .
The decline was chiefly marked in the Kaira district of Gujarat
(—17,000 acres). This decrease was due to deficient soil moisture
as the crop being a late one, requires ample moisture for sowing.

.Against this, there was an increase of 2,000 acres, in the Belgaum
district of Karnatak owing to good sowing conditions,

Fruit and Vegetables,—The area under these showed a small
increase of 4,000 acres, as compared with the previous year, on
‘account of favourable monsoon conditions. The increase was
chiefly marked in the Deccan (43,000 acres) and Gujarat
(+1,000 acres). Appendix C (pages 30-31) shows as usual, the
distribution (in each district-of the Province) of the principal
food and non-food crops in terms of percentage of the gross
cropped ares. .

CHAPTER IV—IRRIGATED AREA.

(Statements IV, pages 66-83 and IV-A, pages 84-87)

18. Variations in the jrrigated area and crops.—Appendix D,
(page 32) exhibits variations under the several heads of irrigation
and crops irrigated as compared with similar details for the
previous year.

19. Area irrigated.~This showed an expansion of 52,000 acres,
or 4'7 per cent. as compared with the previous year, having increased
from 1,095,000 acres in 1937-38 to 1,147,000 acres during the year
undet review. The increase was mainly noticeable in the Decesn
(+69,000 acres) where owing to the unfavourable character of the
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rains more need was felt to resort to irrigation sources. Karnatak
{(+9,000 acres) ‘also contributed to the increase. Against this,
there was some decrease in Gujarat (- 17,000 acres) and
Konkan (—9,000 acres).

20. Area irrigated from different sources of irrigation—
Government Canals,—The area irrigated under Government Canalg
‘showed a reduction of 19,000 acres, or 7-2 per cent. when compared
with the previous year. The decrease (—19,000 acres) was
mainly marked in North Gujarat as a result of want of sufficient
water in Canals for cultivation due to insufficient rains,

_ Private Canals,—Irrigation from private Canals showed an
advance of 14,000 acres, or 192 per cent, having increased from
73,000 acres in the previous year to 87,000 acres during the year
under review. Almost the whole of the increase was noticed ia
the Deccan but the variation in each district except Abmednagar,
being swall, call for no remarks. In the Ahmednagar district, the
-variation (49,000 acres) was due to a greater supply of water
being made available by opening new pats as & result of favourable
rainfall, In the Karnatak and Konkan, irrigation by private
canals almost remained stationary while in Gujarat, irrigation
from this source was practically absent,
[

Wells.—Well irrigation extended by 84,000 acres, or 13'9 per
cent. when compared with the previous year, Ixcept in
Konkan, the increase was shared by all other Division in .ne
Province particularly in the Deccan, where owing to deficient and -
unseasonable rains, there was greater need fo resort to well irriga-
tion to maintain the more valuable crops.

Tanks.—The area irrigated by tanks decreased by 8,000 acres,
or 7-1 per cent. from 113,000 acres in 1937-38 o 105,000 acres during
the year under report. This decline is chiefly noticed in Gujarat.
(- 14,000 acres) and Decean {~4,000 acres). Agains this decline,
there was an increase of (+ 11,000 acres) in Karnatak. The
decrease in Gujarat was mainly dae to less water in the tanks on
account of inadequate rains in North Gujarat. .

Other Sources.—The area under irrigation from *Other
sources ' showed a decline of 19,000 hicres, or 47'5 per cenf. from
40,000 acres in the preceding year to 21,000 acres during the year
under review. The decrease was shared by all the divisions in the
Province, patticularly, in the Dharwar district (- 11,000 acres) in
the Karnatak and Ratnagiri district (— 5,000 acres) in Konkan.

91. The ratio of the irrigated area to the net cropped
* area.—This was 4'0 per cent. during the year under review. Out
of this, Government Canals represent ('8 per cent. private canals
0'3 per cent. wells 24 per cent, tanks 04 per cent, and other
sources of irrigation 01 per cent, :
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22, CROPS IRRIGATED. -

Jowar.—The area uander irrigated jowar rose by 22,000 acres,
or 93 per cent., over the previous year. The increase occurred
mostly in the Ahmeduagar district (4 28,000 acres) in the Deccan
and was mainly dae to the failure of dajre crop. - Against this, there
was & decrease of 6,000 acres in the Karnatsk due to adequate
rainfall for non-irrigated crop sowings.

Bajri.—Irrigated bajri also showed an increase of 18,000 acres,
or 83'3 per ceut. as compared with the previous year. The increase
occurred mostly in the Deccan (4 19,000 acres) which was partly
due to the failure of the jirayat bajri crop in the Ahmednagar
district and partly due to adequale water supply for irrigation
purposes. Against this, there was a small decrease of 1,000 acres
in North Gujarat. -

..Rice.—The area under irrigated rice declined by 35,000 acres,
05,169 per cent. when compared with the previous year. The
decrense was noticed in Gujarat (-29,000 acres), South Konkan
{—4,000 acres) and Karnatak (~2,000 acres); and may be attri-
buted to insufficient water supply in the irrigation sources.

Wheat.——Irriga.ted wheat showed only a slight increase by
1,000 acres, or 05 per cent. when compared with the previous year
and, hence calls for no remarks.

Cotton.—The area under irrigated cotton showed a reduction
of 7,000 acres, or 16°7 per cent. as compared with the pervious year.
Almost the whole of the decrease was noticed in the Deccan.

23. Sugarcane.—As already noted when dealing with . the crop
in Chapter III, the increase of 6,000 acres, or 8'7 per cent. in the
area under sugarcane during the year under review was in the
Bouth Deccan and was due fo extended cultivation of sugarcane
factories. ' ‘

CHAPTER V.—OUTTURN OF CROPS.
(Statements V, pages 83-89 and V-A, pages 90-104.) D

24. Yield of Principal Crops.—Statement V (pages 88-89)
shows the estimated yield of the principal kharif and rabi crops,
taking 100 as representing the normal. It is prepared from the
district estimates which are returned in annas on the basis of
twelve annas denoting the normal crop. The figures are,
therefore, only approximate. The character of the season has
already been described elsewhere in the Report,
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25. Outturn of crops in parts of the normal.

A.—Kharif Crops.—

Jowar.—The outturn of kharif jowar was only 58 per cent. of
the normal in the Poona district in the Deccan and Dharwar district
in the Karnatak. It ranged between 60 and 67 per cent. of the
normal in the Ahmedabad, Kaira and Broach and Panch Mahals

+ districts of North Gujarat, Satara district in the Deccan and the
Belgaum digtviet in the Karnatak. It rose to 75 per cent, of the
normal in the West Khandesh and East Khandesh districts in the
Deccan and Kanara (Karwar) districts in the Konkan and to
83 per cent. of the normal in the Surat district in Gujarat. It,
%owever, approached a full normal in the Nasik district in the

eccan.

Bajri.—The yield of the crop was 58 per cent. of the normal in
the three districts of the Karnatak and Poona and Sholapur
districts in the Deccan. It varied from 60 $o 67 per cent. of the
normal in the Ahmednagar and Satara districts in the Deccan and
the Kaira and Broach and Panch Mahals districts in Gujarat. The
outturn of the crop ranged between 75 and 83 per cent. of the
normal in the West Khandesh, East Khandesh and Nasik districts
in the Deccan and the Ahmedabad and Surat districts in Gujarat,

Rice.—With the exception of West Khandesh, Nasik,
Abhmednagar, Thana and Ratnagiri districts where the yield of the
crop was 83 per cent. of the normal and of the Kolaba district,
where it nearly approached the noral, the outturn of the crop in
other parts of the Province varied from 50 to 78 per cent. of the
normal. In Gujarat, the crop was practically & failure being only
23 per cent. of the normal in the Kaira district and 42 per cent, of
the normal in the Ahmedabad district. Similarly, the outturn of
the crop was only 46 per cent, of the normal in the Dharwar
district of the Karnatak due to less water supply owing to deficiency
of rains during the season. '

Cotton.—The outturn of the late varieties of cotton was 43 and
47 per cent. of the normal in the Ahmedabad and Kaira districts,
" respectively of Gujarat and 53 per cent. of the normal in the
Bijapur and Dharwar and 67 per cent. of the normal in the Belgaum
districts of the Karnatak. In the Deccan, where the eatly varieties
of cotton are generally cultivated, the yield of the crop varied from
4% and 58 per cent. of the normal in all the districts except Nagik
and Ahmednagar where it came to 75 per cent. of the normal.
It rose to 83 per cent. of the normal in the Setara district due to
seasonal rainfall. As regards the actual outturn of the crop, as
“estimated by the mumber of bales, it may be stated that so far as
the area factor is concerned, it showed a reduction of 351,000 acres,
or 57 per cent., when compared with the previous year. Thus, the
total area in the Province, including the Indian States, stood at
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5,823,000 acres during the year under report against 6,174,000
acres in the preceding year (1937-38). The outturn also declined
by 163,000 bales, or 13-4 per cent. This decrease may be partly
attributed to the unfavourable seasonal condition in the North and
partly to beavy late rains in places in the Karnatak. Of this
outturn of 1,050,000 bales, 423,000 bales, or 4G-3 per cent., represented
the yield of the long stapled cotton, viz, Broach, Dharwar and
Kumta varieties, while the remaining 627,000 bales; or 59'7 per
cent., belonged to the short stapled varieties of North Gujarat,
Western India States Agency and Khandesh. As compared with
the previous year, the outturn of the long staple rose by
149 per cent. while that of the short staple cotton fell by 25'8 per
cent.

- Sesamum.—Thig cilseed yielded between 50 and 58 per cent.
of the normal in the Sholapur district in the Deccan and the
three districts of the Karnatak, while its outturn ravged between
67 and 75 per cent. of the normal in all the districts of the
Deccan except Sholapur, Thana and Kanara districts in the Konkan
and Broach and Panch Mahals district in Gujarat, The yield of
the crop was poor, being only 81 per cenf. of the normal in the
Kaira district and 42 per cent. of the normal in the Ahmedabad
district  due to deficiency of raing in the season. It rose to
82 per cent. of the normal in the Surat district whileyt approached
a full normal in the Kolaba distriet. .

26. B—Rabi Crops.-—F

Jowar (Rabi).—The rabi jowsr was only 42 per cent. of
the normal in the Ahmedabad district in North Gujarat due to
dificient soil-moisture. In other parts of the Province, the outturn
of the crop varied from 58 to 75 per cent. of the normal except the
Weat Khandesh district in the Deccan where it came up to 83 per
cent, of the norwal.

Wheat.—The yield of the crop was only 39 per cent. of the
normal in the Kaira district 1A Gujarat due to insufficient raing and
between 50 and 58 per cent. of the normal in the Ahmedabad and |
Broach and Panch Mahals districts -in Gujarat and the Poona
district in the Deccan and Bijapur and Dharwar districts in the
. Karnatak. In the remaining districts of the Province, the ontturn '
of the crop varied from 59 to 75 per cent. of the normal except
in the West Khandesh and Satara districts in the Deccan and
Surat district in Gujarat where it came up to 83 per cent. of
the normal. :

Gram.—The outturn of gram was only 42 per cent. of the normal
in the Ahmedabad district in Gujarat and the Sholapur district
in the Deccan. It ranged between 50 and 58 per cent. of the
normsl in the Broach and Panch Mahals district in Gujarat and
Bijapur and Dharwar districts in the Karnatak, between 64 and 78
per cent. of the normal in the remaining districts of the Province.
1t rose to 83 per cent. of the normal in the West Khandesh and

nr Bk Q 279 '
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Nasik districts in the Deccan, while in the Kolaba district, s full
normal yield could be secured. Inthe Kaira district, the crop was
very poor and came to only 27 per cent. of the normal.

"Tobacco.—The outturn of the crop ranged between 50 and 58
per cent. of the normal in the Dharwar and Bijapur districts in the
Karnatak, and the Sholapur district in the Deccan, and Ratnagiri
district in the Konkan and. between 63 and 67 per cent. of the
normal in the Ahmedabad and Broach and Panchmahals districts
in Gujarat, Poona district in the Deccan and Belgsum district in
the Karnatak. It came to about 75 per cent. of the normal in the
Bast Kbhandesh, Nasik and Satara districts in the Deccan. In the
districts of Surat, West Khandesh and Ahmedoagar, the yield
of the crop came up to 83 per cent. of the normal. The outturn
of the crop was less than half the normal in the Kaira district
as the crop suffered from deficient soil-moisture.

_ Linseed.—The ocultivation of this oilsesd is almost exclusively
confined to the Deccan and Karnatak. In the former division, the
outturn of the crop varied from 58 to 75 per cent. of the mormal
inall the districts except Sholapur where it came to only 42 per
cent. of the normal. In the latter division, (viz., Karnatak) the
crop yiélded ‘between 50 and 58 per gent. of the normal in all the
three districts of the division.

Rape and Mustard.—These oilseeds 'gave an outturn of only
42 per cent. of the normal in the Abmedabad district in Gujarat.
Their yields cams to 33 per cent. of the normal in the Kaira and
Broach and Panchmahals districts in Grujarab owing to deficiency
of rains at sowing time, while in the Surat district, it came to about
'68 per cent. of the normal,

Sugarcane.~—The outturn of sugarcane ranged between 42 and
67 per cent. of the normal in the Ahmedabad and Kaira districts
in Gujarat, Dharwar and Bijapur districts in the Karnatak, while
it varied from 75 to 83 per cent. of the normal in the remaining
districts of the Province except in the districts of West Khandesh,
Sholapur, Satara and Thana where the crop gave an yield of 92 per
cent, of the normal, while it approached a full normal in the Kolaba
and Ratnagiri districts. :

It will be seen from the above table that both the area and out-
turn of the food-grain crops rose by 0'5 per cent. and 3:2 per cent.
respectively, as compared with the previous year. This increase -
was chiefly marked in the Deccan and Karnatak. The yield
of food crops has been satisfactory in the South Decoan and
Karnatak. In the former division, however, notwithstanding
a decling in area, the resulting outturn showed an improvement
over that obtained last year. The crop in yield in Gujarat was due
to the season being unfavourable in the north of the division while
the reduction in yield in the North Deccan and Konkan was due
to similar adverse seasonal conditions in -these areas on account
of heavy late ‘rains which caused considerable damage to the
kharzf crops.

28. Prices of Principal Articles.—Statement VI—Prices—
shows the retail prices of the principal staple crops and of fodder,
ruling at harvest time ab each district head-guarter station in the
Bombay Province. “ The following remarks show major variations
in the prices of the principal arficles as compared with those of the
previous yeat. ‘ '

Jowar.—The price of jowar ruled easier from one-half of a. geer
to about two and one-fifth seers per rupee at all the stations in
Gujarat, Jalgaon (HEast Khandesh), Poona and Satara in the

Deccan, Belgaum and Dharwar in the Karnatak, and Karwar
(Kanara) in the Konkan, the price being cheaper by about four and
_ one-fifth seers per rupee at Bijapur in the Karnatak. Af the
remaining stations in the Province, the price of jowar rulel dearer
from two-fifth of a seer to nearly one and one-half of a seer per
rupee with the exception of Dhulia (West Khandesbh) in the Deccan
where the price was almost stationary.

_ Bajri.—With the exception of Nagik in the Deccan where it was
dearer by about one-eighth of a seer, the price of bajri ruled cheaper
at all the stations in the Province from one-half of & sesr to four
geers per rupee, the price of the article being still cheaper, i.e., by
about six seers per rupee at the three stations of Karnatak,

" Wheat.—The price of wheat ruled easier from two-fifth of a seer
. to two and three-fourth seers per rupee everywhere in the Province,
except at Sholapur in the Deccan, Belgaum in the Karnatak and
*at Alibag (Kolaba) in-the Konkan where the price of this article

was dearer from ope-eighth of a seer to about one-half of a seer
per rupee, :

Rice.—The price of rice ruled easier from one-gighth of a seer
" to two and two-fifth seers per rupee at Kaira and Broach in Gujarat
all the stations except Ahmednagar and Sholapur in the Deccan,
' Belgaum and Dharwar in the Karnatak and the Karwar (Kanara)
* in the Konkan, It was dearer {ram one-eighth of a seer to one and
one-half of a seer per rupee at Ahmedabad and Godhra (Broach and
Panch Mahals) in  Gujarat, Sholapur in the Deccan, Bijapur in the
Karnatak and at all the stations except Kurwar (Kanars) in the
. Konkan, At Surat in Gujarat and st Ahmednagar in the Deccan
the price of the article was almost stationary.

Gram.—The price of gram was cheaper from one-eighth of a seer
to one and one-eighth of & seer per rupee at Bijapur and Dharwar
in the Karnatak, and at Thana and Ratnagiri in the Konkan,
it being almost stationary at Alibag (Kolaba) in the Konkan. At the
remaining stations in the Province the price of the article raled
dearer by one-fourth of a seer to four seers per rupee.

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Tur Dal.—-The price of tur dal ruled dearer by about one-sixth
of a seer add by about two-fifth of a seer at-Ahbag (Kolaba) and at
Karwar (Kanara), respectively, in the Eonkan, and it was stationary
at Nasik in the Deccan, At the remaining stations in the Province
the price of the article ruled easier from one-eighth of a seer to two
SEers per rupee. ' ’

It will be seen from the above table that the prices for Broach and
Khandesh were almost stationary, while the price for Kumta variety
ruled slightly easier than in the previous year. It will be noticed
that the prices of the first two varieties namely, Broach
and Khandesh, have been, during the year under report,
only about three-fourth of what they were on an average during
the quinquennium ending 1937, However, cotton prices were, as
usual, very sensitive to fluctuations in foreign markets. The actual

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" Dry Grass.—Except at Broach in Gujarat where the price of dry
grass was deaver by about twelve annas per Indian maund, it rose
from about one anna to'three and half annas at Nasik ang Poona in
the Deccan, Dharwar in the Karnatak and at Ratnagiri in the.
Konkan. It ruled cheaper from one anna to 2bout seven annas per
Indian maund ab Godhra. (Broach aud Panch Mahals) and Surat in
Gujarat, Batara in the Deccan, and at Alibag (Kolaba) in the
Konkan, the price being cheaper by ten and half annas at Jalgaon
(Bast Khandesh) in the Deccan.

CHAPTERS VIII AND IX.

Condition of the Agricultural Population.

80. As already stated in Chapter I of the Repoft, the agricul-
tural season of 1938-39 was on the whole fairly satisfactory over
. @ large parb of the Province. The only exception was in North
Gujarat where the season was disappointing. |

8l. 8o far as the available supply of food-grain crops to the
general population is concerned, the year under review may be
regarded as somewhat better than ifs predecessor. The following
tabular statement compares the actual acreage sown and the
estimated tonmage of food-grain crops produced in the different
divisions of the Province during the years 1937-38 and 1938-39.

‘The table indicates that the yield of food crops was satisfactory
- in South Deccan and the Karnatak., In the former division,
however, notwithstanding a decline in area, the resulting outturn
showed an improvement over that obtained last year. The drop
in yield in Gujarat was due to the season being unfavourable in the
North of the division while the reduction 1n the yield in North
Deccan and Konkan was due to similar adverse conditions resuliing
from late heavy rains which caused considerable damage to kharyf
crops.

82. As regards the prices of agricultural produce, there was
scarcely any improvement during the year under report except in
the case of rice and jowar as can be seem from the sub-joined table,
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Prices prevasling at harvest time for agricultural produce in seers
of 89 tolas per rupee except for cotton which are recorded in
rupees per khands of 784 1bs,
