Arinual Statistics of.Retail Trade 

The Retail Trade·statistics contained in the· main section of this 
handbook relate to the year 1950 and were taken from the results of the Census of 
Merchandising and Service Establishments which form part of the Decennial :census 
of 1951. Comprehensive statistic~·on a similar scaJ.e broken down. by counties, 
cities and towns are not available for more recen~ years since only one complete 
census of trading establishm~nts has been made. 

In order to·provide the most accurate estimates possible of the 
total vol~e of retail trade.in more recent years, the Bureau has conducted:an 
annual survey of retail trade based on a.sampling plan. Returns are secured 
annually from approximately 25,000 retail outlets and these reports are used in 
arriving at the trend in business since tjle Census year. The trend value thus · 
determined is then applied :to the_ total sales volume for 1950, ·as obtained from 
the results of the complete Census in order to give an estimate of the volume· of 
business for the year in question. Tables presented in'the.Dominion Summary 
Report for 1958 are· printed in the Appendix to this hand~ook. · · 

It is, therefore, evident that figures presented for the yeara 
' 1951 to 1958 are estimates ·based .on indexes computed from~ returns. from a sample 

number of firms. :The chief factor which may not be reflected in. the sales in­
dexes is variation in trade due to ch;tnges· in the number of stores .in operati'on·. 
No information is·availabl~ to. show the extent.to which firms going out of business 
have been replaced by new stores of a similar nature. The natural· tendency or 
the method is ~o underestimate the extent of the decline in business during a 
period of recession and likewise .to underestimate ... the extent of the recovery when· 
the cycle turns" upward once ·more. '£his .factor is of chief importance in certain 
kinds of business. dealing chiefly in durable or luxury lines of merchandise such 
as automobile dealers, furniture st9res, ~adio and music stores. In spite of.the 
limitations attending the methods of calculation,. it is believed that a fair de­
gree of accuracy attends the·results for the total retail trade as a whole a,nd 
for most of the'individual lines or business for which figures are shown.
