SIR,

I have the honour to submit a report on the proposed revised settlement of
the khdlsa villages of the Hailol Tiluka of the Panch Mahidls Collectorate on
the expiry of the term of the original survey settlement, and to request that
vou will have the goodness to forward it in due course for the sanction of
Government to the proposals submitted and to the introduction of the revised
gettlement in accordance therewith,

2. It is not proposed to change the grouping of villages and the maximum
dry-crop rates which were sanctioned at the original settlement,

3. The Statement (A.) appended gives details relating to the revenue
history of the khdlsa villages of this tiluka from the first year of the survey
settlement (1879-80) up to the year 1883-84, and shows that that settlement
has, on the whole, worked satisfactorily. It will be seen from it that in the
second year of the settlement the area of occupied Government land diminished
by 1,085 acres. The reasons for this decrease are that a considerable area of
included waste was excluded from the original total area of occupied survey
numbers and relinquished, and that some of the land which had been held by
the Taldvids who were introduced into the Mahil for the purpose of colonising
the district in the neighbourhood of Chémpdner was relinquished by them
owing to inability or unwillingness to retain it. In the following year
(1881-82) the occupied area was 17,116 acres 8 gunthds, showing an increase
on that of the preceding year of 3,904 acres and on that of the first year of the
gettlement of 2,819 acres. It will be seen, however, that this large increase was
not fully maintained in the two following years. This is probably mainly due to
the fact that more land was at first taken up by the people, owing to the faci-
lities afforded by the abovementioned exclusion of included waste areas, and the
consequent dimination of the areas of survey numbers, than they could fairly
or profitably manage. It is moreover not altogether improbable that the
gradual falling off observable since 1881-82 has in some measure resulted from
the Forest Department’s having taken over a considerable area of the cultivable
Jands in some villages, to the inconvenience of their people and their consequent
relinquishment of their Gultivated lands. A. comparison of the entries under the
heads of remissions and outstanding balances for the years since 1881-82 shows
however that these amounts have steadily decreased, and that the revenue of
the tiluka has been collected each year with gradually less-ming difficulty.
There is not then, in my opiunion, any reason to doubt that the survey rates
which were sanctioned by Government after very full discussion and deliberation
are suitable, and I would respectfully recommend that the propused revised
fates, if sanctioned, be guaranteed for a period of 20 years, commencing from
1885-86, inclusive, when they will be introduced, so that they may expire the
year after those of the revised settlements of the Jhilod and Dohad Tilukas.

1, The only modifications now proposed to be made in the details of the
oriainal settlement result from the same principle and system of revising the
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o otion of lands adjudged to have facilities for irrigation as that which has
ﬁI::zlﬁs?lfétioned and miop%ed in the case of similar lands in the Jhélod and
Dohad T4lukas. These principles and the system of classxf'iymg lands possessing
such facilities both in subsoil water and in water procurable by lifts from rivers
and streams have been described in my report No. 201, dated 10th April 1884,
on the proposed revised settlement of the J hdlod Tdluka. It is not, therefore,
necessary to repeat the description in the present report.

5. Tn the case of the Hdlol Tiluka lands the only modification of the
Jhslod and Dohad T4luka details has been made in respect of the depths from
surface to water which have been fixed in order to determine the several classes
in which the irrigable lands are to be entered, and of the maximumn depth to
water beyond which all lands shall be adjudged exempt from classification and
assessment as irrigable. It will be seen from the scales that the depth for the
top class (A.) is fised at up to 20 feet in place of up to 14 feet, as was the case
in Jhalod and Dohad, and the depth for the lowest class (C.) at 35 instead of 30
feet. These modifications were deemed necessary as being consistent with the
somewhat differing physical peculiarities of the tdluka from those of the lands
with water-bearing strata met with in the Jhélod and Dohad T{lukas,

6. The enhanced soil assessment to be imposed on lands adjudged to be
irrigable has been calculated on a scale of classification of water advantages
having the same range as that fixed for such lands in the Jhdlod Tiluks, viz.,
from 2 annas to 6 ples per acre, according to the maximum soil rate of each
village.

7. The effect of the application of this scale in the case of the occupied
Goevernment lands of each village, according to the group in which it is placed,
is shown in the figured Statement (B.) appended. The following figures give
an abstract of those results for the t4luka as a whole :—

SIR,

I have the honour to submit for the early sanction of Government proposed
rates of assessment for the Halol sub-division of the Panch Mahdls.

2. 1 have been unable to do so earlier owing to the measurement and
classification of an entire rayatvdri village, and parts of several others, taken up
by the Tal4via colonists out of the surrounding waste, having only been com-
pleted at the beginning of the current month. There will, however, be no difficulty
in my introducing the survey settlement if I may be permitted to do so com-
~ mencing from the 1st of May. '

10. The climate of Héilol except within four or five miles of the great
Climate hill, and on its eastern boundary, is not considered
) more unhealthy than other parts of the Panch Mahils.
Its bad character is obtained from the surroundings of deserted Chimpéner,
- where no doubt it is unhealthy because of the water being tainted with vegetable
matter washed down the hills; but the new Talivia colonists who have cleared
the jungle and exhausted the stagnant water in the wells have not suffered more
than the inhabitants of more favourable localities. The fever epidemjc which
has been, up to the cold season, raging throughout Gujardt in towns and villages,
in both reputedly healthy and unhealthy places alike, does not appear to have
been felt in any measure severer in the Hdlol sub-division.

11. A very interesting historical account and description of the hill of
Histor: Pivigad and remains of Chdmpsaner, of which Hilol
istorical note. was formerly only a suburb, will be found at pages 184

to 191 and 304 to 309 of the 3rd Volume of the Bombay Gazetteer, Itappears
to have been founded in A.p. 746, and continued up to A.p. 1514 the political capital
of Gujarit, at which time it was embellished with good streets and square houses of
stone and plaster. The country round was very fertile, full of abundant provisions,
wheat, barley, millet, rice, peas and other vegetables, and many cows, sheep, goats
and plenty of fruits. Near it were hunting grounds for deer, other wild animals and
winged game. The king kept many wild animals and trained hunting dogs, falcons
and leopards. Under the Moghals Chémpéner was subordinate to Godhra, tillage
declined and by the middle of the seventeenth century so much had lapsed into
forest that it had become a hunting ground for wild elephants. In 1803 when
the town was taken by the British it only contained 500 inhabitants. In 1812
there were 400 houses, half of them inhabited chiefly by runaways from other
Gujardt cities. When in 1853 it came under British management, the place
was at most deserted. An attempt was made to bring in cultivators and clear
the forest, but the colony failed, Three-fourths died and the rest fled. Except
the constable of the police post its only inhabitants are a few families of poor

and sickly Kolis and Ndikdds.

Ifzilol tmgn and in Ardd, a village bordering on the
Kilol Taluka, are fairly off, owing to their superior
skill and industry ; but the Kolis who hold the greater
pumber of khités are if anything below 12 annas in the rupee as cultiva-
tors, the Taldvias and Dhdnkas hold a position below 8 annas, and the Ndiks
and Bhils would be rated very high at 4 annas, being the poorest of the poor
tillers of the soil, deficient in skill, and lacking both energy and capital : it may
be said of them that they only till the land to avoid starvation. This is conse-
quently by far the worst sub-division in the Mahdls from a settlement point of
view. The soil is in most parts very fertile, the rainfall very favourable, water
springs close to the surface, and the climate, except in a very small tract, good;
but the cultivators themselves are the great drawback to the prosperity of the
district, and whilst they remain in the villages, either as Patels or neighbours,
there is no chance of a better class of rayats coming In from Gujardt to cast
their lot amongst them. These men will remain poor to the end of the chapter,
whatever inducements for improvement or advantages may be offered them by
the survey settlement. They will receive the usual quantity of seed for sowing
from the Vénia, and will of necessity return him the major portion of the field
produce. Hence it is apparent that under a prevailing system of this nature,
a very low assessment will profit no one but the village Vinia.

General condition of the
cultivators,

24. This is no doubt a sad picture, and what good might be done by exten-
sion of schools (only three existing at present in the sub-division chiefly attend-
ed by the sons of the non-agriculturists, and in which very few Koli, Blil, or
Niikda boys are ever seen) 15 very doubtful. This is only one expedient, and
though it be contrary to the principle of Government to countenance missionary
efforts, I would venture to suggest that it would be a great thing for the Panch
Mabhdls and especially H4lol, were little Christian settlements encouraged by
free grants of land. The infiuence thus brought to bear on these aborigines, in
many respects an interesting people, would no doubt soon yicld fruit politically,
fiscally and morally, to the advantage of all. I may mention that the Shihdvddi
Native Christians have taken up all the waste in the neighbourhood of their
settlement in Ahmedabad, and would be glad to establish new colonies. They
are admitted to have raised the value of land, by redeeming even the worst to
be found, a Sarkat jungle, supposed to be impossible to cultivate. Their use of
American ploughs, and the energy they have thrown into their occupation, have
been most salutary even in the midst of the good cultivators of that old district.
It would be foreign to the main subject of this report to testify to the utility of
these pioneers of true civilization ; but no doubt in the devotedness of the Irish
Presbyterian Agency may be found the cheapest organization, unpaid by

! Government, to effect a vast amount of good in jungly districts which can

scarcely be improved by the ordinary revenue official or school master.

25. The Gorddu or light soils, the detritus of the metamorphic rocks and

Soila. beds differ in degree of cohesiveness and fertility

. according to the elements which preponderate. There

is a coarse sandy soil and a hungry clayey soil to be met with here, one adapted
only for cereal cultivation and the other for rice and “ kodra ;” but a more
calcareous soil of great fertility is to be found in the villages on the western
boundary, indicated by fine trees, hedgerows, and luxuriant crops. A large
proportion of the land lying under a scrub jungle, baving a dark colour and
externally 4 rich appearance, is in reality very poor, requiring several years of
fallow after a single crop. A very valuable ‘quality of black soil morc of the
description which prevails in the Broach cotton district is to be found in the

southern parts oY\Hzﬂol, hardly yet known to any one but the wretched Niikda
inhabitants of tha \region.. :
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26. The Gorddu fields are in the best villages ploughed after the first
fall of rain, and cereals chiefly “ b4jri” and “banti’
are drilled in after the second or third cross ploughing
a fortnight following the karab or grubbing plough is passed between the drills
and a log of wood—Samar, serving the purpose of the English roller, is dragged
over the young crop, crushing the tender sprouts, a process which multiplies
and strengthens the cereal blade. Rice is not transplanted here, hence ‘none of
the superior qualities are raised, it is generally sown in depressed levels, but is
either drilled in or-scattered broadcast. The black and besar soils are chiefly
used for kodra and rice. The mixed sowings of pulse with cereals is also
practised here as in all parts of Gujardt. Garden cultivation is very much
restricted to the town of Hédlol; a heavy sugarcane tax hitherto imposed has
been the sole cause of the extreme neglect of the valuable irrigational resources
this tdluka possesses, to which I shall refer when proposing new garden rates.
The land in possession of the aboriginal races is merely scratched ; after a season
of this simple process, it is allowed to lie fallow. This sporadic tillage in the
forest openings, or by the hill side, is but the natural result of unsettled babits,
and poverty of resources. 1 have elsewhere in the agricultural chapter of the
Gazetteer, Provincial Volume, described all the process of aboriginal tillage, so
need not produce it here. , :

-System of husbandry.

27. The following statement gives concisely the crops grown on Govern-
ment land, the estimated yleld, and gross value of -
, produce for the year 1878-79, The estimated yield
by the taluka officials, I may observe, is much below the normal average. The
year was a very bad one, but affected villages in different degrees ; in some the
excessive rain destroyed the entire crop, and in others the produce was from 8
to 16 annas. The figures in this statement may therefore be accepted as
representing only half the yield of a fair season’s crop:—

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93. The markets for the surplus produce of the district are Hdlol town
' itself and Kilol 8 miles further north. Outside the
limits of British possession is Baroda, 25 miles distant
from the central part of Hilol, and the town of Dabhoi 14 niles from the
southern limits of the Hglol villages. At both these foreign markets the
Railway exists, and the rayats can obtain 25 per cent. more favourable terms than
the local Vinias will give; but the journey has the drawback of entailing
transit and octroi dues levied very much at the caprice of farmers of that revenue.
The poverty of the people generally will not admit of independent action so
that the surplus produce does in reality gravitate to Hiilol from whence the local
merchants dispose of it. The town contains 8,147 inhabitants, and the Vinia
traders carry on an extensive business in grain and forest produce with Jimbu-
ghoda 22 miles east, and in hardware, tobacco and cloth with Godhra and Baroda.

Markets.

29. There are no made roads in this tdluka, but a line of country has

Roads been cleared from Kilol through Hilol to Jimbu-
_ ' ghoda, which may hereafter be bridged and metalled.
The roads to Baroda and Dabhoi are. simply the ordinary wheel tracks which
more or less connect village with village. During the monsoon the black soil
tracks are perfectly impassable, and although Hilol and Kiilol are only 8 miles
apart, cart traffic is stopped.

(«.) Tdlukddri—All the influential Koli and Rajput Chicfs were allowed to
collect the revenue of certain groups of villages and paid Scindiah’s
Government a share which varied from time to time as the Tdlukdsrs
themselves realized more revenue. Six such tdlukas containing 77
villages were found at the time the district was ceded to the Bnitish.
The tenure is considered hereditary.

(0.} Ljdrddri.—Generally single villages leased to individuals for five years
on terms suitable to the State. The tenure i not considered heredi.
tary.

(¢.) Halbandi.—Villages which no Ijdrddr would take up were managed
from the Kacheri, the Wahivatddr of the district corresponding with
the British Mdmlatd4r levied a tax from 1 to 20 rupees on the plough,
considering in cach case, the cultivator’s ability to pay the assessment,
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A plough of land was considered to be 20 bighas or 11} acres. The
maximum acreage rate was consequently about 1§ rupees per acre.

32. Succeeding Scindiah’s Government in 1853, the systems found, were
continued. The tdlukddri villages have not been
interfered with, except in the matter of regulating the
annual demand, The Ijira leases were renewed according to circumstances, and
now not a single village is held under that tenure. The Jast village Kotamaida,
has been prepared for a rayatviri settlement, the Ijirddr facilitating the measure
by his death.

33. In the rayatviri villages, the Halbandi or plough-tax system was
superseded in 1871 by the Bigoti. The change was effected by the process of
dividing the area occupied by the amount realized in each village; this gave a
village rate. So that when new land was taken up, the cultivator was called
upon to pay the village rate per bigha. These rates tabulated will be found
in Appendix B. They serve no purpose, but to show how unequal the villages
have hitherto been assessed, and how essential it is that some equitable mode
of levying the land revenue should be introduced.

British ‘management,

34. In respect to outsiders or Uparvddia cultivators, the rate has been
6 annas per bigha for kodra cultivation, and one rupee per bigha for every
other, kind—a bigha is $ths of an acre.

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40. I have now to show how the villages have been grouped and what
rates are suitable for them.

41. T have divided all the villages of this tdluka into five groups, as will
be seen from the coloured map prefixed; in doing so
I have been chietly guided by market facilities and
climatic differences, and in a less degree by fixity of holdings and the prepon-
derance of cultivators of the unsettled tribes, treedom from jungle, and such
other peculiarites which a Settlement Officer alone can appreciate by intimate
acquaintance with the district.

Grouping consideration.

42, Referring at present only to the 73 rayatviri villages® my first group
contains 4 villages—the Kasba town of Halol and Ash4-
vila, Jambude and Nurpur, adjoining Hdlol, being in
reality hamlets of it ; but always considered separate villages.

45. -In the first place I have to state that the superiority of Kilol over
Hdlol as a tiluka is so manifest that they cannot be
treated on similar terms. Kalol is a flourishing tiluka
more of the type of the Kaira Tdluka across the Mahi, is comparatively densely
populated with superior cultivators, and has considerable resources, vide para,
21 ; whereas Hilol Tiluka, just excepting the town itself, is an inferior district
in every respect, and in the chief respect, that is class of cultivators, there can
be no question as to its being vastly inferior. A rate which may not increase
the land assessment of Hilol itself very much, because of its having been screwed
up previously on account of its Kanbi population, will, as will be proved by the

results of my proposition, very much raise the other villages throughout the -
taluka,

Reasons for it.

Why not higher.

46. In the second place, the reason why Hilol should not have a higher
maximum than Rs. 21 will be obvious when you are reminded that the maxiinum
fixed for the town of Godhra only 15 miles from the Pali Raileay Station con-
nected by a good metalled road lying entirely within British limits, and free of
transit dues, 15 only Rs. 1§. 1 don't consider Hilol superior to Godhra in any
one respect, at the same time I see no reason to pitch the maximum lower than
[ propose. When Godhra was settled by my predecessor, following my settle-
ment of Kilol, there was just a suspicion that I had raised Kilol too high, nine
years have proved that I was not wrong.

< was in past years celebrated for its fruit, and the gardens of Chidmpdner and it~
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suburbs are almost historical. Its magnificent wells were stone built, square
and round sunk deep into the solid rock, tapping inexhaustible springs, serving
the purpose of irrigation as well as tyekhdnds or summer retreats. These
beautiful wells are still in perfect order especially in the lands of Hilol, but not
used, a few only of the rayats in whose fields they are situated care to utilize them
now. The field I am now pitched in has one of excellent inexhaustible sweet
water, which would irrigate at least 8 acres of land, but it is a fact that the well
has not been used in the life-time of the present occupant.

. 55. Qut of 225 of these wells 42 are used solely for drinking proposes, 83
are occasionally used for irrigation, 39 in Government and 44 in alienated
holdings, 100 are disused and falling into ruin. The garden pidvo realized by
Government at the rate mentioned only yielded Rs. 231, this was of course
only from the wells which had been used.

56, The moderate rate which I propose should be imposed on the wells
capable of irrigation, will at ouce yield Rs. 546} plus the soil rate, without dis-
couraging garden cultivation, a very decided advantage to both interests con-
cerned.

I have the honour to submit for the orders of Government the accompany-
ing preliminary report of Mr. Beyts, Superintendent of Revenue Survey, on the

settlement of the 73 rayatvidri villages of the Hilol sub-division of the Panch
Mahals.

9. The first portion of the report containing a description of boundaries,
the aspect of the Mahdl, its climate, history, villages, nature of population,
resources, system of husbandry, &c., &c., hardly call for any remarks. Although,
however, I think it well to state that the climate of Hilol receives more repro-
bation than, in my opinion, it deserves. The happy effect of clearing the jungle,
restoring decayed wells and colonizing to a certain extent the area around Pavigad
were fully illustrated in the case of the Talivia settlers, who, as Government
already are aware, have enjoyed an almost entire immunity from ague, though a
decimation of the colony had been feared. The soil is virgin and very fertile,
seed sown broadcast brings forth fifty-fold and with the surrounding lands broyght
under the plough and the wells thoroughly cleaned out and repaired, the country
round Chimpéiner would lose its ill reputation of unhealthiness ; but what the

district most lacks to bring about this change is a well-to-do and thrifty class of
cultivators. ' '

4. (L) In para. 17 Mr. Beyts says that he has no certain data regard-
ing the area actually taken up by the Forest Department. -This is scarcely in-
telligible ; in Government Resolution No. 1121—25 F. of 1st March 1879 it was
observed that “It should, however, be distinctly understood that when the
gsurvey of the tiluka is in progress, the whole question as to the precise
boundaries of the Hilol forests will be considered with special reference to the
wants of the people.” The requisite data should be available in the Forest Office
and I am sending copies of this paragraph to the District Forest Officer and to
Mr. Beyts with a view to ensure this question being distinctly cleared up before
the settlement is finally introduced into the Mahil. 'Without being aware of the
actual area reserved in each village it is impossible to see where pressure exists
or where a larger margin should be allowed. To have settled and secured these

points was the duty of the Survey Superintendent in conjunction with the
Forest Officer at the time of the introduction of the survey, and I am unable to
say why it has not been done. ’

5. (I1.) Asregardsclassification and assessment, I am of opinion that Mr.
Beyts’ rates are too high for the Mahdls, Excluding Kiilol from all comparison
—and it 18 rightly cxcluded for the reasons given by Mr. Beyts himsclfin his 45th
para.—] do not see any rcason why Ililol should have much higher rates
than Godhra and Dohad. The circumstancés and conditions of the Mahdl
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are ag unfavourable as those of Godhra if not worse, though the soil is fertile and
abundant yet the means of cultivating it 1s scant and such material as there is
is mostly of an inferior description. Mr. Beyts himself admits “ This is far the
worst sub-division in the Mah4ls from a settlement point of view” and again * the
reason why Hilol should not have a higher maximum than Rs. 2% will be
obvious when you are reminded that the maximum fixed for the town of Godhra
only 15 miles from the Pili Railway Station connected by a good metalled road
lying entirely within British limits, and, free of transit dues, is only Rs. 13. -
I don’t consider Hdlol superior to Godhra in any respect.” The fact that 9 years’
experience has ¢ proved that” Mr. Beyts ‘“was not wrong” in fixing a high
rate for Kilol is no agreement for placing Hilol above Godhra and Dohad.
Moreover a reference to para. 21 of this report will show that the resources of
Dohad and Godhra are far superior to those of H4lol.

For the sake of easy reference I give below the rates sanctioned for Godhra
and Dohad in contrast with those proposed for Halol :—

It will be observed how disproportionately the rates compare  when the
status of Hilol is admittedly not better than that of Godhra. It must be borne
in mind that we are not only about to introduce revised and increased rates but
are going to replace the present sporadic style of cultivation by the hard-and-fast
system enunciated by the survey rules. It is therefore most desirable and
politic we should commence with light rates of assessment so as not to frighten
these wild cultivators who are wholly ignorant of the new system, but rather en-
courage them to more settled habits and a more defined method of agriculture.

I would not, however, pitch the rates as low as they are in Godhra nor at
the same time would I recommend those proposed by Mr. Beyts, and I submit
the following for sanction which appear to me moderate and reasonable :(—

Of the 4 villages entered in group 1st by Mr. Beyts the Kasba town of Hilol
alone should be charged the maximum rate of Rs. 2-8-0, for the remaining 3 1
do not advocate a hirher rate than Rs. 2. I concur in Mr, Beyts’ remarks about
the second and third groups. But the villages distinguished by Mr. Beyts
- under groups 4th and 5th should I am of opinion be placed under one class, .,
4th 12 annas. Iam notaware of any sufficient grounds why these villages should
be difforentiated, their climate, soil, situation are one. Cultivators all Bhils and
Niikdis and Talivias. While writing this report I happened to sce the Mahilkari
of Hilol and casually asked him which village was the better one, Pilanpur ol
group 4th or Umarvin-motu of group 5th, 1is reply was that one was ds good
or rather as bad as the other. ‘That in fact, thers was no appreciable distinetion.

6. In case Government approve of the modifications I propose the rice and
water-ratos {paras. 51 to 57) in the general proposals regarding which 1 quite
agree with Mr. Beyts, will have to be altered accordingly, d.e. since rice and
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water-rates are double the Jirdit rates including the soil rate double of what

I propose for the different groups will be charged instead of the rates given in
para. 57.

7. As regards the lands of the Taldvia settlers alluded to in para. 61
of Mr. Beyts’ report, I shall ere long have the honour of submitting a separate -
report on the condition of that colony. Most of these so-called settlers have left.
Naturally an indolent and careless class of people they had to contend with two
successive bad seasons, while their staple crops of kodra last season turned out

poisonous. Most of their land will therefore have to be assessed in the ordinary
manner and taken up in the usual way.

8. As regards trees (para. 66 of Mr, Beyts’ report) I am decidedly
of opinion that there should be one uniform rule throughout the district and

would therefore propose that the orders passed with regard to the Godhra T4luka
should be adhered to.

9, Finally as regards the term of settlement I am of opinion that a period
of at least 10 years should be fixed. I am ordinarily an advocate of the term of
30 years, as nothing less than that secures a permanency of tenure sufficient to
promote enterprize and attract capital. Normal conditions do not, however, hold
_ in the case of this Mahdl. While, therefore, the experimental nature of the new

system reqiires a certain limit within which its effects on the present inhabitants
may be clearly demonstrated, we should remember that with the opening up of
the district by railways and other facilities of communication, the inherent
ualities of the land will become better known and then will develop a certain
gemand for it by immigrants from outside. When this takes place, a revision of
the present low pitched rates would be fair and in accordance with economical

- laws, and therefore I would rot recommend a longer term that 10 years as the
duration of this first settlement.

_ In forwarding the appended papers regarding the settlement of 73 rayat-
véri villages of the Hilol sub-division of the Panch Mah4ls my remarks will be

short, having no L{)er:sonal acquaintance with this district. I can only reason on
the facts supplied by the Superintendent of Survey and the Collector.

2. In the 45th pa:la. _gfdlhis report the Superintendent states most

: ., decidedly that the superiority of the Kdlol Tiluka

re:;‘:,?' 45, Buperintendent’s over the Hilol T4luka is most decided: *The supe-
riority of Kdlol over Hélol, as a tdluka is so manifest

that they cannot be treated upon similar ferms, it is an inferior district in
every respect, and in the chief respect, class of cultivators, there can be no ques-
tion as to its being vastly inferior.” It appears that the maximum rate for the
best group of Kilol settled a few years back was Rs. 3 and Rs. 2-8.0 is pro-
posed for the best group of Hilol. '

3. Farther the Superintendent states that he “does not consider Higlol
Pare. 46. Suoerintendent’ superior to Godhra in any one respect,” yet the maxi-
rep e oy SUpEnHIendentS mum rate sanctioned for the town of Godhra a few
years back was Re. 1-12-0 and Rs. 2-8.0 is now proposed

for Hilol. : '

4. At para. 60 of his report the Superintendent gives a statement
showing the result of the rates proposed by him, show-
ing an increase of from Rs. 17,281 collected in 1878-79
to Rs 21,130, the estimated result under the proposed
rates showing an increase of 221 per cent. It appears to me that the rates now
proposed have been framed more with a view to maintaining and somewhat
increasing the old revenue, which the Superintendent admits has been in some

arts *“ screwed up,” than to preserving some kind of consistency and uniformity
with the rates introduced into adjacent t4lukas,

Para. 45 of the Soperin-
tendent’s letter.

5. The Collector in para. 5 of his forwarding letter after pointing out
the inconsistencies in the Superintendent’s proposed mode of rating this taluka
compared with the rates introduced into agja.cent tdluka proposes to adopt the
standard of the Dohad T4luka assessment and proposes the following rates:—

6. Asregards the first three groups the above proposals appear to me in
all respects proper and to be a fair deduction from the comparative facts of the
case as stated éven by the Superintendent himself. In regard to including the
Superintendent’s 4th and 5th groups into one group and rating it at Re. 0-12-0,
the objection is that villages in this group would thereby be assessed exactly
half the rate of adjacent villages in the 3rd group and so sudden a descent in
assessment on account of position cannot be required. The western villages of
the Superintendent’s 4th group must more nearly resemble the adjacent villages
of the 3rd group than the eastern villages of the 5th group. It would therefore
be advisable to retain a 4th group and place the assessment intermediate between
that of the 3rd and 5th. The proposed maximum dry-crop assessment of the
3rd group being Re. 1-8-0 that of the 4th should be Re. 1-1-0 and that of the
5th Re. 0-12-0. The rate proposed both by the Superintendent and the Collec-

tor for the 5th group.

7. 'The result of these changes will probably be the reduction of the in-
crease of assessment from 22 per cent. to about 8 per cent. But in the Govern-
ment assessed waste which appears to be of area of acres 9,894 bearing survey
assessment Rs. 9,538, there is abundant room for a very considerable future
increase of revenue. The proposed change in the dry crop-rates would, if ap-
proved, proportionately affect the proposals for rice and garden lands.

. 8. The Superintendent states that he has no certain data regarding the
area taken up by the Forest Department. He assuredly could have had no
difficulty in obtaining this data had he applied for it and stated clearly what
he required. This information can however be given in a final report after the

sottlement.

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9. To the proposals of the Collector regarding wood and forest arrange-
ments and the term for which the settlement should be sanctioned, I can see no
possible objection. The.wood and forest arrangements should be clearly uni-
form throughout the Collectorate. For a tract of country in a transition state
from uncivilization to civilization like the Panch Mahils a ten-year settlement
would appear quite long enough, private improvement can thereby be in no way
interfered with or checked as all improvements resulting from private capital are
by law exempt from special assessment.

Forwarded to Government. Both the Collector and Survey Commissioner
do not approve of the rates proposed by the Superintendent, Revenue Survey,
for the 73 Government villages of the Hdlol Mahdl. The reasons advanced
by Mr. Beyts in support of the rates proposed by him are not tenable and he
contradicts himself by proposing a higher rate for these villages when he says
that he does not consider * Hdlol superior to Godhra in any one respect.” Mr.
Woodward has submitted modified rates which Colonel Anderson approves of
with the exception of the rates for the 4th group, which he would divide into
two groups. The reasons in support of this modification are fully stated by
him. Thus the rates to be sanctioned are as follows :—

2. But Mr. Woodward proposes to treat Hélo! itself exceptionally and fixes
the rate for it at Rs, 2-8-0. There is hardly sufficient reason for this variation.
Considering the transition state of these Mah4ls and the notoriety which Hilol
has for an unhealthy climate, the rates should be pitched as low as possible, Tt is
an object of some importance also to attract colonists to the Kasba town, and as
the term of settlement is proposed to extend to only 10 years the loss of
revenue would he comparatively trifling.

3. Asregards wood and forest arrangements there can be no question of
the advantage of one uniform system throughout the district as proposed by the
Collector and concurred in by the Survey Commissioner.

ResoLuTioN.—The reports now submitted contain proposals for the survey
settlement of the 73 rayatvdri villages of the Hdlol Peta Mahdl in the Panch
Mah4ls District. The original proposals submitted by the Superintendent of
Survey, Mr, Beyts, have been considerably modified by the Acting Collector .
Mr. Woodward, with whom the Survey Commissioner, Colone! Anderson,
generally agrees. : '

2. The Hdlol Mah4l forms the southernmost portion of the Collectorate,
and is a compact block measuring 24 miles from north to south and 18 miles
from east to west. The tdluka is generally fertile, water lies near the surface,
and the average rainfall exceeds 44 inches. A great part of the tract is covered
with a low growth of forest. It contains three streams of moderate size, which
are dry, however, in the hot season. The area of the Mahdls is 291 square miles
with a population of 25,926 souls; but that of the 73 rayatvdri villages is only
131 square miles with a population of 16,354 or 125 to the square mile. No
more than 2,664 of these are described as agriculturists, but Government appre-
hend that this must be a mistake for khited4rs, as the number of those who earn
their living by agricultural pursuits must considerably exceed }th of the
whole population. It does not seem that much reliance can be placed on
Statistical Table No. V. appended to Mr. Beyts’ report for besides giving only
2,664 as the total agricultural population it gives 11,399 out of a total of
16,354 as employed on “indoor work,” which in a wild and jungly district
like Hélol which contains only one village of any size, must be erroneous.
Mr. Beyts gives a very unfavourable account of the cultivators generally, who
with the exception of a few Kunbis in two villages, are Kolis, Bhils, and Niikris,
“deficient in skill and lacking in both energy and capital and whose low in-
telligence render the Hilol Mahdl, in his opinion, the least flourishing in
the district.” Government will have occasion to refer again to this estimate of
the productive resources of Hilol, The principal crops grown are kodra,
rice and bidjri, though banti, baoto, math, and castor oil are also cultivated to a
considerable extent. The cultivation .of the tract is principally kharif. The
Kasba town of Hilol is the only market of importance within the Mahil, but.
Kilol, Dabhoi, and Baroda lie within easy reach of the cultivators, who have
but little difficulty in disposing of their produce,. though the trade to Dabhoi
and Baroda is hampered by transit duties.imposed by His Highness the Gaikwir’s
Government. The total area of Government arable assessed land within the
Mahdl is 26,423 acres, of which 16,529 are occupied, leaving a margin of 9,894
acres for future occupation. Of unculturable waste there are only 942 acres,
exclusive of village sites, roads, &c., while unassessed and forest lands measure
48,606 acres. The Superintendent of Survey states (paragraph 17) that he is
unable to give the actual area taken up by the Forest Department, which, as the
Collector observes, it was his obvious duty to have ascertained from the District
Forest Officer. The requisite information should be obtained and added as a
supplement to the present report without delay.

3. The Superintendent divides under three heads the system of collecting
the revenue that existed at the time the Halol Mahil was taken over from His
Highness Scindia.

(a). Tdlukdari.
(b). Izirdiri
(¢). Hilbandi.
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Under the first head fall a number of villages, which do not come within
the scope of his report. Under the second head were comprised those villages
which were leased out to farmers, and under the third such as were managed
directly by the-authorities, and in which a hal or E)lough tax was levied at rates
varying from Re. 1 to Rs. 20 the plough. One plough was considered equal to
10 bighds., The Izdrd4ri villages have now been all resumed, while the
H4dlbandi has been succeeded by the bigoti system in which a rough estimate of
the amount to be imposed on each bigha was arrived at by dividing the total
amount realized by the area actually occupied in each village, For uparvadia
cultivators, or those who, living in one village, hold land in another, a rate was
imposed of 6 annas a bigha for kodra, and one rupee a bigha for other descrip-
tions of cultivation. The land assessment throughout the Mahdl has thus been
hitherto levied on very irregular principles, and Mr. Beyts is of opinion that in
some parts at all events it has been injudiciously heavy.

4. The preliminary operations of the survey were commenced as early as
1868-69, but were not brought to a close until shortly before the date of Mr.
Beyts' report. The classification test has been conducted by Mr. Bulkley, an
officer of ability and experience. Mr. Beyts proposes to divide the villages of
the Mahdl into five groups with maximum rates as shown below:—

Both the Collector and the Survey Commissioner disapprove of Mr. Beyts' pro-
posed assessment, and the Collector, who has, of course, personal knowledge on
the subject, also objects to the grouping, considering that the 4th and 5th
groups are in all essential respects exactly similar to each other, and the villages
of both should be included in one group. Mr. Beyts' proposals are, moreover,
altogether inconsistent with his own description of the Hilol Mahdl. In para-
graph 2 of this Resolution his estimate of the tract as compared with other sub-
divisions in the Panch Mah4ls was quoted. But though thus classing H4lol as
the worst of the five Mahdls he proposes rates for it which are much in excess of
those which have been sanctioned in Godhra and Dohad. The following table,
extracted from the Collector’s 5th paragraph, contrasts the rates existing in the
latter two Mah4ls with those now proposed for Hilol :—

The rates proposed by Mr. Beyts would therefore appear to be defensible only
if the condition of the H4lal T4luka were much superior to that of the other
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two. But by his own showing it is certainly no better and probably worse ; and
this estimate, which is In accordance with that of the Collector, secems to Govern-
ment indisputably correct. The Collector and Survey Commissioner, therefore, *
as was to be expected, both object to Mr. Beyts’ proposals and the former
submits his own in opposition to them. These are transcribed below :—

Mr, Woodward would, like Mr. Beyts, impose on all rice, garden, and
dheckuriat land a rate exactly double the dry-crop assessment. The Survey
Commissioner concurs with Mr. Woodward in all his proposals excepting that
which would include Mr. Beyts’ 4th and 5th groups under one group assessed
at 12 annas, pointing out that the difference in that case between the maximum
rates in the 3rd and 4th groups would be too great. He proposes therefore
a 4th group assessed at Rs. 1-1-0, the 5th to be still assessed at annas 12.

5. Having carefully considered these various propositions Government are
not satisfied that any of them meet the requirements of the case. They approve
of placing the Kasba town of Hilol by itself in the 1st class, but they do not
approve of imposing a maximum rate of Rs. 2-8-0 on it, while the highest rate
in Dohad is Rs, 2 and in Godhra Rs. 1-12-0, The character of the population
of Hilol and its advantages of communications and markets will not justify a
higher rate of assessment than that imposed in Dohad. The villages, exclusive
of Hdlol, which form Mr. Beyts’ 1st group, may be placed in the 2nd group, and
assessed at [s. 1-12-0, which is the maximum rate of the 1st group in Godhra,
and the rates which His Excellency in Council is pleased to sanction for the
other groups are shown below :—

It is, as Mr, Woodward observes, all important on the first introduction of the
survey into such a wild tract as the Hilol Mahdl not to discourage agriculture
by the imposition ofa high assessment. It is not intended that the present rates
should be sanctioned for 30 years, and experience will soon show whether it will
be safe to increase them. With regard to water rates Government approve of
Mr. Beyts’ proposal to impose on rice and dhekuriat lands double the dry-crop
rate. But now that they have so considerably lowered the dry-crop rates they
do not think that such an assessment will be reasonably suflicient on garden
land as distinguished from rice and dhekuriat land. That the rates hitherto
imposed on land irrigated from wells have been injudiciously severe may be

- admitted, but there isa limit below which it is neither necessary nor desirable

" to reduce them. The following rates may therefore be imposed on garden land

The assessment hitherto has varied from Rs, 30 an acrein H:ila_ol Kasbs
to Rs. 21 elsewhere, and the rates now imposed will leave a large margin of pro-

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fit to the cultivator and encourage those who have sufficient capital to extend
their irrigated cultivation.

6. Government will await the further report promised in paragraph 7 of
the Collector’s forwarding letter before giving any orders regarding the Taldvia
settlers.

7. The proposal contained in paragraph 66 of the Superintendent’s report
and paragraph 8 of the Collector’s letter, that trees should be treated in Hilol
in the same way as they have been treated in Godhra, is approved.

8. The Collector proposes that the term of guarantee should be only ten
years and his views are apparently approved by the Survey Commissioner.
But a lease of only five years was granted to Dobad, and as the settlement is
avowedly of a tentative character and considerable alterations may be necessary
on revision, it seems judicious to guarantee it only for such a period as will give
sufficient time for observation of its effects. Government are pleased therefore
to guarantee the rates now sanctioned for Hilol for a term of five years only.
On the revision of the settlements in H4lol and Dohad it is hoped that a guarantee
can be given for the number of years that will then remain unexpired of the
Kélol settlement, so that the settlement rates of all three tilukas will expire
simultaneously. :

9. The Settlement Officer should be requested in all cases to give the
proportion of the average gross produce of the land which the rates represent.
The experiment on this subject has been carried on now for so many years as
" to enable a tolerably safe estimate to be formed on this point, and it is the best
guide to the fairness of the rates imposed more especially as in the adjacent Native
States the proportion of the crop which the Chief takes is well known and will
admit of comparison with those in British Districts.

10. Government cannot commend the report of Mr. Beyts, which is wants"
ing in lucidity and arrangement; nor do his proposals seem on the whole Au
4

have been well considered or judicious. N

5. The orders of Government are necessary on the following subjects :—

Remission of the Patel-haks or taxes levied from Government land-

T holders in two villages only, of the aggregate value of

AXES- Rs. 151-9-4, This tax hitherto levied from alienated

landholders has been commuted into annual payments on the 10 years’ average
realizations,

6. A tax called Gugri-vero of the value of Rs, 21-14-2 and Kasab and
Pini-vero of the aggregate value of Rs. 240-14-4 should be abolished under
Act XIX. of 1844 as these sumns have not been . hitherto levied in connection
with land revenue. '

7. A house-tax, or Gharbhidu, levied from agriculturists to tﬁe extent of
Rs. 2-14-2, should be cancelled as usual,

8. I have allotted 1,097 acres from the unassessed waste for the village

cattle in the 73 villages, at the rate of 5 to 10 acres per 100 head of cattle
according to the circumstances of each village.

9. Vidida land or homestead enclosures to the extent of 13% acres have

“been confirmed rent-free to those who have hitherto had the enjoyment The
free limit being 1 of an acre in the Kasba town and one acre in the villages.

10. 'The sum to be levied henceforth from kacha wells will have to be
fixed to enable the local authorities to act without
_ constant reference to the Survey Department. In
Kilol Rs. 6 per kos was fixed. In Godhra on Colonel Prescott’s recommenda-
tion the rate was fixed at 1 rupee. I fhink this is far too low a rate for Hglol,
-Rs. 2 will in my opinion be a fair and proper rate.

| 11. The bend demarcation of Hidlol is now being rapidly brought to a
close.

Kacha well rate.

12. My Assistant Mr. Summers is also demarcating the forest reserves.
1 am not yet in a position to give the area, and shall not be able to do so until
the close of the season. .

13. The work of measuring off new village sites or hamlets established
since Hilol was first measured will also be undertaken and finished this season.

14. I beg to submit a new set of statistical papers to be substituted for
those which had been sent with my first report No. 193, dated the 15th March
1880. The discrepancy in the number of agriculturists was due to the families
of agriculturists and those partially engaged ia agriculture being excluded. I
was not well at the time the report was written, and failed to detect the errors
which had crept in. '

15. Inconclusion I would state that the rates were introduced without any
trouble. The people appeared astonished to have been dealt with so liberally,
the general expectation was a counsiderable enhancement of the State demaqd,
especially in the Kasba town. 'The policy of very low rates of assessment will
be fully tested in the next 8 or 4 years. [ do not really think that rates below
a certain nominal value will have the good effect anticipated. In Godhra the
experiment has failed, and we had ample opportunities of knowing that in such
tdlukas the Savkdir is virtually the gainer by concessions which never extend to
the thriftless rayats. The great desideratum in jungly tilukas is not to press the
rayats too much, nor to demoralize them by very low rentals.

9. There is nothing very striking in the ficures given in the tabular state.

ment under para, 2, The actual realizations from Government cultivated land fell
short of Mr. Beyts’ anticipations, and were a mere trifle over those of the pre-
vious year, but the people in Hilol will take a little time to get familiarized
with the system newly introduced.

3. The hak and veros referred to in paras. 3, 6 and 7 should be remitted
as sugeested.

4.  As regards the Wida lands I have since had some correspondence with:
the Survey Department under the old arrangements these were never charged, the
Bhil and Ndikda cultivators putting up huts here and there, as suited them, and
enclosing small pieces of land round them. These huts will sometimes be so seatter-
ed that 1t is impossible to regard them as one scttlement. During the jamibandi,
however, this year, it struck me that instances were not infrequent of such home-
steads being formed to the extent of 10, 12, 20, or more in a single survey number.
As there seemed hopes that such settlement would become centres, attract others,
and 1n time form hamlets, I wrote to Mr. Beyts on the subject. Mr. Bulkley,
his locum tenens, has made arrangements, by which where the huts really form a
cluster, agdim talioo will be established. Those whe live in scattered huts will
pay assessment on their wddas. This will tend to encourage these people to
cone together and form committees, which is in every way desirable, and those
who have already shown a tendency to live together will not be disheartened by
being charged for their homesteads after having enjoyed them without payment
under the former systein.

5. Looking at the great difference in the conditions of Kdlol and Hilol, T
think Mr. Beyts' proposal ¢(para. 10) to fix the kacha well rate in the latter at
Rs. 2 per kos (or § of the rate in the former) is fair and reasonable.

6. In para. 14, Mr. Beyts refers to and accounts for errors which got into
the statistical papers last year. A new set is appended to his present report.

7. There is no doubt the rates fixed are moderate, but in doing the
+ jamdbandi this vear the actual -colllections for land revenue scemed to have
* slightly fallen off. The realizations on account of fines for unauthorized cultiva-
tion considerably more than made up for this, although offences of the kind were
very leniently dealt with. The poorer classes do not as yet understand the new
system, and there were large traverse numbers, of which they would not take
up the whole, so cultivated parts. These are now being split up into smaller
numbers, and, I think, when this is done, a good deal of the land now un-
authorizedly cultivated will be taken up in a legitimate manner, and that there
will be an apparent, as well as a real, increase of land revenue.

T beg to forward the final settlement report of the H4lol Mah4l the survey
settlement of which was sanctioned by Government Resolution No. 2688 of the

24th May 1880.

2. The estimated revenue result on the Government occupied land on Mr.
Beyts’ calculations was Rs. 21,130 against the ten years’ average of Rs. 16,723,
and the last year’s collections of Rs. 16,145 the actual result has proved to be but
Rs. 16,199 or Rs. 4,931 less than Mr. Beyts’ estimate, 23 per cent., and Bs. 524
less than the ten years’ past average and but Rs. 54 in excess of the last year’s
realizations, The Deputy Superintendent gives no explanation whatever of the
cause of the error in his estimate of revenue under the survey settlement by so
large an amount as 23 per cent. But it appears probable that the miscalculation
arose from an over-estimate of the Government occupied area which I observe in

. para, 2 of Government Resolution No. 2688 of the 24th May 1880 is put at

4, The arrangements in regard to house sites explained in the Collector’s

_ 4th para. appear judicious.

5. In garden it appears that a kos or mot (the leather bag used for rais-
ing water from wells) rate of Re. 1 on kacha wells was sanctioned, while in Kslol
this rate was fixed at Rs. 6, an entire moderate rate of Rs. 2 is now proposed for
Halol which is approved by the Collector. :

6. In para. 2 of Government Resolution No. 2688 of 24th May last
Government adverted to apparent errors in Mr. Beyts’ statistical tables, these
errors are now admitted and corrected tables are forwarded.

7. Some material changes and reductions in the rates proposed by Mr.
Beyts were ordered by Government Resolution No. 2688 of the 24th May last,
the last paragraph of the present report appears to advert to the modification of the
rates then made and to prophecy evil results therefrom. These evil anticipations
r uncalled for, it would have been more to the purpose had Mr. Beyts

1 have the honour to forward report from the Deputy Superintendent, Gujarit
Revenue Survey, showing the results of the rates sanctioned for Hailol by Gov-
ernment Resolution No. 2688 of 24th May 1880.

*

2, The Survey Commissioner’s explanation of the difference between Mr.
Beyts’ actuals and estimates is probably the correct one, but it is strange that
the Deputy Superintendent should have satisfied himself with simply reporting
a deficit of some 23 per cent. without explanation or remark.

3. It is to be regretted also that the Deputy Superintendent has not yet
been able to obtain the information regarding the requirements of the Forest

Department as desired in para. 2 of the Government Resolution above quoted.

4, As forest restrictions are introduced it will be necessary to guard
against the tendency on the part of the cultivators to resign their holdings and
to take up fresh land continually for the sake of the stunted jungle and brush-

wood growing on the latter. If this is not checked the whole culturable waste
will soon be denuded of every bush standing thereon.

-

5. The Collector’s proposals regarding “ Wida” lands (known in the
Deccan as “ Purdia ") are concurred in by the Survey Commissioners and appear
to me only reasonable, I would however restrict the maximum to 4 acre every-
where. This is amply sufficient for the house-holder to grow a little tobacco,
pepper or vegetable for his own consumption. An acre of tobacco or chillies
would produce more than he requires for himself and family, and if such culti-
vation is carried on for profit it is not reasonable that the State should sacrifice
the assessment. It should be understood also that such rent-free cultivation
can only be allowed in plots adjoining the cultivator’s house, and for so long
only as the latter is occupied. It is not uncommon to find exemption claimed
for plots at a distance from the existing house-sites. These are perhaps sold to

third parties instead of reverting to the village site, and the concession is thus
open to abuse unless carefully guarded.

6. On the subject of the proposed kacha well assessment (Superintendent’s
para. 10) T would venture to ask for liberal treatment. The development
of Hdlol will depend very much on the improvement of its water-supply.
These kacha wells are seldom used for sugarcane cultivation, but generally to
supplement the rainfall for ordinary crops. A rate of Rs. 2 per kos does not
appear prohibitive, but while they are taxed at all, very few of these wells will
be made. I have never understood the principle of such taxation, and have
many times reported that the return is utterly disproportionate to the dis-
couragement thereby given to these useful works. If the few thousand rupees
now charged on kacha wells in Kaira were remitted, a large number of new ones -
would be made at once, and in a district where water never fuils, much anxiety
on account of short or unscasonable rainfull would be thereby prevented. I
would ask that (at any rate as a special measure during the currency of this
short lease) the kos-rate on these wells may be altogether suspended.

7. It is, in my opinion, to he fegretted that fines were exacted at the

Letter from the Commissioner, N. D., No. 1890, dated 30th June 1881 —Stating, with refer-
ence to Government memorandum No. 3663, dated the 25th idem, that the remarks
made in paragraph 2 of his letter No. 1642, were founded on those of the Survey
Commissioner by whom Mr. Beyts' original report had been reviewed, but, as pointed
out by Government, Mr. Beyts is clearly not responsible for the difference in the
financial results of the settlement of the Halol Peta Mahél ; and observing that he is
unable to account for the difference in area (both occupied and unoccupied arable
assessed) shown in the original report and in Mr. Beyts' subsequent return, and until
this is explained he thinks it due to the late Survey Commissioner and to himself to

5. . The late Survey Commissioner and Commissioner, N. D., both censure
the Deputy Superintendent of Survey because his estimate of future revenue,
based on the rates proposed by him in his original settlemeunt report, has not
been realized. The censure appeared inexplicable to Government who re-
membered that the rates finally sanctioned were entirely different from and
much lower than‘those proposed by the Deputy Superintendent, and the Com-
missioner was asked for an explanation, In submitting this explanation he
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admits that the Deputy Superintendent was not responsible for the financial
results of the settlement. The Commissioner would appear to have adopted the
late Survey Commissioner’s censure without sufficient enquiry as to its justice,
and Government are glad that he now concurs with them in exempting the
Deputy Superintendent from blame in respect of the difference in the financial
results. The errors in the statistical figures originally submitted by the latter
ofticer are undoubtedly unsatisfactory, but knowing that he has on former occa-
sions been commended for his industry and considering that he excuses the
inaccuracies noticed by the bad state of bhis health at the time of his report
Government do not deem it necessary to call for further explanation.

I have the honour to submit the accompanying papers relative to she pro-

posed revisign of the survey rates of assessmentin 73 khélsa villages of the
Hlol T4luka of the Panch Mahdls Collectorate.

2. Thesurvey rates were introduced into these villages for the first time
in 1879-80 under the sanction conveyed in Government Resolution No. 2688 of
24th May 1880 and were guaranteed for a term of 5 years which has now ex-
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pired. The object of curtailing the guarantce was that the rates might have a
short period of trial before their imposition was made in any way final. The -
results of the survey rates may be judged from Statement A. appended to
Mr. Bulkley’s report which shows that although there have been considerable
fluctuations in the intermediate years the area of land under occupation has
increased during the five years’ period by 1,543 acres and the revenue demand
by Rs. 2,063. The remissions given during last year amounted to Rs. 232
only, while only Rs. 6 remained as an outstanding balance at the end of the year.
1t is not explained how the arca of Government assessed waste was greuter in
1881-82 although the area taken up for cultivation was greater, but it would
appear that a large addition was made in that year from the head of unassessed
waste to that of assessed.

3. In the case of this tdluka, as in the cases of Jhilod and Dohad, it is not
intended to make any alteration in the grouping of villages and the maximum
rates for dry-crop land which were fixed after considerable discussion in 1880,
But it is proposed to do away entirely with the special rates levied on lands
watered by wells both paka and kacha and to make a small addition to the soil
rates of such lands as may be adjudged to possess readily utilizable sub-soil
water advantages. The rules under which the classification has been carried
out are those which have been sanctioned for the Dohad and Jhilod Tilukas
with some modification only of the depth from the surface which forms the
limits of the three water classes. The water bearing strata in Hilol are as a
rule further from the surface, but the disadvantage is counterbalanced by the
fact that rock is much more rarely found intervening. Where water 1s ad-
judged to be available within 20 feet from the surface the advantage has been
placed in the first class, where upwards of 20 but within 30 feet in the second
class and where upwards of 30 feet but within 35 feet in the third class.
Sub-soil water advantages over 35 feet are not assessed at all.

4. It will be seen that Mr. Bulkley proposes to extend the settlement to
" those lands also which are capable of being irrigated from streams by means of
“dhekudis” or lifts. This requires some explanation in the light of the remarks-
contained in paragraph 5 of Government Resolution No. 302 of 13th January
last sanctioning the revised rates for the Dohad Tdluka. The classification of
the land for water advantages had been completed in the Hdlol Tdluka under
the same rules as were applied to Dohad Tdluka fully three months before the
remarks above alluded to were communicated, and if it had been decided to
cancel the classification of lands having “dhekudi” advantages and to leave
them to be dealt with under Section 55 of the Land Revenue Code, a laborious
‘over-hauling of the classification registers to separate the “dhekudi” valuation
from that added for sub-soil water would have been necessary. I-am satisfied,
however, that it is equally desirable that a settlement should be come to once
for all of the limited facilities for irrigation by water lifts which are found to
exist in the Hdlol Téluka. -The agricuTtural population of this tract is on the
whole more backward than that of the Dohad Tdluka consisting chiefly of Bhils,
Naikras and other backward tribes who sheuld be encouraged to use every
means available to produce the more valuable kinds of crops. The actual area
in these villages at present irrigated from ¢ dhekudis” is only 16} acres, and as
the streams in this tiluka usually dry up before the hot season, it-can never be
expected that this kind of irrigation will be very common er profitable. A
special rate on “ dhekudiat” lands under such eircumstances would be likely to
prevent the further utilization of a means of irrigation which might be extended
to its fullest limits if a small addition only is added to the dry-crop valuation
of the lands possessing the advantage. I would therefore urge the extension
as a special case of the proposed “dhekudiat” settlement to these villages also.
" Besides Dohad and Jhélod this is the only other Gujarst Tdluka in which under
any circumstances I would recommend the extension of this concessign.

5. .The result of the revision proposals will be an increase of revenue to
Government of Rs.236-15-0 only, equal to 13 per cent. on the revenue now
levied on Government occupied land. "There will be an entire remission of tht
special assessment on wells which amounts under the old settlement to
Rs. 887-12-0 assessed on 307 acres 29 gunthés of land. It will be seen from
paragraph 5 of Government Resolution No, 2688 of 24th May 1880 that the
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rate per acre on garden lands irrigated from wells was as high as Rs, 6 and Rs. 5
in the first and second groups in which such lands are chietly found : hence the
relief to those who by their enterprise and industry have hitherto dug wells
will be very appreciable, while the slight increase made to the dry-crop assess-
ment of lands 1n which wells can be*dug in future cannot possibly operate to
deter an occupant from making an improvement which will so enormously
increase the share left to him of the gross produce of the land.

6. The whole area adjudered by the classers of the Department to be irri-
gable is 12,650 acres 10 gunthds, on which the extra assessment imposed will
come to Rs.1,124-11-0. The following will be the incidence per acre of the
additional rate: —

On the total occupied area adjudged to possess assessable sub-soil water
facilities Re. 0-1-5 per acre.

On the total area adjudged to possess such sub-soil facilities, whether occupied
or unoccupied Re. 0-1-3.

On the total vccupied area irrigable and unirrigable about Re. 0-1-2.

7. I beg to recommend that as proposed by Mr. Bulkley the revised
rates should be introduced in 1835-86 and guaranteed for a period of 20 years.

2. The Collector should have explained the decrease in the cultivated area
shown in the statement, and noticed by the Deputy Superintendent. The five
years' settlement sanctioned in 1879-80 was of a tentative nature, and the-
suitability of the rates should have been carefully considered.

3. It must however be remembered that the rates sanctioned in the above
year were considerably lower than those proposed by the Superintendent. It is
moreover certain that on a wild tract such as Hilol, the pressure of too high
rates would be shown by difficulty in collection, and by large balances of revenue.
It appears however that the existing rates have been collected with great ease,
and that the amount outstanding is only nominal. On the other hand there is
no proposal to increase the rates, and I therefore support the proposal that the
existing rates be guaranteed for a period of 20 years,

4. The extra assessment for water advantage is inappreciable, viz., 1} anna
per acre on the area found to possess such facility, During my late tour in
Gujarat, Idid not hear a single complaint against this new principle. The
relief afforded by the substitution of this system for that of special well "assess-
ment will be more and more felt as revision work proceeds. Under the explana-
tion afforded by the Survey Commissioner, I have no objection to offer to the
treatment in a similar manner of the land irrigated by water-lifts.

ResoLution.— A survey settlement was sanctioned for the Halol Tdluka
in Government Resolution No. 2688 dated 24th May 1880. The rates formed
the subject of considerable discussion, and those approved by Government were
guaranteed for 5 years only, in order that there might be an opportunity of
revising them within a reasonable time if they were found unsuitable. They
were introduced at the close of the year 1879-80, and levied in and from the
year 1880-81, so that the period of guarantee expires in the current revenue
year. ‘ '

2. The introduction of the rates was followed by a decrease in the area in
occupation, which is attributed by Mr. Bulkley to two causes, (1) that a consider-
able area of included waste was excluded from the original toial area of occupied
survey numbers and relinquished, and (2) that some of the land which had been
held by members of the Talavia colony was abandoned. The statement of the first
reason is not very clear, but His Excellency in Council understands the meaning to
be that waste land which had been included in holdings was excluded by the Survey
Department, so that the decrease is so far merely nominal, being due to a correc-
tion of the record of the occupied area. In 1881-82 there was a considerable
extension of cultivation, which was not however maintained in the two succeeding
years. It is thought that more land may have been taken upin 1881-82 than
could be profitably cultivated, and that the extension of cultivation may have
been checked by the inclusion of cultivable lands in forests. Some further
enquiry on the latter point appears to be desirable, and the Forest Settlement
Officer should be directed to report on it. If the cultivators already had more
land in occupancy than they could profitably manage, the conjecture of
Mr. Bulkley that the inclusion of part of the land lying waste and not in occupancy
inconvenienced them so much that they relinquished part of the land in cultivation
is not likely to be correct. But the forest area in the Panch Mahils is already
so large that it can scarcely be expedient{and Government by no means desire to
include in it any land for which there is a demand for cultivation. However
the area in occupation in 1883-84 was considerably in excess of that in occupa-
tion when the survey settlement was introduced. In each of the four years
ending 1883-84 some remissions had to be granted and balances were outstand-
ing at the close of the year, but the amount of remissions was not large in any
year, and the balance outstanding at the end of 1883-84 was only Rs. 6. It would
have been advantageous if information regarding the area in occupation in the
current year, which must have been available when Mr. Bulkley wrote his report,
had been given, and if the pressure which had been exercised for the realization
of arrears of revenue had been shown. :

3. In view of the very backward condition of many of the éultivators and
the unsettled state of agriculture in the Hdlol Tdluka the result of the settloment
may fairly be regarded as successful. Accordingly no modification of the dry-
crop rates is proposed, but it is recommended that the special assessment on
lands actually irrigated be abolished, and that the principle of imposing an
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additional rate on land adjudged to be irrigable which has been carried out in
the Dohad T4luka and Jhdlod Mahdl be adopted. As in that tiluka.and mah4i
it is proposed to apply the principle to lands irrigable from streams by mecans of
water-lifts as well as to lands irrigable from subsoil water in order to encourage
irrigation, which is as yet carried on in these backward places to but a small
extent, but Mr. Stewart does not think that this extension of the principle
should be adopted in any other part of Gujardt. The net result of the abolition
of the assessment on irrigated Jands and of the, imposition of a rate on lands
adjudged to be irrigable will be an increase in the assessment of Rs. 236-15-0 or
133 per cent. The incidence of the water-rate will be only 1 anna 3 pies on all
land adjudged to be irrigable and 1 anna 5 pies on land at present occupicd
- which i1s adjudged to be irrigable.

4. His Excellency the Governor in Council approves of the recommendations
above described which are accordingly sanctioned. The Superintendent Revenue
Survey and the Survey and Settlement Commissioner propose that the revised
rates be introduced in 1885-86. But if that course is adopted, they cannot be
levied until 1886-87. No enhancement of the assessment can under Section 106
of the Land Revenue Code take effect until 1885-86, but there is no lezal objection
to the announcement or introduction of the rates in the current year, which does
not expire until the 31st July. They should therefore be introduced before the
close of the current revenue year and levied 'in 1885-86. They should, as re-
commended, be guaranteed for 20 ycars.
