SIR, 

The re-survey of the whole and the re-classification of a part of the tal.uka 
Qf R:ihuri, Nagar Collectora.te, having been completed, I have the honour to 
submit proposals for the introduction of revised rates of assessment into 99 
villages, 96 of which belong to Government, and 3 are Inam, and shall feel 
obliged by your forwarding this report to the Survey and Settlement Commis­
sioner;' N. D., along with any remarks you may consider necessary to add. 

2. These villages were first settled in 1849-50 by Lieutenant G. S. A. 
Anderson, then Superintendent of the Nagar Revenue Survey, and the rates 
proposed by him in his letter No. 110 of the 29th September 1849 received 
the sanction of Government for one year, and subsequently sanction for thirty 

Nos. 2018, Mnrch lSth, years in their Resolutions marginally quoted. Copies 
1850, and 2305,.Sth March of the whole correspondence will be found in the 
1851. Appendix marked A. 

3. The changes which have taken place in the constitution of the Rahuri 
T:Huka since the introduction of the revenue survey are not so great as in the 
adjoining t:iluka of Sangamner, lately reported on ; what changes have occurred 
will be seen from the following statement, and from a map which accompanies 
this, on which the old boundary of the t:tluka is shown by a blue line ; whereas 
the red line represents the boundaries of the present day ;-

From the foregoing statement, showing all the ch:1~gcs which have .ta~cn 
place durin"' the last thirty years, it will be observed that Ill 18-l\l-50 there '\\ere 
101 Gover~ment and 2-1. Inam villages: while at the present day the numbers 
are 110 and 8, respectively. 

4. The re-measurement of the t.iluka was carried out. in ~he seasons of 
1877-78 and 1878-79, with this advantage that whereas d1str1c!s surveyed 
immediately preceding this period required the measurement~ of Villages to be 
altered in accordance with the Southern ~Iar:itha Country Surn·y Hule!'l, tl~e 
re-measurement of.R:ihuri was, from the first, Lased on the above rules, and . <lid 
not require further alteration, as has been, a~d.will be, the case wherever revised 
surveys have been made on the Poona and ~ :istk Survey Hules. 

5. The result of this branch of the work in the 9() villages under report. 
will be seen from the following abstract statement :-

It is only necessary to remark that the great increase in survey numhcrs amounts 
to more than 22 per cent., while the great dilYcrence Lctwen old and prcsl'nt 
area both prove the necessity for entire re-measurement of this di~trict-this 
latter amounts to 5,606 acres or 2·-1 per cent. ; in comparing old and new areas, 
village by village, the greatest differences are, of course, found among those in 
the south-west, where the country, as before stated, is very much brokt•n up by 
deep water-courses; still there are numerous villages in the plain which show 
differences amounting to 5 and 6 per cent., the revision survey in every in~tance 
giving the greater area. This, in my opinion, can only be accounted for hy the 
more careful mode of surveying of the present day; every village has IJ{'cn 
traversed by the topographical survey, and by the data obtained from that 
scientific department we have been enabled to check our mcasurcnll'nls, and 
make the limits of each village lands conform to the lines already laid down. 

6. The re-classification of the t:iluka was begun last field season, while 
thirteen of the villa.ges under report have been classed since the opening of the 
present season: tins work was, of course, also done according to the llh:irw:lr 
Survey Rules.. The differe~ce in the classification .v:~lue of each class is explained 
by the followmg comparative scale as now obtatmnor and that on which this 
district was. classed thirty years since :-

!· ~~~b~lated statements have been prepared, in which the old and present 
~lass1ficat10n IS shown for every survey and pot number; and, as lately described 
m my report on the rates proposed to be introduced into villages of the Sangam­
ner T:iluka, all the survey ~umb~rs in these state_ments have been carefully gone 
over, and where an excessive difference was d1scovered between old and new 
classification, an adjustment, never exceeding one whole class or 2 annas, was 
made to cover anr possible error in the present work. I may here add, that I have 
personally exammed the classification. of this district in several parts of it, and 
have satisfied myself of the great discrepancy between old and present"work. 
The Survey Commissioner, Colonel Anderson, came out to Kolhar last year, and 
bad an opportunity of judging of the same; he will doubtless record his opinions 
on the subject when forwarding this report to Government. 

8. Classing operations have been entirely carried out under the superin­
tendence of ::\Ir. :Horde, Assistant Superintendent, Revenue Survey; from his 
report, and from my personal observations, I am able to give the following 
description of the district and its climate. The taluka, as it is now constituted, 
lies between 7-J,' 29' and 7 4' 54' east longitude; 19' 14' and 19" 37' north 
latitudl!; and with the exception of about one-fourth, that in the south-western 
corner, which is very hilly and cut up with ravines, the remainder is an extensive 
plain, drained by the rivers Mula and Pravara, which unite in the north­
eastern corner of the t<iluka, and eventually flow into the Godavari, north-east of 
the tQwn of N evlisa, in the adjoining titluka of the same name. 

9. The t:Huk:is which form the boundaries of this district are shown on the 
accompanying map. and require no further description. To the south of the 
t<ilukn are hills, which attain a considerable height, and trending eastward they 
form the southern boundan· of the Nevasa T:iluka: from these hills flows the 
small river Deo, which draining the country in the south-eastern corner of the 
district flows into the )lulu close to the village of Deshwandi. 

10. The general character of the soil is black, deep and rich ; but in parts 
in the neighbourhood of the rivers, clayey. In the south-western corner it is 
poorer, shall oil' in depth, and much cut up by deep and tortuous milas, which chiefly 
flow to the south into the river :\lulu; to the north and north-east of the river 
Pravara the soil is also poor, full of cl:iy in low-lying parts, while rocky and 
barren on the higher land. The general aspect of the country, except in the 
vicinity of, and along the banks of, the rivers is bare. There the numerous 
groves of mango, tamarind, and b:ibul trees present a pleasing and refreshing 
appearance to the eye. Lieutenant Anderson. in his report alluding to the scarcitr 
of wood, express('d a hope that when the rayat became more prosperous he would 
pay greater attention to the planting of new trees. Although the general status 
of the country has improved, as will be seen further on, no young plantations, 
except those of 'b:ibul, are to be met with ; from the steady increase of popula­
tion, it has been found, most probably, that it were better to cultivate the land 
with food-grains than to plant trees, a source of profit which must mke a pro­
longed period to develope itself. 

11. · Re"'arding the mode of husbandry, ::\Ir. Fforde reports : '' There appears 
~ to have been little or no change in the system of culti-

12. The ustt.: '.Statistical Tables No. III., appended to this rep~rt, gh·e the 
desc~iption and percentages of each crop fo~ the season 1~78-79 ; these state­
ments are made out separately-one for 96 Governm~nt. Villages, and the ?~her 
for the 3 Imlm vilhwes · thev both show pretty much smular results ; kht\r1f or 
monsoon crops being g/(•ate1: than _rabi or, '':inter. crops. B.ljri. being the c~ief 
crop of the former season, amountmg to 46·8. to. 53·1 per cent. m each clas~ of 
villages, J owttri, wheat and gram are the prmc1pal crops of the cold season, and

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give in the Government villages percentages of 23·9, 3·4 and 2·0 ; occupied 
arable waste gives a high percentage, viz., 22·0 ; this is accounted for from the 
fact of numerous fields being uncultivated in consequence of the owners, who 
had left the district during the famine year (1876-77), not having returned in 
time to prepare them for the season of 1878-79. 

13. Lieutenant Anderson reports (para. 13, Appendix A.) that there was but 
one principal cart-road in the district, and that one always in a bad state of repair. 
This is still the principal road of the tiluka. Leaving Nagar, and passing over 
the Nimba.dhera Ghat, it enters the taluka to the south, close to the village of 
Singwa, and passes through in a north-westerly direction towards N~ik, join­
ing the main road of the adjoining t:iluka of Sangamner, close to the v_Illage. of 
Nimdur in the Sinnar T:iluka. The road now is kept in good repair, bemg 
metalled, and the nahls bridged ; there are two flying bridges or ferries on it, 
one at the river Mula, close to the town of R:ihuri, and the other at Kolh:ir, on 
the river Pravara. At Kolh:ir there is a toll-chowki; the latter as well as the 

ferries are annually farmed out; returns for the last 
See Appendices B. and C. eleYen years have ·been obtained, from which it is found 

that the ayerage revenue obtained from the ferries amounts to Rs. 850, and from 
the toll-chowki to Rs. 850 also. From Kolh:ir another made or metalled road 
strikes off in the direction of :1\l:ilegaon. 

14. During the famine several tracks were marked out, and ditches dug at 
the sides; these were called" famine roads," but they have not since been touched 1 
consequently, in many places the very lines which marked them out are obliterated 
and in some instanc·es actually ploughed over. It seems that something might 
be done to keep these roads, especially the one from Rahuri to V;i.mbori, in 
something like repair; both are large and important towns. 

15. The great event, however, in the way of communications and of opening 
up of the district was the construction of the State rail-road from Dhond on the 
G. I. P. line to the south-east to Manm:id on a line belonginO" to the same Com­
pany to the north-east. This rail-road was also the out~ome of the famine, 
but its subse4uent fate seems likely to be better than that of the "famine roads" 
alluded to above. 

16. This r~il-road, after passing over the Nimbadhera Ghat, almost 
parall~l to, the mam road, and crossing it just outside of the district, enters the 
Rahun Taluka on the southern boundary, also close to the village of Singwa, 
and traverses through due north, havin« stations at Khadamba, H:ihuri Lakh 
and Gondauni, th~ latter j~st out of the district on the northern boundar/.· Th~ 
work of co~structmg the hne from both ends was commenced in Febrm1ry 1877, 
and the entire len~;.rth from Dhond to ;\Ianm:id (145 miles) was formally· thrown 
op~n to the public ?n t~e 17th of AJ?ril 1878, but in consequence of the large 
brid~;jeS over the chief nvers not havmg been made, the line was closed to the 
pubhc .on the 2nd ~or the monsoon ; these bridges are, I am informed, so forward 
In their _constructiOn that there is every reason to believe the line will remain 
open durmg the next monsoon,

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19: Manufactures do not appear to have improved during the last thirty 
ye~rs ; m 1848 they were reported as being " insignificant," and from the classifi· 
catwn papers I rema~k that th~re are but 34 looms for the weaving of cotton 
cloth a~d 70 for makmg kamblis, or coarse blankets. The cotton fabrics, such 
as lugd1s, &c., fetch up to Rs. 6 a piece, and the blankets as much as Rs. 3. 

20. The f~llowing ab~trac~ statements compiled from statistical returns 
made _up at the hme of ~lass1ficahon. (see Appendix Nos. IV. and VI.), are the 
m?st Important, as showmg the somal progress of the taluka during the past 
th1rty years :-

In every item, indicative of general improvement, the statement for the Govern­
ment villages does not fail, except in one, that of "sheep and goats, " which 
shows a decrease amounting to 30·6 per cent. The following are the chief reasons 
most suggestive of the causes governing this decrease:-

(a) The increase of area taken up for cultivation, and consequent 
decrease of pasture-lands. 

(b) Improved communications to the large towns where meat is mostly 
consumed, vh. Bombay, Nagar and Pol)na, but in other items, the chief 
be in"' better class of houses, agricultural cattle, ploughs and carts, there 
is ev~ry reason to congratulate the past settlPment on its liberal character, 
,10d for supporting proposals for a fair percentage increase on present rates 
for the future. 

21. The statement similar to the above for the 3 imim villages does 
not give nearly such good results_; t~e pn•sent rates for these villages are the same, 
and the climate in every way Similar to that of the surroundmg Government 
villages, in which impr?vements already .stated obtain; 0 aU the _items n_nder the 
head of animals there JS a decrease. It Is not easy to g1ve for tlus a sat1sfaotory 
reason; the inference, however, to be drawn is that, besides the rate of assess-

(Government and Inam), there are 13,571 survl'y and pot num~el"8, dcductm~~ the 
waste numbers amounting to 569, or 4·1 per cent.; of the. remmnr~t·r nearly 1!! per 
cent. are cultivated by those whose names ~r~ entered m the v~IIa~e papers as 
the holders. It was intended to give a Stm!lar statement1 as m my rt·port on 
Sangamner, showing how many fields, cultivated hy owm·_rs, are mort~aged, hut 
the data·obtained at the time of classification is not of a rt·l.mlJ!c c~mractt:r.

'l'he area irrigated under these well3 is 7,575·36 acres, and the amount of capi· 
tal laid out in the construction of new wells, calculating the cost of a well at 
Rs. 200, would show that no less than Rs. 1,33,000 have been expended on the 
improvement of the land. The land under garden cultivation amounts to 4·1 per 
cent. of the total arable area; but. the superior crops, such as sugar-cane, plantains, 
guavas, limes, gr·apes, figs, &c., are only grown on 215 acres, or 2·8 per cent. 

28. I here give an abstract of the average prices of the principal grains as 
sold in the bazars of the district; the large statement marked in tbe .Appendix H. 
exhibits the average annual pricP.S for every year since 1849-50, not only for 
this district alone, but for the adjoining bilukas of Sangamner and Kopargaon .

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The abstract is made to show the average prices by decades, and actl~als for 
the last three years. The sudden fall in the year 1876-77 as _compared ~1th ti_JO 
prices ruling the year before is attr·ibutable to the late famme; the pr1ccs still 
range high; and, now that the rail-road ha~ b_een made, it cannot b<1 cxpt•cted 
that they will become much lower, a fact whiCh 1s advantageous to tho producer. 

29. The surplus agricnltural produce, Mjri, jow:iri and wheat, is export~d 
to Nagar, Poona and Bombay. I have obtained rctul'lls, for only 1\ few months, 
of articles exported from and imported to R:thuri by menus of the mil-r0!1<i. Tbege 
returns, however, from the very recent time the rail-road bas been opcncd, 11ro of 
no great value; coarse sugar is imported from Sinnar, where the cultimtion of 
sugarcane prevails. A.kola supplies rice, while piece-goods and the ordinary 
miscellaneous articles come from Nagar. Enquiries were made during the 
classification of this district regarding tho practice of storing grnin in pits, and 
it would seem that it was prevalent in only 18 of tho villages under report; tho 
total numbe1• of pits is 226, out of which, probably in consequence of the lato 
f~mi?e, 180 of these pits are not now_in use. I lately gave a de:~eription of these 
J?lts ID my_ rep?rt on the Sangamner VIllages; consequently there is no necessity 
for repeat10g 1& here.

pated. _Lteu~enant Anderson was" not prepared to state that the advance towards 
prosperity Will be unchecked," and such has been the case more specially in 
the yea~ 1868-69, when remissions to the amount of Rs. l8,S56 had to be given 
and durmg the three last·years of famino and scarcity, when though remissio~ 
have hardly been granted _at all, the outstanding ?alances have been heavy; yet 
mu.ch of the last outstandmg balance Rs. 22,;JOlts expected, I am told, to be 
u_ltimately ~ecovered. Th; above rem~rks apply especially to the. statement 
(!n .App7ndix:) for the 94 CT_overn~ent VII_lagPs, and, with the exception of remis­
Sions bemg granted to the mam villages m 1868-69, equally so as reaards the 
other two statements. "'

Evi_dently in 187~-77, owing ~o collection of r~venue being kept in abeyance, 
notices were not Issued; possibly the same apphes to the year 1877-78, but in 
the following and last year, :314 notices were served, and the land sold in every 
case. I give a return showing the amount realized by the sales of the land, 
which, it will be seen, in 1878-79 was barely 50 per cent. of the outstanding

In looking over the details of sale, I find in many instances that no one 
made a bid for the land; as this occurs in 8 villages and in 25 holdings, with 
,zo sales at all in the same villages, the natural assumption is that local influences 

. prevailed and prevented outsiders from obtaining possession of land. N evert he. 
less, I thiuk it appears evident, considering the universal se\·erity of the famine, 
from the comparatively few notices served, that the district is able to meet the 
just demands upon it generally, and from the improve~ state of commu~ications 
it may fairly be assumed t.hat, for the future, even m years of scnrmty, the 
land-holders will not feel the pressure of famine to the same extent again. 

32. In making his proposals for the rates of assessment,_ as I also am 
now about to do, Lieutenant Anderson alluded to the amount of ramfall, and, not 
ao-reein"" with his .Assistant, :Mr. Davidson, in whose opinion rain was more plenti­
f~l aml"'certaiu in Rtihuri than in Sangamner, considered from the greater 
f]Uantity of spontaneous veget.ation in the latter ttlluka that Sangamner enjoyed 
the better climate, as fm· as rain was concerned. There was no system, at the 
time when Lieutenant .Anderson wrote, of registering the fall of raiu for a series 
of years previously. The spontaneous vegetation alluded to may arise from the

Even the fall of rain at the town of R:ihuri itself IS greater than at the to1vn. of 
Sangamner; bu~ Rahuri (the to':u) .is just immediately to tho east of the hal~s 
which are in this part of the dastrJCt, and would, of course, come under the1r 
influence. 

33. Others who have had opportunities of judging during the monsoon, 
state that rain clouds coming up from the south-west. seem to part close to tho 
west of the to}Vll of Sangamner, and keeping along the two ranges of hills to the 
north and south of the river do not dischar·ge their contents until well to tho 
eastward and on the borders of the R:ihuri 1\iluka; this certainly is borne out hy 
the return given in the last para, 

34. Lieutenant Anderson, after full consideration of all the circumstances 
which had come under his observation, divided the t:lluka into three clasRt·s of 
villa"'es. The villages on the south-western extremity of the t:iluka he proposed 
to a~ess at Rs. l-8-0, as being adjncent to the least favourably situate«! villages 
of the nei,.hbouring taluka of Sangamner. For the villages lying to the nor·th 
and nort.h~east, as being, in his opinion, the least favourably situatt•d, he con. 
sidered a rate of Rs. 1-4-0 sufficient, and for the intermodiato villages lying in t.lae 
centre of the taluka he proposed Rs. 1-6·0 as tho maximum rate, In like 
manner I also would propose to divide the Uduka into three groups; but instead 
of makino- the divisions nearly in north and south belts, 1 think it wore better 
to throw 

0 

the lines marking the groups more north-west and south-east, to 
conform with the direction of the main road traver·sing tho t:Uukn, and more 
parallel to the line of ghats to the westward. '!'his will bo seon from the 
accompanying map where the belts of colour red, blue, and yollo·.v, tr()nd in tho 
manner explained. To the group to the westward I would pi'Oposo to apply n 
maximum dry-crop rate of Hs. 1-10-0, to the centro group, or bolt, Hs. 1-tl-0, 
and to the belt to the eastward a Rs. 1-6·0 rate, or an increase of 2 nnnas in 
each group over Lieutenant Anderson's proposals for nearly similar groups. 

. 35. .B~t, in c.onscquence. of proximity to the 1:ail-road, I propose to increase 
v1llages w1thm 5 mlles of the hne by 2 annas more m each gr·oup. '!'his arran"'o­
ment will make really four groups-that is to say, 5 villages of tho 1st, or Hs.1-1 0-0 
group, increas~d by 2 annas :Will now become a group~f Rs.l-12-0 maximum dry­
crop rate; whrle to the remamder of the I st group wall be ad dod 15 villnc.os of 
the .2nd, or Rs. 1-S.,.O rate, taking a similar incronso, making a total of 38 villages, 
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The third group (excluding the Inam villages) will consist of 15 villages of the 
2nd group which don't take an increase, and 17 villages of the 3rd, or Rs. 1-6-0 
rate, which take an increase of 2 annas-total 32; while the 4th group will con­
sist of 21 villages, which don't take an increase and remain at a Rs. 1-6-0 maxi­
mum dry-crop rate. The map will clearly show this arrangement. The red, 
blue and yellow coloured villages are the primary groups of Rs. 1-10-0, Rs. 1-8-0, 
and Rs. 1-6-0, respectively. The eame colours with deeper tints denote villages 
of the same group taking an increase of 2 annas for proximity to the railway. 
Marginal diagrams on the map show the colours, with rates appertaining. 

36. Of garden lands, at the time of the introduction of the current settle­
ment, there were 2,463 acres. According to revision survey, this area has 
increased ~o 7,575·36 acres, of which 7,363·6 acres are Government. Only 
10·5 acres, as before stated, are patasthal, or land irrigated by channels; the 
remainder is entirely under wells : .the following statement is explanatory of t.he · 
above:-

37. For the few acres under channel irrigation, I propose to adopt an 
8 Rs. maximum scale, land and water combined, which will give an average rate 
of Rs. 3-1-0 per acre. Land under old wells has been assessed within the 
highest rate on dry-crop lands, in accordance with Government orders to that 
effect: while on lands under new wells the ordinary dry-crop rates have been 
applied.

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The total increase of revenue in the villages under report is estimated at 39·9 
per cent. ; the actual increase· will not be very far from this, as a great number 
of the villages have had their assessment, on the proposed rates, w?rked out 
correctly; it would, of course, have been better to have had the remamder pre­
pared in the same way, but there is no time to do so. 

, 39. There are 2 villages in which the increase amounts to 69·2 and 
70•8 per cent., respectively, viz., Nos. 65 and 88 of the 3rd and 4th group. 
In both of these villages the present classification shows that the former stand­
ard was excessively low; these villages are both situated on the river Pravara, 
where the soil is generally of full depth and of a rich black colour; they are 
also close to the railway station of L:ikh; while the second village is under the 
influence of the Lakh Canal; under thesa favourable circumstances, I do not 
think that the increase can be considered excessive. On the other hand, there 
is one village, No. 22 of the 2nd group, Wadner, in which the proposed maximum 
dry-crop rate of Rs. 1-10-0 against Rs. 1-8-0 of the current settlement shows 
a loss of 1·8 per cent. '!'his village is situated among thll hills to the south-west:

Government having ordered that the reports and correspondence relating to 

the revision by me, in the revenue year 1849-50, of the assessment of the 
R:ihuri 'l'<Huka, in the Ahmednagar Collectorate, be prepared for the press under 
my supervision, I have, with their approval, extracted, from the official records 
of the time, all papers bearing on the subject that appear to be of any impor­
tance, and have arranged them in their proper order. Those selected ·are given 
without material alteration, and, in addition, a diagram has been appended, 
showing the financial results of the settlement up to 1865-66, the latest year 
fot· which I am in possession of complete returns. A few villages formerly 
included in the tAluka were, subsequently to 1849-50, transferred to other dis­
tricts ; but the information given in the diagram has been prepared from the 
accounts of the several villages of which the tliluka was made up at the time 
of settlement, and which form the subject of th~ correspondence now published.

Leoome more prosp~rous they will pay greater attention to the preservation of 
ol<;l trees and t'lantm~ of new ones, and that the appearance of the country in 
thts respect will be Improved. The depth and rtchness of the soil and the 
plentiful supply of water throughout the district are very favourable to the 
growth of various kinds of trees. Were all the arable lands properly cultivated, 
the aspect of the district would also be much improved, and a pleasing picture 
of wealth and prosperity would then be presented to the eye. 

10. It is only after a long and intimate acquaintance with a. tract of 
Condition of the Cultivators. country generally that a correct judgment can be 

formed of the relative capabilWes of any particular 
portion of it. I have not been stationed in the Deccan for a. long period, and 
my opportunities of personal observation have, therefore, been limited; but I 
should infer, from several circumstances, that R:ihuri is in a more impover­
ished state than . the talukas of this Collectorate previously surveyed. It pos· 
sesses little capital of any kind. The number of working bullocks amoants only 
to 8,475, which, compared with the extent and fertility of the arable land,-the 
portion of this under cultivation, and the number of cultivators, is proportionately 
less than that of any other surveyed t:iluka. Thre is, also, a less extent of garden 
and other cultivation of a superior description in this t:iluka than in any of the 
others, excepting P<i.toda. The manufactures, as mentioned in the 16th paragraph 
of l\Ir. Davidson's Report, are of an inferior description and of very limited amount, 
and the trade of the district may be said to be confined to the export of grain 
and sheep, and the import of the few articles required to supply the moderate 
wants of the villagers. The cultivators of the villages situated along the banks 
of the Pravara are, perhaps, in rather better circumstances than those of other 
villages, but there is no material difference in the condition of the cultivators in 
the several parts of the tb.luka. 

11. The general poverty of the cultivators has made th~m fall an easy P!ey to 
the M!i.rw!i.ris and other money-lenders who are to be found m every large village, 
and there are few cultivators of independent means who are able from their re­
serve funds to meet the losses caused by a bad season, the death of a bullock, or 
other unforeseen calamity. In an unfavourable year many rayats are even unable 
to earn a livelihood, and are forced to desert the district and proceed to Bombay 
and other places in search of labour. 

12. The principal agricultural products of the district are Mjri, jowari, 

0 wheat and gram. The two last are the best-paying 
rops. crops, and are exported in sufficient quantities to 

enable the rayats to meet the revenue demands of Government. Prices, however, 
are not steady, and as few rayats are rich enough to res~rve their grain, and to 
watch for a favourable state of the market, the profits m some ye<trs are very 
inconsiderable · and, to pav his rent, a rayat hu.s frequently to part with a bullock 
or other prop~rty. The· cultivation is about one-third kharif and two-thirds 
rabi. The mode of husbandry cannot be considered good. Manure is not 
generally applied to the dry-crop lands. The black soil is ploughed by a six or

F~rming .System. was virtually abrogated from thai year, until the over-
throw of the Pei,-hwa"s Gowrnmeut in.l818;'for, during the whole of that period, 
no fixed rules were observed regarding the giving out of land for cultivation; and 
the annual collections from a village were limited, not by established rules or 
rates, but by the degree of extortion exercised by the farmer and his agents, and 
the mean:> of pa,yment possessed by the villagers. Thus, on the country passing 
into our hands in 1818, the land measures and rates of assessment were not 
onlv of the most undefined nature, but those which had nominally been preserved 
in the vill:we accounts, or in the minds of the village officers, were not appli­
cable to th~ existing state of atl'airs, and it therefore was utterly impossible to 
introduce order and equity in the revenue management on the basis of former 
settlements. 

18. During the early period of our rule no measures were adopted for the 
purpose of regulating, in a satisfactory manner, the

confusPd state of things, has been far from fayouraLle to the dewlnpnn:nt of 
agricultural prosperity. 

19. The rates of assessment, which bad nominallY existNI onder the Pt·i,-h­
wa's Government, were not 'alten·d lo\' Ill' on obtaining

values: but in some cases the entire lands of a village wert• as.~esst•d nt the samo 
rate, the varYin« size of the bi!!ha pre\'t'nting- the um·•tual a"sc,;snwnt that 
\I"Ou!d othen1:ise "'have resulted from the dilference in value of the o<t·wral de­
scriptions of soil. It is impossible to ascertain with aecuracy how tht'"t' ralt·s 
were originally settled; and any information on this point, en·n if pnH'uralolo·, 
would not IJe oi much practical utility, as the asses,;ment ha." IJ{'en found to he 
wholly unsuited for the district. In its operation it has also been of such an 
oppressive nature that, to modify in some degree its injurious eliccts, many de­
pmtures from a sound re,·enue system have Leen found nt•ces:-:ary. Remi,.~ions 
of assessment, as will be noticed more particularly hereafter, have bt•t•n grante1! 
to a very great extent. Up to 18:3~-3!1 a syst~·m of letting lan1\ on rt·duced ratt•>f 
on cowls of two, three and four years' duration, prevailed- The ravats have also 
~een a~owed .to cultiv:•te por~i~~ns of h~>ldin~-,'8, the a~><es,.ment on the wa~tc por­
hons 1Jemg entirely rcnuth:d. 1lus practice, though perhaps a nece,.sarv evil result­
ing from the poverty of the rayats and the heaviness of the ratt•s, is a V!'r\' objec­
tionable one, and can only Le considered allowable in such a state of C•~>nfu~ion 
as that which has hitherto prevailed. It, doulJtless, in some de)..'!'!'C muditied the 
oppressive nature of the existing asst•ssmcnt, liS it enablt•ti the ravats to select the 
most profitable and to rejt·ct the inferior soils of the holdiiws u'ud1·r cultivation· 
but it alforded many facilities for concealed cultivation, 111~1 must haw t•ncour:

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t~e mercy of th.e unscrupulous and intriguing village officer, and his osition 
~nth reg~rd to Government was of ~uch an undefined and unsatisfactor/ nature 
that ~he mducement to honest e~erbon and enterprize, which a greater feeling of 
~ec~mty_ fro~ fra!ld and a more.rndepende?t position would without doubt have 
mc1~ed m ~1s rnmd, was _wantmg, and, mstead, were engendered discontented 
f~elmgs whiCh paralyze~ h1s energy, and made the Government appear in the 
hght of a me~c1l~ss cred1tor, whom it was his interest to defraud and elude by 
every means m h1s powe~. A long period of peace has followed a state of anarchy 
and war, and !he populatwn and amount of farming capital may in consequence 
be somewhat mcrea~ed; but the adv3;nce towards prosperity, or rather the re­
cove~y from. advers1ty, has been so slight, and the rayats are still so disheartened 
a?d unpovenshed, that no doubt can be entertained that a considerable reduc­
tiOn of assessment, combined with the introduction of a better-defined system 
of revenue management, has become absolutely necessary for the well-being of 
the district. 

21. Before proceeding to a consideration of the revenue hitherto derived 
Survey and Clo.ssificntion from the district, and the rates of assessment best 

. ' adapted to ens~re it~ future prosperity, I have only to 
menhon that the W?rks of surve~ and classlficatwn have been effected according 
to the methods wluch have prevwusly been reported on, and which have met 
with the approval of the Government. The average error in the measurement 
amounts to 1 ± per cent. on the acres, and in the classification to 5~ pies on the 
fields tt>sted in tl!e different villages. The degree of accuracy attained in both 
works is sufficient to regulate, in a satisfactory manner, the distribution of the 
assessment, and need not be farther commented upon here, as the details con­
nected with both operations have been already fully explained in the annual Pro­
gress Hcports of tl!e Department. Tl!e division of the village lands into fields 
has been effected without the slightest encroachment on, or interference with, 
~xisting rights, and the fields have been numbered and defined by l:Joundary 
marks in the usual manner. The classification scale, made use of, is the same as 
that adopted for P<itoda, N:tsik and the eastern portion of Sangamner, and I 
am of opinion that it fully answers the purpose of placing the soils of the district 
in their proper relative positions with reference to the intrinsic capabilities of 
each description of soil.

22. The accompanying diagram (No. 3) exhibits the results of the annual 
n· . revenue settlements of all the Government villages for 

Ingram. the whole period of British rule from 1818-19 to 
18-l: 7-48. In the cases of 9 villages complete accounts for some of the years were 
not obtainable ; but, as the aggregate number of years for which exact data cannot 
be discovered is only twenty-six, the villages have been included in the diagram, 
a proportionate increase having been made to the entries for the years for which 
accounts are missincr. 'l'he 18 alienated villages have been excluded, as I 
have been unable to ~btain sufficiently correct accounts to admit of their being 
entered. '!'he column for each year shows the extent, in acres, of the cultivated 
land subject to the ful~ a~sessment, the ~mount of revenue realized therefrom 
and the amount of renusswns. All other 1tems of revenue and th~ value of the 
haks of hereditary officers have be~n excl~de~, and will be noticed he~eaft_er. 
The bi "ha is the only land measure m the d1str1ct, and the ~xtent o_f cultJVahon 
record~d on bi o-has in the villa"e accounts, has been estimated m acres, for 
each year, acco~~ing to ~he prop~·tio!l which the total area of the village, in 
bighas, bears to 1ts area m acres, as discovered by measurement. . The correct­
Jless of the areas thus estimated has been further tested by comparmg the_ nu_m­
ber of acres ascertained by the classers to have been actually under culhvahon

rule, and that the heaviness of the assessment ha" etl'ectuall~· pl·e~t·nll'ol a bar tu 
any steady advance towards prosperit~·. There are about 21HJ,IIIIII ac·n·,; of arable 
lanrl in the villages included in the diagram. :mel this is gt·nc·rally of a gnorl de­
scription, and, under proper tillage, capable of yie!tling. in or•linary st•a,;ons. mo~t 
luxuriant crops; ~·et the average extent of lan1l. asct·I·taitwd from the reeor<l>< to 
have been under the plough during thirty year~ of perfeet pt•ace. is only about tH ,111111 
acres, and, even including the internal mt.~te pnrtions of fields. tlw extent of lan•l 
under cultivation, in anr vear, has nen·r amounted to one-half of the arable lan•l 
of the district. The.gr~at fluctuations in the re\·c·nue also in<lit-atc that a;..•ri­
culture has never been in a health~· stall!, ancl that. the capital of the clistrict has 
been so heavily encvoachd upon that the culti\·ators have not J,.,.n al.lc to inn·st 
any profits in the improvement of the sui!. ).ly inoptirio·s also lead me to hdie\·c 
that heavy rates, and comparativdy low prices, and the const''JUent dillkulties 
of obtaining employment and subsistence, have even frefJUently forceol cultiva­
tors and labourers to desert a district where they might, under more fa vourablc 
circumstances, have been so profitably employed. 

25. In judging of the results of past settlements the first p(•riod of seven 
years from 1818-19 to 1824-25 and the last year 1tH i -!8 cannot fairlv he taken 
into consideration. Durin~ the four ?r five years im.m~rliatcly foliowing our 
conquest of the country, prices were high, and few ren11sswns of revenue W!!re 
granted. The collections, therefore, were high; hut they pr!!sserl so hard on the 
resources of the cultivators, that both revenue and cultivation declined in con­
sequence, and in 182!-25, a year of famine, the collections only amountt•d to 
Rs. 15,000. The year 11::l4 7-48 was also a peculiar one. In a district about to 
be surveyed, the number of acres under cultivation for some years precerlitw the 
introduction of the revised assessment, generally represents a fictitious st~te of 
prosperity, as the cultivators are induced, by the prospect of reduced rates and 
enhanced profits, to retain or take up more land than their means warrant. anrl 
as il!- t~e year in question,. the harvest was an unusually ~houndant on;, anri 
remisswns _on. account of fmlure of ~rops were only .q•·anted m a few cases, ancl 
to a very limited extent, the collectwns were very !ugh; Lut, jll'l"in..,. ft·orn th , 
expe~ience of past ~ettlements: I ~hould think that thc·y must h;;~e llOmc mos~ 
heavily on the capital of the distriCt, and that they must have encroached consi­
derably on the already weakener! resourct•s of the cultivators.

2G. It is, therefore, evident that the assessment must he fixed at a lower 
8tandard than that which has hitherto prevailed to ensure the future prosper­
ity of the Uluka. The average assessment, throughout the whole period entered 
in the diagram, is He. 0-15-:3 per acre, and for the period of twenty-two years, 
which I have a8sumed as that best calculated to give a tolerably fair estimate of the 
capabilities of the district~ the average rate is Re. 0-14-2 per acre. This rate, 
however. rt'fer;:; to the land in cultivation, after deducting the internal waste 
portions of fields; and it is probable that the cultivators, in many instances, held 
more land than was entered in their names in the accoants, and that they made 
usc of the waste land for grazing purposes. The assessment also includes the 
rental of garden land: so that, e>en making allowanees for the haks of heredi-

~lther capital, amounh~g Ill value to, say, Rs. 400 or Rs. 500 ; and should he be 
111 debt, _or possessed of a small amo~nt of capital, be must; in many unfavourable 
ye~rs, either reduce the extent of his farm, or cultivate beyond his means, in 
winch latter case he would not only in time ruin himself, but, so far as be is con­
cerned, would also cause an eventual loss of revenue to Government. Periodical 
depressions in the state of a district, owino- to failure of rain and other causes 
gen.eral in their operation, may, therefore, 'fn some measure be anticipated, as the 
rev1;5ed assessm•~nt only secures to the cultivators a reasonable profit and does 

• • 
not ~nahle them all at once to become rich; but I think that one very satisfactory 
fact IS proved from past results, namely, that the cultivators in all the districts 
have displayed remarkable energy and industry in availing themselves of the 
improved circumstances in which they are placed under the new assessment, and 
that they must, consequently, be gradually acquiring capital to enable them to 
meet with less suffering, in future years, the calamities which have hitherto told 
on them so fearfully and that we may, therefore, with confidence expect that,

40. The items of revenue entered in the statement refer to alienated as 
well as Government lands. The Hudola lands of the Explanation of Statement.

43. In accordance with the wish expressed in paragraph 13 of Government 
letter to the Revenue Commissioner, No. 9 of 7th January ll:l-!7, I herewith sulr 
mit the survey assessment to a further comparison with the former collections. 
The realizations from the land under cultivation in 184i-48, a,; has been pre­
viously shown, amounted to Rs. 97,210. The survey rates, applied to all tIll' 
fields wholly or partially cultivated in the same year, give a total as.<t'»>'n)ent of 
Rs. 67,658. The decrease on the y~•r is, thereforl', Hs. 29,552, or 30~ per cent. 
In paragraph 21 of his report on Akola and Sangamner, No. 3:3 of 26th Xo­
vember 1847, my predecessor pointed out that no weight ~Ill he 11ttacherl to this 
mode of comparison, and I am also of opinion that the exhihitt:d results of the 
past collections of a single year are quite useless for the purpo><t" of ena!Jling a 
fair judgment to be formed as to the effects of the revist-d asse,.;snwnt. This 
may be illustrated strongly by applying the survey ratt·s in the same manner to 
the two years preceding 1847-48, during which lll'riod the cultivation tluctuale1l 
so slightly that we may assume itt{) have been the same in both )'t'ars. The 
collections in 1845-46 were Rs. 32,027 and in 1846-47 Hs. 57,775. The surwv 
assessment applied to 1845-46 would, therefore, show an incrt•ltse of R.,;. 35,u3i, 
or 111 per cent., and in 1846·47 an increase of Rs. 9,b83, or 17 per cent.

state than others. So far as I can form a jud1,;1nent, I think that the ravats of 
the Dharw:ir districts, with which I am well acquainted, are much more in&·pend­
ent, both in character and means, than the rayats of the principal division of the 
Ahmednagar Collectorate. Both Uollectorates were e<pmlly unsettled and sub­
jected to plunder whilst under the dominion of the :Mar(llh(ts, and there docs 
not appear to be any material difference in the style of revenue mamwement 
pursued in the Deccan and Southern ~Iarf1tha Country; but this part ~Jf the 
country was under Mahomedan rule for a much Ionge!' period than J)h1irw1tr 
and probably the principles on which the prosperity and character of the peoplt; 
were based, in the time of the Native Hindu governments, were more under­
mined .by a longer s.ubjeetion to the selfish policy of t~e .l\Iusalman conr1nerors. 
The climate and sml of many of the Ahmednagar dtstriCts are also inft•rior 
and a greater degree of poverty would naturally result from this cause. ' 

46. Besides the ruinous e~ects produced by Maratha misrule. bv the 

P . . 1 0 · f P t devastatmg wars in Buji l:tl1o's reign, and hy the ·faulty 
nnCJpa anscs o over y. t f 1 · h sys em o revenue management w uc has hitlwrto 

prevailed, there are two other principal causes of a more permanent chnractcr 
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which have tended to check the energies of the cultivatin"' classes and which 
may still. c~ntinue to operate injuriously for the .future, na~ely, the 'very scanty 
~all of ram m some seasons, and the difficulty experienced by the rayats in find­
mg a market for the profitable disposal of their agricultural produce. 

47. It is a generally ~knowledge~ fact that the climate of this part of 
cr w. India has detenorated, and that the fall of rain is not 

mm now so regular nor so plentiful as it. formerly used to 
be. As vegetation is said to produce moisture in the atmosphere, the decrease 
of rain may simply result from a falling off in the cultivation. That cultivation 
was mo~e widely e~tende~ i~ former times, is learned fr?m the testimony of 
~Ir. Prmgle, who: m ren~wmg the stat~ of the country m his report on the 
parganas of Shm1er, P:1bal and lndnpur of the Poona Collectorate in 
1828, states as follows in his 119th paragraph: "In examining the old villaO'e 
accounts of the best periods of ~Iar:itha Government, those of the gre~t 
Maluldeo R>io and Nana Furnavees, it is a striking fact that; althouO'h the 
assessment is often much higher than under us or in the latter years of Baji 
R-lo's reign, yet cultivation appears to have been more widely extended, balances 
to have been more easily realized, wells to have been oftener dug, miras pro­
perty to have been more generally diffused and more frequently acquired by 
purchase and village grants, and, in short, that there are all the indications of 
a much 'higher state of agricultural prosperity than has been known in later 
ti1i1es." 

48. It is not, however, necessary to speculate on the causes that have had 
an influence in effecting an unfav~urable change in the climate, for it may with 
safety he affirmed that, were the cultivators in good circumstances, the periodical 
occurrence of an unfavourable season would not be very severely felt, as in some 
vcars there is a great superabundance of grain; and were no fluctuations in the 
~xtent of land under cultivation caused by the stagnation of' trade and the 
conse11uent irregularity of prices and profits, the excess of food in one year 
would be amply sufficient to meet the deficiency in another. Under the defective 
modes of husbandry which prevail in many districts, a season of scanty rain is 
also in some degree beneficial, as it affords relief to the land, which would 
otherwise soon be exhausted by the faulty system of cropping practised, the 
careless manner in which the soil is ploughed and prepared for seed, and the 
want of manure. 

49. The main obstruction to the attainment of agricultural prosperity is the 
. . . difficulty experienced by the cultivators in accumulating

such years sometimes fall so low that a rayat who is called upon to pay _an 
instah;1ent of rent, and has nothing but the produce. of the sens?n wl~erewith 
to ennble him to meet the demand, is compelled to dispose of Ins. gram nt an 
immense sacrifice, and hns little chance of recowry from the state o! poverty to 
which he is reduced in cunsequence.

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think that the picture he has drawn is at all exaggerated. It is not, however, to 
be expected that the benefits of rail-roads will be fully ascertained and appreciated 
until the ghats have been surmounted and a line carried into the interior. 
None of the elements of success for such a scheme appear to me to be wanting. 
The productions of India are various and valuable, the soil is ~enerally fertile, 
the cultivators are shrewd, industrious and most ready to take advantage of any 
practical scheme by which their condition will be improved, and the numerous 
merchants and l\Iarwadis to be met with everywhere would be the means of 
carrying traffic even into the most remote parts. The capital of the country 
would be increased by the facilities afforded for the transport of cotton, opium, 
and other produce for which there is a demand in foreign markets, the trade 
in which would consequently be extended; and as increased internal traffic 
would bring into use much capital now unemployed, and would cause money to 
circulate with much more rapidity, and through more legitimate channels than 
at present, steadier prices and higher profits would be ensured, and the effects, 
both on the prosperity of the people and on the Government revenue, would, 
without doubt, be most beneficial. 

51. The proposed line from Bombay to Alleh and thence towards :Kluindesh 
sed and Indor would pass within fifteen or twenty miles 

u!".d:~akri. of propo of the R:l.huri Taluka; and should it be carried out 
at an early period, the prospects of the district will 

be very much improved. The great staple is wheat. Regarding this crop, 
l\Ir. Davidson, in his 8th paragraph, offers many interesting remarks, and I have 
no doubt that it could be cultivated to a much greater extent than at present. 
Gram, flax and tobacco might also be produced in considerable quantities. 
Sheep, as will be seen from l\Ir. Davidson's 13th paragraph, arc also exported, 
and find a sale in Bombay; but I am of opinion that the district, \iewed either 
with respect to climate or grazing grounds, is not well adapted for the rearing 
of sheep, and this trade has probably been resorted to principally on account of 
the difficulty experienced in disposing of the agricultur-al produce. The opening 
out of markets would be the means of encouraging the cultivation of other 
produce, but wheat must continue the staple for some time, and on the prices 
realized for this crop the profits of the cultivators will mainly depend. 

52. In his concluding paragraph l\Ir. Davidson alludes to the bad state of 

Cart road. the main road which passes through Rahuri. A 
cart road has already been constructed from the town 

of Nagar to the bottom of the Nimbadhera Ghat, and were this road put in 
a good state of repair, and the line continued through the district towards 
Nasik and llalegaon, I am of opinion that the outlay would prove far from 
unprofitable. This line is only of inferior importance to that leading from 
Nagar to Aurungabad, but at present the traffic is very much impeded by the 
obstacles presented to the transport of goods.

On the completion of my operations in the lliihuri Taluka I have the 
honour, in accordance with your letter No. 42 of 1848, in which you rec1uest 
me to furnish you with a report of the subjects quoted in your 2nd para., to lay 
before you the following remarks:-

2. The district under report is the most centrally situated of any in the 
zilla. It lies immediately to the north of the uiluka of Ahmednagar, from 
which it is separated by a range of hills. The taluka of Kurda bounds it on the 
south-west. On the west lies the taluka of Sangamner; on 'the north the 
t:iluka of Sinnar in the sub-division, and Patoda. On the cn;;t N ('V•isa forms 
its boundary. It was constituted a separate taluka and mamlatdarship in the 
year 1837; until then, with the exception of the taraf llaragaon Nandur. 
which was attached to Ahmednagar, it formed part of Sangamner. .At 
kasbas Rahuri and Belapur were MaMlkari's stations, but these :llahalknris 
had no faujdari powers, mulki work alone being transacted by them. The 
hiluka, as it is now constituted, contains 125 villages, 101 of which are Govern­
ment and 24 alienat.ed. There were formerly 26 alienated villages; but of 
these, during the time the operations of the survey were going ou, 2 lapsed 
to Government. The superficial area of the tl\luka is about 331.6:32 acres, or 
518·2 square miles; but some of the alienated villages and lands not having been 
surveyed by me, this statement· may not be perfectly accurntc, owin"' to tlw 
inequality of the bigha. The amount of acres of the Government villacres is 
268,762, and of the jaghfr villages that I have measured, 63,770. 0

3. The general aspec~ of the district is flat, undulating slightly, and havin -
a g~adual a:ocent to t~e h1lls on. the south, from which several solitary hill~ 
proJect~ m~e or two mto the plam; and they form the only prominent obJ'ects 
m the distnct. 

4. The district is veri scantily wooded; indeed, with the exception of a 
few ~ango topes and tamarmd groves, chiefly at the villages on the banks of 
the rivers,_ and a few scattered trees in the garden land of some of the more 
favo~red villag~s, the face of the c?untry is entirely destitute of trees. I have at 
all bmes made It my ~ndeavour to Impress on the minds of the rayats the advan­
tag~s t!1ey would derive. were they to bestow more attention and care. on the 
cultivatiOn and. preservation ~f trees of every description, particularly the babul, 
on acco~nt of Its usefulness m the manufacture of their farming implements. 
I ha~e rnduced many to collect the seed of the babul, and sow it on the strips 
fornyng the boundari~s of their fields. With a little timely pruning, and pro­
tectmg them from bemg cropped by the goats, these trees in a few seasons 
acquire sufficient stability to grow without requiring further attention. There 
are a few instances where yo~ng ma?go pl~tations h~ve been lately formed, 
but these are_ now v~ry rare; mdee~, It has given me pam to observe many fine 
old topes rapidly fallmg to decay, chiefly from want of care. I believe, in order 
to preserve a mango tree from the ravages of the white ants, a maund of salt 
ought, at intervals of four or five years, to be mixed with the earth around its 
roots. If the application of salt to the trees could be by any means enforced on 
the proprietors of mango topes,the preservation, I have been frequently assured, 
of many noble topes would be ensured. 

5. In point of climate there is no material difference from that of the 
surrounding districts that have been already reported on. :My own observations, 
however, lead me to the conclusion that it enjoys, in general, a greater and more 
certain fall of rain than its immediately adjacent district Sanganmer, and for 
which I account thus. The taluka of Sanga=er lies in a valley between two 
ranges of hills which run parallel almost due east and west. The rain is 
attracted by the hills on either side and carried along these ranges to the depri­
vation of the villages situated in the valley. The northern range terminates on 
the western border of R:ihuri, and the showers, having no longer the hills to 
attract and conduct their course. disperse across the plain .. The hills on the 
south attract the light showers and passing thunder-storms in the early part of 
the monsoon, and the villagers there situated enjoy the benefits of being enabled 
to prepare their land and sow their c:ops ea:lier tha? .t~eir neighbours of the 
plain, and throughout the monsoon. the VIllages m that VICinity have more ~reque~t 
and timely showers, but for whiCh the crops and pasturage would often fail 
owing to the lightness and poverty of the soil. 

6. This tiduka is more favourably circumstanced than almost any other of 
. those surrounding it in this respect. The two rivers, 

Rn·ors. the Prav:u·a. and )I ula. enter the district on the western 
honler, and traverse its entire breadth. gradually appr_oaching each ot~er un.til 
they form a ju~ction on the ~astt~~·n border. The _umted stream conh_nues 1t~ 
course in a north-wrsterly directiOn for fifteen miles, when at the VIllage of 
Toka. in the Nt,v:tsa T:ilnka, it pours its waters into the God:iv~ri o~· Ganga of 
the Deccan. The llco N adi, a small tributary stream, takes. Its. l'I~e among 
the hills on the south, and flows in a northerly direction, supplymg m 1ts course 
the wants of the villages that are situated on its banks, but the supply of water 
is at all times seanty. In the hot months it g~nerally ~t;ases to_ flow. The 
entire com~e. from its rise until it joins th~ :i\Iuh~, 1s abou.t nftet.>n nult.>s. There 
is no irrigation deriwd from any of the f!vers m the taluka, the banks of t.he 
Pravara ;md .iiinla being too high. At one place ~n the Pravara a bandham

I have already mentioned in my 5th para. that. lht: nr~rth_ern ran~~· of tl~c 
Sanrramner hills terminates on the western horrler nf th1~ ~h,;tm·t; IJU~ rn cnntr­
nuation, as it were. there is a narrow, slightly ele,·af\'cl ralgt•, extendmg nl'rr,;s 
the northern part of the t:.iluka into Xev:i~a. ~t·cli!Iing _on th~ ~·~nth t?warrls 
the Pravara and on the north towards the God:Lvari. \\ere till>' rulge ~tina ted 
at an equal distance from either river, and erptally elt·vat ec~ a how_ I ht·l r h~·rl>', 
there would probably be a great similarity i~ !he conforma.trnn of tis two sH!t-s 
as reuards the nature of the soil and the faclirty of procurmg walt·r. l•ut such 
is far"'from being the case. From the proximity ~f the Pravara to the rirll!e, and 
the river-bed not beino- much below its level, con>'t'<Jllt'ntly the extent of barren 
land on the southern side is limited, being soon replaced Ly the blaek !'t.lii in the 
vicinity of the river; and the draioage bein~ _little: water i~ t.'1L"ily proc~Jrablc. 
The wells are of a moderate depth and rarely fad, wlule from the greater <h,;t:mce 
of the Godavari and the depth of its bed, the belt of barren land on the nort!lt'rn 
side is much wider, water is more scarce. the well,; are deept·r, and generally 
dry up at the commencement of the hot season; as, owing to the narrowness of 
the ridge itself, there is little space for the accumulation of wall'r for th<·ir pt.·r­
manent supply. These facts I would beg to bring to your notice, as I deem it 
would be well to take them into consideration in finally assessing the villages; 
for whether the soils be black and deep, or whether they Lc shallow and poor, 
still, on account of there being less rain towards the north, a greater drainuge, 
and less opportunity for the soil to retain its moisture, the land of these villages 
is much less productive than that of the interior of the district. 

8. The chief kharif or early crop is b:ijri, and it forms the st:tple ~rop 
P . . 

1 
of those villages that border on the hills on the soul h, 

rmc•pa crops grown. and also of those that are situated in the north o[ the 
district, where the light soils prevail. In the plains, where the bluck soil pre­
dominates, it is grown in much less quantities; still every landholder throughout 
the whole of the district grows sufficient for his home consumption. ll:ijri 
forms the principal food of the middling classes. The bread is more palatable 
and nutritious than that made from jowari. Along with l11ijri arc sown the 
usual oil plants. Among the other kharif crops that are worthy of mention 
here are mung, turi, mut, kudit, amb:idi and tobacco. Of these 'the two lat­
ter arc, perhaps, the most import:.mt and deserving of notice: amb:ldi is sown 
along with bajri, but as it is slower in its growth, it rerp1ires about a month 
m?re to attain perfection; wh~n the h:ijri is reaped it is left to ripen. .From 
thiS most of the ropes for agriCultural purposes are made. Tobacco rer1uircs a 
peculiar description of soil: where a river has overflown its b:utks uml an 
alluvi~l deposit. has _been left, ?r where the ground h~lS been merely flooded once 
or twiCe, are SI~uations pec~mrly well adapted. for rt;:; cultivation. 'l:hc plants 
are first reared Ill a nursery, m favourable s1tuatwns, and when of sufticient size 
and stability are planted out in the field. One or two wecdings only arc neces­
sary. At the time of the second weeding the lower shoots are broken olY and 
when the plants attain their full stature, the top stems and blossoms ur~ also 
b.token off. This is all the labour that is, in general, bestowed on tobacco. On 
•;1e. northern bank _of _the Pravara, ~t the. villages extending from Satrul t!l­
Pudd~gaon, the cultivatiOn of tobacco IS carr1ed on extensively and successfull'y. 
The r1~er frequently overflowing the Lank, accounts for this fact.

ficent crops 1 are realized from the black soil of the interior. All th('- poorer 
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cl~sses cultivate it; as litt~e outlay is required for seed, and on account of its 
bemg so very prolific; besides, its straw far surpasses anv other as fodder for 
cattle. Wheat, in point of quantity grown, next ranks with jowari, and it is 
15ener:'lly found to pay well. The whole of the soil of the interior of the district 
IS emm.ently adapted for the growth of this valuable product. There bas been 
a questwn lately mo?ted by Gover.nmen~ with respect to the growth of wheat in 
the Deccan, and durmg my operations In the taluka I have O'leaned a few facts 
regarding its growth which may be mentioned here-the ch~f causes why it is 
not more extensively. grown,. th~ diseases it is subject to, &c. The primary 
obst~tcle to the exten~1ve cultivatiOn of wh~at, espectally by the more indigent 
portion of the rayats, IS the great consumption of grain required for seed. For 
1 acre, 12 sers of seed are required; whereas for jowari 3 scrs are ample. 
At the commencement of the sowing season the finances of the rayat are gene­
r~ll~· at ~ very low ebb, so that he cannot even purchase the required seed at the 
bazar pr1ce, and has no other resort left but to bav ccourse to the s~ivkars · 
and to ol>tain the required quantity he has to submit 1 the extortionate demand~ 
of these people. Another obstacle is that this crop is a hazardous one-the evils 
attending it being great and numerous. The uncertainty of rain is a "Teat 
hindrance, as the outlay for seed is considerable, and its loss would be sev~relv 
felt by the cultivator; but he in general does not risk so much in this respect is 
he would with other crops, it being a late one. Unless a plentiful supply of rain 
has pre\;ously fallen, he very rarely sows his seed, as it is the quantity of rain 
that has fallen prior to the committing the seed to the ground on which the 
success of the crop chiefly depends. Too much after-rain is looked upon as one 
of the evils attending this crop. Occasional showers, while it is in its infanc\', 
will be advantageous and improve it; but should a heavy fall of rain occur after 
the wheat has come into ear, the crop is greatly injured, in some instances 
entirely ruined. This rain generates a disease called tambhara, which at a 
mere cursory glance would not be distinguishable, as the crop, to all appearance, 
looks healthy and improved by the rain, it grows more luxuriantly and attains 
a gn·at height, hut on minute observation it will be discovered that partial 
decomposition has taken place, and the grain is found to be covered with a red­
dish powder. This disease is easily detected by merely walking through the 
standin"' crop. as the red powder will be found adhering to the person's clothes. 
Anotlw~ disease wheat has a tendency to, is what is termed ghira or kheira. 
This is of less prevalence than the former one I mentioned. An overabundance 
of rain is likewise the cause of this. In appearance it is similar to tambhara, 
but instead of attacking the whole of the field it confines its ravages to parts, 
and is ~'enerallv observed in circles at distances from each other. The inferiority 
of the ~traw of wheat as fodder for cattle is also taken into consideration by the 
ravat. Wheaten straw is deemed by many to be injurious to cattle; it is con­
sidered very heating food, and if cattle be fed on it exclusively it will produce 
diarrh<l'a, and in some instances cause df'ath. The only way the straw can be 
used as food for cattle is by chopping it up, and mixing it, thus cut up, in small 
quantities with the other productions ?f the farmyard.

The rearing of this useful and invaluable animal forms the occupation and 
Sheep. livelihood of a la;~e class of men called Dungurs. 

. . Two or three fam1hes are generally to be found in 
every vi!lage, some haV1ng large flocks of their own; others, who have none, go 
out as h1red servants to tend sheep. One man is entrusted with the care of from 
100 to HO she~p, and the Dungurs are remunerated as follows. If hired by the 
year, they receive as wages Rs. 18 to 20, their food and clothing. Sheep are a 
ver_y profitable stock, Ahme~nagar or Poona being at all times a ready market, at 
whiCh the ovt-rplus can be disposed of; but those who have extensive flocks send 
a yt·arly supply to the Bombay ~Iarket, where a good sheep will realize from 
Rs. 4 to 6. The wool is dispose~ of to the felt or numda makers, and the Dungurs 
themselves manufacture from 1t the common country blanket or cumbli. In 
conversing personally with some ·of the extensive graziers I found them anxious 
to have their breed of sheep improved by the introduction of some of the rams 
from the Government sheep farm. This, I think, could be arranued without 
much inconvenience to Government, and to the ultimate good of both part.ies. 
Should such a proposition be approved of by Government, I will at any time be 
happy ro .. furnish further information on the subject.

A.t R:ihuri, Behipur and Viunbori reside the nlt'rchants and W:inis, who buy 
up the greater part of the grain grown in the district, and convey it to :\"a~ar, 
Poona and Bombay. At Vti.mbori. in particular, a great number of W:inis 
reside, either as merchants on their 01vn account, or a:; at,'1'nts for others in Poona 
and Bombay, and by them the greater part of the grain grown in the surround­
ing districts is purchased. 

18. The high road from Poona and Nagar to l\f:Ul•gaon, I>hulia. and 
Rod :Mhow passes through the centre of the di~trict from 

a s. south to north, and notwithstanding the ~reat traffic 
that is constantly going along it, there arc no steps taken for its repair, ami it 
is, consequently, in a very Lad state. At times durin~ the monsoon it is almo~t 
impassable. The greater part of the grain g-rO\nl in the district and Sangamncr 
and also that from the banks of the Gocl:~vari, pas;;rs along thi>~ road to the 
Poona market. The principal road from Xag·ar to X:isik also p<L"'-~l'S through 
this district; and enormous quantities of timber, chiefly teakwood from the 
Northern Konkan, for the supply of Nagar and Poona, are conveyed :don,g this 
road. Were some attention bestowed on the main road through the di~trict so 
that even a good dry-weather cart road he kept up, Government, in mv opinion, 
would have, in a short time, no room left to regret the necc:<>'arv o'utlav, and 
the boon to the cultivators of this and the neighhourinno districts wo;Jitl be 
greatly appreciated. I need scarcely add that the rayats are~ one and all of them, 
anxiously looking forward to the introduction of the survey rates, and I would 
humbly express a hope that they may soon be in the enjoyment of them.

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2. I sh~ll not attempt to review Lieutenant Anderson's arguments at any 
length, as th1s would swell the corr.espondence unnecessarily, for they could not 
well be. more cle~rly stated than m his own words. Another reason for this 
co~rse 1s, that L1eu~enant .1\nderson and myself ·have already corresponded, 
pnv~tely, on the subJect of. tins. rep?rt, as allu~ed to in his 26th para., and, under 
th~se Circumstances, I think 1t w1ll suffice 1f, on the present occasion, I state 
br1efl y my full concurrence in all his proposals. 

. 3. The genera~ map of all the surveyed talukas, and that of Rahuri, pre­
facmg the report, ~1ve a ~lear i~ea of the position of the latter district, and lead 
me to adopt the v1ew of 1ts climate taken by Lieutenant Anderson in his 14th 
para., rather than that given by Mr. Davidson in the 5th para. of his letter. 

4. The statements of both officers, .derived from personal observation, and 
the information afforded by the diagrJ.m No.3, illustrative of our past revenue 
management of the district, afford unquestionable evidence of the excessive 
burden of the old assessment, and the necessity of a liberal reduction. The 
]'osition of Rll.huri, with reference to the adjoining talukll.s of Sangamner and 
P:itoda, requires that the new rates should closely .assimilate to those fixed for 
these districts, on the suppo~ition of the latter having proved suitable. In the 
case of Sangamner, from the short time the settlement has been in operation, 
this cunnot be proved ; but from the very instructive diagram, No. 4, opposite 
the 28th para. of Lieutenant Anderson's report, the Patoda assessment is shown 
to have been eminently successful, and in the other surveyed ta.Iukas a like 
success has resulted from the introduction of the revised assessment. 

5. Lieutenant Anderson has adopted the Pll.tooa. rates for his third class of 
villages adjoining that district, and raised the rates of the other two classes to­
wards Sangamner, the rates of his first class being the same as those of the 
adjoining villages of the latter district. This adjustment of the rates appears to 
me every way appropriate, and I think the experience we have had of the results 
of the assessment in the surveyed districts, warrants us in anticipating a like 
success for the rates proposed for lUhuri. The reduction they will effect, as 
explained in the 3-l:th para. of Lieutenant Anderson's report, is by no means ex­
cessive, and l fully acquiesce in the justice of his observation, in the same para., 
that "higher rates could not be imposed without endangering the success of the 
settlement." Neither do financial considerations indicate any advantage to be 
derived from the a<lopt.ion of a higher standard; for the prospect as regards re­
wnue, held out in Lieutenant Anderson's 39th and following paras., is as favour­
able as could be desired. 

6. The observations, in Lieutenant Anderson's 37th and 38th paras., on 
the garden assessment appear !o me just, and I am of.opini?n that.t~e maximum 
rate of Rs. 3 per acre, which he has proposed, lS qmte suffiCient for the 
well cultivation of Hahuri, which appears to.be nearly confined to the growth 
of wheat and gram crops, which are quite incapable of bearing a high assessment. 

7. Lieutenant Anderson concludes his report with some very interesting 
observations on the causes of poverty of the cultivating classes, _in most of 
which I concur. I am inclined to doubt, hoii'Cver, whether there JS any real 
foundation for t!.e generally received opi~io~ that the climate of this part of In.~ia 
has deteriorated, and that the fall of ram IS not now so regular nor so plentiful 
as it formerlv used to be. I can see no sufficient reason for such a result, and a 
long course of accurate observation would be required to establish the fact. The 
crops· now raised are undoubtedly less abundant than they were formerly; but 
this, I think, is sufficiently accounted for by the gr~at~r poverty ?f the rayat~ :~nd 
the absence of remunerative prices to stimulate the1r mdustry, Without reqmrmg 
the hypothesis of a deteriorated climate. 

S. I think, also, that the great fluctuation of prices and their extreme de­
pression in abundant seasons, which have borne so severely on the resourc.es of 
the rayats, were the consequences of a. heavy assessment, colle~ted by qmckly 
followin" instalments, even more tha-n of a contr~cted market.. 1 he asse~sn~ent. 
was alw~1ys too heavy to be dt'fraycd in full, but m a good season the rem1sswns 
••i ven were of less amount, a.nd the demand on the rayat consr'1uently greater than ....

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in less favourable years. He W'JS, in consequence, obliged to bring forward to 
market a larger amount of produce than in ordinary seasons to meet this additional 
demand, and by thus forcing sales, prices were lowered, and more and ·more 
produce had to be sold in order to raise the money he requirerl to meet the t"Xtra 
demand made upon him by Government, until the market became so glutted 
and prices so ruinously low, that we can easily imagine a very abundant crop to 
have been a misfortune rather than an advantage. 

9. Under the revised assessment, and with longer time allowed for the col­
lection of the instalments, the case will be different. The Government demand 
being limited to a moderate a..."Sessment capable of being paid in ordinary St·.asons 
will not rise in a year of plenty. The rnyat will not be under the ncct•.s..,jty of 
forcing his produce on the market to anything like the same extent as under the 
old heavy assessment, and we may, therefore, anticipate that prict>s will be subject 
to less fluctuation and not fall so ruinously low in abundant seasons hereafter. 
The same reasoning leads me to fear that the unprecedented collt·ctions of the last 
year, entered in Lieutenant Anderson's diagram, must have greatly impoverished 
the district, and induces me to urge the great importance of an immediate 
sanction being accorded to his proposals, to admit of the introduction of the new 
settlement at next jamabandi. 

10. The importance of affording additional facilities for the disposal of the 
produce of an inland district like lliihuri, is well shown by Lieutenant Ander­
S?n, and I would strongly ur~e the advantage of at once placing a sum at the 
disposal of the Collector for the Improvement of the Nimbadhera Ghat, mentioned 
in his 52nd para., so as to make it easily passable by carts, as the traffic upon 
this line seems to be very important. while the made road from Nagar, strancre 
enough, has been terminated just short of the ghat, where, of all places, it would 
seem to be most wanted.

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N;i.sik and Patoda. They enable Government to bt · 1 
usefu.l information which could be gleaned after ho:./m, at. a t~ ancef, lallgtthhe 
statements. examma Ion o en y 

4. His Lord~hip in Counc!l observes, however, that Lieutenant G. S. "A. 
An?erson has not given the dark hoe which he states in para. 28 has been carried 
horizo~tally acr~ss the whole diagram to show the excess of collections in 1847-48. 
The diagram will, ~herefore, be returned to him for the purpose in the course 
of a fe'! days, and His Lordship in Council is of opinion that it would be as well 
-w:ere Lieutenant G. S. A. Anderson, at the same time that he supplies the omis­
Sion above alluded to, to show for each district the total number of arable acres 
assessed at the sum exhibited by the blue column. 

~- The copies Gover~me_nt send the Ho~ourable Court of the survey maps 
and diagrams. do not do JUshce to the Supermtendents and their draftsmen; in 
the present mstance, and for the future, therefore, two (2) copies, besides the 
o?e sent for . the recor?s ?f Gove~ment, are to be furnished of all maps and 
d~agrams. His Lordship m Co~Cll has, however, directed me to lighten, in 
future, the labours of the Supenntendent and local officers by having made in 
my office copies of the reports themselves and figured statements for your own 
records and those of the Collector and Assistant Collector. 

6. ' The: proposed rates are sanct~oned for one year, and, if a satisfactory 
reply be rece1ved to the reference made m para. 9 of the present letter, they will 
be sanctioned for thirty years. His Lordship in Council fully agrees with Lieute­
nant Anderson and Captain Wingate in thinking the rates are not too low. 
Their operation niust be carefully watched, lest they prove too high. For the 
reasons given by Captain Wingate, in para. 9, they should be introduced forth­
with, and any over-collections, which have been made for the current year's 
're\·enue, given back by the Assistant Collector into the handil of the rayats. 

8. In para. 40 of Lieutenant G. S. A. Anderson's report there is the · 
following passage 1-

" The assessment of pasture and grazing farms is absorbed in the survey 
k ''" . amw. 

With reierence to this and Rules 14, 15 and 16 of the three Superintendents' 
joint report, Lieutenant U. S. A. Anderson is to report whether Llovernment are 
right in assuming that he means the assessment on arable lands has been entered 
in the survey statement as the amount leviable were they cultivated, and, conse­
quently, that nothing is to be added to that kama.I on account of such portions 
of the land as may be left uncultivated and sold for grazing purposes, although 
additions are to be made on account of the proceeds for grazing or unarable 
.wastes. 

9. Mr. Davidson's 9th para. has led Government to direct me to request 
that you will instruct the Collector carefully to impress on the minds of the 
rayats that no portion of the assessment fixed on "a nu~1ber" will be remitte~ in 
consequence of a part of it having been all?wed to remam at rest. If Mr. David­
son be right in stati~g that th? lt~nds requl:l"e _rest for _four or five years after four 
years' cultivation, lhs Lordship m Council IS surpr~sed tha~ the !act was not 
noticed by the l::luperintendent or Collector. The. mformatwn g1ven by ~Jr. 
Davidson renders necessary Llovernment should be mformed, first, as to the s1ze 
of the numbers into which the lands were divided; secondly, as to the probable 
effect of the warn in 0" the Collector is to give the rayats as suggested at com­
mencement of this p,;a. ; thirdly, whether the boundar~es of the several numbers 
have been defined by marks not likely to become obliterated, or to be removed 
without detection, when the land is left waste. · 

11. Paras. 4 and 8 of Mr. Davidson's interesting paper will be sent to 
Doctor Gibson. 

12. Paras. 13 and 52 of Lieutenant Anderson's Rep~rt, para. ,18 of 
Mr. Davidson's, para. 12 of the Collector's, para. 10 of Captam Wmga~e s, and 
para. 10 of your letter will be transmitt«:d to the Gener~ Departme_nt m order 
that .the subject, which is of the greatest 1mportance possible to the mterests of

Rahnri Taluh Re~enne year; the introduction of the .revised ratt-s of . a.~St·ss­

Report for 1849·00· ment having been effected tn accortlance wtth the 
sanction conveyed in Governnwnt letter to the Hevenue Commissioner, Southern 
Division, dated 15th March 1850, No. 2018. 

2. In paragraph 6 of the letter alluded t~, it is notifie~ that the r~tes are 
sanctioned for one year, and that, should saltsfactory rephcs be rt·ccln·d by 
Government to the references made in paragraph 9 of the same communic.ttion, 
they will be sanctioned for t~e usual ~t·rm of thirty y~ars. I sh~ll, then·fo~e, take 
advantage of this opportumty to d1scuss the questwns foruung the snhJt•cts of 
reference; but, before proceeding to do so, I propose tt_> show the resul!s of ~he 
revised assessment on the revenue of the year, and mentwn the manner tn wh1ch 
the settlement was introduced. 

3. I proceeded to the district on the 8th of April. and the set! lenwnt was 
not entirely completed till the beginning of June. Several causes combined to 
detain me a longer time at the jamahandi of this tAluka than would probably 
be required under ordinary circumstances. IUhuri was the first district for 
which I had proposed new rates, and I was, of course, very desirous to ascertain, 
without any fear of mistake, the true opinions entertained generally by the rayats 
with respect to them; and not having been beforehand stationed in the uiluka 
for a long period, I was necessarily compelled to act with !-,'Teat care and caution; 
otherwise I should have been liable to be imposed upon. The work of intro­
ducing a settlement is also, of itself, a laborious operation ; the European oflicers 
employed on the occasion being expected personally to make evc•ry cultivator 
-acquainted with the amount of ussessment fixed on t•ach field held hy him, to 
settle all disputes regarding land, and to explain fully to the local oflicc·rs the 
manner in which t~e system should he wor~ctl out. These important objects 
~nnot be effected 1f the work be done hurncdly; and as I had not previouslv 
enjoyed many favourable opportunities of acquiring a perfect knowlecl"c ~f 
revenu~ matters, an~ as_ an enlarged. ex(_Jerience is.essentiully rc·ctnircd ft7r the 
formatiOn of an unerrmg JUdgment on unporumt subJects cmhmcing many intri­
cate det:1ils, I found that I had not only to supply information to ot herH, t:ut also, 
on some points, from a considcmtion of the facts brought Lefore me dm·inrr the 
time of sct~leme~t, to imp~rt instruetion to myself. I trust, however, "that 
my proceedmgs w1ll mc,et w1th your approval, and that the rcsult.s of the sc•"ttlc­
ment will he considered satisfactory. I shall first notice the elfects of the new 
assessment on the year's revenue. 
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4. As explained in pr~vious .reports, it is customary, in the year during

fields left uncultivated, and m the case of failure of 
crops to allow them the a_uvan~age of s~~h rell?ission as would have been granted 
had the old system remamed m force. It IS also necessary, where the new 
exceeds the old a.."Sessment, to remit the difference, as it is, I believe, almost 
invariably found, in cases where the old assessment was too low and the custom 
of giving large remissions obtained, that the rayats were induc~d to hold more 
land than they poSS(·~sed the means of cultivating properly, and it would, 
therefore, not be expedient to exact the full assessment from such lands, without 
in the first place, giving the cultivators an opportunity of contractinrr the siz~ 
of their farms, and of adjusting their liabilities according to the amou~t' of their 
capital and farming stock. 

5. During the year of settlement, remissions according to the old system 
were called for to a considerable extent. The rayats had, hitherto, been allowed 
to take up portions of fields for cultivation, and the survey rates could not, 
therefore. in\·ariably be applied to entire "numbers," but, in cases of interior 
waHte, only to those portions actually taken up for cultivation. The amount of 
rcmi&.ions required to be granted on this account was considerable. Remissions 
on account of failure of crops had also to be given, but to a· much more limited 
extent. The fall of rain during the months of July, August, September and 
October wns so unusually abundant that the kharif crops sustained much dam­
<tgc, and the rabi crops also suffet·ed, not so much from the excess of moisture 
atfecting injuriously the vegetation or lessening the yield of those plants arriv­
ing at maturity, as from the rayats not having been able, in consequence of the 
extremely muddy condition of the black soil, to prepare the ground beforehand 
for the reception of the seed with that degree of care which is required for the 
rculization of a good crop, and also to their being unable to clear their fields of 
the large proportion of weeds produced by the heavy and continuous fall of rain. 

6. The aggregate area of the fields belonging to Government, wholly or 
partially cultivated, during the year, in the t.iluka, amounted to 73,019 acres 
and I 0 gunth:is, and the results of the settlement with regard to the year's 
revenue are as follows:-.

7. Fur the three yPm-s ending in 1847-48, the extent o! land under cultiva­
tion amounted to about 77,000 acres, and probably, as has hitherto been the case 
in other districts for the years immediately preceding the survey settlements, a 
still greater extent of land would have been tuken up for cultivation by the rayats, 
or, at least, the cultivation would not subsequently have decreased to any grent 
extent. but the rayats of this already exhausted titluka were reduced to a still more 
miserable and impovedshed condition by the oppressiveness of the exorbitant col­
lections of !84 7-48, and the seasons of 1848-49 and 1849-50, also, not proving fa­
vourable, there was a decrease of cultivation in 1848-49 an1otmting to about 17,000 
acres and in 1849-50, the year of settlement, the extent of land actually under 
culti~ntion only amounted to 5_7,916 ucres and 10 gunth<is. These facts, combined

9. From the first statement little useful information is to be glt•aneci. 
'l'he very large amount of the former kamid ( Rs. 2, 7 I ,808) contrasted with 
the smallness of the past average collections (Hs. 59,952) affords 11 striking 
proof of the folly of attempting to exact more revenue from a district than it can 
possibly manage to pay, and gives cause for hope that the much more moderate 
.naximum survey demand (Rs. 1,27,847) merits and will meet with more 
success. From the second statement it will Le observed that, provided the survey 
rates prove successful, a very large increase of revenue will Le the result. 

N llO f 29 h 8• be In paragraph 41 of my report, proposing a revised 
1849~· 0 t eptcm r assessment for the district, I estimated that the revenue 

would ultimately range within Us. 10,000 of the new 
kamal, and a prolonged experience of the ttluka docs not leave on my mind the 
impression that this estimate is an exaggerated one. Should my anticipations, 
therefore, prove correct, the collections, after a sufficient period has elapsed to 
admit of the rayats reviving from their present state of extreme depression, will 
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about doub~e those of fo~mer. years. For the reasons stated in my 7th paragraph, 
I do not thmk that any JUSt mferences can be drawn from the. data contained in 
the 3r~ a~d 4th st~ternents, nor can much ~eight be attached to the information 
embod1ed In the Statement No. 5, as durmg the year ,of set.tlement remissions 
were granted, wher~~ after.the rates have been fairly introduced it is not con­
templated that. rem1s~10ns will be called for, except on urgent grounds and in sea- · 
sons of unusual scarc1ty. In fact, the old and new systems are so entirely differ­
ent .that it appears to me to be impossible to give any information throuo-h the 
medmm of fi~ured state~ents, ~y means of which a fair judgment can bef~rmed 
by any one e1ther of the 1mmed1ate or of the ultimate financial results of the 
settlement; and I have embodied these statements in my report, not on account 
of my being of opinion that they contain useful information, but because it has 
hitherto been customary to give statements of the sort in the reports regarding 
the s~ttlem.ent.s of_ surveyed.districts. It is s.ufficiently.prov~d from experienc!J 
that m a d1str1ct hke Rahur1 where the energ1es of the mhab1tants have hither­
to been deadened, and the accumulation of farming capital rendered impossible 
by an oppressive system and an exorbitant taxation, the introduction of more 
enlightened and liberal measures not only tends to the prosperity of all classes, 
but also operates most favourably on the Government·revenue. 

10. I may here allude to the leading points connected with the introduction 
of the 'llew as8essment. To enable him to proceed with the usua~ inspection of 
fields, the Mamlatdar had been supplied, beforehand, with a copy of each village 
map, and with statements containing the areas, in acres, of tho several survey 
"numbers" of each village; but the new rates were not made known until the 
time of settlement. On my arrival in the district I visited s"everal villages, con­
versed with the rayats, and made them acquainted with the objects I had in view 
in personally introdncing the settlement, and I also endeavoured to instil into 
thei1· minds a perfect confidence in my proceedings. Subsequently, the rayatsof the 
several villages were summoned to attend my camp, and I explained to every 
rayat the am011nt of survey assessment fixed on each field held by him, and also 
with my own hand gave back the money over-collected previously to the settle· 
ment. I also, wiLh the assist1Lnce of the Mimlatdir, settled, according to the 
best of my judgment, all the d1sputes regarding land which we~e brought to my 
notice by the rayats themselves, and embodied the results of the settlements of the 
sveral villages in :\Iarathi registers (prepared according to annexed form), in 
which are also recorded the names of all holders of fields, and the amount of as­
sessment leviable from each individuaL I was als'> c<>nstantly in direct commu­
nication wich the Rihuri ra.yats, and with the rayats of some neighbouring 
Sangamner villages, regarding the suitableness of the new rates. 

11. I shall now proceed to afford information on the points noticed in the 
Government letter authorizing the introduction of the rates; and, in the first place, 
with reference to pamgraph 8 of that letter, I beg to explain that, as surmised 
by Government, I omitted in para. 40 of my report to take into consideration the 
revenue derivable from lands on which no survey assessment hils been placed • 
.As this description of revenue has no reference to the survey kama!, and is not 
limited to any fix:ed sum, and as it is also liable to fluctuation according to circum­
stances. its probable amount cannot well be estimated, nor conld it have been 
entered in the statement embodied in paragraph 39 of my report: but the fact of 
this being the case should certainly have been noticed. · 

12. From inquiries made in the district during the time of-jamabandi, 
I have ascertained that 1\Ir. Davidson's statement, alluded to in paragraph 9 of 
the Government letter, namely, that the rich black-soillands of the district require 
a period of four or five years' rest, after four years' cultivation. is not correct, 
Under a proper system of tillage such lands can be continuously cultivat~d for 
fifteen or twenty years, or even for a longer period. Some of the poor so1ls~ on 
which a low assessment has been fixed, require a rest now and then, but certamly 
not to a greater extent than fr.om one t? two ~ears in ~Aven; n~r d_o such soils re­
qui•·e a loncrer per1od of rest m Rahur1 than m other mland d1str1cts, where the 
raya ts are ;ot generally in the habit of manuring tl~ei•·lands. Sha)low '· poor-~oil 
lands are, I believe, in all parts of the country hable. to. exhaustion, 1f not 1m­
proved by the application of manure or by other artlficiBl means, and a lower 
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assessment is for that and other reasons fixed on them to place them on an 
equality with lands of deeper and richer soil more highly assessed. 

13. In accordance with the instructions contained in the commencement 
of paragraph 9 t>f the Government letter, I inform.t'd the rayats that no por­
tion of the assessment would, for the future, be remitted on uccotm~ of any P.art 
of a "number" left uncultivated· and with reference to the second questiOn, relattng 
to the subject put in the same' paragraph, I bt'g to stat.e that _in cases where the 
rayats were actually cultivating portions on "numbers" on winch a larger amount 
of a~sessment was fixed than they thought they would be able conveniently to pay, 
they, durin"' the time of jamabaudi, either threw up those "ntunbers" and hau 
their name; entered in the registers for those on which a lower assessment was 
fixed, or retained the "numbers," entering into partnership with other rnyats. 
After the new rates were fully explained to the rayats of a village, th<'y wet·e allow­
ed a period of two or three days to talk over them, and they were thPn a second 
time assembled in my tent to enable them either to throw up old or take up new 
fields, as best mi"'ht suit their own wishes and their menus of cultivation. I also 
adopted precauti~ns to prevent the interference of the villago officers, as the 
latter are apt to encourage the rayats to take up more latd than they can 
manage, and the consequence is that instead of benefiting by the ne1v rates the 
rayats only increase their liabilities without adding to their profits. At the same 
time I strenuously pointed out to the 1\Iimlatd:tr the manifold evils likely to re­
sult in such an impoverished district from thE> slightest attempt, for the future, 
to encourage the rayats to cultivate beyond their strength, and the more so on 
account of my being impressed with:! strong conviction that manv rarats had 
hitherto held much more lanu than it was possible for them and tl;eir bullocks 
properly to till. · 

14. With regard to the first question contained in the paragraph of thl· 
Government letter above alluded to, relative to the size of the numbers into 
which the lands of the district are divided, I beg to state as follows :-ln:lm 
holdings have been retained of their original size, each in:lrn fil'ld beinfl' con-

bers, I am mchned to believe that they all accord wtth the former holelinfl's, 
The garden lands are e~tirely "motasthal" and, ~~ they RI'A l{eneral y cultivated 
so as to allow of a rotatiOn of wet and dry croppmg, the lane! under a well form­
ing a separat~ "t;tumher" is, in most casPs, p:u·t ly irr·igated and partly umlet· 
dry-c_r?p cu~ttvatwn.

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_!t may be .expedient to explain, wi~h reference to the large size of the" num­
bers . entered m. thr. ~t~tement, that ~n the Ahmed nagar Districts it is difficult 
for a measurer, m dtvtdmg the lands mto " numbers," to judge of the size of a 
field .before he has measured it an~ laid down the boundary marks, more 
especmlly so when the crops are standmg, as the uncertain area of the bigha-. 
the old land measn~e-does . not affo.rd the means of framing a true estimate of 
the extent of a holdmg: .It Is also di~cult for a .measurer, in all cases, to judge 
accurately of the descriptiOn of the SOil, and I thmk that these causes sufficient­
ly explain the large .size of some of the numbers ; but, although I am of opinion 
that those numbers m excess of the regulated standard should have been re-divid­
ed at the time of clas~ilication, I do not think t~at it wo?ld be expedient to adopt 
any measures regardmg them at the present time, as, m the event of a new dis­
trihution of the "numbers" being now made, the maps and registers would be 
rendered unserviceable, and much confusion would result from any attempt to 
alter the succession of the "numbers." The average size of all the "numbers"* 
in the taluka is 21 acres and 20 gunthas and of the "numbers," on which an 
assessment has been fixed, 20 acres and 20 gunthas, or, deducting barren land, 
17 acres and 7 guntlills. . . 

15. .After mature consideration I am of opinion that the manner in which 
the lands of the Rahuri Taluka have been divided into numbers, warrants the 
sanction, permanently, of the revised assessment. The division of the lands has 
not been effected in strict accordance with the spirit of the rules embodied in 
paragraph 17th of the Survey Joint Report-the district having been measured 
and classified before the publication of that document; but no alterations could, 
so far as I can judge, be effected with advantage at the present time, and I am 
not aware of any practical inconvenience that will result from a few" numbers" 
having been retained of a somewhat large size, as where the aAsessment of a 
"number" exceeds Rs. 20, two or more rayats can take it up for cultivation 
according to No. 12 of the survey settlement rules. 

1(). I regret to report, fi-om the observations I bad an opportunity of 
making at the time of jamabandi, that the field boundary marks were not, then, 
by any means in so satisfactory a state as I could have wished. During the 
period of survey, all the fields were at once defined by stones, and earthen 
ridrres were subsequently constructed, under the superintendence of the district 
hei~ditary officers. in cultivated lands by the holders of fields, and in waste and 
unarable lands b,y the Mahars of the several villages, acting under the orders of 
their Patels. In a. few villages assistance was aff01·ded by Government to the 
extent of about Rs. 1,139 in all; but the utter inadequacy of this amount 
for the purpose of constructing good marks throughout the taluka, ma.J1 be judged 
of from two facts-the first being that, last year, of the 281,597 acres com­
prised in the Government villa"es of the taluka, 179,717 acres were waste or 
unara.ble, and only 101,880 acre~ were under cultivation or belonging to inam. 
dars ; and tho second that, for the original construction of good boundary 
marks, an average expenditure of Re. 1 for every 12 to 15 acres is required. 
Orders were given that earthen ridges should be constructPd at the .bends and 
corners of fields, and at intervals along the sides, of 5 or IJ chains, and. that they 
should be of the following dimensions :-

24 feet in length, 
3 , in height, 
4! , in breadth at bottom; 

but from what I have seen of the marks I should think that they were nat 
always actually constructed of the full size, although on this point it is now im­
possible for me to offer an unqualified opinion, as most of the ?larks were con­
structed three or four years ago, and, unless subsequen.tly kept Ifoi a proper state 
of repair, they woul?,. owin!\' to ~he na~ur? of the ~Oil of th: dtstrJCt, decrease 
much from their orwmal d1menswns withm the perwd rnentwned. I may ob­
serve that, so far as my own observation euables me to judge, I consider the state

17. I do not think that any blame a!taches .to .the present ~~umiat dar,

lation, and the very large proportion of waste and unambe lanJs m th~ thstnct. 
Besides, it is always very difficult t? indUt:e the ray~ts, af~r the complcho~ ~f the 
survey of 8 district, to construct r1dges of larger d1menstons than those or1gmally 
erected. 

18. During the time of jamabandi, an~l subsequently, the ~oundary 
marks have been repaired, so far as was poss1 ble; but about 15,800 ~ulgl's are 
still unrepaired, and the Maml~t~ar reports that a sum Rs. 1,038 Wtll be re­
quired for the purpose of repamng them. ~s the sum ap~cars to me, und!'r s!l 
the circumstances to be very moderate (and, mdc!'d, I om m doubt whcthl'r 1t 
will suffice for tb: purpose of putting all the remaining unrepairod rid~!'s in a g~od 
state of repair), I would solicit an imr:'ediat~ sancti?n to ~be expenditure, winch 
should I conceive be effected according to mstruchons g1ven to tho :\[:imlatdar 
by the' Assistant Collector, the latter officer, if necessary, communicuting with 
me as to the best means of securing the object desired. 

19. If the rates are declared to be permanent for a period of thirty years, 
the rayats will the more willingly set about the repair of the boundary marks for 
the ensuing year. On this .ground, therefore, I would beg strongly to urge the 
early settlement of the questwn·. 

20. With regard to my own opinion of the suitableness of the revised 
assessment for the district of Rahuri, I beg respectfully to state that it has not 
been in the slightest degree altered from a more intimate acquaintance of the 
district; and all the facts stated in my report proposing the rates still, in my 
estimation, hold good. The rayats themselves are the best judges of the just­
ness, or otherwise, of an assessment imposed upon them, and I may safely affirm 
that they are quite satisfied with the new rates, and that they approve of the 
settlement. In a few cases the1·e were objections, but these objections were all 
traceable to other causes than the heaviness of the rates. In some of the villages 
adjoining the hills, the rates on individual fields were raised by the new assc!IS• 
ment; but in nearly all these cases the rayats were ascertained to be cultivating 
a much greater extent of land than their amount of farming stock warranted, fre­
quently two bullocks being required to perform the work of six. The former 
method of. giving remissions for bad crops in a great measure caused this state 
of things, acting as a bonus to sloth and slovenly cultivation, as well as afford­
ing relief to the hard-working and over-taxed portion of the agricultural com­
munity. Beside~, in the poor-soil lands near the hills, the bigha is frequently 
three or four t1mes the size of the bigha of the black-soil villages, and the rates, 
thon~h much low~r on t~e former desCJ-iption of land, still appear high to a raynt 
holdmg a large-s1zed b1gba field, W~IO happens to com.pa1·e notes, with regard to 
the total assessment placed on thmr several fields, Wttb a brother ray at whose 
field contains bighas of more moderate dimensions; at least he fn~quently makes 
u~e of such an argument when raising objections to the assessment placed on 
b1s fi~ld. Most of the rayats, however, of the villages forming the one-rupee­
and-eight-anna group, allowed that the assessment was most libet·al and that their 
"Nibhowni" for the fet~re ~ould b~ ensured. 'fhe Mussulman ;ayats of M:tm­
d:ipur were generally dissatisfied w1th the rates placed on theit• fields, though 
lower th~n those of the ol? assessment.; but, from a visit I paid to theh· village, 
I ascertamed that they are m~olent cultiVators, and on that account their pl'Ofits 
for the future ~ay not b~ so btgh as t!1ose ~f ~he rayats of other villagl•s. Some 
other persons mother vlllages also ratsed Slmtlarly unreasonable objection . b t 
on the whole, I was much pleased with the manner in which t!1c new a""cs '

· d b th · · ->n ssmcn was rece1ve y e great maJor1ty of the rayats of the taluka. 

21. Whilst maintaining, therefore, th.at the new assessment is, in every 
respect, suitable for the district, I do not wtsh to t.hJ·ow out hopes that tho pros-
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perity of the d~strict will at once b~ insured by the change of system. The rayats 
are generally m most wretchedly Impoverished circumstances, and a long period 
must elapse before they can entirely recover their independence, and feel the full 
benefit of their changed position. Many measures might, undoubtedly, be re· 
commended by which their condition would be much improved without loss to 
the State; bnt, until I am enabled, by further experience, to submit well-defined 
projects for the improvement of these districts, I prefer to preserve silence on 
the subject. I would, however, again venture strongly to recommend the early 
construction of the proposed road through the district towards Malegaon, as I 
am convinced that the outlay would, indirectly, soon be more than repaid to the 
Government from the increase of cultivation caused by the more easy transmis­
sion of agricultural produce to market. 

25. During the time of jamabandi the Mamlatdar submitted to me a state­
ment of outstanding balances of land revenue up to the end of the year 1848-49. 
He had, beforehand, made inquiries as to the amount recoverable, or the contrary, 
and requested my instructions on the subject of the final disposal of the question. 
In the absence of the Assistant Collector in charge of the district, and possessing 
favourable opportunities of inquiring into the truth of the Mamlatdar's statement, 
and also considering it to be of importance that the new system should be set a- · 
going clear of such outstanding balances, !felt myself authorized to make personal 
inquiries of the villagers, and others concerned, with a view of testing the cor­
rectness of the statements prepared by the Mamlatdar, and, as the result was 
satisfactory, I beg to recommend that the irrecoverable balances, amounting to

collections from 1849-50 to 1865-66, the last year for wh~eh I am m poRsesston 
of returns, as contrasted with those of the former system under British rule, 
from 1818-19 to 1847-48. 

. 2. The survey rent~) on arable land, as indicated by the h~ight ?f the blu~ 
column of the diagram, 1s Rs. 1,27,848, the corrected amount gtven 1n my re; 
port No. 133 of 22nd November 1850. 

3. The diagram affords very satisfactory evidence of the financial succes~ 
of the settlement, and 1>hows that, ahhough the district, as anticipated· by m~. 
was some time in recovering completely from its former state of depression and 
from the effect.s of the high collections of 18-1-7-48, its progress, especially of la~e 
years, has been sure and steady. No doubt the rise in prices, during the peri~ 
embraced in the last three or four years entered in the diagram, has materialfy 
aided in bringing about such satisfactory results, and has caused my anticip~ • 
tions to be more than realised; but, before prices rose to any great extent, anal 
notwithstanding its previous impoverished condition and some unfavourable sea!l. 
sons at the outset, the district was from the first making a rapid advance toward:>'! 
prosperity. This can be easily perceived from an inspection of the diagram, the' 
annual collections and cultivation shown in it having, with very slight exceptions, 
a strong and permanent upward tendency ; whilst those of the former system, p 
as exhibited in the diagram of my original report, are marked by ext1·eme down- 1 
ward as well as upward fluctuations. 'l'he average annual realizations of land 
ravenue have also risen from about Rs. 60,000 under the old system to about 
Rs. 95,000 under the new, a difference of 58 per cent. in favour of the latter. 
Moreover, the realizations in 1865-66, the last year entered in the diagram, 
amounted, in round numbers, to Rs. 1,22,000, being an increase of 103 per cent. 
on the former average. The remissions have also fallen from an average annual 
sum of about Rs 23,000 under the old system to Rs. 2,400 under the new, a. 
decrease of nearly nine-tenths, and for the last ten years of those entered in the 
·diagram the remissions have been so slight as hardly to deserve notice. The 
cultivation has, at the same time, increased from an annual average of about 
~1,000 acres under the old system to one of 148,000 acres under the new, an 
mcrease of ahout 142 per cent. This indicates a very large addition to the 
farming stock of the district, and shows that even inferior lands can be cul­
tivated at a profit; the poor soils, and they appear to have been nearly all taken 
up for cultivation, being the last to be brought under the plough. It may further 
be mentioned that I have been informed by the local officers that, so far as could 
be easily ascertained, about 132 new wells have betln constructed since the time 
of settlement, and that " the rayat class in R:ihuri is better off than formerly." 

4. Even more favourable prospects may be looked for in future years ; 
and should the rise in prices be permanent, which appears probable, there can be no 
doubt that the district will be able to bear, without the slightest inconvenience 
or injury, a considerably enhanced assessment when the time comes for revising 
the rates at the expiry of the pt•esent settlement, about ten years hence.

In forwardin"' to vou Colonel Lau ... hton's report on the revision of a~sess­
tuent in 96 Gov~rnme'nt and 3 in:lrn ~·illages in the R:ihuri T:lluka of this 
Collectorate, I have the honour to offer the following remarks:-

Pam. 5.-The increase in area shown by the new sur,·ey is extraordinnry. 
The accuracy of the present sur>ey seems to be writied by the eh~,ck furr~i~ht·<l 
by the topographical ~uryey, and. may be .assunu:d. It would be mter~stmg to 
know how much of this Increase IS found m cultivate'! and how mu.ch lll wa~te 
numbers. 

Para. 6.-In the table the columns headed " Incrt'ase and Decrease" ought 
apparently to be headed "Decrease and Increase ., re~pectiYely. 

Para. 11.-:Mr. Davidson's report on the sysh·m of ag-riculture contained 
one great error, as he assumed that lands lay fallow four or five years. It is 
presUllled that :Mr. Fforde does not endorse this, but a little more information 
as to the rotation of crops most practised in the preseut day would have been 
interesting. 

Para. 12.-A great deal of the "occupied" arable waste will ct,;lse to he 
classed as occupied at the close of the Jarn:ibandi. A rdurn of the lands whieh 
will become simple "waste" will be sent to the Commissioner as soon as informa­
tion is received. 

Paras. 14-1i.-It is proposed to connect H:ihuri :md Y:lrnbori ~ ith the 
railway by feeder roark The approaches to the river at H:ihuri are wry 
awkward, and if the traffic between the towns must he accommodated br a new 
road, a junction with the :Nagar . anrl Nasik roa<l in extension of the' feeder 
Letween Vambori and Khadamhe Station would probahl~· he Ul'tter than a direct 
line. 

Petra. 21.-Is it· not pos~ible that the local influence of the imimd:irs 
affects the ac•:uracy of the returns 1 They may think that too prosperous a 
statement would be likely to attract the attPntion of the tax-inventors.

!Dent demand will b~ more than 3 an~as 4 pies per acre. This seems a large 
mcrease compared with that advocated m Sangamner, where the avera"'e ·assess­
ment is raised from 10 annas to 11 annas 8 pies per acre. The maxi~um rates 
in Sangamner are higher, and the average increase on the whole assessment 
there is 31·!> per cent., while here it is ::!9·9. The differential rates char()'ed on 
villages adjoining the railway will probably account for what appears to "'me an 
inconsistency.· It is much to be regretted that we are as yet much in the dark 
as to the amount of traffic which will come to the railway, and what the position 
of the future marts for produce will be. The R:thuri Taluka certainly ought to 
find the railway the best route for its export; but whether these will be so 
stimulated as to warrant the special assessments imposed by this settlement, 
remains to be seen. The railway, it must be remembered, keeps to the water­
shed where it can, and does not traverse the most fertile parts of the taluka. 
As I am a stranger to the Deccan I cannot expect my opinion to carry any 
weight; but I think that the reasons for this increase should be very closely 
examined before they are accepted.

I have the honour to forward the appended correspondence relating to the 
revision' of the assessment of 99 villages, of. which 3 are in[tm, ~n the Rahuri 
Taluka of the Ahmednagar Collectoratl', the first settlement of which was made 
in 1849-50. 

2. This t:\luka hns been rntii·ely I~e--~1easured, in purs~1ance of the p~·act.ice 
hitherto carried out in the Poona and. ~:1sik SuF~Y· B_ut mstead of confirmmg 
the large survey numbers or fields previously e:ostmg, with ?ft.en many occupan­
cies clubbed together in one and the same number m: field mthout any de~n<.ll'Ca­
tion of boundaries, old survey fields over 30 a?res m area arc now sub-dinded, 
and .every separately recognized occupant has Ius land separately demarcated by 
boundary marks and separately assesseci. 

3. The diffe~·ence in the total area of the old and the prese~t survey is 
more considerable than I have yet observ~d. It amounts t? acres :J,606 or 2'4 
per cent. on the former area. The followmg statement, winch I have had madt' 
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up in the Superintendent's office, shows the differences in the areas of indivi­
dual survey fields which have been met with:-

. 4. Thus m a total of 11,63<> survey fields, the differences of area m excess of 

I 0 per cent. were found to exist in 617 fieh!s. The cause of this large number 
of important differences I am unable to precisely state. but I appreht•nd that a 
large number of them are due to encroachment on waste lands. 

5. The re-classification has been complete. It was impossible here to 
adopt the plan. we have from the first adopted in the Southern ~l.'mi!ha Count~·, 
of partial re-classification. As a general rule, the old classlticatwn here Ill 

Ahmednagar was, bevond all doubt, exceedingly low on the ~ood soils, even 
commonly to the extent of 30 or 35 per cent., and hi~h on the inferior soils, often 
to a considerably greater extent than that by which the best soils are found to 
be low. Classification, whether high or low, can be dt'alt. with and adjusted so 
long as it is reasonalJiy systematic and uniform, and this the Ahme<lnagar old 
classification is certainly not, so far as has been yet seen. On these defects in the 
old classification I can speak from my own observation and knowledge both of 
the old classification and of the standard now adopted. 

6. The Superintendent goes into considerable detail and a con:>iderable 
amount of technicalities in the 6th para. of his letter to show the tendency of 
the old classification valuations. It is true that the old classification valuations 
of each of the classes from 2nd to 7th, inclusive, is lowt!red from the ordinarv 
scale; that fact, however, conveys no real information, unless we know what kind 
of land was placed in each class. In the old classification the actual use of the 
1st class w:iS practically entirely set aside, 2nd class with rare exceptions wa.~' 
not made use of, and even 3rd much more sparingly than was proper t!Ven on the 
rules then in. force. It is plain that at that time in the Ahmt,.lnagar survey a 
general lowermg down of the better classes of soil had come about, even to the 
extent of 4 annas of the classification scale or some 25 to :35 per Cl'nt. of value. 
But at the same time in the lower classes a corresponding lowering of valuation 
was not in operation; had this been so, no harm would hilVe occurred i' ·om the 
lowering of the proportionate valuation of the gooi soils. The valuation of 
those poorer soils w~s on p~per hi~her th·~n. tl.l'lt. usual in prop::~rtion to the 
valuatwn of good So!L'i, and m practtce also 1t IS evulent that it was a "nod deal 
higher. Bel?w is. sho_wn the three. scales of classification, that aclnpt;;l in the 
first surv~y m tins taluka. as deta1led at pa':'a: 21 of the report of the Supcl·in­
ten?e.nt, Lieutenant G. Andt!rson, that of the Joint report, anti that now in usc in 
reVISwn survey :-

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!· I will first make. a f~w remarks about Lieutenant G. Anderson's seal~. 
It wt~l be observed that tt dtff~rs from the joint report scale apparently to a 
material exte.nt. In real practice, however, the difference is less than might be 
supposed. Dtsuse _the first ~nd the second classes, as. was done in real practice 
here, and. the relatt ve valuatiOn of each class from third downward, as indicated 
hy the difference between each and the next below, is almost identical with that 
of the joint. report scale wi~h which the scale at present in use agrees, except 
that there IS a lower valuatwn below the 6t~ class, comprising all the poorest 
lands, . and a _1Oth class has bee.n created whiCh ha;> a most material practical 
effect m keepmg down the valuatwn of the poorest soils. Further, in calculatin" 
the average valuation of fields which always contam lands of several classes th~ 
valuation rate is worked out to rupees, annas and pies, the pies heino- ordin~rih· 
converted into the nearest half anna; but in calculating the revision ~ates 1 hav"e 
provided that in the good soil the upper half-anna is to be adopted, in medium 
soils the nearest half-anna whether above or below, and in the poorer soils those 
below six annas classification valuation that the next half-anna below rejecting 
all fractions is to be adopted. Under this plan a classing valuation of Re. ·0-13-1 
becomes Re. 0-1:1-6 instead of Re. 0-13-0. Re. 0-10-2 becomes as at present 
Re. 0-10·0. Re. 0-5-5 becomes Re. 0-5-0 instead of Re. 0-5-6. Re. 0-3-4 
becomes Re. 0-3-0 instead of Re. 0-3-6. This plan produces a most material· 
lowering of the valuation of the poor soils and some small raising of the valuation 
of the better soils. But the point is, that it adds to the difference between the 
valuation of the good and bad soil, which practically in the distribution of the 
actual money assessment on the classification proportionate valuation has the 
effect of increasing the assessment on the good soils compared with that on the 
poorer soils, the great point to always keep in view. 

8. Farther, I would have added something extra to the valuation of the best 
Para. H of Survey Com- soils in the same manner as I did in the Kalidgi Collee­

mi .. ioner's No. 85 of lith torate in lands of a similar geological character to those 
.January 1875, sanctioned by in this taluka. I was, however, deterred fi·om doing 
Go_:ernment Resolntion_ No. this by the fact that the ordinary classification valuation 
16•0 of 18th March 187;,· of these good soils was already raised more than usual 
in consequence of the extreme lowness of the old classification on these soils, and 
the expediency of still farther raising the classification was at least doubtful. 

9. On the statistical part of the Superintendent's report, I propose to be as 
brief as possi?le in .~Y observations, confining then3. to an elucidation of those 
points on whiCh addthoual remarks at length appear absolutely necessary. 

1 0. In climate as regards rainfall this taluka appears to be for a Deccan 
t:Huka moderatelv. well favoured. Talukas nearer the ghats get more rain and 
t:Uuk:is farther east less; but, on the whole, it does not seem that the rainfall is 
on the averao-e otherwise than fairly good. On returns of rainfall, such as those 
<>iven at par~. 32 of the Superintendent's letter, no great dependence can be 
placed. Moreov~\· even if C?rrect •. no ac?urate inf?rmatio~ regarding the 
certainty and uhlity of the ramfall Ill relatwn to agnculture IS conveyed by a 
mere statement of the number of inches falling in a year; It is more a question 
of time of fall than of quantity, and even a difference iQ. total fall of 3 inches 
of rain, if distributed in fall at the times when it is required, would be enough 
to convert a bad into a fair year, and a fair into a good one. 

11. In communications there has been a great change since the last settle­
Hlcnt · the one indifferent road then existing has been much i~proved. But, abon• 
all, th~ Dhond and Manmad Railway runs through the tlluka. There certainly 
is some want of well-selected cleared branch roads, but the general nature of 
the surface of the country is favourable to cart traffic by country tracks during 
the fair season. The tMuka is well supplied with good market towns. 

12. Manufactures appear to have been of smal,l conseguence t.\lirty years 
ago, and have apparently not increased-since. 

13. The statement at para .. 20 of the Superintendent's report. shows ~he 
u1atcrial progress of the taluka durmg the last thirty years. Popul~tton h~ ~­
creased 38·8 per ceQ.t.; it now shows an average of 107 per square m1le, winch I~.

1 h~·re the populatwn 
and number of cattle show an absolute decn•ast• on the past tlurty year:<, for the 
most part asserted to be due to the famine: I~ere, where the famine w:.Is much 
worse than in Dh:irw:ir a most material mcrem<e of Loth populatwn and 
cattle is maintained. I think this bears out my assertion, that the dt·cn·ase in 
population and cattle in Dharw:ir was not due to dt·:Ith, lmt to !'Catft·ri~Ig of tlu.· 
surplus population by emigration in search ~f employment, and t? n portwn of the 
cattle beinO' absent and not counted, and to mcorrect return.~.

In all cases of cash transactions half was paid down and the other half on 
the removal of the crop. 

19. Cases 2, 5 and 8 are somewhat remarkable as indicating the specu­
lative nature of transactions which the cultivators indulge in. The seller of the 
standing crop takes payment in kind of a certain quantity of the grain of the 
field. It is true that he gets rid of the trouble and expense of reaping, but this 
is a matter of known and certain cost, as it can alwavs be done for a certain 
share of the produce. These cases are trials of acuteness between the seller 
and the buyer : each forms his own estimate of the outturn of the crop, and 
bargains accordingly. · 

20. In para. 27 the Superintendent refers to the number of wells for 
irrigation existing now and thirty years ago, showing 89-:1: of all kinds formerly and 
1,559 now. This shows good progress in improvement, and improvement, too, 
involving a considerable outlay, since each new well may possibly on an average 
be put down as costing from Rs. 200 to Rs. 250. 

21. Para. 28 of the Superintendent's letter refers to present and · past 
prices. 'l'he prices of the last few years have been so greatly influenced by 
exceptional causes that no conclusions can be based upon them. We are, 
however, safe in estimating that an average increase of price ovet· the average of 
thirty years ago to the extent of at least I 00 per cent. may be reckoned upon for 
the future, more especially in those districts within reach of railway communi-

. cation, which must tend to prevent prices locally differing in rise or fall from the 
genemlly prevalent averages of the great centres of population. 

22. Statement 1., appended to the Superintendent's report and referred to 
in his para. 30, shows the revenue history of the 9-:l: Government villages first 
settled,-that is in 18-:1:9-50, out of the 96 Government villages now undet· report. 
which may he taken as a sufficient specimen of the whole. During the ten years 
before the first settlement, we find an occupied area ranging between acres 82,000 
and acres 69,000 with a falling tendency during the last years of those ten, and 
a realized revenue ranging between Rs. 94,000 a.nd Rs. 3-:1:,000. The remissions 
during this ten-year period we1·e excessive. I set aside entirely the permanent 
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· · for those consisted of a permanent deduction from the standard re-
rem!SS!ons, d d d d · 1 1 venue, the realization of which was avowedly a ban one ; a e. u~twn t wug 1 
ften not based on any more definite grounds than the casual rem!sswns or th?sc 
~up posed to be granted on ac<:ount of f1!ih!re of crops, pover~y, &o.,_ and vnrymg 
from year to year. These casual remiSSion~, however, Yaned dunng these tt·n 
years between Rs. 66,697 and Rs. 7 ,686, and m several ):ears were equal to more 
than half the collected revenue. The average collections of these ten years 
were Rs. 62,754 and the average casual remissions Rs. 32,969. 

23. The settlement was introduce? in 1849-50; the following statem~nt 
shows the progressive state of the occupied area and revenue for the succcedmg 
ten-year period:-

24. It so happens that the years I have above taken at regular periods 
show but small remissions; there are, however, some years of very heavy remis­
sions, as below shown :-

The above were probably worse years than ordinary, but I cannot call to 
mind that either of them were specially bad years generally. The outstandings 
so heavy before the settlement practically vanished a few years after it. The 
outstandings of the past three years have, of course, their origin in the famine,· 
but will, it is expected, be to a considerable extent realized. 

25. In para. 31 of his letter, the Superintendent refers to the number of 
notices issued in default of punctual payment and of sales in distraint which have 
occurred in the last four years. The number is most trilling, up to last vear 
showing 8 notices and 8 sales in three years, hut the year HliS-79 shows the 

. number of 314 notices, which is not very remarkable for that year. llut it is 
astonishing that the number of sales is exactly the same as though the issue of 
any notice was never at all attended to, and sale in all cases was the necessary con­
sequence. I cannot conceive that there is not some mistake in this; the Collector, 
however, in his remarks makes no observation tending to throw any light what, 
ever on the matter. 

26. Thus this taluka has on the whole a fairly: good rainfall ; it contains 
much land of a very superior character; in markets It is well r,rovided ; and as 
regards communications with large markets the greatest poss1ble improvement 
has been recently afforded in a railway being made ~as;~ing through the t<iluka. 
The large sums necessarily spent on the constructwn of this work must have 
alone been an immense advantage to the people of this vicinity. 

27. I now come to the question of the rates of asscssm(!flt now to J1e im­
posed. On this point, to save some prolixity in explanation, I may note that in 
company with the Superintendent I went over all the material data, and nrranged 
the group~ng of the villages for different maximum rates and the maximum rate 
to be applied to each group. These rates may he now shortly explained as fol­
lows. In the first assessment the taluka was divided into three groups Iongi-



93 

tudinally from sou.th-west to. north-east with Rs, 1-8-0 maximum for the 
south-western or villages considered to be best situated; Rs. 1-6-0 for the 
belt or gr?up to the north-east of them; and Rs. 1-4-0 for the extreme north­
eastern VIllages as worst of all. It is now also proposed to divide the villages 
for sett!ement into three main groups from south-west to north-east assessed 
r~spectrvely at ~s. 1-10-0, Rs. 1-8-0, and Rs. 1~6-0, and then selecting those 
v1lla~es of the !J.s. 1-10-0 and Rs. 1-6-0 group which benefit most by proximity 
to ra1lway statwns and large market towns raise them two annas above their 
fellows of the same group. 

28. Of p:itasthal or garden land watered by channels from streams, there 
are only some 10 acres of garden land. The figures at para. 36 of the Superin­
tend~nt's repor~ so far as they _are in~elligible, do not agree with the totals of the 
detailed appendix, the figures m which must be assumed to be correct. From 
thi~ it ~ppear~ that by the former su~v~y there were acres 2,181 of garden land, 
wh1eh 1t 1s evident must have bee~ Irrigated f~om wells alone. Now it appears 
that acres 7,046 of garden land exist, all of whwh but acres 10 are watered by 
wel~s: This refer~ solely to Government land; there appears also to be a small 
additional area of 1mim land watered from wells, the precise extent of which can. 
not ~ ~ertained, but is apparently about acres 200: !he large increase in the 
area 1rr1gated from wells 1s a most marked feature m Improvement, as nothin<>' 
will tend more to save the people from the effects of bad seasons than the exten~ 
sion of well irrigation. 

29. It is evident from the account given in the 26th para. of the Superin­
tendent's letter of the very limited area of land, acres 39-15-0 watered by the 
Ukh Canal, that the people do not take to the use of this canal. In the Super­
intendent's account of the reason for this, there seems to be some confusion of 
ideas. Existing garden land will, of course, be more readily irrigated from a 
canal than other land is, it is ready levelled, which dry -crop fields are not. 
Both in case of garden and dry crop, manure must be used if water is applied by 
irrigation. 

30. At para. 38 of the Superintendent's report is shown the general result 
of the rates above proposed, showing a general increase of 39·9 per cent., or from 
an average assessment of Re. 0-10-8 per acre toRe. 0-14-1 per acre an increase of 
Re. 0-3-5 per acre. Thus, in round numbers, each anna per acre of increase all over 
represents about 12 per cent. of increased revenue. This increase is almost 
entirely attained by a higher assessmenton the good soils-soils which give probably 
a gross produce of from fifteen to twenty-five rupees per acre in the ordinary 
run of years. In the adjacent tiluka of Kopargaon settled in revision in 1876 and 
1877, I find the increase of assessment averaged 31·9 per cent. But that taluka 
was settled before the Dhond and l\Ianm{Ld Railway was constructed, and Kopar­
gaon is certainly a somewhat inferior tiluka to Rahuri as regards rainfall. · The 
difference between the 31·9 per cent. increase of Kopargaon and the proposed 
39·9 of R:ihuri, or 8 per cent., looks large, but in real fact it amounts to but 8 pies 
or one penny per acre, and this, too, on l:md to a great extent of an average very 
fair quality with much of excellent quality. In individual villages the range of 
increase varies much ; but it may be stated, as a rule, that the increase is greatest 
in those villages with a preponderance of superior soil, and least in those of 
inferior soil. 

31. The total revenue for last year on the 96 Government villages was 
Rs. 1,11,850, by the proposed rates it is Rs. 1,56,70;3, an increase of Rs. 44,853, 
which increase beyond all doubt might be a good deal more and still be fully 
iustified by the change in the circumstances of this ta.J.uka. 

32. To obvi:tte any misapprehension I must note that the Government 
Resolution No. 57:39 of 29th October 1874, limiting increases on revision on 
whole Mluk:is to 33 per cent., had no application to the Ahmednagar Collectorate. 
It applied solely and exclusively to the Poona and Shol:ipur Collectorates. 

33. Some remarks by the Collector are appended. First he refers to what 
he supposes to be the increase of area, which is merely an increase of acres 2,889 
in the arable land caused by a transfer of land to that extent from the unarable 
head in the new classification. 
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34. The Collector makes some' objection regarding tl1e rates, but it is plain 
from the whole bearing of his remarks that he somewhat misapprehended the 
subject, for he refers to the fact that _in an adjacent tiuuka a higher maximum 
rate bad produced a lower percentage mcrease of assessment and a lower actual 
increase of assessment, namely, from Re. 0-10-8 to Re. 0-14-0 in Rahuri and 
from Re. 0-10-0 toRe. 0-11-8 in Sangamner. 

35. The amount of present percentage increase must, of course, depend not 
only on the present rate of assessment, but also on the former rate, whether high 
or low, and the actual rate per acre deduced from any maxinmm rate must vary 
according to the quality of the soil in one district and another. 

36. The old rates in Rahuri were very low, the general averacre of the 
quality of the so~ in R:ihuri is ~erY: superior t~ that in Sangamn?r, cons~quently 
the average rate m the former 1s h1gher than m the latter, notwithstanding that 
the maximum rate or that on 16 annas classification valuation is higher in 
Sangalnner than in Rahuri. 

37. I trust that these proposals may meet with as early consideration as 
may be convenient, and that sanction may be given for the introduction of 
the settlement at any date before the 5th June and for the issue of the usual 
guarantee.

I have the honour to submit for the consideration of Government a letter 
No. 35-!, dated lst instant, from the Survey and Settlement Commissioner for­
":'~r~liu~ the proJ?O:'ials of the Superintendent,. Revenue Survey, Pooua' and 
N as1k, for the rev1s10n of the assessment of 99 vJJiaO'es of the R:thuri Talnka in 
the Ahmednagar District. .A letter from the Colle~tor, :i\'Ir. King, accompanies. 

2. The reports of both the Hon'ble Colonel .A,nderson and the Superinten­
•lent, Colonel Laughton, are unusually interesting. 

3 There has ht!cn a considerable increase in the cultivable area, but that 
is due, as explained by the Survey Commissioner, to unarable lands having been 
brought under cultivation. 

4. It is satisfactory that care has been taken to hreak up the very lar"'e 
numbers into more convenient holdings and give to sub-holders a recogniz~d 
separate sun·ey number. 

f>. The g-rouping adopted has been much the same as that which was 
mlnpted at the ·first settlement, with the exception that a small special higher 
rate of 2 annas has heen placed on villages in immediate proximity to the rail­
way. This grouping is s11tisfactory. 

G. Sinee the first settlement, communications have vastly improved. The 
main rn:ttl tra\·ersin.!.\' the t:iluka from north to south and in fact the whole 
Collcctt>rate from llhond to l\Iannutd, is now an excellent road for all seasons of 
the year; while in the lillnine the Dhond and l\Ianm:\d Railway, running at some 
dist:~nee to the east of this road, also traverses the Collecturate from north to 
south and is an incalculable boon to the cultivators, enabling them to at once 
reaeh markets hitherto closed to them, and gi,·ing them the advantage of the 
higher prices rulin15 _in places where prod~ce may happen to be scarcer. San­
<>amncr has been JU111ed on to the H:\.hun T:Uuka by a good road, and steps are 
~ow beitw taken to make railway feeders to the railway stations. The taluka is 
.also in it;elf well supplied with good market towns. 

7. As reg-ards prices. These, as I ha,·e already remarked in the other 
reports, are not n_ow_likely to fall bel"w the rates which o~tnined _previous to 
the famine. \Vlule 111 Ahmednngar lately I found that but little gram was then 
pa""ing by the railway; the reason given was that so much now depends on the 
prices at' the larger ma~lwts where the demand is great,_ that as soon a_s th.ere is 
a rise in Ahmcdnagar, ~hohtpur, Poona, or Bombay, priCeS at once r1sc m the 
local b:t~:irs, ouly leaving a small margin for transit. Thus the rayats; from the 
impro\·ecl communications, have not only the advantage of prices fully 100 per 
,cent. over those of the fit;st settlement, but they are freed fi·01n all chance of a 
glut in the local market. 

8. Tho extent of land held by non-cultivating occupants is larger than in 
S.auganmer, only 7 8 per cent. being held by cultiv~~ting ocCUj'l).nts ; still that 
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is better than I had expected and better than was f~nmd to be the caHc in 
the more favoured and highly prosperous Southern Mar;Ltha Country. 

9. The mortgag-e value ofland is l1ig!•• a!"ld the sale vnl~w i~:~.ab~_ut 29 ti1n!e1>~ the assessment, and Colonel Anderson has m ~us 17th 1~ara. g•vcn IIIHwnec~ w ue 1

] 0. The increase in well iJTicrntion has been con><idernblt: nnd is highly 
satisfactory, us showing .that the )~cople ~re. active. in imp~odng thL·ir .eondi,t~llll 
and hu\·e spent no inconsiderable amount 111 unpronng the1r n<-eupnm·Jes. l lw 
increase in well irricrntion has been from :!,UH acres at the first H·~ttlcment to 
7,046 acres now, ar:d in the number of well~ from S!H to 1, 5[!9 •. 

11. It is somewhat strange that so little ntlmntnge has be<·n taken of the 
Lakh Canal and the Collector shouhl turn his attention to this and ciHiL•a\·our 
to discover the true reasons, so that, if po><sible, n remedy may Le appli"d. 

12. 'With regard to the classification and rates. The Sun·<·y Conuui~siuucr 
explains that in the H1\huri T:Uukn there were under the first settlement con­
siderable irregularities. This point is gone into iu great detHil on IH'l'UIInt of 
these irregularities. Colonel Anderson rightly deeidcd to re-l'lasnify till' whole 
area under revision in place of, as has been the practice in the :-ioutlwrn )Jur:ltha 
Country, re-classing a percentage only. 

13. In the old settlement the cla.'<.o;ifi<"ation on the l~est t~oils was lml·crc•l 
f?IIY 25 per cent., whi.le us rci?ards the inferi~•r soils not only. \\'liM t!I.t·i.r das.,ili<·a­
tlon not lowered, but 1t was pitched for the tuue ~omewhnt !ugh. J hill no .Ioul.t 
was n grave error, as it is now acknowlcdgC"d that the best ~<oils mn well bear 
a fairly full r:,te, while every considemtion should Lc slwwn for the l.ad Noils. 
These diserepnncics will bo entirely remcdil'<l hy the new citH<."ifkatiun ; the gone( 
soils will he brought up to tho ratlJOol they should have l..el'll fi''''"''''"d ut, while 
the poorer soils, which have been hitherto too highly cla.o;><cd, will uow be rntccJ 
moderately. 

14. 'l'he Survey C'ommiHRioner explnilm his vicwR very fully in hi~< letter, 
and especially in his 7th para., and I feu! sure they will meet with tho npproval 
of Government,

RlcSOLUTION.-The district in which these vil!a""es ue situated consists 
chiefly of an open plain, the sou~h-west portion of w~ich is muc!1 broken by 
water-courses and torrents. It IS traversed by two rivers of consl(lerable size, 
t!w P:avara and the Mula. The soil is, as a rule, good, deep and black, dete. 
rwratmg tuwards the south-wr.st and north-east corners, where clay is found to 
n large extent in the low lying land, whilst the uplands are poor and barren. 
The rai!Jfall is .Romewhat heavier than in the country immediately to the west, 
Lut vanes eonsu.lerably from year to year, that of 1877 as well of 1876 havin"" 
been so much bPlow the average both in quantity and distribution as to )lav~ 
caused a failure of crops that seriously affected the whole t:iluka. The principal 
crops grown are ce'reals, b:ijri, jow:iri and wheat predominating. Though there 
is a consideruble area of land irrigated from wells, the crops raised on it consist 
to a very small extent of the more remunerative classes of produce such as 
Rugar-cane and fruit.~. 11w t:iluka is fairly well-off with respect to communica. 
tions; a good made-road giving access to the G. I. P. Railway at Devhili, whilst· 
the newly ope1led chord line between Dhond and l\fannutd runs through the 
ceutre of the group of villages now under consideration. The Collector, in his 
letter forwarding the Superintendent's report, has shown that he appreciates the 
necessity of bringing into full operation the benefits that wi.l.l accrue to the dis­
trict from the proximity of the rail way, by the gradual construction of a system 
of road.~ calculated to serve for the purposes of the collection and distributiOn of 
commercial produce. '!'he line of railwny itself is at present of too recent con­
struction to have hnd any considerable etl'ect upon the country it traverses, but 
it'! existence may confidently be expected to increase the value of agricultural 
produce by providing the means of conveying for sale at renmner11tive prices to 
other districts the surplus produce of the t:iluka. There are four local markets, 
two of which m·e of some importance, and within easy re.•ch of stations on the 
railway. The manufacturing population is insignificant as compared with the 
numbers engaged in agriculture, and appears to have varied but little during the 
last thirty years. 

2. .As regards tho material improvement of the diskict during the period 
of the late guarantee, it may be remarked that in the Government villages the_ 
increase of population, houses, cattle, carts and ploughs has been large, the only 
decrease of any note appearing in the number of sheep and g<Mts, which latter 
mny fairly be ascribed to tho increase of cultivation, by which the area of pasture 
has been contracted, as well as to the tendency to concentrate small cattle on 
the pasture and breeding grouud8 nearer the meat market. Tho statistics of 
the 3 alienated villngel! under revision .8how such hll'go variations ft·om those 
of the Government villages by which tho former are surrounded, that there 
appears rcn~on to doubt their trushvorthincss as an index to the cnmlition of the 
people. l!:rom parngmph ~~ of the.

3. The survey operations with respect to these villag-o·s comnt<"IH'e<l with 

a complete remeasurement of all Iantis, arul in the ease of lnr"e nund .. ·r-,; tho 
separate demarcation and assessment of, as far as possil,Je, ea<'h i;u}i,·iclual's <weu­
paney. Classification had to IJe done over ng-nin in the ease of laud of nil sorts, 
owing to the defects ~f the original scale ancl valuation, undt-r whit·h the rlitli:r­
ence between the better and the worse lands was insutlieicnt. The seale now 
adopted is that of the joint report with modifieations in the lower classes to suit 
~!1e case of inferi?r l_amls,,hy_ keeping down the valuati•m of the poon·st soils, 
ll~e mode of apphcatwn ~t tlus seale has also been somewhat elmng-e<l, the ul>jeet 
bemg to lowe~ the va~uatwn of the wor:sc soils without pressing unduly liJH>n 
those of superwr quahty.

In the matter of the rates on land irrigated from channels, of which there is 
hardly any except what is under the Lakh Canal, a maximum rate of Rs. 8 is 
proposed, which will give an average of Rs. 3-1-0 per acre. The land irricrated 
from wells has been assessed, as usual, at ordinary dry-drop rates whe~ the 
wells have been constructed during the period of guarantee, and at the highest 
dry-crop rate where the well was built before the introduction of the rates now 
current. The total revenue of the Government villages will be raised under the 
above proposals from Rs. 1,11,850 to Rs. 1,56,703; showing an increase of 
Rs. 44,853. 'l'he results on the Government occupied land alone will be to raise 
the average rate per acre from Re. 0-10-8 toRe. 0-14-1, or by Re. 0-3-5. In 
2 villages, one in the third and one in the fourth group, the increase in assess­
ment amounts to 69·2 and 70·8 respectively, but the cause seems to be the large 
area of land of the superior quality, and the assessment, therefore, is not in­
equitable as compared with that of other land in the same group. The Col­
lector expresses a doubt as to whether the rates proposed are not excessive 
wh!Jn compared with those now current in the t<Uuka under consideration and 
with ·those introduced on revision in 1877 into the neighbouring Kopargaon 
and Yeola Talukas. :Mr. King is an officer whose experience and ability entitle 
his opinion to respect in a question of this sort, but on consideration of the facts 
that Hahuri is a more fertile ti1luka and enjoys a better rainfall· than Kopargaon 
and that the latter was re-settled before the Dhond and Manmad Railway was 
commenced or its construction even sanctioned, the increase proposed does not 
appe-ar more than is justified by the general progress and improvement mani­
fested during the thirty years of the late guarantee. 

5. The rates proposed for the Government villages appear from paragraph 
41 of the Superintendent's report to be applicable to the adjacent alienated 
villages which have all been classed under a maximum dry-crop rate of Rs. 1-8-0, 
showing an average incidence per acre of Rs. 1-0-1. As far as can be gathered 
from the possibly incomplete records available, the total increase will amount to 
a percentage of 29·2. 

6. 'l'he Honourable the Governor in Council is pleased, on a consideration 
of all the facts mentioned above, to accord sanction to the proposed rates for a 
period of thirty years, or until 1909-10, and in so doing to express his approval 
of the careful manner in which Colonel Anderson and Lieut .. Colonel Laughton 
have carried out the revision operations and placed the results before Government.

2. Thus there are now 17 villages, 14 Government and 3 inam, belonging 
to the taluka for revision; 4 villages, which belonged to the old Hahuri Talukn, 
now transferred to the Sagar Taluka, also for revision. 

3. The present Rahuri Taluka consists of 118 villages-11 0 Government 
and 8 inam : !HJ villages had revision rates introduced into them last year; 17 
villages remain to be revised, and 1 inurn village will ha,·e survey rates intro­
duced into it for the first time shortly, total 117; leaving only 1 in;i.rn village, 
Eklare, into which the imimdar refuses to have survey rates introduced at all. 
'J'he ac<·ompanying map shows the position of the above villages; while the 
different colour~ denote the rates now proposed to be introduced, and the red ink 
figures on the adjoining villages, the rates which were sanctioned last year. 

4. The following statement gives the general results regarding area, as ob­
tained by the present survey, and what was recorded by the former survey:-

5. Here again I have to remark upon the decrease in total area as record­
ed by the present survey, as I did lately in my report upon ·the remainin"" villa""es 
of Sangamner. 'l'he decrease amounts to 2·5 per cent., and is to be fo~d alm~st 
entirel_y among the hill villa~fes in the south. western part of the tal.~ka, a?d can, 
I consider, be only aecounted for from the more careful manner m whrch the 
boundaries of these villages are laid down at the present time, havin"" the un­
doubted data of a scientific survey as a guide. There is a very consid~rable in­
crease in the arable area, the cause of which, doubtless, may be looked for in the 
more careful mode of cultivating now than formerly, resulting in a ""ood deal of 
land which formerly was considered unarable, simply because it was c~vered with 
low serub bushes, being now brought under the plough. 

6. The next is the usual _statement showing the percentage difference in 
the areas of survey fields, accordmg to present and former measurements :-

In a total of 3,140 survey numbers, differences of area, in excess of 10 per 
cent., were found in 191 numbers; considering the very rough nature of the 
country to the south-west, where most of these villages lie, cut up as it is with 
Jeep n:ihls, almost ravines, the above cannot be considered a very large number 
of important differences. ' 

7. Classing operations were carried out on the same system as described 
in my former report on this taluka, No. 145, of the 15th .l!'ebruary 1880, a 
copy of which is appended for the sake of reference: vide paras. 6 and 7. 

8. To the same report I would beg to refer you for a general description 
of the taluka, climate, productions, communications, markets, and manufactures, 
paras. 8 to 19. In consequence of most of the villages uuder report being situated 
amonO" the hills in the south-western part of the ttiluka, and subject to a heavier 
and e~rlier rainfall, the monsoon crops are in excess ; while in the 4 villages 
transferred to the Nacrar T:iluka, and situated on the main road leading to

9. There are 46 cotton cloth looms and 25 for weaving coarse blankets 
(kamblis) in the large market town of Vambori; also 15 of the latter descrip­
tion of looms in the village of Kh:imba; besides the above, there are no other· 
manufactures of any kind. 'l'he inhabitants of the south-western villages resort 
mostly to Rahuri as their hazar town ; Sakur in the adjoining taluka of San-
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amner to the west, is at no great distunce, hut here . the L:iz;(r is ?f n poor 
aescription. The Lazars of Y:lmbori and R;lhuri nrc ~vatluhle to the VIllages to 
the south of the t:Huka, while those of De!;lpur a!J(l Ko!Mr arc easy of access to 
the few vilhwes in the north nnd east. Full mentwn has been mudt• almnt the 
roads, and ~pecially about the railway; nothing need now he added lll·yond 
remarking that all the bridges are completed. on the latter, and two through 
trains run daily ·from Manmttd to Dhond, and vtre versd.

12. As will be seen from the above, particulars of former or 1st survPy nrc 
only obtainable for 19 villages. The items in theRe l!J villagt·s, in which the de­
crease appeurs unfavourable, arc "agricultural cattle," "shet•p and goats," "carts," 
and "horses and ponies." 'l'he decrease in "thatched hou~es" ~)walls favom·ai.Jiy. 
It is impossible to give satisfactory reasons for the decn•asc in the ubove items. 
Most probably the late famine, which was very mueh felt in this t;llnka, is the 
chief cause of decrease in agricultural cattle ancl ~hecp. It i~ to I.Je doubted also 
whether in the item of curts all that I.Jelong to the villagt•s hu\'c now I.Jeen ru­
corded. In consequ~nce. of the i~troduction of the railway, many of the carts 
may have heen sent for lure to 11 <hstancc, or sold altogdhcJ"•-for instance iu 
the large and w~althy town of Varni.Jori, inhai.Jited ehil•lly by traders, no other 

, reason can be assigned for so large a decrease in carts ns from &75 in lt!G!l-70 to 
only 88 last year, when the clmssification was done. As for the other items in which 
the percentage decrease is small, it should he rememlJl'rcd that hud these villages 
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been included in the settlement introduced last year, instead of showing a de­
crease, they would have merged into the general increase of the t;iluka, which 
would have been but a little lessened in conse11nence. 

13. Appendi.x. A. ~ives a re~nrn of the total number of survey and pot 
numbers now obtammg Ill the~e VIllages ; after dcductinrr numbers which are 
waste, it would appear that 76·7 per cent. of the rcmaGu!er are cultivated by 
the occupants themselves, ahout 3·2 per cent. are sub-let for money payments, 
nnd 19·1 per cent. for payments in grain; while only 1 per cent. of the land 
is cultivated in partner~hip with others. The system on which sub-letting is 
arranged, is the same as stated in para. 22 of my last year's report. 

14. Rtatistical Tahle No. V gives the proportion of the agricultural to the 
non-agricultural portion of the inhabitants, and to those who arc partly so em­
ployed: taken collectively the number~ are 4,529 agricultural, 690 partly so em­
plo)·ecl, and 4,209 who are non-ag1·iculturists; similar data for the first and last 
Items were recorded at the 1st survey, by which it seems that the agricultural 
inhabitants have increased 40•7 per cent., while those non-agricultural have de­
creased by 11·1 per cent. Data regarding those who only partly followed agri­
culture as a means of support was not recorded for all the villages. 

15. Statements marked B, C and Dare to he found in the Appendix giving 
information relating to sales, mortgages, and sub-letting of land during the past 
three years, obtnined from the Sub-Hcgistrar's office. As far as these cases may 
be con~idercd bo/1(1-jide transactions, they go to prove the high value put on the 
land ; the smns obtained at mortgage leads to the conclusion that the people prefer 
paring a high rate of interest rather than part with the lane! altogether. The 
suins obtained when the land has been given as security averages as much as 29 
times the survey nsRessment; while the sums obtained, when the land has been 
sold outright, is considerably less, 'Viz., abont 18·5 times the survey assessment. 

16. There are 3 schools among these villages, 1 Government and 2 pri­
vate, which are attended by 412 boys; the progress of education is marked as 
rerrards those who can read, compared to former times, as may be seen from an 
iu~1ection of Statement IV. in the Appendix. 

17. The next statement gives the areas of land, including in:im, under 
different sources of irrigation, as recorded both by the present and former 
survcvs: tile area under wells has increased by 193 per cent.;, there are 17 acres 
under. p<its, or water channels, and 37 acres under ptits and wells against none 
formerly.

22. I now come to the question of the rates of assessment to be imposed on 
revision. I mav here state that I have consulted the Surn~y Commissioner at 
his request as to the rates now proposed to be adopted. With the exception of 
the large and important baz:lr town of V amhori the ratt•s now propm;~d are 
similar to those prop~ed and sanctioned for villages adjacent to the villages 
undtr report, and which it may be assumed would have been proposed last year, 
had there been time to bring the whole ~iluka under revision settlement. 

23. In the first group* is only one villagt•, Yambori, for whieh I would 
G propose a maximum dry-cn>p rate of Rs. 1-12-0. llut. . :see S~tement marked • for the fact of it being a L:iz:lr town this village would

24. For the 2nd group, consisting of 13 villages, including the ln:im village 
of Jambulban, a maximum rate of Rs. 1-10-0 appears suitablt•. Four of tllt'se 
villages, viz., Vilad, ~imbadhera, Ismal pur, and Singm. formerly belonged to tht• 
old Rahuri Taluka; the main road from Nagar to l'i :lsik and the rail-road from 
Dhond to ~Ianmad pass through the lands of each of them, Yilad having a station. 
The remaining 8 villages lie in the immediate vieinity of those for which similar 
rates were sanctioned last year. The avt>rage pt>rccntagc increase of the group 
for 12 Government villages is 34·8 and for the lmim village 41·9 per cent.; only 1 
village, Cbikalthan, No. 2 of the group, shows :m almormal Increase, !H ·1. The 
occupied area has increased 166 acres. The former classitication was exct•l'dingly 
low, being on the average only Re. 0-3-10 per acre, while the present is He. 0-5-t>: 
this latter has been reduced, when adjusting the present cl:t.~sitication, numbe1' by 
number as far as was fairly right; the total increase in money is Hs. 2:!5 ; that 
is to say from Rs. 27.5 formerly to Rs. 500 now. 

25. In the 3rd group at a maximum rate of Rs. 1-8-0, I would pro­
pose including 1 Gowrnrnent and 2 Imim villages, Dainuib:id, ;\[;lndva, :mll 
~l:i.t(Lpur. All these villages are well situated for communication, both IJy road 
and hy rail, and are amongst those for which the same rate was sanctioned 
lJefore. The percentage increases are very moderate among these villages . 

. 26. In the 4th imd last group arc 4 villages .to. which I wou!ll apply a 
maximum dry-crop rate of Hs. 1-6-0, for reasons smular to those "IVcn to till' 
other groups; the average percentage increase of revenue in these vilhwes from 
the application of the above rate, amounts to 45·5; in 1 only does ttw"in~rease 
appear cxcessi_vc, in t~e v.illage ?f Songaon, which shows an increase of Gu·l [>er_ 
cent. The soil of tins village IS remarkably good, and the occupied area 1as 
increased nearly 28 per cent. 
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27. Of garden land at the introduction of the current settlement, there· 
were 663 acres, of which 630 acres belonged to. Government. According to the 
survey just completed, such land is found to amount to 1,997 acres, of whlch 
1,945 acres are the property of Government. Of patasthal, or land irrigated 
by water channels, formerly there was none, now there appears to be 17 acres ; 
while land under the combined influence of pats and wells amounts to 37 acres. 
For such land I would suggest an eight rupees maximum scale, soil and water 
combined: this will give an average of Rs. 3-11-3 per acre. Land under old 
or assessed wells will now be assessed, in compliance with the orders of Govern­
ment, within the highest rate on dry-crop land; while ordinary dry-crop rates 
will be imposed on lands under wells dug during the current settlement. There 
is no rice land among these villages.

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30. If these rates are approved of, I have to request that the sanction of 
Government may be obtained for their introduction into 16 Governnwnt villages 
during the current season; that is to say, into 4 villages settled in 11"4~1-50, now 
belonging to the Nagar T:Uuka; into 11 villages belonging to 1Uhnri, and 
settled in 1851-52; and into 1 lapsed village, \';imhori, sell led in 18(j!). iO. 
Next year the rates will have to be introduced into 1 Imim village. Jarnbnlban, 
settled in 1852-53, and in the following year the rates should be intrOtlneed into 
2 Government and 2 ln:im villages settled in 185:3-54. The duration of the 
revision lease should, however, continue until 1!)0!)-1!)10 for all the villages, 
with the exception of the 4 vilbges now helongin~ to Nagar, that being the 
date sanctioned for the 99 villages of the R:ihuri T:Huka settled last year.

Paras. 4...;_6.-The apparent decrease in total area is no doubt due to the 
more accurate measurements taken by the revision survey parties. The total 
number of survey "numbers'' in which differences were found between the areas 
according to the old and the new survey is given in para. 6, but tl~e whole num­
ber of survey "numbers" is not recorded in this report, so that it is not possihle 
to determine what the average accuracy of the first survey was. It may be 
noticed, however, that whereas the re-survey of the other 99 villages of the 
taluka showed an i11crease of 5,606 acres in area, the re-survey in these vil­
la"'es shows a dectease of 2,2H, so that the error in these villages is not only 
relatively much greater, but is of an opposite character. 

Para.1 ~.-The increase in population has. been ~nly 7·6 per ce~t. in .19 
villages agrunst 3~·8 per cent. m 96 other villages m the taluka m ~hi~h 
agricultural cattle mcreased 33•6 per cent. and ploughs 48•8 per cent., while m 
these villages agricultural cattle have decreased 4·2 per cent., ploughs have fully 
kept pace '1\'i.th the population, having increased 8·4 per cent., and carts have 
decreased no less than 62·7 per cent. 

In spite, therefore, of the increase in fiat-roofed and tiled houses and corre~ 
sponding decrease in thatched houses, it can hardly be said that the condition of 
the people is improved even if the Superintendent's explanations in para. 12 are 
accepted; though the decrease in agricultural cattle may of course be due to the 
exceptional effect of the famine years. The loss of the carrying trade is a seri­
ous matter for the poorer cultivators, for it is clear from the di>'proportion be­
tween the decrease in carts and in cattle that the cattle used for the carts were 
mostly plough-cattle taken for carriage when not required in the field. 

Pams. 13 and 15.-I would beg to refer to my remarks on paras. 24 and 26 
of Colonel Laughton's report on the revision in 51 villages of Sangamner. 

Pal"a. 17.-lt is curious to find an enormous increase in the nrt•a of 
irrigated land mostly watered from wells, with a decrease in ng-ricultural 
cattle; for from the table in para. 29 it is clear that dry-crop lands have not been 
relinquished to enable the holders to bestow more lahour on garden hmds. The 
explanation probably is that the cattle released from cart traffic nrc em ploycd in 
irrigation. In this way part of the loss noticed above is compensated. 

Para. 18.-lt is clear that the inhabitants have invested a considerable 
amount of capital in wells dqring the last decade. Four per cent. le8s cattle are 
used to cultivate 44,902 acres than were employed to cultivate 3\),504 thirty year:! 
ago, but they are relieved from the carrying trade, and are prohahly em ploved 
more remuneratively in irrigating crops, so that the status of the people vic;1·cd 
as agriculturists may be considered improved. · 

Para. 21.-:My remarks on paras. 24 and 26 of the report alluded to above 
(see paras. 13-15) apply here also. 

Pams. 23-26.-The rates proposed for V:imbori are fair. Not having 
visited Chikalthan I cannot say whether the proposed increase of 81·8 per cent. 
in the rates is excessive. There must have been souie reason for the abnormally 
low assessments originally imposed, and I should like to feel assured that that 
reason has so far ceased to exist that the increase of the Govern~ent demand 
from Rs. 275 to Rs. 300 is justifiable. The increase of 66·1 per cent. in the 
demand upon Sangvi seems to be justified by the physical advantages which the 
village enjoys, and might be approved. 

Para. 30.-l see no objection to the rates proposed by Colonel Laughton 
being introduced into the different groups of villages which he enumerates in 
this para. at the times which he specifies for each group, if Government are 
satisfied that the rates already sanctioned for villages of similar character in the 
taiuka are equitable, except in the case of Chikalthan, where I think some 
farther explanation should be given. The lease for all the villages in H1ihuri 
Taluka ~;hould terminate in 190~-10 and for the 4 Nagar villages in 1~10-11. 

Paras. 31-36.-l feel very diffident about offering an opinion on the suhject of 
assessing the imim village of Tahrahad to survey rates, as I know little by ex­
perience of the customary tenures of the Deccan, but the in{Lm<hlr will hardly be 
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satisfied with rat~s ~hich subject him to a loss, and I venture to think that it is 
not necessary ~o mstst that, because an inam village is in the neighbourhood of 
Government VIllages all assessed at a certain rate, the inamdir shall be bound 
down to t~at rate and no other. The State can afford to be a more liberal landlord 
than a p~1vate per~on, and if the in_amdar h~s not made himself unpopular by 
unauthorized. ~xactwns or _rack-rentmg, I thmk rates should be fixed for hinl 
based up?n his average rece1pts for the past thirty years if any trustworthy record 
of these IS to be found. 

. Pa1:a. 37.-Go':e~nmeni wi_ll no doubt allow an extension of the time for 
~ntroducmg the rev1s1on rates hll the 5th June if the sanction to the settlement. 
Is delayed.

I have the honour to forward a letter from the Superintendent, Poona and 
~~isik Survey, relating to the revision of assessment of 21 villages of the Rahuri 
T;iluka of the Ahmednagar Collectorate, 18 of which are Government villages and 
3 imim. This consists of a small portion of this taluka now falling due for 
revision, the greater part containing 99 villages having been revised last year 
under the sanction of Government Resolution No. 2179 of the 26th April1880. 

2. ·The decrease in the total area amounts to acres 2,274 compared with the 
former survey, or 2·5 per cent., mainly due, beyond doubt, to the more accurate 
survey now of the hilly tracts compared with that of the former survey. As 
regards the increase in the arable area, which amounts to about 7 per cent., it is 
due to land being now classed as productive which thirty years ago was considered 
to be of no value. The changed circumstances of the present time compared with 
those of the past give any land, which will give even grazing, a value which it did 
not possess formerly when more than half the arable land of these villages was 
unoccupied waste. Some of this land, formerly recorded as unarable and now as 
arable, may be now under the plough; but it is probable that the greater portion of 
it is kept for grazing purposes, as it appears that 19·4 per cent. of the occupied 
area is so kept in grass. The question of land being actually under the plough 
or not has nothing to do with it bein~ now recorded as arable or unarable ; there 
is some looseness of expression on this point in the· end of the Superintendent"s 
5th paragraph; whether land is productive or not is the present sole test. 

· 3. These villages include several scattered villages in the valley of the 
Pravara River in the north of the taluka, which comprises much of the very best 
land in the to.iluka, but the main bulk of them forms an almost continuous fringe 
on the southern border of the taluka. · The villages on each side of the Mula 
River on the extreme south-west of the taluka comprise a broken and hilly 
tract with generally a light soil. In these villages the rainfall is reputed to be 
heaviet• and earlier than in the other parts of the t:tluka, and thus suits their 
soil, which is much more fit for kharif than for rabi cultivation. 

4. As regards communications, the railway, which runs north and south 
thrmwh the t;llukn, passes through and in the vicinity of the south-eastern vil­
la()'cs ~nd within about 16 miles of the most distant village from it in the south­
w~stern block of villages, which thus appear to be at some disadvantage, compared 
with the rest, as regards communications, but probably at some advantage as·· 
regards rainfall. 
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5. Bajri and jowari are the principal crops, comprising no less than 74 per 
cent. out of 80·6 per cent. of the cultivated proportion of the arable area of the 
tal.uka, the remaining 6 per cent. being made up of small quantities of miscel­
laneous produce, which can hardly suffice beyond home consumption. 

6. The population is exceedingly sparse, showing but 67·8 to the square 
P 10 mile against 58·1 thirty vears ago. The average popu. 

ara. · lation to the square miie in the rest of the t.lluka 
settled last year was 107 to the square mile. The low rate in these villages is 
evidently due to the hilly tracts in t!)e south-west. bf the total area no less than 
three-sevenths consist of land which is now considered as valueless and unarable; 
such a tract would never in an agricultural country be found with anything beyond 
a very thin population. 

7. The better class of houses exhibits a decided increase. In the head of 
P 11 a~icultural cattle there is a, small decrease, and in other 

a.ra. • kmds of cattle a small increase. The Superintendent 
expresses a doubt about the returns of the agricultural cattle, and considers that 
some may have been absent with carts working for hire, which is very probable. 
The recorded number of working cattle would give about 30 acres of cultivated 
land to each pair, which is not a very excessive area when the lightness of the soil 
is considered; and allowing some small margin for cattle absent and not counted, 
it would not appear that there is at present any great deficiency of cattle for the 
work to be done, though it is pretty certain that a considerable reduction in 
numbers has occurred in the famine of four years ago, which has not yet been 
recovered. Still, as will be seen by the next paragraph, the agricultural cattle are 
very considerably more numerous than the Superintendent supposed. 

8.. The reduction in carts from 675f-? ~52 in _19 of the villages-those only 
for which complete present and past statistics existed-struck me as requiring 
more explanation than that given by the Superintendent. I therefore requested 
him to.send men. an~ hav~ the numbe!'5 of carts. and cattle carefully counted 
afresh m three fair-Sized villages, of which V ambori was to be one, that being the 
village in which the Superintendent remarks in a decrease "from 575 in 1869-70 
to only 88 carts last year." The following is the result of this examination :-

9. '!lJe di~erence IS very great, m cattle alone a fraction over 10 per cent.­

a. proportion whwh, :uJ.ded to th~ cattle fo~merly recorded, would make up a v.ery 
fair average proportiOn. The difference ID the carts is greater still the number 
now recor?ed being nearly treble that recorded last year. I may 'further note 
that the village officers' return of cattle and carts recorded in the village papers 
of last year is so~ewhat in ~xcess of the. survey return of the present year in 
cattle and greatly 10 excess lP, carts. It IS unfortunate that the survey returns 
should be so open to doubt il). the fir11t instance ; but our people cannot compel 
true information, and whether from th.e indifference of those concerned or worse 
there is no doubt that erroneous inform~~otion is constantly given. ' ' 
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~ 0. The Statements B., C. and D. appended to the Superintendent's letter. 
showmg the reco:ded data regarding mortgages, sales and leases of land, present 
no remarkable pomts, and show. ge~erally that la?d has a good marketable value. 
The record. of leases ~r sub-lett~ng IS somewhat remarkable as giving an unusual 
number of mstances m so few villages of land sub-let for cash rents, which appear 
~orange from. twi~e to even ten times the survey assessment. The average rent 
m the cases g1ven IS above five (5) times the survey assessment. 

11. The increase in the area irrigated from wells is great: acres 658 thirtv 
years ago an~ acres 1,930 now. The total nuinber of wells appear to have increased 
from 259 thirty years ago to 372 now. P<itasthal irrigation, or that from channels 
from streams, is of mo.st trifling extent in these villages-acres 37 only-from the 
absence of natural facilities for this kind of irrigation. 

12. Regarding prices there is nothing new to be said. Here as every­
where else the averagt>s of the last ten vears show an increase of much over cent. 
per cent. compared ";ith the average rites of the first ten years after the expired 
settlement. But the excellent harvest which has just come in, has induced a verv 
heavy fall in the common food grains, which just at the present time probably 
range not more than a fourth dearer than the average price of thirty years ago. 
For the last week of :\Iarch the average price of Mjri is 60 lbs. and of jow:tri 
81 lbs. per rupee in the Nagar Collectorate. · The present is, however, always the 
cheapest time of the year, and it is most improbable that the average of the year 
will not he mnd1 abon' the present price. Still the excellent harvest, just got 
in, will fill up local stocks. and will, undouhteclly, induce a fall in the almormally 
high prices which han· premiled since 1876·77- prices which have pressed with 
unusual severity on the poorer non-producing classes. . 

1:3. The almost cxclusi\·e cultivation in these villages of the common food 
grains, which are subject to so great fltietuations in price, is a disadvantage which 
appears to attach particularly to the villages in the south-west, and is entailed to 
a great extent by the quality of the greater proportion of the soil. which is not 
suitable for the growth of the higher class of products in constant demand at 
!:lteadit•I· priees for export<ttion. At paragraph 20 of the Superintendent's letter a 
great ntass of figured statements is given in an unnecessarily cumbersome form, 
showing the past revenue history of these villages. The general conclusion to be 
drawn from all the figures tabulatt•d is that, under the expired settlement, the occu­
pied area appears as more than doubled and the revenue as increased about 20 per 
cent. in the last year compared with the averages of the first ten years of the 
settlrnwnt. A decn·ase in the occupied area is referred to by the Superintendent 
as having occurred in the large town of V1imbori with an inerea~e in revenue. 
There would appear to he some error in this: the occupied area of Government 
land as shown in Appendix F. 5 in 187£1.80 is greater than in any previous year 
except 11:\78.7\l, and the assessment of it, while a little lt'ss than that of the 
preceding year, shows no ditference from the average range of recent years. The 
net collections were, however, disturbed by the outstandings of the famine. 

14. There is nothing remarkable in the number of notices issued in default of 
punctual payment of revenue; but the number of actual 

Pnrn. 21 • sales is mueh greater than usual in 1878-7£1, sale hav-
ing followed in 161 cases of 164 notices issu~d. It appenrs that acres 4,337, 
bem·ing survey assessment Rs. L6£1o, were sold 111 default of payment of revenue 
in thnt year m;d brought the sum of Hs. 1.715,-" the amount due to Government 
being Rs. 1,804'',-it must be ~ssunwd frm_n more than on~ year's revenue being 
due in some cases. The Supermtendent g1ves IJO exphmatwn whatever regard­
incr this vt•rv unusunl number of snks. which was certainly a prominent point 
requiring n~tiee. We !nay assun~e that it was ~ue. to the ~!e.aring ~If in 1R78-7!l 
the amount of outstandmgs resultmg from the famme of 181 h· 77 w1th the form of 
a sale and that in many cases a- nominal bid from Government closed the case. 
The land was, evidently by the assessment, of low quality, and with a population 
so sparse as the average here, and a great supernbundance of very poor lm1d, 
there could he no sueh general demand for lm1d as would IH't,p in occupation 
that of the pauper cultivntors throw~! out by. the drought of ~i:\76-77. E':ery­
where some propm·tion of pauper cultivators Will be found to exist, nnd especmlly 
in tracts where there is so much poor soil as here.

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15. I now come to the question of the revised rates of assessment to be im­
posed. I would appear plain that the ratl's 1mnctionecl last year for the .mass of 
the uiluka must. set the stanclard for the small fraction of it now under report, and 
to this effect I dire~o:ted the Supetintendent to make his l!roposals. The appended 
map will show the rates proposed now and those san<-11oned last year. ~ tllag<'S 
are generally placed under the same maximum rates as those adjan·nt to them 
were last year: the on~y e>:ception is Y:irnbori, ~hich being a lar~e tradin~ to,wn a!ld 
close to a railway station, 1s put at Rs. 1-12-0 mstead of Hs. 1-10-0, wluch IS qmte 
proper. The m1~y d~ubt which will occur is the propriety of placing the v}.llages on 
each side of the r1ver m the south-western corner under the same rates as\ 1l:ld, &c.,

but it will materially affect the result as regards several villages which certainly 
are not among those under the most favourable conditions. A statement is 
appended, showing the general result after the above modification. 

16. The general result as thus modified will be an increa:<c of revenue from 
Rs. 18,677 to Rs. 25,082, an increase of 34·2 per cent., which will probably Lc 
reduced Ly some 2 per cent. in the calculation of the ratt•s in dl'lail. The m·t 
increase on the mass of the uiluka revised last year was 40 per cent. This indud­
ed a larger proportion of fine land and plain country, so that tlw present in­
crease of 30 per cent. will not IJe at all out of proportion, e!<peeially when it is 
considered that four-fifths of the whole revenue comes from villages well situated 
and only one-fifth from the inferior corner of the t:iluka to the south-west. 

17. The average rate per acre of the occupied area all over was Re. 0-7-4 
under the old assessment and will Lc Re. 0-9-10 under that now proposed-an 
increase of He. 0-2-6 per acre. 

18. The above relates solely to the 18 Government villages; there are 
3 inam villages also for revision. One, as above referred to, is in the south-western 
block, the maximum rate of which I propose to reduce to Rs. 1-8-0. This will 
make the increase of assessment in this village 29·7 per cent. The other 2 
initm villages, ~l:indva and ~I:ihtpur, are in the valley of the Pravara; tlwir 
maximum rates are Rs. 1-8-0, similar to the adjacent villa,ges settled last year. The 
increase of revenue in each of them is respectively 5 and 25 per cent. 

19. If the above proposals are approved. of villages alJOvc reported on. 
in (17) seventeen Government villages the settlement will be introduced in the 
current season, to take effect in 18i:H-82. Next year the rates will be introduced 
into 1 inam village, to.take e~ect in 1882-83; and i~ the following year into 
2 Government and 2 m:im VIllages, to take effect m 188:.!-tH. For all the 
present settlement will last till19U9-10, inclusive, that being the date for the 
bulk of R:ihuri, except for the 4 villages now in the Nagar T:Uuka, in which the 
thirty years of the present settlement will terminate in A. D. l!H0-11. 

20. If these proposals are approved, I IJcg that in accordance with Section 
74 of the Revenue Code the time for receiving resignations may be extended t(} 
the 5th June. 

21. The Collector's remarks on the Superintendent's proposals do not re­
quire any special notice. The modifications proposed by me in the rates will 
apparently be quite in accordance with his views, and will in the main obviate the 
special objection he has raised as to the great amount of the increase of assessment 
in the village of Chikalthan.

Commissioner, forwarding a report by Colond IM"IIlghton, 
Superintendent, Poona and Nnsik Sm·vcy, relating to the revi><ion of ll""''""mt·nt 
of 21 villages of the R:ihuri T:iluka in the Ahmednagar Di><tril'l, togt-ther. with a 
Memorandum from ~Ir. King, tile Collector of Abmednagar, remarking on tht' 
Survey Suprintendent's Report. 

2. As pointed out by the Collector, wilile in the re-surwy oft II(' 9() villagrs 
lately resettled there was an incrrusc of 5,1iOG acre.:> in the total urea. the rt•· 
survey of tile 21 villages under consideration shows a decrea><t' of :?.:!14 aercs. 
It is, however, to be noticed that while tilere is this decrea,;e in tht• total area, there 
is an increase of 3,429 acres in the arable area. The Sun·ey Commi,;,;ioner explains 
that the decrease in total area is due to the gn•a!l'r at·euracy of the re-survev, 
and also to the hilly nature of the country in which the original surn·y opt•ratior"Js 
were not very carefullv carried out. The incrca"e of arable area is chil'flv due 
to the fact that at the time of the original surwy great liberality was t•xe'rci,;ed 
in treating land which was not then actually under cultivation us uncultm·able. 

3. The portion of the ttiluka under review is but thinly populalt•d; the 
average population to the Sf!Uarc mile to the original settlement was 51:!·1 ; now 
it is 67·8 to the square mile. 

4. It is unsatisfactory that the return regarding carts and cattle was not 
framed with care in the first instance. While from the original return it would 
appear that the number of carts in the 19 villng~s had decreased fi'Om H75 to 252 
it is shown by the results of the re-examination ordered by the Snnt'\' ('ommis: 
sioner that in a villages alone. there were :3fl8 cnrts; while further, at:eordincr to 
returns submitted !Jy the village officers, the numlJL'r is ~till gn·att•r, IJt~in"' ~II. 
Had the scrutiny directed hy the Honourable Colonel Anderson been made<> in all 
the 19 villages in place of in 3 only, it is more than probable that the total for 
the l9 villages would have been an increase instead of a deert•ast·. The Coiled or 
will be requested to inquire into the matter and to find out who is reallv to 
blame, in view to steps !Jl'ing taken to puni,;h those who supplied so exct•ed(norh• 
unreliable information in the first instance. "' · 

5. I do not agree with the Collector in his remarks on para. 11 of the 
Survey Sup~rintendenfs _Heport. It is a sutisfa~tory proof of the intdligt•nee 
and enterprise of tile cultivators that they use the1r plough cattle in carts. The 
plough cattle are for the greater portion of the year usele,;s as ngricultural stock 
and the culti\·ators, by keeping _carts and using their plough cattle in the carting 
trade, are adding greatly to their means and resources. 

6. While the increase of general population has not, as noticed above been 
large, it appears that there has been a considerable increase in the numbe/ of the 
agricultural class. llut while the agricultnrnl inhabitants have increased ·1-0·7 
per cent., the non-agricultural population has decrenscd 11·1 per cent. 'l'he 
statementt~ accompanying Colonel Laughton's report show that the urea of 
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cultivation has larf?ely exten~ed,. and it is easy to trace the natural connection 
be~ween the extenston of culttvatton and the increase in the agricultural popu­
latiOn. As regards the decrease_ amongs~ the ?on-a~ricultural classes, it is more 
than probable that the country m que~t10n bemg htlly _and affording few profit-· 
able e~ployments, many of the tradmg class have mtgrated to wealthier and 
better sttuated places where the opportunities for trade are greater . 

. 7. It is e:-tremely sat~sfactory to find that so many as 76·7 per cent. of the 
cultivated holdmgs are cultivated by the occupants themselves and that the land 
has a high market value. ' 

8. One of the most promising features in these villaooes is that the area 
under irrigation, both from wells and pats, has materially inc~eased, and that the 
condition of the people has so far improved that they have been able to expend 
money in wells, the increase in which is nearly 40 per cent. 

9. I agree with the Survey Commissioner in the principle on which he has 
IJased the grouping of the several villages in question, and I consider that the 
maximum rates proposed by the Survey Superintendent are moderate and fair, 
except in the case of the 12 south-western villages, for which the Survey Com­
missioner recommends a reduction of the maximum rate from Rs. 1-10-0 to 
Rs. 1-8-0. I agree with the Honourable Colonel Anderson that the south-western 
villages being situated in the most hilly and inaccessible part of the taluka with a 
comparatively poor soil, in which the cultivators for the most part grow only the .. 
common kinds of food grain, which are, as a rnle,only locally consumed, and where 
there is little or no export trade, we are not justified in placing these villages on · 
a par with those which are better situated as regards the facilities and means of 
('X port. 

10. 'l'he villages of Nimbadhera, Vihtd, Ismalpur and Singva are favourably 
situated as regards roads and markets, and should, as proposed, be placed in the 
maximum rate of Rs. l-10-0. · 

11. As regards V:imbori, I agree with the Honourable Colonel Anderson 
that., for the reasons given, it should ha·ve a maximum rate of Rs. 1-12-0. 

12. The Survey Commissioner points out in paras. 16 and 17 of his report 
that the t·evenue will increase from Rs. 18,677 toRs. 25,0.'l2, being an increase 
of 34·2 per cent., and that t~e average rate p~r acre of the occupied area, which 
was annas 7-4 under the exptred settlement, wtll, under the settlement now pro­
posed, be annas 9-10, giving an average ~ncrease of annas 2·6 per acre. This is 
.ou the whole moderate. . 

13. I recommend the revision settlement to Government for sanction, and 
request that the time for ;receiving resignations may, under Section 74 of the 
Land Hcvenue Code, be extended to the 5th of June. . 

H. }lr. King comments on the 31-36 paras.' of Colonel Laughton's report 
regarding the imtm :village of 'l'aharabad. I found th~.t Colonel Laughton's letter 
.only contained 31 paras. and that there was no mentwn whatever of Taharabad. 
I accordinO"ly addressed Colonel Laughton, and he has replied that he removed 
tile paras. in question at the requ~st of Colonel Anderson, the Survey Sett~ement 
Commissioner, on the understandmg that Colonel Anderson would deal _With the 
question of the Taharabad settlement. I presm~1e, therefore, that a speetall~tter 
will be received from Colonel Anderson regarding the settlement of the mam 
yillage of Taharabad.

T~try ar~ <le~cribed a~ occupying for 
the most part a broken and htlly tract With a hght sml, lmt. the ralllfallts report­
ed to be heavier than in other parts of the t:iluka. Khartf crops )..'Teat.ly pre· 
dominate, Mjri and jowari forming the principal pro<iuds. l'ommummttona 
appear to be fair, but the population is l'Xet•edingly ~par~e. being only IJi·S to the 
~quare mile as against 58·1 at the date of the former suncy. 

2. The statistical table given at paragraph 11 of the Superiutenclent's repo;t 
shows, with one exception, the usual re~ults in n·cc•nt re,·i><ton sun·l'y r<'ports Ill 

the Deccan. There is a considerable decrease in ~h··•·p ancl goal!<, a slight. de­
crease in agricultural and a slight increal'c in milch cattle. with an inerea~e under 
the head of ploughs and hou8eS of the better sort. The exc .. plion rdern·d to 
above is the extraordinary decreas<', :unonntin~ toli2 pt•r cent .. in tlH· nnrnlwr of 
cart.,. This naturally attracted the attention uf the Survey l'ommi,.,;ioner who 
verr properly instituted some close eiHjllirit•s to test the truth of the ligures. 
The result or these enCjllirics, w!Jidt cmhraet·cl three villages, is giwn in 
Uolonel Anderson's paragraph 8, and seems to inclicatt• that the returns given Ly 
the Superintendent, both of cattle and carts, are altogether faulty, and that the 
number of the latter must be immensely ill excess of what he supposed. The 
result, however, of the detection of this error naturally leads Government to 
regard the rest of the statistical returns with some mistrust. 

3. The Superintendent's report and the appendices therl'to contain a con­
siderable amount of evidence of the gradual increase in prosperity of the villages 
undl'r review. The marketable value of land appears to be high; there lu~., also 
been a large increase in the number of wells and in the area of land irrigated 

. from them. The record of prices shows that there has been a graclual and steady 
rise during the past thirty years; and though prices of tlwprincipal food-grains are 
at the present moment extraordinarily low, Government see no reason to doubt 
that, in spite of violent temporary fluctuations, the general rise as compared 
with the prices of thirty years ago is to some extent based on permanent conditions. 
The information as to the past revenue history of the villages under review which 
is tabulated at the Superintendent's paragraph 20 might have been greatly con­
densed with advantage. It appears that remissions almost censed undct· the late 
settlement and outstanding balances were very small except in the years 18il-i2 
to 18i9-80, when it is presumed that the annual average was swelled hy the 
famine. Occupied area and revenue greatly increased. There were 191 notices 
for the payment of revenue issued during the three years 187i-i8 to 18i!J-80, 
but the proportion of sales in distraint, which were 11J2 in number, or 84 per cent. 
of the notices, was most unusual and ought at once to have attracted the attention 
of the Superintendent, who says nothing in explanation. ".illc '::nrvcy Commis­
sioner conjectures, and the conjecture is probably ju~t., 'that the ur~u,.,,,J ••umber 
of sales is probahly due to the liquidation in 1!:liPJ-7!J of outstand1~1g8 from ·~ .... 
two previous famine years, when the form r;r a sale. would be Ill many cases 
necessary in order to give the incoming tcnp,ht a good title.

The above proposals are subjected to considerable modification by Colonel 
And~rson. lie approves of the rate fixed for the village of Vambori, the only 
one m the first group, and from the second group, with a maximum dry-crop rate 
of Rs. 1-10-0, he removes 9 villages in the south-west portion of the tal.uka 
including 1 imim village into the group below, assessed at Rs. 1-8-0. Under 
Colonel Anderson's proposals there will be therefore 1 village in the first group, 
4 in the second, 12 in the third, and 4 in the last or fourth group. Three of 
the villages in the third group are imim. The result of these modifications will 
be to raise the assessment from Rs. 18,677 to Rs. 25,082 on the Government vil­
lages, an increase of 34·2 per cent. Colonel Laughton's proposals gave an increase 
on the Government villages of from Rs. 18,677 to Rs. 26,652 or 35·9 per cent. 
Government are of opinion that the modifications made by the Survey Commis­
sioner are judicious, and Colonel Anderson's proposals both for the Government 
and inam villages are accordingly approved and sanctioned for the period pro­
posed in Colond Anderson's paragraph 19, that is, till 1909-10 inclusive for the 
17 villagPs in !Uhuri and tilli910·ll for the 4 villages in Nagar. The maximum 
garden rate of Hs. 8 is also approved. The average percentage increase on the 
~9 villages of the R:ihuri T:iluka which were settled last year under Government 
sanction was 40 per cent. over the old assessment, so that the present increase is 
considerably less. 

5. Under ordinary circumstances the revised rates would have been intro­
duced during the current season into 16 of the Government villages under review, 
in the ~cason of 1881-82 into 1 imim village, and in. the season of 1882-ti:l 
into 2 imim and 2 Government villages. The revised rates as now sanc­
tioned are, however, only to be levied in and from 1883-84. For the two 
intermediate years as regards the 16 Government villages referred to, Govern­
ment direct that a temporary settlement shall be in force in them under which 
the mtes of the old assessment shall be collected plus an addition of 3 annas in 
each rupee of assessment. The assessments for 1881-82 and 1882-83 as thus en­
hanced should be announced immediately, so that they may be introduced (section 
10:3 of the Land Revenue Cocle) in the current year and levied in 1881-82. 1'he 
revised assessment to be levied in 1883-84 should be announced in 1882-83, so 
that it may be levied in the following year. 

6. Colonels Anderson and Laughton should be thanked for their reports.

2. The rates as they stand at prt•sent have lwen ~<:metio~m·rlunolt·r tht;_ o~th·•·~ 
contained in Government Resolutions No~. 21!\1 of ~lith Ap:al 1:-<."~1 an•l.:!;J4_'J _of 
21st June lll81, which deal with 99 and 21 Vlllago·s re:<pedavely, mduolang_wam. 
The general result of the revi~t.'d rah·s in the g:oup of !Hi Gowrnnwnt valla.~t·s 
was to raise the assessment IJy 40·1 per cent., while that propo~o·d f~•r. the rt·mn•n­
ing 18 villa o-ct; causes an enhancement of ;35·\1 per eent. t'ornlomJng t ht• two 
groups I find that the total enhancement, .resulting_ from the propo,.;als. for tho• 
whole t:lluka amounts to 39·5 per ceut. I he sanetwnetl raft•:' for the tu·st and 
largest group were actually announced to the cultivator:< in 1 :0:0-"1. but the Je,·y of 
the full rates has not yet been brought into ell(·et. owing to tho: ortl•·rs of liowrn­
ment contained in their circular letter to the l'ommis~ioners. :\o. :24ti~. clall'cl :lnl 
May 1881, by which a uniform remission is gi,·en on caeh kiHita so as to bring­
down the enhancement to about 20 per cent. a·lvanec upon tht• old as:"t'"-~u•ent. 
The revised rates in the second group have not even bceu announecd to the cul­
tivators, their levy havino- been deferred untill::-l~:j.S-4 anti an int•·rmt•tliary settle­
ment being made under ;hich the old rates arc lt·vietl with au a<lolition of :1 anna~< 
in each rupee of assessment. In no part of the t.iluka, ther"fore, han· the full 
revised rates been levied. 

3. As Government will see from a reference to the corre:<pondt•Jwe whil'h 
preceded their Resolutions Nos. 4052 and H:II, date:! :2:!ml .lmw and ~:In! Odo!Jcr 
1882 respectively, the question of the suitability of tlw rcvi,.•·tl raft•,; in the Itihuri 
Taluka has been much under my consideration sinr:e l assunwcl charge of thill 
office. I have never faltered in my opinion, which I have more than ouct' express­
ed, that the rates which Government have sanctioner! do not absorb an undue 
share of the net produce of the soil, and that there is no rt•asun tD tplcstion their 
general fairness and the soundness of the pl'incipil's upon which they were original­
ly based. 

4. At the same time it does not follow that because the ratt•s are woderalt~ 
in themselves it may not be expedient to modify them in the direct inn of still 
greater moderation when we are specially called on to revise them with n•gard 
to existing circumstanceR, and there arc three reasons which appear to me tD render 
such a course decidedly expedient at the present time. In the first place thl' 
Secretary of State has demurred to the imposition of so large a measure of 
enhancement at one stroke, and has culled special attention to the limit of enhance­
ment in t:ilukas and groups of VIllages which was laid down by the Government 
of Sir Philip Wodchouse in 1874 and the spirit of which he considers to he appli­
cable tD revised settlements generally.* l n the second place, since the rates, and 
especially those of the first villages, were fixed, we Lave learnt n lesson, which 
has !akc~ the most experienced and the best informed olliccrH by surprise, in the 
fall m priCes of not only the common cereals, but some of the more important 
exportable products. In 1880, when the proposals were formulated for the mnin 
group of villages, not only had the recovery from the famine been wonderfully 
rapid, but prices were continuing on a high level. It was not until the com-

5. ~Iy third reason for supporting a modification of the assessments is that 
since the proposals for &ihuri were sanctioned, rates for the nei"hbourin"' taluka 
of Nevasa have been approved of, which are decidedly lower in their pit;h, I do 
not attribute this to any di!lerence of opinion between my predecessor and my­
self, although my general mm at enhancement may be somewhat lower than his 
but to the different conditions existing at the time the several proposals wer~ 
submitted. As, moreover, the Nevasa proposals have received the approval of 
tbe Secretary of State, and his ideas and those of Government may be said to have 
come into perfect accord, it would be well to see that the rates for the Rahuri 
T;iluka are consistent with those ideas, and that they dovetail in with the rates of 
the villages to which they are contiguous. 

6. As Government have requested me to place myself in communication on 
the subject with the Commissioner of the Division and the Collector of Ahmed­
nagar, I addressed them a demi-officialletter in which I pointed out the conditions 
of Loth t<lluk;\s and, with reference to the enhancement of 27·9 per cent. approved 
of for Ncvasa, expressed my opinion that the amount of enhancement of the land 
revenue aimed at for Rahuri should be about 32 per cent. over the demands of the 
expired settlement. I append a copy of their replies, from which it will be seen 
that they both agree with me in this starting point and leave me to fill in the 
details of the scheme. Mr. Robertson has rightly referred to the alteration in 
rates which it is proposed to make as a concession to the rayats, for in no other 
sense than a concession can it be fairly regarded. 

7. The attention of the Secretary of State appears to have been re-directed 
to his objection to the R;\huri settlements by the remarks of the Commissioner, 
C. D., in para. 7 of his letter No. R-1123 of 20th March 1882, forwarding my 
proposals for the revision settlement of the Nevasa T;iluka, in which he brought 
to notice the difference of (6) six annas in the maximum rates applied to the con- . 
tiguous villages of the Rl\huri and Nevasa tlllukas at the north-east corner of the 
former. In para. 36 of my Settlement Report I had to some extent accounted 
·for this difference, but not altogether, and I am of opinion that, to commence 
with, the rates of the villages of the Rahuri Taluka at this point may b.e reduced 
to Rs. 1-6-0 or by 2 mums, which will do away with aU appearance of anomaly. 

8. Having made this change in the rating of these villages, it is necessary 
to carry the alt~rations som~what further so as to make the whole scheme. of 
grouping and ratuw symmetncal. I have endeavoured to keep as far as possible 
to the system of g~oupin_g arranged by Colonel Anderson,, b~t there art; one or 
two slight alterations whJCh I would suggest from my own mtlmate experience ot 
the ttlluka which will I trust commend themselves to Government. 

9. I beg to append tw~ maps m~·ked A and B, the forme: showing In wate~ 
colours the grouping and ratmg accordmg ~o the pres~nt sanctiOned scheme and 
the latter those which I proposed to substitute. It will be seen that I have re­
tained in the first group onl~ three v!llages, viz., R~\huri Budruk and R~lhuri 
Khurd, which are one vil~age m everytl~m!j but the nam~, and Vambori •. ~hese 
are large bazar towns m clo~e proximity to. the railway and ·contauung a 
wealthy population of non-agncultural ?onsumers and expo:ters of pr~duce. 
l have removed from Colonel AnderSO!lli first group the villages of D1gras;

10. The villages which I propose to include in the s.econd gronp are those 
shown in blue in the map B. They ~mbrace the 3 vtllages exclude<! from 
the first group, all the villages •included 10 t!le second woup under the pre~nt 
sanctioned scheme aud 15 of the westem villages of Colonel Anderson s th1rd 
"'roup which have' a decided advanta"'e in climate over the remaining villages of 
0 ' " • I . II . I that gronp. My second group is a large one; hut, after Wl"Jg ling" a cons11 era-
tions, I think that the villages included in it have such e•1ual mlvanta.~t·s that 
there is no roo:n for distinction. The villages to the west have undonhtedly 
the surest and most plentiful r.tinfall, but t~e defi~i~·•.tcy in this .rc:>J!l'et of the 
villa"'es to the east is made up by the snperwr fac1h!Jes they enJ<>Y m the way 
of railway and road communicatio~s and proximity t~l large l';iz:irs. Tl~e villag~s 
added from Colonel Anderson's tlurd group are parhcularly line ones, situated m 
a comparatively we~l-wooded coun!ry an<! n~u~l~ favouretlT !Jy_ rah!r;~ll. ~ly pro­
posed _third group mcludes. the Vll.lages adJ.Ollllng the ~~:vasa 1 alub, !A:l the 
reductiOn of the rates of wh1c.h specml attention has been <hrected, and also the 
villa"'es in a strip to the east of the second group running from north-west to 
south-east. In this strip the precariousness of the rainfall commo·nees to be 
much felt, and in the 13 villages in the elbow to the nort h-t':J.~t of th" t:iluka 
which I have proposed to form into the fourth group the precariousness becomes 
very marked. These last villages possess tine soil, lmt re•1uiring a guotl r.Lin. 
fall to render them productive, while good rainfalls are the exception rather 
than the rule. 

11. As reg~mls the maximum rate to be applied to each g-roup, I propose 
to take the key note from the villages specially re<luct•rl, which form part of the 
third class, the rate of which should therefore be Rs. 1-6-0. The fourth group 
may be rated 2 annas lower or at Rs. 1-4. For tlw first :Jn<l second groups, instmd 
of Rs. 1-12-0 and Rs. 1-10-0 as at present, I woul<l recommt·nd maximum rates 
of Rs. 1-10-0 and Rs. 1-8-0. The villages of the 1st group recein·d a distinctively 
high rate under the present system on account of their proximity to the recently 
constructed line of railway ; but I would wh:h to obser\'e that, great as are the 
advantages of railway communication, the immediate IJenclit of the opening of 
a railway is liable to be exaggerated in the case of a district like Ahmednagar, 
which was distinctly in a backward comlition as regards development and hus­
bandry when the railway bisected it. In a district like Kh:intlt•sh, for instance, 
where the soil is peculiarly fitted for the growth of exportable proJuce, the 
response to the opening of the railway was immediate ami permanent; but in 
many parts of Ahmcdnagar the soil l'CIJUires additional care mul improving to 
raise the' superior kinds of crops, while in those parts of the district where the 
soil is best suited for the produce of exportnble commodities the raynts have got 
into a certain groove from which it is difficult to tempt them. The average 
.Ahmednagar cultivator is the creature of habit, and he will go on cultivating his 
entire holding of however superior soil with the coarser food gmins, even 
although he finds that the railway ec1ualizes prices to such an extent that his 
surplus produce in years of local scarcity is of as little selling value as his 
surplus in years when there is a local glut. It is only after a short period of 
bitter experience that such cultivators learn the lesson that they must 
improve their cultivation and alter their habits to suit the requirements of 
the rapid communications placed within thei1• reach. Tile position of an unen­
tc~prising ~~l~ivat.or in a <~istrict like Ahmednagar for the fi1•st few ye;trs of 
rmlw~y fa?•htJe> IS much hke that of th~ han<~·loom weaver when machinery 
was ~rst m~roduced, who went on. workmg w1th the old procl'sses and almost 
starvwg until compelled to adapt lumsclf to a new state of things. But the 
cultivators when they once awake to the rec1uiremcnts of their situation a•·e not 
slow to avail the!fiselves of. the . oppor~uni~ies they possess, and the re-action is 
usually very rap1d. Certam cr1tlcs, JUdgmg from the pel'iod of unsettlement 
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which. a backward district ~ndergoes when a railway first ·taps its resources, 
hay~ Jumped at the conclusiOn that the rayats are disadvantaged thereby and 
opm10ns to t~~t effect are not uncommonly expressed at the present 'time. 
When such critics,. moreoyer, assert ~hat the cultivators cannot, as before, make 
large profits by usi.ng their bullocks m carrying loads to the coast they do not 
remember that With ~he construction of railway comes the· op~nin"' out of 
ft>eder r_oads, and that f?r every one laborious trip formerly made to the coast 
there will be an opportumty for twenty trips to the nearest railway station, with 
probably greater profit therefrom and less wear and tear of bullock-power. 
The fact, however, that the complete advantages of the railway cannot be 
e~pect~~ to be at once fully. reaped and. appreciated by the cultivators of 
Rahur1 IS a reason for moderatiOn, and I thmk that the reduced maximum rates 
I propose of J._ls. 1-10-0 .and ~s. 1;8-0 .will be in every respect suitable. The whole 
scheme of rahng dovetails fairly m w1th that sanctioned for the Nevasa Taluka 
and leaves no anomalies to be explained. ' 

12. .The effect of my proposals on each group of villages will be seen from 
the followmg statement:-

Except in the first group of only 3 large villages, the increase on all 
the groups are within the limit prescribed in Government Resolution No. 5739, 
dated 29th October 187 4, to which reference is so often made. In Appendix C 
will be found similar figures for each village, and it will be observed that the 
limit laid down for single villages in that l{esolution is only exceeded in one 
village, Chikalthan (No. 45 ), and that to the trifling extent of 2 per cent. I 
would here remark, with reference to the Collector's observations in his letter 
appended rt>garding the increases in certain villages named by him, that in the 
Rt1huri Taluka a large increase in the assessment of a village is not of itself 
proof of severity in the actual enhancement of the maximum rates. In this 
taluka, perhaps more than in any other, there was a great laxity at the old 
survey classitication in throwing into holdings a lot of really culturable land 
under the head of unculturable, much of which is found to have been cultivated 
with no other trouble than merely breaking it up with the plough. I have 
examined the books of many villages of R;ihuri, and have found this to be the 
principal cause of nearly all the heavy increases which have been brought to 
notice. The figures for single villages in the appended statement will show that 
many of those upon which a large additional burden was placed by the already 
sanctioned scheme of revision will have a considerable relief afforded them bv 
the application of the rates which I now propose. It is of course impossible t"o 
compare the percentage enhancements for the several groups. of villages under 
the sanctioned and proposed schemes, as the constitution of the groups them-
selves has been materially altered. · 

13. The total result of.the modifications now proposed will be to reduce the 
enhancement of assessment on revision from 39·5 per cent. to 31·1 per cent., 
which is well within the limit which the Secretary of State wishes to see observed. 
It is, moreover, a near approach to the amount aimed at at starting with the 
concurrence of the Commissioner and the Collector. Comparing the R;ihuri 
'l'aluka with that of N evasa in all particulars of climate, soil, markets, communica­
tions, &c., I consider that the single ad vantage which the former possesses OYer 
the latter, viz., more handy railway communication, will be fully met, for the 
next period of guarantee at least, by the larger enhancement of ;r2 per cent. in. 
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which my proposals will result. While certainly not inappreciable, this enhance· 
ment will, I believe, he as little excessive as the Nevasa assessments were con­
sidered to be by the Secretary of State. 

14. In conclusion, if these proposals meet with the approval of Govern­
ment, I would beg to raise the question whether, looking to the material relief 
conceded to the rayats, it will be necessary to continue the scheme of remissions 
in this taluka beyond the present year, and whether it would not be advisable to· 
introduce the amended rates into Rlihuri next season when the introduction of 
the revised rates into Nevasa has been ordered by Government in their Resolu­
tion No. 8475, dated 4th December 1882. It will be very convenient to intro­
duce the rates into both tlUuklls in one and the same season. I understand from 
the Collector that the report called for in Government Resolution ~o. Sill!.l-229 
Conti., dated 12th December last, has been submitted by him through mh<takP. 
to the Commissioner, C. D., direct, instead of through this office, J>O that the 
question of continuation of remissions will soon he before Govt:rnment, and my 
opinion may be ascertained from this report.

The Commissioner, C. D., has asked me in his No. R-6115 dated the 
22nd instant, to forward to you his reply to your demi-official about the Rahuri 
rates. 

2. My own opinion coincides with his, that while making the ratin" of the 
~ahuri and N evasa villages, 'Yhich are contiguous to one another, mor~ equal, 
It would be well at the same time to generally reduce the total avera"e increase 
of the Rahuri Taluka rate to not more than 32 per cent. 

0 

2. The land at the north of the Nevasa Taluka near the Godavari is said 
by the Mamlatdar of Nevasa to be more fertile t_han in any villages in the 
Rahnri Taluka; this fact should tend to equalize the assessment in the 2 talukas, 
and though, as pointed out by you, Rahuri is no doubt better situated than 
Nevasa Taluka as regards the railway and roads, only those villages which are 
near the railway or the roads are likely to benefit by them; for instance, the 
villages of Kangar Khnrd and Budruk Galnimb, Tihipur and Khirdi are not 
near either road or railway, yet their assessment has been enhanced 40, 55, 
59·3, 45·3 and 44·5 per cent. The same remark applies to Chikalthan, Khamba 
and Vavrad villages on the western side of the Rahuri Taluka, bordering on the 
Parner Taluka ; they are hilly villages close to each other ; the soil' is said not to be 
fertile there ; the only crop sown in them is bajri, yet the assessment was raised 
in them as follows :-

Chikalthan 8\·8, Kbamha. 38·7, and Va.vrad 36·5 per cent. 

· All these villages are from 16 to 18 miles from any cart road or railway. 

3. In the same way the villages of Sangam, Vangni Khurd and Budruk, 
Khirdi, Tihtpur and Pachegaon lie all together on the borders of the Nevasa 
Taluka, and the soil is said to be of equal fertility in each ; they are from ten to 
twelve miles distant from the railway, and there is no made road any where near 
them. I attribute the fact that the assessment has been increased by 30 per 
cent. in Pachegaon, 38·4 per cent. in Vangni Budruk, 39·5 per cent. in Vangni 
Khurd, and in Khirdi to 46·5 per cent. and in Sangam to 66·1 per cent. to the 
fact that the Ltikh Canal now flows through them; but as neither Sangam, 
Vangni Khurd or Budruk are inhabited villages, the land in them being culti­
vated by people living in Khirdi, Pachegaon and Tirlapur, there seems no 
very obvious reason why the percentage of assessments should have been increased 
so much m'lre highly in them than in the other villages named, which are 2 or 3 
miles off, i. e., where the cultivators live.

Yours of the 15th instant to hand. What I stated in para. 7 of my forward­
ing letter on the Nevasa revision report had more immediate reference to the 
rates in the Rahuri villa.,.es more immediately adjoining certain Nevasa vil­
lages. Still I think a ge;eral reduction of the percentage rate in the Ri1huri 
Taluka would under all circumstances be a fair and just concession. 

. I think, certainly, that in the Ri1huri and Nevasa villages I rAferred to the 
difference of rate was high, and that it should be modified. I shall be glad if 
you can submit some proposals which, while making the rating of the R:~huri 
and Nevasa villages referred to more equal will at the same time generally reduce 
the total average increase of the whole Rlihuri Talnka rates to an average 
increase of not over 32 per cent. as suggested in your demi-official.
