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co-operatives in sccordance with the scales of finanes fixed,
fheir additicnal recuirements {for non-production purposes)
sre met by private traders. It is senerally observed tnat
where repayment of loans through sale proeceeds is strictly
insisted upon, members scld only that pueh or produce ecui-
velent to their coe-operative losans aad the rest was sold
through private Sraders., ihis ecompetition ifrom private
traders has hempered the development of co-gp.rative market-
ing, If wmembers are to sell all their ereops through co-opera-
tives snd sever their connecCtions with nor-institutionsl
eredit sgencies, the coe-operative loane wmey have to bLe
liberalised in relation to the value of marketuble surplus
of the memb.rs, At the sseme time, it must be noted thst
rere offer of liberalised eredit is not a sufficient cone
ditlen for the further development of co-cperative marketing.
“nat is evually vital and igportant is the stesndard of
effielency of the marketing soceletics,

"levelopment of coeoperative processing is essential
not only for inereasing rural incomes and faeilitating
eredit for produetion but aslse for building up a co-opersae

tive rural economy.”

lhe co-operative Sugar Factories are s distinet

achievement of the distriet. Apart f{rom con:ributing immensely
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to th: progress of agriculture and the general leprovement
in the econcmic ccndition of the sgriculturiste, they have
imperted life snd vigour to the rursl ecconomy, Ihey hsve
helped to bring inte existence a vigorous cooperative sector
in te¢ rursl economy. They have become & nucleus of growkh,
The econcmy of the distriot is ideally suited for co-opera-
tive “u.ar Feetories. There is scope for at least three

more co-gperative Sugar Factories in the districs,

Greater attention shall have to be given in future
to the development of processing of agricultural produce
other then Sugsrecane. Lo=cperative Uil Mills have made
cteady progresa and show good proepects of further progress,
The setting up of hice ¥ills either zs independent units
or as adjuncts to existing service cc-operatives in the
peddy groving areas of the distriet needs speclzl sttention

and encouragewent,

Cowoperziive fareing ls & recent development in the
district, Progress has been slow and stunted in tuie sphere,
4 point thet emerges iros our etudy is that spectacular
progress cannot be expected here for some time to come,
Coecperative farming hes attractions and hae significance
for the weaker sevetions of the rural comsunity. It is cne

of those co-opsrative sectors which eall for preater initiative
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and encouragement from government. Also, it has to Le

noted that it is a diffieult form of organisstion. It ecan
move forwerd only &s fest s people understand its principles
and methods, It carnot jrow mechenically. Its progress
eslles for pstient &nd persistent efforts to educate the
people in its methods, Coe-operators of the distriet will
have te give more &ttention to this task. Increassed pertie-
eipstion of non-official leadere is vital to the preogress

of coe-gperative farxing in the diatriet., 4 speeisl mention
of the role of the Central rinaneing igency in helping the
farwing sceleties ig necessary., Active support and sympa=
thetic attitude of the Central Co-operative Bank particularly
in preduction finance would be of ;reat help to the farming

socicties in executing their production programmes.

Consumers' eo-operation is the wesk link in the
co-operrative strueture of the distriet. 7The corsumer's
movenent which has immense possibilities a2nd potentiali-
ties has shown slgns of gathering strength and momentun
of late. The setivities of consumere socleties and other
socicties dealing with the distribution of consumer goods,
Lave helped to scme extent in regulating the market prices.
All the same, it must be admitted tiat they have a long way
toc 4o before they make » positive lspeet on retail trade,

Line of action necessary to foster the development of
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consumers' coeoperation may be indicasted as under i-

'In the rural areas, the censumers mcvement can de
fostered by tne existing primary societics., Varkebing
Soeicties, “uger Factories and Producers' Soeleties (induse
trial coeoperstives) should help them by supplying their
re-uirements on consigmment basis. The centrsl finaneing
a;eney aleo should help by providing cssh credit facilities,
ete, it way be also pointed ocut thst this would _reatly
nelp the weak asmong them Lo become viable units., It should
be the endeavour cf all villege primaries to supply all the
recuirerents of the people. Ugvelopment of this activity
would further eneble the socleties to zpprosch and bring
every housenold within their purview. ’Fhis has grest sisni-
ficance to the extensive and iptensive progress of the

co-operstive movement in the rural areas,

The fupectionel renge of consumers societies needs to
be widened., The activities of most sceieties sre at present
conlfined mainly %o the distribution of controlled ecoamoditics.
If the consumere movement is to suecesd, it should be more
comprehensive in character., There is sn urgent need to
widen the functional range of consumers stores, It is no
use catering % only a limited needs of the consumer snd
driving then to private dealers for other commodities.

Au important pree-recuisite of the rapid develcpment

of consumers' co-operation is the business metnods and
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practices of consumers' societies, Thege have to be suifi-
eiently dynamic end flexible. The se-called principle of
cash sales calle for suitable modifiesations., In rural areas
in particular, sales on credit may have to be allowed, For
the rural sceleties, it should not be difficult to fix
credit linits vto members for eonsumers goods along with eredit
limite that are fixed &t present on the basis of the credit
worthiness of the members, Ib urban arese alsc, similsr
modification may be necegsary in the case of consumers inp
the lower income-group. For Urban Credit Soeletiss and
Salary Larners’' Secieties, ¢%¢. running consumers stores,

it uay be possible to flx eredit limits for consumers goods
a8 in the case of the rural socleties, As regards other
consumers’ stores, not run as edjunet to eredit societies,
it may be difflecult to provide goods on credit., However,
even this may be possible with a close eo-ordination between
eredit societies and consumers' socicties. Consumers'

Jocieties may provide commoditics on credit to members of
eredit sceieties,

One of ohe factors responsible for the stunted growth
of consumers' coecperation is the absence of strong whole-
sale Sgeieties. With the recent advent and progress of
wholesale societies, now it should be possible for the primary
consumers storeg Lo ;et thelr recuirements from the wholessle
socletien, 4 close coe-ordination between <holesale Soeletice,

Froducers' Socleties, Marketing ‘oceleties and Consumers’
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societies is imperative to the compreneneive and speedy

growti:; of tne movement.

Cf late, there has been much rapid progress in this
fleld, Thie is lergely due to the initlative of the
Covermment, Coeopsrators should deo well to note that the
movenent cannot eocunt on consistent government help for a
long period, It is for co-operators to take the precaue
tions neeessary to see that prograsmes of oromoting consue
mors' socleties are very scundly formulated and the orgse

nizational structure of conmuners' coeoperation well looked

after.

The pripeipsl forms of trban Co-operation like the
Urban Credit Movement, Industrisl Co-operstives, Consumers’
Co=ope atives asnd Coeoperative Housing Joeleties, have wade
considerable headway, , The pregent trend towards urbanigae
tion and the inereasing tempo of industriszl and commereisl
development, offer tremendous opportunities for urben
co-operation Lo develop extensively snd intensively and
assume an incressingly important and significaent plsce in
the totality of wurban ecomomic life,

The progress recorded by Urban Banke i» such as to
inspire confidence in their strength and vitslity., «ith betier

plenning snd direction the Urban Banks esn account for a much
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larger share in the banking structure, and contribute sube
otsusiglly to the expansion of the coe~operative sector,
Eajor directions in wiieh action needs Lo be taken by the
Urban Sanks may be indicated as under le

At present, broadly, the membership of the Urban
Banks 1s confined to the upper and the middle ¢lass people.
It is iwperative that besides enrolling more members from
these classes and rendering better and more effecctive service
to them, concerted and purposefiul ¢iforte are made to extend
membership to the weaker clssres and ecater to their needs,

The development of smallesesle industry of late
offers immense opportunities to the Urbar Zgnke to chalk
out and develop new lires of business. The Urban Banks
should meke it & point te provide eredit facilities o
sralle-scole industry, the sector which has good potentiae-
lities and prespects of development, in years to come,

Suilding up a strong strucesure of Industrial Cocperse
tives &3 an inbegral part of the industrial development
programne sihould engage the attention of Co-operators and
Government alike. ‘his is one of the surest ways of pro-
gressive enlargement of the co-operative sector in the urben
economy., It nas special significanee for the weaker sections

of the urban populstion,

in iwporsant form of urbam co-operation which should
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en;age tie urgent attention of ec-operators and Government
alike is Co-operstive Housing, which should be developed

as &n integral pert of the housing schemes. OSpeeial atten-
tion is needed for the speedy progress of co-operative
housing for the benefit of the weaker sections of the urben

population,

A point that emerges {rom our study of the working
and perfermanee of eo-opcratives in the backward areas is
tist eo=gperation hag certsin limitations in the eontext
of soccioe-economic eonditions. It is no use regerding
cc=operetion as & pansces for zll the preoblems. The ini-
tistive in the initial stages will have to come from the
govermment whien will have to prepare the groundwork on
which co-gperatives would be sble to build up the movement.

Government hag to adopt & vigorous poliey and play the melin

role in reseving the socio-econouwie muladjustments if co-operi-
tion is to suceeed.

The study of the co-operative movement in the district
leads us to the conclusion that without adecuate state aid
and stimulue, co-operstive movement cannot develop rapidly

and assume the role assigned to it in econouic development,
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The movement in the distriet hes shown remsrkable ecapaecity

to absorb external finaneis] assistance &nd wtilise it fully
for the development of internsl strength, Co-operative
Sectors in Credit, Marketing and Frocessing, have developed
rapidly, in recent years, largely due te external stimulus,
Similer stirulus and encouragement on & more liberal scale
are necessary for the development of Farming Scocleties,
vonsumers' Secieties, Housing Societies, Industrial Lo-operse
tives etc., to enable them to show mor: rapid and more signi-
ficant progress. itate assistance should, in future, be
directed towards eneouraging sueh of those activities of

the co-operstive movement as have special significance for
the wesker sections of the community and for the develope

zent of the unerdeveloped parts of the digtrict,

Une of the prineipal objectives of the Co-gperative
Movement is to enable persons of relatively seszll means to
combine together and benefit from common aetion, lore
positive and purposeful steps will have tc be utsken to
associate the weaker sections closely with the different

forms of the coeoperative movement. In additiosn to these,

#peclal programmes wit! essremarked funds will have to be
undertaken for the benefit of the baekward elasses and
weaker sections., une of the guiding prineiples of coeopera-

tive peliey will have to be "gpeelal incentive asnd encouragement’
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to co~-operatives which have significance from the peoint of
view of improving the economic and social condition of the

beckward clagses a&nd weaker sections,

Further progress of the co-operative Movement ir the
district in the direction of developing a etrong, integrated
and expanding co-operative sector in the economy cslls for
a comprehensive approach. Several Gc-operative lnstitotions
operating ir different sectors of the movement have done
well by themselves. Uo-operaters have shown remarkable
ability and enterpriee in building up their respective
institutions, However, it is high time that segmental
approach is given up &nd the need for & compreheneive approsech
recognised. This calls for co-ordinsted and concerted
eiforts at inter-co-operative co-operation, There should
be active co-operation bstween co-operatives operating in

different sectors and at different levels, {he linkage of
eredit and kerketing has grestly centributed to the expsnsion
ir the business oi co-operative credit sccieties and co-cpera-
tive marketing societies., Uo far, there is very little
business contaet between co-opnratlvq[izgizzrr: and co=operiée
tive marketing societies, between procducers' societies and
consumers' pocieties and between marketing soeletices end
consumers’' societies., Development of business contacts and

co-operation between these coe-operative sectors will greatly
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contribute not orly to strengthening of the movement Lnd

but alsc to its development &8 a welleknit snd integrated
movenent in the economy of the digtriet., It may be mentioned
here that the sgricultural primary eresdit co-operatives in
the distriet played & significent rele in the organisation
of coeoperastive msrketing socleties and coe-cperative sugar
factories. ihe Shetkari $abak.r1 fangh, Kelhspur, the
lezding Marketing Soclety contributed immensely to the deve-
lopment of the scvement inr the district in severul ways.
Thege exenples show what cceoperatives can do to promote

and strengthen other Co-operatives and the movement, LUoeoperse
tives and Coeoperaters of the distriet will do well to zive
more thought to this vital task of developing the eomprchen-
eive spprosch and of promoting inter-ec-gperative coe-opere=-
tion., 1The varicus sectors of the co-operative movement
cennot funetiorn in isolation. In order to sustain healthy
development of the movement, 1t is necessary to promote and
foster inter-coeoperative relations, so that eo=-operatives

in difrerent rectors help, nourish and strengthen one another,

Une of the prineipal objectives of the Uoe-operative
Fovement is the transformation of the present dey sceiety
in the direction cf a Demoeratic Socisl Crder., Coe-operation
is not merely a form of econonic organisation. It is not

merely an ipstrument of economie progress, It has deep socisl
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and ethiesl values and is intended to lead %o & new and
betier way of 1ife, Bore stress on this sspect of the move~
ment seems necessary then hag been the case so far. The
Coeoperative Movement calls for a new orientation. This
places & :reat responsibility on leaders and workers in the
co-gperative field. In its aetual working, the wmovement
should foster fellowship and prosote solidarity in the
community, It should be developed as & mass movement moti-
vated and animated by the true spirit of co-operation, with
tins leaders and the workers in the field it should be a
visslon - &n instrument and a medium of serviece. Such an
approech is necessary for generating ecnfidence amon; the
partieipante in the efficacy of the Lg-operative Hovement
not only as an instrument of economi¢ progress but alse as

an instrument of promoting eoccnoxlie and sociel demoersey.
