In India large scsle movement of people is directed
from rural are&s Lo the centres of economiec growth, parti-
cularly the developing incdustrial and urovan centres. This
process of movement of rural population is also found among
the ucheduled Tribes in Muharashtra, particularly amorng the
Mahadeo Kolis who are found in the contiguous areas of three
important industrial and urban centres in Maharashtro--Hombay,
Poona and lasik. Many of them have migrated to these centres
to e&rn their livelihood. / bulk of their population is
found in Poona where they are engiged in urbén occupations
in a new economic set-up. Sucn & migration of the people
from & trival into urben environment inveriably creates some
problems for their assimilation into the norm:l life of the

socliety.

The present study is an attempt to understand the
soclo~-e¢conomic impact of city life on the lahadeo Kolis. It
is ovviously difficult to make an attempt to demércate the
socio-economic impact of Poona city on these people. liowever,
for a proper understanding of the impuct of the Poona c¢ity it
1s of paramount importance Lo know their background. lHence
the prevailing socio-economic condition of the same tribe in
their netive territory is traced for meaningfﬂz understanding

of the Mahadeo Kolis and as a Lasis for reference to study
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the urban and industrial impact, assuming that the tribal
gociety being a traditional oriented one is less susceptible
to change and that no significant changes might have occurred
during the last fifteen to twenty years, Bbeing one of them
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
