1946 and that session was prorogued on May 24, 1946, - Tho second session
of the Bombay Lcgislative Assembly was convened on July 15, 1946 and that
of the Bombay Legislative Council on September 3, 1946 and the rules were
placed on the Assembly table in the second session before the Legislative
Asscmbly on September 2, 1946 and before the Legislative Council on Sep-
tember 13, 1946, Section 26(5) of Bombay Act 22 of 1939 does not pres-
cribe that the rules acquired validity only from the date on which they were
placed before the House of Legislature. The rules are valid from the date on
which they were made under S. 26(1). It is true that the Legislature has
prescribed that the rules shall be placed before the Houses of Legisiature, but
failure to place the rules before the Horses of Legislature does not affect the
validity of the rules, merely because they have not been placed before the
Houses of the Legislature. Granting that the provigions of sub-s. (3) of
