The Indian Institute of Education was founded early in 1948 
by a few workers in the field of education who believed that there 
was a need of a non-official organisation which. would carry on 
post-graduate teaching and research, discuss the educational prob­
lems of the country at the policy-drafting level, publish the results 
of ecfucational studies and investigations on an all-India basis, and 
try to create the necessary educational literature in some of the 
modern Indian· languages. It was. duly registered under the 
Indian Societies Registration Act of 1860 (Certificate No. 1620 of 
194 7-48) and began to function on 23rd March 1948. · The. Consti­
tution of the Institute has be~ printed as Appendix A to this 
Report. 

2. Membership: During. the period under R.eport, the 
Institute was able to enrol 10 Patrons (persons that pay Rs. 1,000 
or more) and 182 Life-Members (persons that pay Rs. 100 or more). 
All the amounts paid by the Patrons or Life-Members are capi­
talised and credited to the General Fund of" the Institute. On 
31st March 1951, this Fund stood at Rs. 33,386-10-0. A list of all 
the Patrons: Life-Members and Institution Members is given in 
Appendix B. 

3. Post-Graduate Teaching: One of the earliest activities 
organised by the Institute. was to conduct cla~es for the M.Ed. 
examination of the University of Bombay. This course had been 
instituted by the University in 1947; but no provision to train 
students in it existed in the City of Bombay. . The Institute, 
therefore, decided to make up the deficiency and, on obtaining 
recognition from the University authorities, started the .course in 
August 1948. There have been three sessions so far--44 students 
in·l948-49; 50 students in 1949-50; and 60 students in 1950-51. 
This makes a total of 154 students in all, A list of all these past 
students is given in Appendix C.. · 

Of these students, 109 appeared for the examination in the 
period under review and 66 passed of whom 17 obtained a second 
class. For this examination, it is permissible for the stu~ents to 
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submit a disscnation in lieu of two papers. Forty·scven such dis­
satations were approved by the University so far. The names 
of the successful students as well as the subjects of their disserta­
tions arc given in Appendix D. The Rules of the Post-graduate 
Classes arc given in Appendix E. 

4. Educational R~:uarch: The second activity undertaken 
by the Institute was to have educational investigations conducted 
by the students who arc preparing for the M.Ed. and Ph.D. exa­
minations of the University of Bombay. Six members of the staff 
of the Institute are recognised as University Teachers for the 
purpose of guiding research students--Prof. R. V. Parulekar 
(Ph.D. and 1-I.Ed.); Prof. V. V. Kamal (Ph.D. and 1-I.Ed.); Prof. 
V. P. Khanolkar (Ph.D. and 1-f.Ed.); Prof. M. T. Vyas (1-f.Ed.); 
Prof. M. P. Vaidya (M.Ed.); and Prof. C. N. Patwardhan (1\f,Ed.). 
As on !list July 1951, there were 53 students doing research at 
the Institute. Their names and subjects are given in Appendix F. 

5. Publications: The third important activity undertaken 
by the Institute was to publish educational ~udies and investi­
gations. The following schemes l!ave materialised so far:-

(a) Studit:.s in· Indian Education: This· series is being edited 
by the Indian Institute of Education and published by Asia Pub­
lishing House, Bombay. It will include books meant for teachers 
and general readers. So far, one book has been published in the 
series, viz. Problt:ms of Educational Reconstruction by Shri K. G. 
Saiyidain, now the·Joint Educational Adviser to the Government 
of India. The following three books are under preparation:-

Volume II: Primary Education in India by Shri J. P. Naik, Secretary, 
Indian InstilUtc: of Education, Bombay. -

Volume 111: Secondary Education in India by Shri A. R. Dawood, 
Member, State Board of Secondary Education, Bombay. 

Volume IV: Education, Culture and Social Order by Shri K. G.

(b) Shri Narnyanrno Topiwalla Memorial Educational Re­
st:arch Series: The object of this series is to publish books dealing 
with the history of education. Towards the cost of this series, 
Shri Motiram Desai Topiwalla of Bombay has given a donation 
of Rs. 2,500 and an advance of Rs. 2,500 (free of interest) repayable 
from the sales of books published in the series. The· Institute has 
also contributed Rs. 1,000 to the Fund of the series from its own 
resources.

The object of the Journal is to publish the find· 
ings of educational re!!Carch on an afl-India basis. The Editorial 
Board consists of a representative of every universitl in India 
(which has a Faculty in Education) and the Chairman o the Board 
of Editors is Shri K. G. Saiyidain. The Journal is a quarterly 
and each issue contains about 96 pages o( the royal octavo si1.e. 
The work of the Journal is being highly appreciated, not only in 
India but in U.K. and U.S.A. as well. So far, five quarterly issues 
of the journal have been published. 

6. Conference of Training Collegr.s in India: Under the 
joint auspices of the Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda and 
the Institute, the first Conference of all training colleges in India 
(functioning at the university level) was convened at Baroda in 
November 1950. It was very largely attended and was presided 
over by Smt. Hansaben Mehta, Vice-Chancellor, M. S. University, 

• 
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Baroda. The Conference was \'ery successful and its fore­
most achievement was the establishment of an Association of 
Training Colleges (functioning at the university level). The 
Institute has published the proceedings of the Conference in a 
book-form and the publication has been greatly welcomed as a 
useful book of reference. 

7. Other Activities: Among the other activities which the 
Institute has been able to organise so far, the following may be 
mentioned:-

(a) Extension Lectures: Off and on, the Institute has 
been able to organise lectures of eminent educationists on different 
educational problems. 

(b) Vocational Guidance: In collaboration with the 
Parsee Pand1ayat and the Headmasters' Association, Bombay, the 
Institute has done some pioneer work in vocational guidance. It 
has conducted one class for training Career-1\Iasters and has been 
participating in organising annual Careers' Conferences and Voca­
tional Guidance Exhibitions. 

(c) Students' Association: A Past and Present Students' 
Association is formed and it organises an excursion and a social 
gathering every year. 

(d) Educational Library: The Institute maintains an 
up-to-date and .fairly well equipped library of educational books. 
It is valued roughly at Rs. 25,000 and contains about 4,000 books 
at present. The rules of the library are given in Appendix H. 

(e) Psychological Laboratory: The Institute is also main­
taining a small psychological laboratory which is being added to 
from year to year as funds permit. 

(f) Babre Lectures: With the help of a donation of 
Rs. 600 given by Shri P. A. Babre, the Institute has undertaken to 
organise a series of 12 lectures on educational topics in Marathi 
which are to be published later on in a book-form. 

8. New Workers: The Institute has been fortunate in being 
able to obtain the services of veteran educationists of the State in 
conducting its activities. All the same, iuas also felt it to be 
necessary to have a second line of younger workers. The Institute 
is grateful to Dr. A. S. ·Gavade • who, after obtaini1:1g his Doctorate

at Leeds and touring in most countries of Europe. has retumctl 
recently to India and joined the hutitutc with ellect from ht 
April 1951 35 a whole-time permanent worli.er of the hutinlle. 
Now Shrimati l\ladhuri R. Shah who worli.cd as Rt')1;i•trar sim·e 
1-12-19·19 is being scm to London. She was fnrtun<~te ennu~h to 
get a scholar,hip from the British Council ami has bt'C'n ;ulnullctl 
to the M.A. course of the London Univenity (with a J>n"'ihility of 
transfer to Ph.D.).

Among these may be mentioned the conduct of a Jnurnal 
of Educational Administration, the organisation of extra-mural 
lectures, the conduct of diploma-courses in education, etc. De­
tailed plans for these arc being worked out. 

10. Accounts: The Audited Statements of Accounts are 
given in Appendix G. 

II. NeedJ of tire Institute: The most urgent needs of the 
Institute at the moment are two: the first and the foremost need 
is that of a suitable accommodation of its own. Secondly, the 
Institute needs a reserve fund of at least one lakh ami a aum of 
another lakh of rupees for laboratory equipment, books, publira· 
tion expenses, etc. The Institute trusts that the generous public 
of the State will come fonvard and contribute this amount at no 
distant date.

2. The Hcadquarten of the ln•titute >hall be at Bumhn, 111111 the 
Office of the: Institute •hall be Joc;ued at II Elphin•tone t:ude, t'ort, 
Bombay. 

3. The aims and objects of the ln•titute shall be u follows:-
(o) To conduct reoearch in educ;ational problrnll in 11ener~l And 

those connected with eduution01l a•hmnistr01tion in putiuabr; 
(b) to publi•h a magazine: devoted to the mady of nluauional 

problems in India and to publish an annual yeu book of Indian 
~ucation; 

(c) to publi•h hooks dealing with educational problen11 in India and, 
in particular, to publi•h the rnuhs of the racarches conducted 
by the lmtitutc:; 

(<I} to conduct daMeS (or poot·graduatc: dl'JITCt't in education and to 
give guidance: to students who hne undcrt01len research work 
for poot-graduatc: degrees in educ;ation; 

(e) to maintain an up-to-date library of books on the auhjc:ct of 
education in general and educational administration in partl· 
culu; 

(/) to arrange conferences, lectures, discussions and ac:minan for the 
study of educational problems;

(b) The Secretary of the lnnitute shall convene the Annual Gene· 

ral Meetings of the Institute within three m.onths of the dose 
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of the financial year ( ht April to 31st March). Special Meet­
ings of the General Bod~· of the lnstitut~ shall be com·cncd 
as and when necessary either by the Pres1dent or any one of 
the Secretaries. A Special Meeting shall, however, be called 
within one month of the receipt of a requisition by not less 
than 25 members of the Institute. Fifteen clear days' notice 
alull be necessary for meetings of the General Body. 

(c) The President of the Institute shall preside m·er the meetings 
of the General Body. In his absence, any one of the Vice­

RULES OF THE EDUCATIONAL RESEARCH A!'JD 
TEACHING SECTION 

I. The Educational Rc:search and Teaching Section of the Indian 
Institute of Education, Bombay, prepares students for the following exa­
minations oT the Uni,·crsity of Bombay:-

( I) lti.Ed. (by papers). 
(2) M.Ed. (by thesis). 
(~) Ph.D. 

2. Admi~ion: Students desirous of seeking admission to the section 
must have passed the B.T. examination of the University of Bombay (or 
any other examination held to be equh·alent thereto by the University of 
Bombay) and must ordinarily reside in the City of Bombay or suburbs 
during the period of their training. 

5. The JII.Ed. Examination (by papers): Students can prepare for the 
M.Ed. examination (by papers) in two ways: (a) they may attend regular 
lectures. or (b) work unaer the guidance of a recognised Teacher. 

A candidate desiring to appear for the M.Ed. examination wholly or 
partll, by papers, must anend the Institute for one academic year if he 
1s a ull-time student and for two academic years if he is a part-time stu­
dent. In case of non-anendance at the Institute, the candidate shall work 
under the guidance of a recognised Post-graduate Teacher for at least two 
years. For this purpose, a full-time student is defined as a student who 
u not employed and who anends the Institute for not less than four hours 
per day for the purpose of lectures, tutorials and library work. 

4. The 1\I.Ed. E.~amination (by thesis): Students desirous of prepar· 
ing themselves for M.Ed. (by thesis) can register their names as post­
graduate students at any time of the year. Application forms for regtstra­
tion will be supplied on personal application to the Director. Each stu· 
dent is required to keep terms for two calendar years from the date of 
registration before he can submit his thesis. 

5. The PhD. Examination: Students desirous of preparing for the 
Ph.D. examination in education can register their names at any time of 
the year and shall have to keep terms for three calendar years if they are 
B.Ts •. two calendar years if they are M.Eds (by papers), and one calendar 
year 1f they are M.Eds (by research) from the date o( r~stration before 
they can submit their theses. Application forms for registration will be 
supplied on personal application to the Director.

8. Library: For the we of the post-paduatc aludcnts. the lmlilulc 
maintains an up-to-date library of cducauonal boolu. The rules of the 
library arc given separately. 

9. Syllabus: Students preparing to appc:u fur the M.fd. euminalinn 
by papen shall have to appear for two compulsory P~l>cn-l'hilu•uphy 
of Education and Advanced Educational Psychology-and two other pa1K"R 
from any one of the following groups:-

(!) Group 1-Education in Modem lndia-2 papen. 
(2) Group 11-Administration of Education-2 papcn. 
(~) Group Ill-Comparative Education-2 papen. 
(4) Group IV-History of Educational Thought--2 papcn. 
(5) Group V-Experimental Education-2 papen. 

The detailed syllabus and text books will be found in the latest 
handbook of the University of Bombay. 

Every student has to submit a dissertation on a subject approved by the 
Univcnity.

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APPENDIX H 

LIBRARY RULES 

1. The Rcgi!trar of the lrutitute shall be the ex-officio librarian. 
2. The books may be coruultcd in the library with the permission of 

the Director by any one inrercstcd without payment of any fee. 
5. Books and periodicals may be borrowed and removed from library 

or requisitioned through post on addressing rcquisitioru to the librarian 
by:-

(o) Members and students of the Irutitute; and 
(b) Teachers of any school which has become a permanent member 

of the Institute. • 
4. All persoru desiring to borrow books shall make a deposit of Rs. 25 

with the librarian before they can borrow books from the library. The 
deposit will be returned when the person notifies that he no longer desires 
to borrow books. 

5. A borrower who penonally takes out a book will sign a requisition 
slip in the library and will thereafter be responsible for the booE in the 
same way as is a borrower by post, and the same rules will apply to him. 

6. A borrower by post will send a written requisition whereupon the 
books will be sent to h1m. 

7. Borrower by post will bear the expenses of transit both ways. 
8. Not more than two volumes may be taken out at a time by one 

penon. 
9. If the book requisitioned is not available, the applicant's name 

will be placed on the waiting list. 
10. A borrower on receiving a book. or books by post should ack· 

nowledge their receipt on the acknowledgment form which will be enclosed 
with the book. sent. 

II. No book. may be kept by a borrower for more than 15 days at a 
time. This period will be exclusive of the time occupied in trarumission 
to and from by post. 

12. On expiry of not more than 15 days from the receipt of a book., 
the borrower should return the book. either by hand or through registered 
postal pared at his own cost. Books returned by post must be securely 
packed. 

IS. The resporuibility for the books borrowed will rest with the 
borrower until he receives a letter from the librarian acknowledging their 
return. 

14. A borrower will be required to replace or pay for any book. lost 
or damaged. 

15. Breach of any of these rules or the marking of these books may 
be followed by forfeiture of the borrower's deposit or such part of it as 
may be coruidered necessary by the Director or by the removal of his name 
from the list of sanctioned borrowers or both. 

16. Books marked •• not removable .. shall not be removed from the 
library. 

17. Any suggestioru by readers will be welcome. Suggestioru for new 
boob should be made to the Director of the Irutitute.
