The following changes have been effected on account of reorganisation of the districts and change in name of
district :— .
(1) The name of Kulaba district is changed to * Raigad » district with effect from 1st May 1981.

(2) Two new districts “ Sindhudurg and "‘ ;Ialna ” have been created, with effect from Ist May 1981, by
reorganising then existing districts of Ratnagiri, Kolhapur, Aurangabad and Parbhani.
