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Rainfall Pattern :
Basis of Classification of Rainfall Zone :

A major feature of Indian rainfall is that the
south-west monsoon season (June to September)-
accounts for 70 to 95 per .cent of the annual
rainfall * throughout the country except in the
south-east peninsula and Kashmir and adjoining
hill areas, the monsoon as well as the annual
rainfall. show large fluctuations from year to year
but, as stated in chapter 13 on climate and Agri-
culture, there is no significant. evidence of any
trend or periodicity in either of them. Considered
in relation to crop production, the total annual
or seasonal rainfall does not have much signi-
ficance and what is important is its distribution
during the period of growth of different crops.
As relevant question, therefore, is whether rainfall
should be examined on a weekly, fortnightly or
monthly basis. The coefficient of variation (CV) of
monthly rainfall is as high as 40-50 per cent even
in the rainiest month of July over most of the
central, northern and eastern India. In the south,
excluding the west coast, CV is higher and varies
from 60 to 100 per cent. The variability of weekly
or fortnightly rainfall being stil greater, makes
the use of either of them undependable as indi-
cators of rainfall distribution. For a macro study
like the present, monthly rainfall data which are -
more dependable and also the most convenient to
handle have been used.

In order to relate crop production with rainfall,
certain norms have to be assumed depending on
the duration of the crops and their water require-
ments. On the basis of -available information and
the fact that most crops mature in about 90 days,
the following broad norms have been drawn up :—

i) Rainfall greater than 30 cm. per month
{(cm. pm.) for at least three consecutive
months would be suitable for a crop like
paddy whose water need is very high.

20-30 cm. pm. for not less than three
consecutive months would be suitable for
crops whose water need is high but less
than that of paddy for ecxample, maize
and black gram.

ii)

iii) 10-20 cm. pm. for at least three ‘consecutive
months would be suitable for crops requi-
ring much less water e. g. bajra and small

millets.

5-10 cm. for three consecutive months
would be just sufficient for crops which
have low water reyuirements, e. g. month
(P. aconitifolius) and ephemeral grasses.

iv)

Rainfall less than 5 cm. pm. for three
consecutive months is not of much signi-
ficance for crop production.

v)

For denoting the year’s rainfall distribution using
monthly totals a convenient code in letter symbols
with numerical subscripts explained below, has been
evolved. The letters A to E in Table ! indicate the
ranges of monthly rainfall and the subscripts to
these refer to the number of months having these
ranges of rainfall e. g. A-2 indicates two months with
rainfull greater than 30 cm. pm.

- country shows that except for areas in the~ west
coast and some hill stations in extreme north-east,
normal monthly seldom exceeds 40 cm.

In distributions containing ranges of rainfall
covered by A or B termed briefly as A & B types
amounts less than 10 cm. are not so significant and
their frequency is generally small. To reduce the
number of comminations, D is omitted in A or B
type distributions, instead E is used to denote less
than 40 cm. pm. Thus B2 E2 would denote two
months of 20-30 cm. pm. and two months less than
10 cm. pm. rainfall.

The south-west ‘monsoon months of June te
September being the principal rainy seasons domi-
nate the rainfall distributions of the country. To
indicate the season’s importance monthly rainfall
distribution during June to September is shown -in
brackets in the annual pattern. To the right of the
bracket is the distribution for the post-monsoon
months, namely, October to January and to the
left that for the pre-monsoon months namely
February to May. In order to explain how much
a coded rainfall distribution written in symbols with

* numerical subscripts has to be interpreted, a hypo-
thetical example may be considered. D1 E3 (A2 Bl
Cl) C1 D3, in which for each of the three periods,
the symbols are in order’ of decreasing rainfall
which is not necessarily the calendar sequence, cav
be explained as under :—

i) D1 E3 represents the period February tor May
in which one month’s rainfall (usually: May)
is in the range of 5-10 cm. and the remajning

. three months get less than 5 cm. pm.;

ii) A2 Bl Cl represents the period Junerto Septe-
mber in which two months (usually July and
August) get more than 30 cm, pm. rainfall, one
month (September) gets 20-30 cm. and the
remaining month, i, e. June gets 10~20 cm.

iif) C1 D3 represents the period October to Janu-
ary in which October gets 10-20 c¢m rainfall
and the rest 5-10 cm. pm.

Boundaries of Rainfall Zoaes :

Since differences in monthly, seasonal and annual
rainfall are not large within short distances. Linear
interpolation of rainfall data is permissible. Rainfall
data being point measures isolines for the same or -
nearly the same type of distribution ~of..maenthly
rainfall can, therefore, be drawn. These -isoliges~memy
not mecessarily follow the boundaries of . talalsan.
which are taken to be unit of area in -thisx-gtmly
and hence for delinecation of boundaries the follow.-
ing procedure has been adopted ;
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I) where variations are small, lsolmes follow the
taluka boundaries :

i) where variations are large,
the zone boundaries; and

ii) any taluka, more than three quarters of
which lies outside of a zone is not considered
a part of that zone,

"If an identical distribution is observed over two
or more adjacent talukas a pattern is said to .have
evolved and the area covered by it is distinguished
as a zone and indicated suitable by a roman
numeral. Rainfall patterns have been identified for
tl‘;g whole country using the methodology described
above.

Rainfall Zones :

The State is divided into 16 - rainfall zones.
These are indicated below together with the number
of talukas included and their total approximate
area.

1989-90

During the current year, south west monsoon
has advanced into south Konkan and southern
parts of Madhya Maharashtra on 9th June, and
into rest parts of Madhya Maharashtra, Marath-
wada, adjoining parts of Vidarbha on 10th June.
Further, it advanced into Vidarbha region and
also the entire State by the 13th June. Though,
the monsoon arrived in time in the State, its
intensity in the beginning was feable in most
parts of the State except Konkan region, where
monsoon was active with widespread light to
moderate rains from 9th to 30th June, 1989.
During' the 2nd week of the June, very heavy
rains were recorded in parts of Marathwada
region especially in Nanded District and heavy
rains were recorded in parts of Aurangabad,
Amravati and Nagpur Division:

On account of erratic behaviour of the monsoon
the sowing operation could not be taken-up in
time except paddy nurseries in Konkan region.
and in parts of Kolhapur district. The sowing of
kharif crops commenced during the 3rd and 4th
week of June in different parts of the State
except in Nasik District.

During the 2nd week of July widespread rains
were received in most parts of the State. These
rains gave momentum to the sowing of kharif
crops and transplanting of paddy in Kolhapur
Division. During 3rd and 4th week of July heavy
to very heavy and widespread rains were  received
in the State. The intensity of the rains was fair
in Vidarbha, Due to these rains, sowing of kharif
crops was completed subsequently in Marathwada
region, Amravati Division and in remaining parts
of the State, However, more rains were needed
to complete the sowing of kharif crops in Nasik

_district and transplanting of paddy in Nagpur

Division.

Due to the intermitant break in rains in the
first week of August, interculturing operations
were in progress in different parts of the State.
In 2nd week of August and till the 20th August
light to medium rains were received in the State,
while’ in Konkan region and parts of Vidarbha
heavy rains were recorded. This facilitated to
complete the transplanting of paddy in Konkan
Division. During the last week of August heavy
to very heavy and widespread rains were received
in Konkan region and some parts of Nagpur
Division while in Amravati and Aurangabad Division
medium to heavy rains were recorded and in rest
parts of the State light to medium rains were
received. These rains were useful for the proper
growth of the standing kharif crops in the State
and to complete the delayed transplanting of
paddy crops in Nagpur Division.

There was a break in rains during Ist week
of September, 1989 in parts of Pune and Kolhapur
Divisions. In last week of September heavy to
very heavy rains were received in parts of Konkan,
Pune and Aurangabad Divisions while most of
the remaining parts recorded medium to light
rains. These rains were helpful for preparatory
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tillage operations for rabi crops. By middle of
September sowing of. rabi jowar and safflowers

‘was just started at a few places in Ahmednagar

and Solapur Districts.

Light to medium rains were received in different.
parts of the State except Konkan and Nagpur
Divisions during the first week of October. Konkan
region experienced widespread heavy to very heavy
rains while Nagpur Division recorded scanty rains.
These rains were beneficial for undertaking the
sowing of rabi crops and for improvement and
for proper -growth of late sown kharif crops,
In the month of October, harvesting of early
paddy, bajri, hybrid jowar, udid, mung, sesamum
was in progress, almost completed. Germination
and growth of sown rabi crops was reported to
be satisfactory.

During the first week of November light to medium .
rains were recorded in few pockets of the State.
The sowing of rabi crops was neaily completed
in parts of the State in middle of November
except irrigated wheat and gram crops. Germina-
tion and growth of irrigated rabi crops and un-
irrigated rabi crops in heavy soils was. reported
to be satisfactory. . Rainfed rabi crops on light
soils were withering due to moisture stress. Con-
dition of rabi crops under irrigation was reported
to be satisfactory. Rains were received in the
last week of December and - in early January
1990 in some parts of Vidarbba and Marathwada
were useful for rainfed rabi crops. One or two
winter showers are still required in some parts
of the State. Sowing of summer paddy and summer
groundnut was started during first fortnight of
January, ' .

Harvesting of rainfed rabi crops like rabi jowar
safflower, wheat, gram was started in last week
of January in different parts of the State and
nearly completed by the end of March, however,
harvesting of irrigated rabi crops was in progress
at that time. Similarly sowing of summer crops
mainly summer groundnut, sunflower and vege-
tables was in progress in different parts of the
State and it was completed by April end. Condi-
tion of summer crops was reparted to be satis-
factory.

1990-91

During this year, south-west monsoon arrived
in south Konkan régicn ¢n 29th May, 1990 and
it further_ advanced in north Konkan and south
madhya Maharashtra vy 3Ist May. It further
advanced in somé mcre parts, of Madhya Maha-
rashtra, Marathwada and southern parts of Vidarbha
region upto Sth June. By the 13th- Jwie entire
State was covered.

Premonsoon rains were also veceived ia different
parts of the State which were beneficial to the
cultivators for completion ¢f preparatory tillage
operations. In June 1990, sowing of paddy seeds
in nurseries was in fullswing in parts of Kenkan,
Nasik, Pune. Kolhapur and Nuagpur Divisions,
Similurly sowing of ragi seed in nurscries was
also in progress in Konkan region. In the month
of June, sowing of other Kkharif crops was in
progress in the State (it was delayed by about a
weck or so due to continuous rains in latur
Division, Solapur district and for want of mere
rains in Kolhapur district.)
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Sowing operations and transplanting .of - paddy/
ragi were in full-swing in the month of July,
Light rains received during the second and third
week of July, in some parts of the State -which
adversely affected the crop growth especially in
light scils. Rains received on 23rd to 25th July
were beneficial’ for the standing crops and also
for ~accelerating sowing and transplanting  opera-
ticns. By the end of July, 1990, 979{ the sowing
was completed. Rains received duvring the month
of July was about 60% tc 70% of the normal.
In Nasik, Pune, Kolhapur, Aurangabad and Nagpur
divisions mecre rains "were needed for proper
growth of kharif crops and transplanting of paddy
in Nagpur division. - . .

However, widespread and medium to heavy
rains received after 1Gth of August, have improved the
situation. Due to insufficient rains in July 1990, resowing
was required tc be done in 6Y,500 hectares - in
Jalgaon district and 10,829 hectares in Dhule district.

During the 3rd week of August 1990, heavy
to very heavy rains were recorded in most parts
of the State which was helpful to complete the
remaiping transplanting of paddy and mnagli crops
and sowing of kharif crops. The condjticn of
kharif crops was also improved.

During the last week of August 1990 and first
week of September 1990, heavy to very heavy
rains were recorded in most parts of Kcnkan
and Nagpur division and light to medium rains
were received ir rest parts of the State, Kharif
sowing was completed in the State.

Due to the continuous rains, mung and udid
crops were adversely dffected to some extent in
some parts of Nasik, Latur and Amravati divisions.
So also crops in low laying areas were becomming
pale. For their vigorous growth break in rains
and bright sunshine was essential.

The intensity of rains was reduced ipr 2nd and
3rd week of September 1990 which helped to
improve the condition of standing kharif crops.
However, in few pockets of Nagpur divisionp heavy
rains were recorded, during 3rd week of September
1990 Preparatory tillage operations were in progress
in predomiately rabi tract for rabi crops.

In last week of Septemter 1990, beavy to very
heavy rains were received in “some parts of Konkan
Nasik and Latur divisions. lp the remainicg parts
of the State, mostly light to medium rains were
received. Rabi sowing was in progress in some
parts of Pune and Aurangabad ~divisions.

During the last week of October 1990, light to
medium rains were received in most parts of the
State wrile in some parts of the Vidarbha and
Marathwada regions heavy rains were also recorded.
However, no rains were received in some parts
of the.State. Harvesting of mung and udid was
completed while harvesting <f groundnut and
soyabeer was also’ in progress in some parts
of the State. In Vidarbha region preparaotry
tillage operations were in progress. Sowing of
rabi crops was in progress in different parts of
the State. i o -
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 During ‘the 2nd week of October, 1990 mostly
medium to heavy (in- few parts -very heavy) rains

" were received in almost. all the .parts of the State.

Due to the continuous rains harvesting of kharif

‘crops and sowmg of rabl crops . were heldup in

the State

’ lntensxty of * ra.ms was ~during 3rd" week of
October .which was ‘helpful to - speed-up - harvesting
of -kharif" crops and sowing -of rabi crops however,
during the last week of. Qctober, meditm to.heavy
(m some paris very - heavy) .rains .were recorded
in most parts of the State which . was helpful
for rabi. sown_crops, but standing kharlf Crops were
adversely affected to some extent. Yields of kharif
jowar and cotton will be Teduced to some extent
in’ "Marathwada and * Vidarbha Reglon " Rains
fecéived in October have spoﬂed the ~ quallty of
kharif Jowar grains.’

During the” month of November, 1990 weather
was mostly dry and -intermittently- cloudy During
first. week. of .November- light rains were received
in few pockets of the State. Rabi sowing wasin
fullswing 'and it was completed except irrigated

~ wheat and gram by December end.

Condition of rabi crops was reported to be
satisfactory in the State. Sowing of summer ground-
nut and summer paddy was, commegnced duripg
15 fortnight of January, 1991." Sowing of summer
crops was in fullswing <in the ‘month - of ‘February
and it was completed by the end of April. Condi-
tion of summer crops was teported to be satis-
factoxy .

1991-92

* During the current year pre-monsoon showers
‘were: received in some parts of 'the State. ‘Thsse
pre-monsoon rains were very beneficial for the
preparatory  tillage operations and ~ early sown
varieties of dtilled paddy.

South-West monsoon arrived in South Kounkan
and Southera parts of Madhya Maharashtra on
6th  Jdne, 1991, and " it further advanced into
North Konkan -and more parts of Madhya-Maha-
-rashtra and of Marathwada on 7th June. -Monsoon
.advanced .in. the rest.of Konkan, Madhya Maha-
rashtra,, Marathwada . and Vidarbha on 8th. Juue.
Monsoon was active in Konkan region _on 7th
June, while it was vigorous in Konkan and Madhya-
Maharashtra region of the State on 8th to 10th
June -and it was- acuve in* Marathwada on 9th
and .10th June. . . .

From 12th to "16th June widespread rains were
received in " Nagpur division of the State. Sowing
of kharif crops was ‘started in the State on a
small scale during the third week ‘of June. So
also sowing of. paddy. nurseries was . in. progress
in Konkan and Nagpur divisions of paddy growing
track.” During the -2nd fortnight of Juné, ‘monsoon
was. feable .and there were no rains. received
in almost all parts of the State. . Due to this
situation, sowing ' optrations’ were held-up  in most
parts of the.

medium rains were also recorded in Vidarbha
region during this period.

Nursery sowing of paddy. was. completed in
Konkan region and transplanting: of paddy was
in progress in some parts of Ratnagiri and Sindhudurg
districts. Rains received during the 1st week of
July were beneficial to sown kharif crops except
Amravati and Nagpur divisions where more rains
were needed for further sowing and proper growth
of sown kharif crops.

From 8th July to 17th July, 1991 monsoon
was active in most parts of the State and wide-
spread medium to hcavy rains were reccived in
almost all parts of the State and these facilitated
the sowing of kharif crops including transplanting
of paddy. ’ .

Due to continuous raing received in 2nd-fort-
night of July, crops in low lying arcas .of the
Kolhapur “division particuldrly  in “Sangli -district
were affected to some extentand-growth of standing
kharif crops was stunted: Iatorculturing- operations
were also held-up in some parts of Kolhapur,
Aurangabad and Nagpur divisions due to want
of ¢ Wapsa * conditions.

Sowing of kharif crops was completed fo the
extent of 959 in the State till the end of July,
and condition of standing kharif crops was reported
to be -satisfactory -in- most parts of the State.

On the 30th July very heavy rains were received
in some parts of Amravati and Nagpur divisions.
Duc to these heavy rains kharif crops were damaged
to' some -extent in parts of Achalpur, Warud,
Dharni. and . Chikhaldara tahsils. of. Amravati
district and also duc to these heavy rains crops
on the banks of Wardha river in Narkhed tahsil
‘of Nagpur district was damaged. Mowad villnge -
and other 16 surrounding villages were affected
due to flood of Wardha river. Intcnsity of rainfall
was reduced in the month of August, particularly
in Aurangabad, Latur divisions. During the month
of the August rains were received 75 ‘to 90%
less- to the normal- rainfall- in all districts of-Latur
and. Aurangabad divisions. Duc. to insufficient
rains and inadequate soil moisture Kharif crops
were  adversely affected "to imost éxtent in these
two divisions. Similarly -standing :crops in parts
of Dhule, Nasik, .Ahmednagar, . Solapur .districts
were also affected to some extent due to insu-
ficient rains. More rains were needed in thesé
parts of the State for the proper growth. Condi-
tion of Kkharif crops on light -and - medium soils
was reported to be unsatisfactory in most parts
of the Statc except Konkan and Kolbapur divisions.

Sowing of kharif crops was completed in the
State at the end of August. Similarly transplanting
of paddy was also complefed in parts of Konkan,
Kolhapur and Nagpur divisibns. * © * = -- -

~ During .the first fortnight af. the .September,
there were no_ rains in almost all parts of the
State. Very light rains were recorded in few pockets
of the "State which wére not sufficient 4nd bene-
ficial for the growth of standing kharif crops. .

1991 South-West momsoon was withdrawn from

These adverse climatic conditions were same
during the month of October. Harvesting of early
sowtt khatif jowdr, - paddy, bajra, groundrut,
Soyabeen, sesamum dnd picking of cotton were
in ptogress ir different parts of the State. Rabi
sowing particularly rabi jowar and safflower was
started during the first week of October in some
parts _of Puné and Kolhapur - divisions.

- However in most parts of
the State sowing of rabi crops on unirrigated
area was held up due to insufficient rains.

During the month of November, particularly
on 1ith and i12th November light rains were received
in few parts of Marathwada region while light
to medium rains were received in some tahsils

- of Vidarbha region d4nd on 18th to 22nd November
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light to medium rains were received in Some
tahsils of Nasik, Pune, Aurangabad, Latur, Aomavati
and Nagpur divisions. These rains were beneficial
for sown rabi crops inm that area only however
these rains were mnot sufficient for sowing opera-
tions of rainfed rabi crops. Sowing of summer
paddy in seed-beds .in some parts of Sindhudurg
district was -started at the end of November.

During the first three week of December weather
was mostly dry in the State -while during the.
last week of the month weather was intermittently
cloudy in Konkan region which - was resulting in
light and scattered showers. Sowing of irrigated
rabi crops like wheat, gram, sunflower were in
progress in few parts of the State where irrigation
facilities were .available. As compared to the last
year rain received during the months of September
and October "were very inadequate in’' most parts
of the State so that most of the usual rau:fed
aréa undeér rabi crops remaired unsown. Rabi
sowing was completed to the extent of 63 per cent
pto 31st December, 1991 . while corresponding
ggure during the last year was 98 per cent.

Condition of rainfed rabi crops
to be unsatisfactory while that of irrigated was
satisfactory.

Area under summer crops
were remained unsowr in the State, particularly
in Vidarbha and Marathwada regions due .to
insufficient irrigation. Condition of sown - summer
crops was teported to be satisfactory.

1992-93

During the current year premconsoon showers
were received in some parts of South Madhya
Maharashtra and Marathwada region and in oneor
two places of Konkan and Vidarbha region in
last week of May. These premonsoon showers
were beneficial for undertaking preparatory tillage
cperations. : . ‘

During tte current year the commencement of
southwest monsoonn was delayed by about a week
Southwest monsoon arrived -in Konkan region
on 16th June and entire State was covered upto

20th June. Light to heavy and widespread rains

 State from 25th June, 1992 to 10th July,
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were received in most parts of the state during
the 2nd and 3rd week of June. Beside the delay
in the arrital of monsoon it was feeble in parts of
Thane, Raigad and eastern parts of Nagpur region,
Sowing of Kh. crops was started in different
parts of the State in the 2Znd/3rd week of June.
So also, sowing of paddy and nagli nursery was
started in Konkan division. As compaied to the
last year intensity of monsoon was feeble except

18th to 24th June in parts of the State when
wideepread and heavy to very heavy rains were
received in most parts of the State. Those rains
facilitated sowing of Kh. crops.

There was break in rains in most parts of the
1992,
Due to tnese adverse climatic conditions sown kh.
crops particularly crops oa light soil were adversely
affected to some extent and sowing of Kh. crops
was held up. 1t was feared that resowing of kh.
crops pacticularly om light soil will have to be
done due to inadequate soil moisturs, However,
much awaited rains were received from 11th July
in different parts of the State and were beneficial
for improving the condition of standing kh. crops
as well as resuming the remainiag sowimg. Due
to recipt of those rains transplanting of paddy
was also started in Koskan, western parts of
Kolhapur, Satara, Pune and Nasik districts and
eastern parts of Nagpur -region. Due to dry spell
as stated above Kh. crops particularly on light
soil in a parts of Buldhana, ola, and Amaravati
districts of Amaravati division and few pockets
of Nagpur division have beep bukhared up and
re-sowing has been done in these area due to
rains from 1ith July on wards.

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During the currént year South Wust monsoon
arrived in South- Konkan on 10th June, - 1993 and
it further advanced into North Konkan, South
Madhya Maharashtra on  12th Jung. It further
advanced in to rest of Konkan region, some
more parts of Madhya Maharashtia and Marath-
wada on 13th June and it covered the rest parts
of the State on 15th June, 1993. Midium: to
heavy rains were received in most- parts of the
State from 16th to 19th . June. Very heavy rains
were recorded in Western parts of Pune district in
one or two places of Raigad district due to which
fields of paddy nursaries were damaged to some
extent. Sowing of Kharif crops was started in
second fortnight of June in different parts of
the State. Similary sowing of paddy and rag
in nursaries was in progress in Konkan region
while-sowing of paddy in nursaries was stared in
parts of Nasik and Nagpur division. During the
thitd week of Junc there was a dry spell of a
week in parts of Pune, Aurangabad, Latur and
Amravati divisions. Due to this. dry spell, growth
of sown Kharif crops on light soils was affected
to some extent as well as sowing operations were
also held up in that areas. From 26th June again, rains
were Teceived in last week of June in most parts
of the State. These rains were beneficial - for
already sown Kharif crops and to undertake fur-
ther sowing of Kharif crops. Sowing of paddy
nursery Wwas completed and tramsplanting of paddy
was started in parts of Konkan division.

During the first fortnight of July, medium to
vety heavy rains were received in most parts of
the State.

in Konkan, Nasik, Kolhapur divisions and -that
of paddy in Nagpur division Wwas in progress.
During 2nd fortnight ot July light to heavy rains
were Teceived in most parts of the State. However;
monsoon was feeble in some parts of Maraths
wada and Madhya Maharashtra and intensity of
rainfall was low in these areas. By end of. July
and eaily August, 1993, medium to heavy rains
were received in most parts of the State. Mornsoon
was active in Konkar division, Kolbapur: and |
Satara districts. Lights to medium rains wcre
teceived during fitst fortnight of August in most
parts of the State.

In the month of September monsoon Was active
particularly in Konkan division and in few parts
of the State. Widespread medium rains in Ist
week, light to médium in 2nd and- 3rd week and
medium to heavy rains in last week of September
were Teceived in ‘most parts -of the State. During
the '1st week of Octber light to medium- rains
Wete Teceived in many parts of the- State. South
West monsoon Wwas totally withdrawn in. all parts
of the State on 15th October . 1993. At.the
same. time . North-Fastern monsoon rains were

Very
heavy rains were received in parts of Konkan,
Kolhapur and Pune divisions. These rains were
received when Kharif “Jowar, late sown bajra,
soyabean and early paddy were in maturity stage.
Dye to these rains the quality of matuted and-

» Just - harvested kharif jowar, bajra -and- soyabean

grains were affected,. as well as decrease in yield
is likely to be expected in these areas. Due to-
heavy to very heavy rains received in Konkan
region early sown paddy crop was lodged in the
fields. In Amravati division shedding of holls of
cotton’ Was occured due to these rains and the
damage is expected to the some extent in produc-
tion. Howevel, these rains Wwere beneficial for Tur
and Cotton crops and also to undertake large
scale sowing of rabi crops in different parts of
the State. )

_Due to contineous rains in October, 1993,
the . sowing operations .of rabi crops were held-
up. However, these operations were restarted from
l_ast week of October, 1993 whercver in .rains
and wafsa conditions were available. During the
month of November, 1993 light to me¢dium and
scanty rains were Teceived in different parts of
the State. Again from S5th December, 1993 light
to heavy r1ains were occured. at many places in
Madhya Maharashtra, . Marathwada and Vidarbha
regions. These post-monsoon rains were bene-
ficial for Cotton and Tur crops and for proper
growth of sown rabi crops, particularly rabi jowar
safflower, sunflower. During the subsequent period
in December, 1993, the atmosphere over the entire

State was cold which was beneficial for Wheat
and Gram crops.

Very light showers were received in few pockets
of the State on different days in January and
February. Cold wave was also prevailed in diffe-
ienft parts of the State om 16th and 17th January
994. ;

Light rains were received in Madhya Maharash-
tra on 31st March and on S5th & 6th April and
in Vidarbha region on Ist April 1994. Again light
rains were received in second weck of April in many
parts of the State. These rains were wuseful for
maintaining the growth of summer crops.

During the Kharif season 977, of the normal
area was sown Wwhile 107% of the normal rabij
area was sown. The season was not favourable
to Kharif cereals. It was favourable to the Kharif
pulses and oilseeds particularly for Tur, Soyabean
& Cotton. However, it was quite favourable to
to rabi and summer crops.

. 1994-95 -

In the last week of May 1994, light to medium
g}'emo.nsoon rains were received. in parts of Konkan,

asik, Pune, Kolhapur, Latur division and in parts
of Aurangabad and Jalna districts of Aurangabad
division. These rains were beneficial for undertaking
preparatory tillage - operations: in  parts- of the
State and "to undertake ¢ Dhulwaf’ sewing of
paddy in the nuresrics in Konkan region and in
Kolhapur District,, ‘ dhulwa® sewing of Cotton

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This year, Monsoon commenced in ‘the - State
3 to 4 days eailier of the sheduled date i. e.on
3rd June, 1994. It further advanced .in. Madhya
Maharashtra and Marathwada. on 6th June and
spread over Vidharbha region by 12th June, 1994.
Monsoon was active in Madhya Maharashtra and |
vigourous in Konkan region during second Wweek
of June. Due to timely onset and. spread of mon-
soon in the State, farmers have immediately started
sowing of paddy in nursaries and other kharif
crops. However there wasa break in rains during
the third week of June, particularly in Ahmednagar
Solapur, eastern parts of Satara and Sangli Dis-
tricts and in most parts of Marathwada region.
In these areas, the sowing operations were withheld.
However rains were again received in last week
of June and 1st week of July in almost all parts
of 'the State. However the intensity of. rainfall was
feeble in Marathwada. Due to these rains sowing
operations were again resumed in 1st week of July.

Monsoon was active on lIst, 4th, Sth, 12th to 14th
and on 20th July in Konkan, Madhya Maharashtra
and Vidalbha region. There was continious rainfall
for the first three weeks of. July in. Konkan region,
western parts of Satara, Sangli, Kolhapur, Pune
districts in most parts of Nasik, Amravati and
Nagpur division. Due to ‘cortinious "and heavy
rdins, transplanting of paddy and sowing of other
kharif crops were held up. Besides, due. to floods
to the rivers in Kolhapur, Pune, and Nagpur
divisions, the crops on banks of the flooded rivers
were damaged. In other parts, the groth of the
crops was stunted and they were turned yellowish,
In Kolhapur Division: wafsa condition could not
be avaitable till the end of July. Due to continious
rains and wunavailability of wafsa condition drea
under Kharif crops will be - decreased. However
these fallow land will come wunder. rabi crops
particularly in Kolhapur Division. In the contrast
of heavy and continious rains in the above areas
there were -inadequate rains in the month of July
in most parts of Ahmednagar, Solapur, eastern
parts of Pune, Satara Sangli, parts of Jalna, Beed,
Latur and Osmanabad district sowing operations could
not gather momentum in these areas.

From 3rd August, there were very light showers
in parts of the State and there was break in rains
in most parts of the State. Due to broak in rains,
interculturing operatiors were taken in most parts
of the State. The resowing in flood affected areas
were started. -

Light to medium rains were received in all

" parts of the State including Marathwada region

during 10th to 14th August and again ‘in 3rd &
4th week of Agust. Rains received during this
period in Marathwada were beneficial for survival
of kharif crops, which were withering away for
want of rains in July and early August. However
due to continious aid heavy rains in Nasik,
Kolhapur, Amravati and Nagpur divisions, growth
of kharif crops was stunted and even crops wére
turned yellowish in some parts of these divisions.
Crop damages were occured in the fields on the
banks of the flooded rivers in Amravati and Nagpur
division. Crop growth was also affected due to
inadequate rains in Ahemdnagar, Solapur, Marath-

wada and eastern parts of Satara and Sangli dis-
tricts.
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* In the first week of September widespread medium
to heavy rains were received.in most parts of the
State. The rains reccived in Marathwada were
beneficial. to :the standing kharif crops,” as well as
to un'dex: take - . praparatory . tillage = operations
and sowing of rabi crops. But early Pylses crops
i.. e. Udid, Mug were affected at maturity stage
to some extent in parts of Marathwada due to
these rains. By end of last fortnight of September
sowing ‘of kharif crops wére completed, and it was
97% of nofmal area at thé State level. On 16th
to 18th’ September, light to medium ‘rains  were
received "in Konkan. 'region and in Dhule, Ahmed-
nagar, Solapur and Sangli districts. There was
break in rains in almost all 3 ¢
during 19th to 30th Septembeﬁarthhig f g::al:tait:
rains Were beneficial to the standing kharif . crops
in Amravati and Nagpur division. In general
condition of kharif crops except Cotton and Tur
crops Was fair. Condition of Cotton and Tur crops
was reported to be satisfactory. During September
harvesting of Bajra, kharif jowar, Groundnut, Udid:
Mug etc, were started in different parts of the
State. Similarly harvesting of early varieties of
paddy was started in parts of konkan division
Nasik and Kolhapur distriets. Sowing of - rabi cr0p§
i. e. rabi jowar Sunfflower and - Sunflower was
started in some parts of. the State. .

During the. first week of October, light to
heavy rains Were received in many parts, particu-
larly in Marathwada region, Solapur and Ahmed-
nagar districts of Puné division which were bene-
ficial for sowing of rabi crops and  helped to
improved the condition of standing Kharip- erops.
Again during the third and fourth week of October,
postmonsoon. rains Were received in many parts
of the State and particularly-in the drought prone
areas of Marathwada region and Pune division.
These rains were useful to gear up sowing of
wheat, gram, sunfiower etc.- R .

During the ~first fortnight' of November, light
showers were received in ‘few pockets of Marath-
wada, North Konkan and North Madhya Mahara-
shtra region. Perticularly on 15th November, light
to heayy rains Were received in most parts of Mara-
thwada region. These rains were useful for growth
of sown rabi crops. From 16th November, 1994,
to first week of Jan. weather Wwas mostly dry and
eold in the State. During second week of January,
weather Was intermittently cloudy and light to
medium rains Were . received in Konkan, Madhya -
Maharashtra, Marathwada and in Vidarbha region.
Hailstrom was accired in parts of Jalgaon and
and Jalna districts.- Simultaneously there was cold
spell in_ second weeck of January in parts of the
state except in Konkan region. Early sown rabj
crops were affected by the rains received in January.
There was cold spell in third and fourth week of
January.
