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Note on Reorganisation of Districts in Maharashtra

The following changes have been effected on account of reorganisation of the districts and change in name of
districts :—

(1) The name of Kulaba district is changed to “Raigad4 district with effect from 1st May 1881 -

(2) Two new districts “Sindhudurg” and “Jalna” have been created, with effect from 1st rnay 1981, by reorganisihg
then existing districts of Ratnagiri, Kolhapur, Aurangabad and Parbhani. .

(3) Two new districts, “Latur” and “Gadchiroli* have been created, resgectively with efiect from 16th August
1982 and 28th August 1982, by reorganising then existing districts of Osmanabad, Solapur, Beed and Chandrapur.

The data for the newly created districts if readily available is reported separately in this issue.

different from the provisional figures released earlier. .
