In order to provide more educational facilities in the 2pe groups 11—~14 and 14—17,
240 schools were upgraded frcm primary to middle znd 150 schetls were upgreded frem
middle to high level, 4012 posts of teaching personneland ancilliary sta ff wcre created. Library
service was intrcduced in another 50 Government High/Higher Scccndary Scheols. For,
class rooms, furniture worth Rs. 13 lacs was provided to 600 middle schcols upgraded during
1974-75 to 1976-77. Black-boards and tats werc supplied to 1500 primary scheols. 1721
science kits were supplied to primary schools and 541 science kits were supplicd to middle
schools/middle departments of high/higher secondary schools to ' facilitate  science teaching.

The State Government took over 6 privately managed high/higher secoridary schools and
one Arts and Science college during the year under report.

There was a considerable increase in erirok ment in elementary stage (¢ ge grc up €—14)
but there was a slight decrease at the high/higher secordary level {age-grcup 14—17). The de-~
crease was the result of the conduct of middle standard examinaticn by the Punjab Sctcol
Bducaticn Board which was introduced with cffect frem the academic year 1976-77.

The over-all work of the Education Department remains satisfactory during 1977-78.

The Education Secre-
tariat Carries out the entire. work of the Department in collaboration with the universities i.e.
Punjabi University, Patiala, Guru Nanak Dev University Amritsar and the Punjab School
Education Board, Chandigarh. -

DIREETORATE

At the start of the year 1977-78, the Directorate was headed by Sardar Sukhmander
Singh of Punjab Education Service. Shri H.X. Nijhawan, took over as D.P.L. (Schools) in
October, 1978. He is assisted by one Additional Director Youth Programme and three
Deputy Directors viz., Deputy Director (Schools Administration), Deputy Director (Secondary
Education) and Deputy Director Vocationalisation). These Deputy Directors were assisted by
Assistant Directors .

« The Administrative scction deals.not only with the Gazstted establishment of the entire
state, butalso with the establishment of the thre: Directorates viz. Coslleges, Schools and
Primary Directorates, subject to the ovrall control of the Director cof Public
Instruction. The Administrative Officer P. 8. S. officer, acts as the Chief Vigilance.
officer for the Department and renders advice in complicated cases roferrcd.to him by the Di-
rector. The Deputy Director (Sccondary Education) deals with scholarships Branches and
all other academic matters relating to education upto higher secondary level. He is assisted
by Assistant Director (Secondary Education}, O. 8. D. Scholarships. Deputy Ditector (Books)
deals with the grant-in-aid to the privately managed schools in the State and the purchase of
Books etc. The work of supervision of Vocationalisation in selectcd scheols is done by Deputy
Director (Vocationalisation) who is assisted by Assistant Director (Vocationalisaticn) and
subject specialists and Technical Advisor-A.V.M, scheme.

Set-np at Divisional and District level

The state is divided into two circles with Headquarters at Jullundur and Nabha, Bach
Circle is headed by P. E. S. Class-L officer known as Circle Edcation Officer assisted by Deputy
Circle Bducation Officer and Circle Social Education officer. The Circle Educstion Officers
are responsible for supervision and control over the workmg of.the District Education Offices
and for inspection and working of Higher Secondary and High schools. They also excreise
powers regarding cstablishment matters relating to masters/mistresscs working yn the circle.
In each District there is a District Education Officer, assisted by one or mare D puty Edvication
Officer depending on the numb.r of schools. Tne work of Higher S:condary, High and Middle
schools is directly supervised by District Education Officers. The District Education Officers
have been delegated sufficient powers to enable them to discharge their duties in an efficignt and
effective manner. They are competent to transfer masters and Headmasters within the District.

Social Edacation work.—Social Education work is under the O.S. D. (Scholarships).
Deputy Director (S:condary Bducation) at the Directorate level and the field, it is . controlled
by two circle Social Bducation Officers, One at Nabha and the other at Jullundur,
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In addition ta this, there are some apxilary units atacked fo the Dircctorate which are

SOCIAL/ADULT EDUCATION

During the year 1977-78 the Social Education scheme was in operation in ten districts
of the State, The first session ends on 30th September and the second on 31st March every
year. . . :

The Education is imparted by a Social Education worker in a centre and there are
25 to 30 centres in each district. These centres are supervised by two supervisors (one
male and one female) ineach district which are wunder Circle Social Education Officer.
The ladies centres are run=inthe day time and men centres in the evening/night. The
training of sewing embroidery and. cooking is also imparted to female aduits in addition
to general knowledge. The male adults are given the knowledge of Agricalture in addition
to general education. The documentary and other films are shown to the rural folk with
a view to explain to them the schemo and to enhance their day-to-day knowledge. .In
addition to this following schemes are also in operationin Punjab, The session of the schemes
ends on 31st March every year,
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(1) Non-formal (age-group 15—25) :
During the year under review, this scheme was functioning in two districts viz.

Hoshiarpur and Faridkot. The Number of centres in operation and candidates admitted
and passed during this year are as under :— .

They are given
knowledge of Agriculture in addition to elementary education. This scheme was in-opera-
tion in seven districts of the State. .60 centres have been sanctioned in each district where
education is imparted by part-time teachers.

- Besides arresting illiteracy at the age-group 11—14 the children of thisage are given
schooling after school hours in condensed form, so as they can join their fellow being
¥ who continved studying regularly. This scheme was in operation.in four districts namely

WOMEN EDUCATION
Punjab Education Department is fullsr afive to the problems of women education. -

“throughout the State co-education is dllowed in all the Primary Schools and Prifnary”
Departments of Middle/High and Higher Secondary Schools. During the year 1977-78,
t he number of pirls studying inthe primary stage was 950,248 and the -number of girls
studying in middle stage was 238,667. In high and Higher Secondary stage 96,685 girls
got education during the year under report. .

‘In addition 1o the general subjects taught 1o boys and girls beth, gir! students are
taught special subjects such as Domestic Science, Home Science, Dance, Sewing and
other Home Crafts.

Even .in the field of Science Education, ‘girl students get equal opportunities like
boy :studenis. Experierce tells that girl student take good interest in Science education
and may go in for Science group at higher secondary stage,

CHAPTER V
VOCATIONAL EDUCATION

The Fifth Five-year Plan envisaged the establishment of closer links between education
and the man-power necds in other sectors of development such as Agricuiture, Industry and
public services for which t_he entire educational -system needed a new direction, thought
and action for which a special State level high powered cemmittee was constituted. It re-
commended - the intredaction of vocational 'courses in 100 selected iniddie sehools/Middle
Departtrents of Hr. Sec. Scheols and~50 Higher Secorndary -Schools on experimental basis.”
The aim was to initiaie the students to the world of work in the age-group 11=—14 and
acquiant them with the basic hand tcels of day-to-day use, while. at the higher secondary:
stage it was intended to help the student to acquire skillip scme work which could enable

him ‘to get absorbed in Agriculture, Industry or set up his own work. The following

- PRACTICAL ARTS EDUCATION SCHEME

Practical Arts Fducation Scheme was started in the State in the year 1964 under
the Administrative control of Air-Vice Marshal Harjinder Singh. The scheme envisaged
a new concept of providing technical bias to school education.

Basic Trades of Carpentry, Metal-fitting and Electrician along with Radio Techno-
logy have been adopted under this programme for VI, VI and VIII Classes respectively.

Practical Arts Education has been introduced in 181 schools and teachers have been
provided to these schools after giving them training in Pioneer Technical Teachers
Training Institute, Mahilpur (Hoshiarpur). -~ “ '

Practical Aris Education as an examination subject has been adopted by the Punjab
School Education Board. Efforts have also been made to develop the Practical Arts
Education as a production venture and iritial start has been made with the production of
wooden patras at P.T.T.T.I, Mahilpur and inthe schools. Wooden sleepers for manu-
facturing of patras are sawn at Mahilpur and planks and battans, required for the approv-
ed design for the patras are being supplied to the schools so that the students can do fitting,
finishing and painting jobs. S ' .

During the year 1977-78, there has been definite improvement in the werking of P.T.T.1
Mabhilpur. since the Training programme has been stream-lined and strengthened. In-
tensive practical training in carpentary for 98 vocational teachers has been organised
during the year. A batch of 13 teachers is being trained for a regular course. A refresher
course for 36 teachers working under Practical arts Education has also been conducted during
the year, :

The entire implementation programme in the schools has been re-activiated and made
more practical based. }

Practical Arts Education is paving the way for adopting the new pattern of Educa-
tion of 10+-2 which has been accepted by the Punjab Government in principle.

CHAPTER VII
SCHOOL ADMINISTRATION

Seventeen privately High/Higher Sctondary Schools were proposed to be taken o%rer
by the State Government out of which 6 were actually taken over by the Government during
the year under report. S

The educational needs of the area served by schools were great but the finanéial
resources of private bodies to keep them functioning were meagre.

Efforts have been made to fill up all the existing and recurring vacancies in the
schools. The district Education Officers have powers to recruit on ad fioc basis teachers of
all categories in school under their control, i.e., J.B.T’s, C. & V.. Masters/Mistresses and
Lecturers. The District Education Officcrs have been directed to fill up the vacancies in

-
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the.schools immediately after the vacancies occurred so that teaching in school may not suffer
and for that purpose list of selected persons through employment exchange were always
handy with the District Education Officers for immediate necessary action.

At the Directorate level efforts were made to fill up all the vacancies of Heads in the
Government Schools, During the year under report 67 (sixty seven) posts of Headmis-
tresses were filled at their own pay and grade for the time being, on fifty-fifty basis from.
the State cadre and the provincialised cadre. It was for the first time that fifty per cent quota
was given to the provincial cadre and this step has helped in fulfilling the long standing de-
mands of that  cadre, )

Fifteen Headmistresses, duly selected by the Punjab Public Service Commission
have been appointed in Government Schools. To remove unemployment among educated ,
the Government have allowed rise in the upper age limit in age for entry into Government
service to 34 years. In the case of Art and Craft Teachers the Government have sanctioned
three advance increments to them, on the same as pattern as is allowed for other categories
of C. & V. teachers. The decision has removed long standing anomaly thus creating satis-
faction among the C. & V. teachers. « In addition to above points all the supervisory officers
have been directed by the D.P.I. to supervise maximum number of schools under their control,

 CHAPTER VIII
TRAINING OF TEACHERS

The success of any system of education dépends upon the role which the teachers
play in it, Training of teachers is jtherefore, an lmportant aspect of the programme.of
educational development. Training Instututions have not only to meet the requirement
of trained teachers, but also to provide educational leadership by carrying on research in
new techlniques in teaching and giving orientationfin service-training to already trained
personnel, . ' . ‘ .

During the year under report, the practice of alloting J.B.T. Units to private insti-
tutions was stopped to avoid glut of unemployed trained teachers in the market, the number
of J.B.T. units was suitably slashed down by retaining 17 wnits of J.B.T, and 7 units of O.T.
in Government Institutions alone. '

" CHAPTER XI
Allied Units -
(';1) Agriculture Education:

* Punjab being a pre-dominantly agricultural state of the country, ‘dgriculture plays an
important role in its economic development and its prosperity is, therefore, closely linked
with the development of scientific agriculture. Keeping this in view the improtance of agri-
cult ural education cannot be minimised.

Before 1969-70 there were 7 Government Hr. Sec., 19 High and 29 Government Middle
schools having facilities for teaching agriculture subject. Other High Schools” offering agri-
culture as an optional subject had to send their agricultural students to some approved farms
to get 4 weeks training in Agricultural Practicals. At present there are 9 Government Hr.
Sec., 129 Gavernment High and 44 Govt. Middle Schools having facilities for teaching an
agriculture subject. .

Every year a school agriculture student’s Fair is held at Punjab Agriculture University
Campus at Ludhiana to provide the students with the opportunity of acquainting themselves
with the latest development in different aspects of modern sceintific agricultore.

In eight districts of the state adult farmers of 480 selected v'illages‘q‘re being given literady
through Functional Literacy Programme. Functional Literacy aims at increasing the overall
effective- participation in the socio-economic development of the country.

The Uhit arranges one in Service Teachers Training Course in 'Agriculture for about
30 J.B.T. teachers every year .

(b) Audio-visual Education:

During the year 1977-78 films were issued on loan to the various Educational Institutions
for screening to their students,

During this year, 29 Educational Kits comprising of 20 plaster "castes, ‘590 “slides, a
slide projector, five recorded tapes, a tape recorder and some Books weré obtained from
Government of India, Ministry of Education and Social Welfare '‘Department * of Culture,
New Delhi and were distributed to an equal number of High/Higher Secondary Schools from
which the teachers were trained in a Training Course on propagation of culture organised during
February, 1977, These activities are in addition to the normal activities of the Audio-visual
Unit. .

(c) Science Education:

The Institute as usual had been making its efforts for' the’ improvement of Science
Education in the state, y -

Inservice Teachers®’ Training prograinme:

This year only J.B.T Insetvice teachers training could be held at various districts, The
course which lasts for three to four weeks is meant to train the In-service Teachers in the use
of science demonstration’kits and books for the pritary class children. The participants
are also given instruction in improvised and the use-of other Sceince equipments. A total of
1211 1.B.T. Teachers were trained in the state during the year 1977-78.

Supply of the science Demonstration Kits:

__The science demonstration kits are provided to schools for the use of teachers dliring
their lessons. These Kits are designed by the experts of NCERT and adopted by the Institute
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personnel, §uiting to the lqcal needs. The staff, alongwith the members of the controller of
stores, Punjab'catried out'inspection for the selection of the pre-specification sample and
the pre-supply inspection. L e :

The districts namely Faridkot, Bhatinda and Sapgrur held their district level Sci
Fairs during the first fortnight of November. ® N :,ve Smence-

First three exhibits in the various categbries selecteti at each district sceince fai
displayed at the 6th state level science fair held from 13th to 18th November zﬂcthcal'i'e‘zéig
Workers Educational Institute (High School) Phagwara.

' This one-week long programme was studied with a variety of activities. Besides the
exhibition, the students participated in Declamation contests debates, quiz tests and on the
spot art making competitions. The teachers read papers on various Science Education topics,
In this fair 554 exhibits were put up. 800 students and 200 teachers participated from all over
the state. In the overall programme District Patiala was placed first followed by Kapurthala
and Ludhiana respectively, o

"The Institutes staff was also called upon to help put up the science exhibition at Amritsar
from 26th October to 28th October, 1977. This science exhibition was arranged at the time of
celebrations to mark the quarternary {400th Years) of the city of Amritsar. Four Staff members
of this Institute supervised the exhibition and acted as Judges to find the best three exhibition. .

_ There ‘were 156 exhibits put up by 35 schools of the state. The participating stadents and
teachers numbered 172 and 57 respectively.

National Talent Search Examination:
This examination is held every year by the N.C.E.R.T.

Previously this examination was conducted only for the science students, but now it is
open 1o bumanities also. Another added feature this year is that the examination is open to
10th and 12th class students also. Previously, only 11th ¢lass students could take the examination.
The selected candidates are awarded scholarships to persue further studies leading to Doctorate
degree in the basic sciences. The ambunt of scholarship to the successfull candidates is Rs. 150/-
p.m. for 10th and 11th class and Rs. 200/~ for  12th class,

The subjectexperts of this Institute prepare the test temsasthe guide lines for this
examination in the subject of Physics, Chemistry and Biology and Mathematics for 10th, 11th
and 12th classes. This comprises classes from schools and colleges both (10th, Hr. Sec. or

(iii} Grant-in-Aid to - privately Managed schools.~For the prbgress of education, the
Department purchases bulk library books for the schools. *Government has set up a high
powered bulk purchase committee for the selection of library books. During the year 1977-78.
through this committee, the Department purchased library books for Rs. 41,978 for 418 schools
These books are biographies of National Leaders, Saints and ‘scholars and on the subject of
science general knowledge-and fiction etc. The study of these books will of cousse increase the
standard of education of the students.

Grants:

 With a view to improve the status of Teachers working in privately managed schools in
the state of Punjab, the Delhi pattern of grant-in-aid scheme:was introduced in the state with
effect from 1st December, 1967 and 573 privately managed recognised schools were brought on
grant-in-4id list under this scheme. The Department :sanctions 957, of the deficit of each
‘aided schools as grant-in-aid.

} Grant-in-aid to the salary of the staff working in aided schools amounting to Rs.
3,55,54.00 was sanctioned during the year 1977-78. . .

"'The state Government is comiitied to keep parity on the pay and allowance of the staff
working in Government and non-Government aided schools in the state. In view of this
commitment of Addl. DA to them, staff working in aided schools which had already been
sanctioned to their counter parts in Government schools during the period 1st April, 1974
to 1st September, 1977.” The Government have also brought the pay scales of J.B.T. and
Masters/Mistresses in aided schools at par with those working in Government schools.

(vi) School Sports.—Report of the working of sports wing of Punjab Education De-
partment during the year 1977-78.

The State of Punjab has always been in the forefront in sports. The Government
is quite cautious about the health of the Young generation particular in schools and colleges
The image of state in the field .of sports, the Government has taken a number of steps and
launched ambitious schemes -to give further push to the standard of sports, This time
again, the conduct of the National school games has been assigned to our Department, As the
quincentenary celebration of Amritsar were scheduled to be held in October, 1978, Depart-
ment thought it advisable to concide these games with this occasion, There was record-
participation of about 2000 sportsmen from all over the countary, In December, 1977, the
Punjab teams were sent for participation in the National School Games (winter meet) at
Trivandrum where they decured over all second position. A part from it punjab school
boys and girls won the Hockey Championship of the Schools Nationals held at Chandigarh.,

For the preparation of the sportsmen for the above said competitions, the Depart-
ment also organised off-season conditioning camp at Chail, Simla Hills, for three weeks
at a costof Rs.1.50lacs. This camp has become the annualfeature of the Punjab School
teams in cricket and Football were also sent for participation in C.K. Nailo and Subroto cup
football tournaments held at Nagpur and Delhi respectively.

(vii) National Fitness corps scheme.—NF O scheme is a centrally sponsored scheme
and the entire expenditurc on pay and allowances of istructors as well as House Keeping
staffat Hoadquarter is borne by the Government of India. The administrative controlof these
instructors was transferred by the Government of India to the State Government with effect
from 1st February, 1973 later on these employees were absorbed in the state scrviceas PT.IL
(N.F.C.) with effect from 1st July, 1976 in consultation  with the Governmet  of India,

These instructors now P.T.L(N.F.C) are pc;sted in some of the Govérnment Private

CHAFPTER IN
Educational Planning

The entire educational development depends upon our Five Year Plans. During the
year 1977-78 (fourth year of the fifth five year plan) a sum of Rs. 104 lacs was finally approved
for expenditure during the year 1977-78 as against the actual Expenditure of Rs. 86.95 lacs
during the year 1976-77 for the Development of Government colleges.

During the year 1977-78, two newly started colleges, taken over colleges and four
sports wings sanctioned during the Fifth Five Year Plan were continued at a cost of about Rs.
37 lacs.Six Post-Graduate classes and two Fine Arts classes and same Additional Staff sanctioned
for the colleges from 1974-75 to 1976-77 were contained during 1977-78 at a cost of Rs, 14.84
lacs. In addition to this Library books worth Rs. 2.10 lacs were supplied to the existing Go-
vernment colleges. During the year 1977-78, a new scheme namely U.G.C. sharing scheme
was started uwnder which Financial Assistance for the development of colleges from 509 to
100% is available from the U.G.C. under this scheme. The amount of Rs. 4.88 lacs was paid as
state share against the U.G.C. Share of Rs. 14.26 lacs under this scheme. Eighteen colleges
benefited under this scheme. ; - ‘ . .

During the year 1976-77, 2 sum of Re. 7.31 lacs was paid as_development Grant to privately
managed colleges but no amount was provided during 1977-78 due to paucity of funds. Later
on a need was folt and a sum of Rs. 2.60 lacs was paid for the purpose cut of plan  Budget. Simi-
larly a sum of Rs, 13.17 lacs was paid as grant-in-aid ;to the Universities for running’ the
oricnted courses and chairs during the year 1976-77. Originally, no amount could be pro-
vided for this purpose in the Budget Estimates for 1977-78 but later on a sum of Rs. 6.17 lacs
was paid for this purpose. - .
