sory education from Class 1 to V. All efforts have been made to enlist and enrol
the maximum number of children in the 611 age-group through door to door cam-
paign for enrolment and enlistment, .

20.73 lacs children have becn enlisted against the target of 19.75 lacs . for the
year 1980-81. Th:se figures include 5,73,588 (3,21,591 boys and 2,51,997 girls) chil-
dren - belonging to Scheéduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and 3,79,191 (2,04,951 boys
and 1,74,227 girls) children belonging to Backward Classes,

All possible efforts are being made to retain the children of rge-group 6—11 up-
to class V in Primary Schools. In the years 1977-78. and 1978-7%9 the retention was
52,1% and 58.7% respectively.

ADMINISTRATIVE SET UPOF THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC INST Ton
(SCHOOLS), PUNJAB RUCTION

Introduction :

The Director of Public Instruction (Schools), Punjab, was brought into being
on 23rd July, 1976 by .bifurcating the Education Directorate into tw> wings viz,
Colleges and Schools Wing. In February, 1978 the School Wing of the Department
was again bifurcated and a Primary Dircctorate was carved out of it. The bifurcation
was necessitated due to an immense increase in the number of schools during the
last decade and consequent increase in the number of teachers administrative problems.

The Department of School Education functions under the three tier adminjstra-
tive set up viz. Government, Directorate and the field organisation including
education institutions. The functions at each level may be decribed as under :—

(i) At Government Level.—The over all charge of the Department of Edutation
vests with the Minister for Education who lays down the policies and controls the
entire administration through the Commissioner-cum-Secretary to Government, Punjab,
Education Department. He in turn is assisted by a team of senior officers viz. Joint
Secretary, Deputy Sccrutary and Under-Secrctary besides Ministerial Establishment. The
Commissioner-cum-Secretary to  Government, Punjab; Education Department also
controls the Punjab School Education Board which mainly conducts examinations of
Middle, High and Higher Secondary classes.

(ii) At the Directorate Level. —S. Sukhmandar Singh is working as Director
of Public Instruction (Schools) Punjab, He is assisted by six Deputy Directors, viz,
Deputy Director (Vocationalisation), Deputy Director (School Administration), Deputy
Director (Secondary Education), Deputy Director (Books) and Deputy Director
(Examinations) and Deputy Director (Evaluation). The Deputy Director (School
Administration) has the Administrative control of ,Schools in the State and the
Deputy Director (Secondary) looks after the academic matters including school
improvement programme. The Deputy Director}(Voc.) is responsible for implementing
the scheme of Vocationalisation of Education in Middle, High and Higher Secondary
Schools in the State. The Departmental examinations are got conducted by the
Deputy Director (Exams). The Deputy Director (Books) is responsible for sanction-
ing grants-in-aid to denominational institutions in the State besides according
approval of books, -newspapers and Magazines for schools Libraries, whereas thg
Deputy Director (Evaluation) deals with the orientation and training of the teaching
personinel in the techniques and new concepts of evaluation and research on educational
problms etc. etc. The Deputy Directors are assisted by four Assistant Dircctors
(PES-ID), two for School Administration, one for cvaluation and one for Secondary
Education and two O.S. Ds. {Works "and Scholarships). Deputy Director (Yoc.) is
assisted by four “Subject Specialists. Oae Accounts Qfficer from F.D. Cadre looks
after entire Non-Plan budget and all kinds of advances.

The Administrative Officer looks after the General Administration of the
Directorate and the Bstablishment of Gazgtted Officers working under the Director of
Schools Education and advises the Head of the Department in Administration and
Financial matters.

District Eduction Officers. The District Education® Officers have been delegated
sufficient powers to enble: them to discharge their duties in an efficient and

effective manner, They are the appointing authoritiés of teachers' end have the
powers to order transfer of teachers and masters within the District.

The lady centres are run in day time and men centres in  the eveni;:ﬁ/night. The
training of sewing, embroidery and cooking is also imparted to female adults in
addition to the knowledge of 3 R’s. The male adults are also trained in agriculture
and craft in addition to the knowledge of 3 R’s. -‘The documentary and other films
are shown to the rural folk with a view to explain the scheme and enrich their day-
to-day knowledge. :

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CHAPTER V1
‘PRACTICAL ARTS EDUCATION SCHEME

The Programme of Practical Arts Education was started in the State of Punjab
in the year 1964, The Programme envisaged inducting of young children to the
techniques of doing things with one’s own hands and making them familiar .with the
usc of various tools. :

It was also intended that this type of education, when jmparted to youngsischool
children will, widen their horizon and.also the sphere of their general knowledge. This
scheme is meant to usher them into the modern world and give them an idea’ of the
rapid advances taking place in the field of science and technology. ;

The Practical Arts Education Scheme is planncd to give a co-ordinated 'training
of hands and mind and remove age-old hatred of manual work by creating in the young
children a respect for dignity of ldbour and the spirit of self-help.

At present, under this scheme, Practical training in Carpentry, metal-fitting and
electronics is imparted to 6th, 7th and 8th class students respectively. So far, in-
service JBT teachers were provided training in the basic trades so as to equip them.for
teaching of technical trades in their schools. But now, work experience teachers, who
have undergons two years training in I.T.Is. are being taken, to impart instructions in
technical training. These teachers would be given further training in other trades at
Pioneer Technical Teachers Training Institute, Mahilpur,

The Pioneer Technical Toeachers Training Institute, Mahilpur, is catering to the
needs of in-service training to vocational teachers as well. These teachers are given
intensive practical training in their basic trades and proficiency in other trades, which
they are called upon to teach in schogqls under vocationalisation of education scheme,

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CHAPTER VII
SCHOOL ADMINISTRATION

On School Administration side, there is one Deputy Director (School Adminis-
tration) who assists the Director of Public Instruction (Schools), Punjab in the matters
relating to School Administration.

The Deputy Director, School Administrationt is assisted by Assistant Director
(School Admn. I) and Assistant Director (School Admn. II) in matters regarding appoint-
ments, transfers, confirmations, maintenance of seniority list, etc.

Assistant Director, School Adma. I deals with problems relating to men teachers
whereas Assistant Director, School Admn. who is a lady, deals with matters relating to
women teachers. . -
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CHAPTER VI
EDUCATIONAL REFORMS

The Education Reforms Committe was set up in the State in 1975 to
consider the recormmendations of the various Commissions and Committees from
the point of vicw of their rclevance to Punjab  and to make concrete
recommendations to the State Government for acceptence and implementation
of desirable changes in diffcrent areas of education in the State.

During the year under review conferences of school and college heads were
held to motivate them to improvc themselves and the feachers working under
them. The conference of College Principals was held on 5th July, 1979 in the
Punjabi University, Patiala to discuss pertinent issues like Admission Policy,
Raising Academic standards and conduct of University Examinations. Ancther
conference of school heads was hcld on 9th _Augusr, 1979 in Government
College for Men, Chandigath under the Chairmanship of former Chief Minister,
Sardar Parkash Singh Badal to discuss important .problelns concerning school
education like raising academic standards and eliciting community support and
cooperation. suggestions were iavited from the delugites. Prizes were announced
for the Principals giving very gocd suggestions. A prize of Rs. 10,000 was
announced for Mrs. Kuldip Kaur's School, Principal, Government Normal
School, Gurdaspur for giving excellent suggestions for improvement of edutation
for women’s School. A prize of Rs. 3,000 was announced for Mrs. Bhagwant
Bawa for her pgood suggestions for improvement of school education at
different levels. An anrouncement was also made jfor Badal Award for
the best head in the State. This award includes a medal and” the world trip for
studying the educational systems of different countries.

A study was conducted to find out reasons for the poor performance of
our students in all India Competitive Examinations and results were submitted
gtli’el Goveroment  for discussion in  the meeting of Vice-Chancellors and

It is essemtial that
non-formal education centres are started for them so that education is provided
to them as a matter of constitutional obligation. They are to be provided
elementary education up to the VIII class.

To meet this need, to an exteht, provision for starting 200 such centres in
lt:e Plan year 1979-80 was made. Actual expenditute for the year was Rs. 0.20

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Qualitative Improvement

Additional Posts of Scicnce Masters/Mistresses.—iny one post of Science
Master is provided when a school is upgraded from Primary to Middle standard,
One Science Master cannot teach three different disciplines of Physics, Chemistry and
Biology in the school. Therefore, one additional post of Science Master/Mistress
is being providcd in the ensuing years to these §chools. During the plan year
1979-80, 240 new posts of Science  Masters/Mistresses were created on  this
account.

OTHER PROGRAMMES

Additional staff for supervision in tne Age group 11-14.—Without an effective
snpervision, it is Dot possible to bring about the desired qualitative improvement
in education. During the Plan year 1979-80, provision was made to create
posts of Deputy District Education Officers with ancillary staff so as to
strengthen the supervisory machinery. 12 such posts were created/sanctioned by
the Government in the year 1979-80.

II—-SECONDARY EDUCATION (HIGH/HIGHER SECONDARY SCHOOLS)

EXPANSION OF FACILITIES—INSTITUTIONS (14—17)

Upgradation of Govemment Middle Schools to High Standard.—So great was
the demand for expansion of Secondary education at door-step in rural areas that the
Government had to  upgrade 100 middle schools to High standard against the plan
target of only 50 High Schools in plan year 1979-80. An expenditure of Rs. 14.5
lacs was incurred during the year on this. Following new posts have been created
in schools as a rcsult of this upgradation of schoels during 1979-80.

. In order to establish proper library service in 100 High/Higher Secondary
Schools in the State, 100 posts of Librarians were created in the Plan Year 1979-80
at an expenditurc of Rs. 3,25 lacs.

1. TEACHERS EDUCATION

In-service Teachers Training.-—The importance of in-service training to teachers
in this age of explosion of knowledge cannot be underrated. In-service training
centres have alrcady been established at Jullundur, Patiala and Ferozepur.

Teachers called for in-service training and orientation courses are paid T.A/D.A.
for the journeys undertaken by them. An experditure of Rs. 530 lacs was incurred
during the year 1979-80 on this account.

GAMES, SPORTS AND YOUTH SERVICES

Creation of posts of D. P, Es.—Physical education has been made a compulsory
subject in the schools of the State. To do justice to the subject, priority has been
given to-providing duly qualified teachers to teach the subject in schools. For this

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CHAPTER X
ALLIED UNITS

(a) Agriculture Education.—Punjab is predominantly an agricultural State-‘z'ud
agriculture occupies an important place in its economic development .and prospective
prosperity. Agriculture has been mechanised to a considerable extent and this
sofentific approach has a healthy fmpact on the teaching of this subject in the
Punjab Schools. : R '

Before 1969-70 there were 7 Government Higher Secondary Schools, 19 High
and 29 Government Middle Schools 'having facilities for teaching of Agriculture as
an elective subject. Other High Schools offered Agriculture as an optional subject
and had to send their students to some approved farms to get 4 weeks’ training in
Agriculture practicals before issuance of the school leaving certificate. At present
there are 9 Government Higher Secondary Schools, 129 Government High Schools
and 44 Governrient Middle Schools that have been provided with the facility of
teaching Agriculture as an elective subject.

The <Applied Nutrition Progtamme’ is also locked after by this unit. Under
the scheme primary schools of 25 community blocks are benefited every year.
Training courses are also arranged in various training centres under the scheme.

. Bvery year ‘Agriculture Fair’is held on the Campus of the Punjab Agriculture
University at Ludhiana to provide students with the opportunity of acquainting

themselves with the latest development in different aspects of modern scientific
agriculture:

_This unit used to arrange in service teachers’ training course in Agriculture
for I.B, T, teachers on the Campus of the Punjab Agriculture University, Ludhiana,
but due to bifurcation of the Directorate into Primary and Secondary department
scparately, these classes have been stopped since 1978-79. Despite the fact the afore-
said training has been discontinued, efforts on behalf of the Agriculture Unit are afoot
to get useful information *about the up-to-date research experiments being conducted
by the Punjab Agriculture University, Ludhiana. \

_ The Punjab Education Department sanctioned Rs. 2 lacs in 1979-80 for proper
functioning of agriculture farms of 182 Government Middle/High and Higher
Seconduay Schools of Punjab State. This amount is chiefly speat on items viz.
seeds of new varicties, Fertilizers, electricity and water, levelling, diesel, repairs, of
Tubewells and maintenance of other machinery. In addition to this the agriculture
farms are also kept abreast of other agricultural progressive institutions in the
Jgountry. Teachers are given training and information regarding the new experiments

Under a Separate scheme regarding propogation of culture amon school
students and Sponsered by the Government of India, the Audio-Visual Unit gm'ganised
;195; weeks orientation course for school teachers at Chandigarh from 28th March,
Y 9 to 23rd April, 1979, 28 teachers from High and Higher Secondary Schools of
i 3 _State attended the course. Lectures and demonstrations on various facts of
nh‘mn Culture were arranged and the teachers benefited a lot from this training
which was further supplemented by screening of films relevant to the programme.
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() Science Education—The multi-pronged approach o the science teaching
is based on the following activities:—

— Seminars and refresher courses for Imservice Teachers at various levels.
— Providing the science demonstration kits to schools and other apparatus.
— Providing books in the formn of teachers guide,

— Science Exhibitions/Fairs at different levels.

— Inspections to get a feed back from the field.

— Impleméntation of various projects sponsored by UNICEF/NCERT

— Keeping liaison between Universities, Punjab School Education Board,
NCERT and the SISE of other States.

— Preparing guiding students of 10th and 1{th class for National Scienc:
Talent Searck Examination held under the aegis of NCERT every year.

1. Science Kits and Apparatus—In order to cope up with the new innovation
in science teaching at the school level, Some easy to use science apparatus was

designed by the experts at the NCERT and provided to schools in the form of
a science demonstration kit. _

In -the previous years the State of Punjab has strived hard to equip the
Middle/High Schools with Physics, Chemistry and Biology Kits and the Primary
Schools with a kit based on the syllabus at the primary level, :

In the current year only the replacement kits were provided., This was done

in hﬂorder to replacc the used broken apparatus in the kits already provided to
schools.

2. Inservice Teacher’s Training Programme.—In order to aequaint the teachers
with the use of kits apparatus and ‘the teaching of new syllabuses, referesher
courses were held for B, Sc.,, B. Ed. teachers at this Institute and at the three
In-service Teachers Training Centres—Patinla, Jullundur and Ferozepur. The staff
of SISE acted as resource persons at all the four centres.

In.all 708 teachers were 'trained in the State out of.a target of about 1,000
teachers. 20 courses were held in all (each course of 10 days duration).

Books,—30,000 cc;pies of Science Kit Guides for Primary Classes were got
grinted. The paper for the purpose was provided by UNICEF as a gift. The
ooks were distributed to all the primary schools in the State freg of cost. -

3. Science Fairs.—The 8th State Level Science Fair was held at “Government
Girls Hr. Sec. School, Hoshiarpur from 26th November, 1979 ‘to st December,
1979,- There were 696 exhibits from 178 schools. 803 students and 283 teachers
parcticipated in the exhibition,

Besides the display of the exhibits, the competitions were held in. Declamations
«Debate,  chayt making 'and paper ‘reading (by teachers). The main theme of the
exhibition was “SCIENCE IN OUR ENVIRONMENT®.
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4. National Talent Search Examination—National Talent Search Examination
is conducted annually by NCERT for the ‘outstanding the intelligent boys and
girls. This examination is open to the students who have passed 10th, 11th
and 12th classes of the Indian Schools Boards in Universities. The successful
candidates are given a scholarship of Rs. 150 per month and is raised from year
to year depending on the performance of the recipient m the academic persuit.

The bifurcation was necessitated due to the
increase in the number of Government Colleges and corresponding increase iti 'the
number of Lecturers and” a multitude.of ,adminigtrative problems.’ 1t, however, enjoys
a common link with the Directorate of Schools ‘at Government level. -

Private Colleges.—There are 143 privately managed colleges affilisted to the
Universities of the State. One of these is being run as evening College by Guru
Nanak Dev University, Amritsar. All of these colleges were under a heavy deficit
and hence wore unable to pay the salaries of the teaching and non-teaching staff.
With a view to help the managrmeats to enable them to run the colleges effectively
and in the interests of higher education, the State Government took a very bold step
of meeting 95% of the deficit of these Colleges with effect from Ist September, 1978,
This decision has benefited about 3500 members of teaching steff and about 2,000
members of non-teaching stoff of these colleges. The student population in these
institutions is over 90,000, During the yeer 1979-80, a sum of Rs. 352 lacs was
paid in the form of grant in aid to these colleges towards their 959 deficit. This
amount included Rs. 49 lacs for the year 1978-79, as grant given last year was on
ad hoc basis. The financial burden of the State Government has more than doubled
by the introduction of the present scheme of grant-in-aid. The managements can
now dijvert their resources towards the development of these colleges.

A.D. A. instalmant with effect from 1lst December, 1978 has been sanctioned
to staff of private colleges as well. This will mean an annual increase of Rs. 12
lacs, in the grant-in-aid scheme. The case of sanction of A.D. A. instalment
with - effect from [st August, 1979 is pending with the State Government.

Besides 11 colleges were given development graﬁts worth Rs. 3,05 lacs.

Universities and others Institutions.—Punjab Government gave liberal grants
to the three Universities namely, Punjab University, Chandigarh, Punjabi University,
Patiala and Guru Nauak Dev University, Amritsar during the year 1979-80. Besides
the maintenance grants, the Uaiversities were given development grants to the tune
of Rs. 44 lacs and about Rs. 10 lacs for the job oriented courses, The Indian
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Council of Social- Scienge Research, North-West regional centre at Punjab University
was given a special grant of Rs. 67,000. The followillg grants were given to the

EXTENTION SERVICE DEPARTMENT

(2) Guvernment College of Education, Jullandur.

On 18th April, 1979, a 3 day Educational Conference of Heads of High and
Higher Secondory Schools was  held. The topics _discussed during this conference
were (1) 10+2-+3 System of Education. (2) Institutional Planning and (3) Prepartion
of Educational Experimental Projects for the qualitative improvement of education,
The conference was attended by 56 Heads of Schools.

On 17th May, 1979, a meeting of- Advisory Committee was held. Tt was
atteneded by 25 persons. Those who attended the meeting were * representatives
of District Education Offices, Heads of Schools teachers, Employment officer, and
officers of all India Radio, Jullundur, programme for the current year were
discussed. *‘Children Talent Development Campaign”.

This is a speeial feature of this department. A regular project -to find out
the hidden talents of school children, and to encourage them for further
deyelopment, is going on very successfully. For this year the following competitions
were held for children of Rural Schools and Urbans Schools : .

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On 30th August, 1979, an extention lecturer by Dr. T. R. Sharma Head
of the Education Department of Punjabi University, Patiala was arrapged. It
was attended by 30 heads of teachers of schools.

The Punjab School Education Board, had to give some financial help to
schools for the experimental projects. In order to orientate the teachers for the
preparation of experimental projects. .

. One-day guidance' course was arranged on 26th September, 1979. It was
attended by 20 persons and most of the schools which submitted their projects to
the schools Board.

For the first time, in the history of this department a three-day seminar for
carreer Masters/Mistresses was arranged from 22nd October, 1979 to 24th October, 1979,
This seminar was attended by 80 persons.

A four-day refresher course from 19th December, 1979 to 22nd De-
cember, 1979, was arranged from ‘the local Primary school teachers. The
:eachers were given orientation in Child Art, Caligraphy  Arithmatics and
anguge. :

In colloboration with the Punjab Agricultural University, Ludhiana, a
one-week training course in Fruit/Vegetable Preservation course was held for the
teachers and also for the local elite. This course was attended by 60 people. The
participants were given thorough training in preparing Jams ahd Pickles of different
fruits and vegetables.

. Under the sponsorship of the Punjab School Education Board a
regional level Art and Painting Competition was held on I5th  January, 1980
for the children of age group 15—17 and 11—14.

A three dayseminar on “Towards Better Schools’ was arranged for the
Heads of High/Higher Secondary Schools, from 4th February, 1980 to 7th
February, 1980. It was attended by 75 persons.

It has been decided by the All India Radie, Jullundur to teach Mathematics
to classes IV,V & VI, VII through Radio. In collaoration with the Officers of
the A, I. R. 2 mecting of the selected teachers of Maths of the area was
arranged.on 28th March, 1980.

Audio Visual Aid Services.—Eduecational Films were shown to about 2,000
children of different schools.

Library Services. Books were issued to teachers of difﬁ;rent schools and

schools,
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. Government College of Education, Patiala,—This Department serves the
socondary schools of four districts i. e. Patiala, Sangrur, Ropar and Ludhiana

Group discussions and issue of the literature of the teachers.
