Sceveral ymportant  steps have been tzken during the year under
repolt A3 such umformity in the irzdes of new' and oid Scheme
has been brough', syllabi of all tne trades Lave heep revised & ammended-and
have made Prac'ical o1ien’ed, 709 time to practicat & 309, to theory has been
gswen. Internal assesmiet for theory has been deleted. Strength of students
Per tiade has been 1educed frow reduced from 40 to 25 so that
practical training may be imparted more offectiveiy. Method of allotment
of trades tostndents has also been changed from merit to nterest and
aptitude. Unifornuty in syllabi of vocations for boys girls at middie stage and
who are dasueous of getting themselves adjusted or benefitted bythis has
also been brovght. To have maximum benzfit fiom the scheme , the
students have alsobfen advised to take science alonewith this  subject
~Yocation }instead of Social Studies. Besides this, pure girls schools have

also been selected during the year 1982-83 to bring girl students under the
sphere o the scheme,

Though the teachers working under the vocational scheme are expert in
their field, yet they feel difficulty in teaching the subjects as they have not
taken tretning 1n teaching. Tu order tosolve this difficulty 137 teachers
have peen given Inservice Traming at Pioneer Techmical Teachers
Traming Inctitute, Mahilpur.

Evaluation of votational scheme has been made by Accountant General
Punjab and Economic Advisor to the Punjat Govt. Prior to it a depart-
mental commitie made the study which 1evealed that oObjectives as
invisaged under the pregiamme at clementary stage were being fulfilled
These courses are fairly popular amongst the students, parents and the
teachers. There 1s o great demand from the masses to open these
courses n their area. It can be esymated from the fact that 23,261 &
13,230 students at Elementary and Secondry stage respectively have taken
traming during the vear 1982-83.

One Survey 1cveals that some students of X1 class who took training
ynder the scheme has been fully absorbed in the same votation. Some
have joined Polytechnics or L.LT.)'sto tike further tlaining. It clearly
indicales that (his scheme fully contains the chances of self employment.
The scheme will piove to be boon to the vocational streams Whenever 1t
1§ introdused at 42 stage by the Govt.

CHAPTER—VI
PRACTICAL ARTS EDUCATION

The Scheme o” Practical Arts EducCation, which was s*tarted in the
year 1964 is bemng implemented in 131 Govt. schools of Punjab State.
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Its mtroduction has biought a revolutionary change in the Education
siructure of Punjab.
