Or that the use of the Bombay
Stamp be put a stop to, and the
present Stamp paper of His High
ness the Nizam’s Government be
introduced instead.

I would beg to be favoured
with your views on this subject.
Also with detailed information as
to the various descriptions and
values of stamp paper prepared
under His Highness’ Government
showing gradations from annas to
rupees, and whether you would be
able to supply stamp paper to the
extent that will be required for all
the Courts in Berar—a list of the
.different sorts of stamp and their
values will be useful. A Memo-
randum on this subject in English
is enclosed for your perusal.

I.—Stamps of all values for con
sumption in the Hyderabad As-
signed Districts are received on in-
dents from the Bombay Govern-
ment, and a percentage of Rupees
5 paid towards defrayal of the
costs of stamping the paper, &c.
But the paper so received on 1in-
dents not being specially marked
so as to distinguish it from any
other kinds of stamp sheets sold
outside the Province ot Berar, an
immense latitude is allowed to
suitors and others to purchase the
Bombay Government Stamp at
any place, and file the same 1n the
Berar Courts, or use it for private
instrument-, and as said before,
there being no check to find out
where the paper was purchased, or
any legal provision extant prohi-
biting their use in the Hyderabad
Assigned Districts, the result 1s
2 considerable loss to the Stamp
Revenue of the Province, in that
stamped  paper being purchased
outside the Berar limits, the pro-
ceeds go to the Bomoay Govern-
ment.

_ To remedy this it is proposed
that a provincial stamp should be
specially devised so as to make
the use of any other kind of

stamp paper in the Province 1ille-

gal, and this can be effested by
either of the two following me-
thods, which on a full considera-
tion of the subject, may seem best
tending to promote the object in
View :—

A —By the general introduction

of the stamp paper prescribed by
His Highness’ Government in
Berar, with a distinctive mark
thereon to show that it has legal
effect in the Hyderabad Assigned
Distriets only.

B.'—Or by continuing to indent
for such supply from DBombay,
under the existing arrangements,

and affix to 1t a localizing mark, |

distinguishing it from the Bom-
bay Governmeut Stamps

outside the Hyderabad Assigned
Districts, as is the practice at pre

sent in the Mysore Commission.

To effect the proposed change
by the introduction of the fisrt
measure ( fd), it becomes neces-
sary to consult the views of His
Highness’ Government, and as-
certain to what extert the sever-
al descriptions of stamps required
under the Stamp Act 1in force 1n
the Regulation Provinces, could
be furnished by the Nizam’s Gio-
vernment. This will secure the
Stamp Revenue of the Hyderabad
Assigned Districts being 1n any

manner encroached upon by what |

Translation of Memorandwm by the
Superintendent of Stamps, Nizam's
Government, referred to in the above,
dated 19th Rwjiub, 1285 Hijri-—

Enclosed are two specimens of
stamp paper designed for Berar
with the name of the Pro-
vince, and a peculiar mark for
distinction, either of which, ap-
proved by the Circar, can be is-
sued; and 1n the event of the

2esident wishing that the stamp
paper of Berar should bear a dis-
tinctive mark, as 1s the case in

the Mysore Province, a special !

mark for 1dentification and re-
cognition can be affixed to 1t In
his own office.

The accompanying Manual con-
tains a list of all descriptions and
values of stamp paper, from which
1t will be observed that the value
of the stamp of this Circar and
the British Government exactly
correspond, with the single ex-
ception of the paper intended for
a plaint fer 25,000 to 50,000 Ru-
pees, which ought to bear a
stamp of 700 Rupees, but instead
of this stamp, one of 800 Rupees
was inadvertently sent from Kng-
land. This discrepancy was dis-
cussed by Sir George Yule when
it was arranged to supply stamp
paper to Secunderabad from the
Circar, and the Circar may be al-
so aware of the representation
which was made (by the Stamp
Office ) on the subject of altering
the stamp in question, which 1s
the only one differing from the
Stamp Rules of the Brtish Go-
vernment

In the Memorandum from the
Resident on this subject, 1t 1s
stated that stamp paper to the
value of four lakhs of Rupees
will be required for the Assigned
Districts of Berar, but it does not
give detail of paper as to how
many thousand sheets will be re
quired, However, should the
Circar undertake to 1ssue stamp
paper {or Berar from 1ts own
office, this Department will be
able to meet the Resident’s in-
dents to any extent for the same.
But it is scarcely possible to turn
out all this supply with the only
machine at present employed, for
in the current year, this Depart-
