The article im the “Vaidarbha' of
21st. August regarding ‘Extraordi-
nary Police action’ is calculated to
create misapprehensions in the pub-
lic mind.

Police got information that the
house of Bansilal, Sowcar of Akola,
contained stolen property belﬂngipg
to the Cnitnavis family at Nag®
Their information was received not
from ‘irresponsible persons’ but from
various reliable sources. This was
before 12th August. On 13th August
the Police, accompanied by the
Magistrate of Akola (Tehsildar)went
to the house of Bansilal, and asked
Lis son to allow a search of the
house, as Bansilal himself was away
at Nagpoor. It must in fairness, be
admitted that the Police had a per-
fect right to demand a search under
section 165 of the Criminal Pr. Code.
Bansilal’s son refused to allow the
search to be made in his father’s ab-
sence; and the Police locked and
sealed with the Tehsildaz’s seals all
such places in the two houses of
Bansilal as they suspected of con-
taining stolen property. This was
only a precautionary measure, as the
search could not be immediately
made. Perhaps it would have been
foolish to have acted otherwise; for
having once made known that they
wanted to make a search, it would
have been simply defeating the ob-
jects of a search to have allowed
time to elapse before the actual
search was begun. Having sealed
the locks, it wa3 also necessary to
sea that the seals were not tamper-
ed with; and to effect this a Police
guard was kept at the house simp-
ly to watch the seals. ¥ree ingress
and egress was allowed and the
movements of the pardanasheen wo-
men were not -watched. The son
was given six day’s time from 13th,
to 19th, August vo recall his father
with the keys; and the search com-
menced after that.

THE BOMBAY PRESIDENCY.

The fifth and the last point urged
by Mr. Peile was the fixity of
tenure and the right of the farmer
to sell or otherwise encumber his
rights at his own free will, which
was secured to a ryot under the
British rule.

With regard to the first point in
Honorable Mr. Peile’s speech viz
the principle on which the
prtf"@lli) system of assessment
has been based, we be-
lieve no exception could be taken
to the system based on those princi-
ples and Lord Reay was quite justi
fied in speaking that the Govern-
ment have attained a perfection in
the land revenue system of which
they may be justly proud. We have
not yet come across any sound ob-
Jections raised against the princi-
ple above enunciated. The second
point in Mr Peile’s speech with re-
gard to the equitable nature of the
incidence of land-zevenue on the
ryots under the present system
nothing definite can be said. Under
the earliest Hindu Kingdom sixth
of the gross produce was considered
a fair equivalent for the protection
he received as a subject of that King.
In other words 106 per cent was exact
cd from the farmer as land revenue,
Under the Mohamedan rulers pay-
ments in kind were replaced by
morey payments called the Tankha
which was superceded under the
Mahratta Government by the Ka-
mal. We ought topossess very cor
rect slatistics before we can get at
any comparative idea of the differ-
ence between the assessments under
the old governments and the Britis!
Government. We don't know from
what Mr. Peile quoted his ficures
and unless the correctness of the re-
cords he quotes in support of his
assertion that the land-tax now is
greater than formerly is beyond
question, anycomparision made must
obviously lose its value. One fact
however, stands in favor of the con-
trary view viz the people formerly
never complained of the heaviness
