H;wing decided UjJOII the 
adoption of certain proposab 
with regard to the comnnmica­
tion to the International Labour 
Office of sta.tistical and other in­
formation regttrding emigration 
and immigration and the repa­
triation and transit of emi­
grants, which is the second item 
of the Agenda of the Session, 
and 

Having decided that these 
proposals shall take the form of 
a recommenda.tion, 

adopt.s, this second day of November 
of the year one thousand nine 
hundred and twenty-two, the follow­
ing Recommendation, to be sub­
mitted to the Members of the 
International Labour Organisation 
for consideration with a view t{) 
effect being given to it by national

Tht• General Confereuce recom­
mends that each Member of the 
International Labour Organisa-tion 
should communicate to the Inter­
national Labom Office a.Jl informa­
tion available coneerning emigration, 
immigration, repatria.tion, tra-nsit o£ 
emigrants on outward and return 
journeys and the measures taken or 
eontemplated in connection with 
these questions. 

'l'his information should be com­
m unic.ated so fa~· as possible every 
three · months and within three 
months of the end of the period to 
which it refers., 

II. 

The General Conference recom­
mends that each Member of the 
International Labour Organisation 
should make every effort to commu­
nicate to the Internationa.l Labour 
Office, within six months of the end 
of the year to which they refer, and 
so fa.r as information is a.vailable, the 
total figures of emigrants and immi­
gra-nts, showing separately nationals 
and aliens and specifying particu­
laa·ly, for nationa.!s, and, as far as 
possible, for aliens : 

(1) Sex. 

(2) Age. 
(3) OeeuptLtion. 
( 4) Nn.tionality. 
(5) Country of last residence. 

(()) Country of proposed rec;idellee.

(b) The determination of uniform 
particulars to be entered on the 
identity papers issued to emi­
grants and immigrants by the 
competent authorities of Mem­
bers who are parties Jo such 
agreements. 

(c) The use of a uniform method of 
recording statistical information 
regarding , emigration n.nil im­
migration. 

The foregoing is the authentic text 
of the Recommendation duly 
adopted by the General Conference 
of the International Labour Organi­
sation during its Fourth Session 
which was held at Geneva and 
declared closed the 3rd day of 
November 1922.
