Ce rapport fut transmis par Ia Conference des 
ambassadeurs au Conseil de Ia Societe, qui etait prie, aux termes du Protocole de Venise, de decider 
s'il y avait lieu d'effectuer Jes modifications de frontiere proposees.

(ONSEJL CONSULTATJF DU TERRITOIRE DE LA SARRE. 

Le rapport general sur l'ceuvre du Conseil, oil se trouve expliquee en detail Ia creation du 
Con;;eil consultatif du territoire de Ia Sarre (pages 35/38), indiquait que les elections ace Conseil 
ava1_ent eu lieu le 25 juin 1922. Des rapports detailles sur ces elections, ainsi que sur Ia premiere 
sesswn du Conseil consultatif, tenue du 19 au 26 juillet 1922, ont ete transmis par Ia Commission 
de Gouvemement. Les renseignements donnes ci-dessous sont extraits de ces rapports, dont le 
texte complet a deja ete communique aux Membres de Ia Societe des Nations. 

Neuf partis politiques ou groupes economiques dresserent des listes de candidats qui mene­
rent une campagne tres active au cours des demieres semaines precedant !'election. La Commis­
sion de Gouve~ement a joint a son rapport une collection des declarations de ces partis ou de ces 
groupes; elle frut observer que !'on releve dans un certain nombre de ces documents le desir de 
faire du Conseil consultatif, non pas un organe de collaboration entre Ia Commission de Gouverne­
ment et Ia population, mais un organe d'opposition systematique, destine a rendre plus difficile 
Ia tache de Ia Commission de Gouvemement eta Ia contraindre a se demettre, en faveur du Conseil 
consultatif, des pouvoirs et fonctions qu'elle tient du Traite et dont le Conseil de Ia Societe des 
Xations a declare, Ie 26 mars, ne pas l'autoriser a se dessaisir.

blee en date du 9 deccembre 1920. Copie de toute cette correspondance a ete transmise par Ie. Secre­
taire general a Ia Commission consultative et technique des Communications et du Trans1t. 

2. Reglement des dettes d'avant-guerre. 

Des negociations sur ce point ont etc engagees a Berlin a Ia fin de juillet entre des repn!sent~nts 
de Ia Commission de Gouvernement et du Gouvernement allemand, mais il a cte impossible d'amver 
alors a un accord en ce qui concerne !'application aux ressortissants allemands dans Ia Sane de Ia 
legislation allemande sur ce point.

, Le douzieme rapport pcriodique de Ia C~mmission de G~uvernement. ~ontie.nt un expo~e 
d ensemble sur Ia situation economique du Bassm de Ia Sarre et I reuvre adm1mstrahve, accomphe 
par Ia Commission de Gouvernement, au cours du second trimestre de 1922. 

II y est rappelc que Ia situation economique s'est notablement ameliorec au cours de cette 
pcriode, ainsi qu'il ressort de Ia diminution dn nombre des chomeurs; celui-ci est passe de J.OOO, 
pour le premier trimestre de 1922, a moins de 2.ooo pour le second trimestre.

e personnes dans Ia regton attemte par le tleau et Ia capacite de production de 20 millions au 
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moins d'habitants .s'~t trouvee diminuee par les privations qu'ils ont endurees. D'apres les pre­
visions les plus ophm1stes, Ia recolte de 1922 serait inferieure de so%. soit de 33 millions de tonnes, 
a celle de 1916. La recolte prevue pour !'Ukraine n'attendrait pas Ia moitie de Ia recolte normale. 

Le Dr Nansen a insiste particulierement sur Ia necessite de restaurer I' agriculture en Russie et, 
a cet effet, de fournir aux paysans russes des animaux, et des graines de semence. II faudrait songer 
immediatement a~x animau~ de trait, dont 55 % a 95 % ont peri. Sans secours exterieur, il sera 
tres difficile de fane les molSSons ou les labours l'annee prochaine. Au debut du printemps, il 
faudrait egalement se preoccuper de Ia question de l'ensemencement. Faute d'aide,l'etat de famine 
pourrait se prolonger jusqu'en 1924. 

Le Gouvernement norvegien a estime que, pour interesser vraiment l'opinion publique a Ia 
situation reelle de Ia Russie, Ia creation d'une Commission d'enquete etait necessaire. Les gou­
vernements et les diverses reuvres de secours disposent d'une documentation abondante. Ces 
renseignements devraient etre etudies et compares, et une Commission impartiale, pouvant 
inspirer une confiance absolue a Ia fois aux gouv~rnements et a I' opinion, publierait un expose 
digne de foi.

THE ECONOMIC WEAPON OF THE LEAGUE 

The Council, at its meeting on January roth, decided to ask the Members of the League for 
their observations on the proposed rules for guidance in the application of the economic weapon 
of the League laid down in the resolutions adopted by the Assembly on October 4th, 1921. Up 
to the present replies have been received from the following Governments:

These replies have been circulated to the Members of the Council and to the Members of the 
League for their information. Most of the Governments state that they are willing to accept 
the recommendations of the Assembly, but some of them point out that it will be necessary to 
introd!!Ce _legislation in ord~r to enable these rules ~o ~e applied wheD: the n~cessity arises, and 
attention 1S drawn by certam Governments to constitutional or other dtfficulbes with which they 
are confronted.

PERMANENT COURT OF INTERNATIONAL JUSTICE 

The Cou~t ope~ed its first ordinary session on July 15th, 1922. 
The pubhc busmess before the Court was the consideration of three requests for an advisory 

opinion made to it by the Council, under Article 14 of the Covenant. 
The first two questions referred to the Court were: 

Question I: 

"Was the Workers' delegate for the Netherlands at the third session of the Inter­
national Labour Conference nominated in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 3 
of Article 389 of the Treaty of Versailles ?" 

Question I I : 

"Does the competence of the International Labour Organisation extend to interna­
tional regulations of the conditions of labour of persons employed in agriculture?" 

On July x8th, .the Council, on the proposal of the French representative, resolved to address 
to the Court the following additional question: 

Question II I : 

"Does the examination of proposals for the organisation and development of me­
thods of agricultural production, and of other questions of a like character, fall within 
the competence of the International Labour Organisation ?" 

The Council has received the opinion of the Court upon each of the above questions. The 
Court answers the first question in the affirmative, stating in its judgement that, since the Nether­
lands Workers' delegate to the third session of the International Labour Conference was admitted 
by the Conference, the Court is of opinion that the sole object of the question submitted to it is 
to obtain an interpretation of paragraph 3 of Article 389 of the Treaty of Versailles. 

The Court answers the second question in the affirmative, two of the judges dissenting. 
The third question was answered in the negative.

THE FINANCIAL ADMINISTRATION OF THE LEAGUE 

Budget and Audited Accounts. 

The Council, on July 17th,considered a report on the budget for the fifth fiscal period (~9~3), 
on the audited accounts for the third fiscal period (1921), and on the first report of the CommlSSion 
of Control (General Report, page 17), . 

The Council decided in view of the short time at its disposal before the expuy of the delay 
within which the budget' as approved by the Council must. be circ~ated to th~ Members of the 
League, not to examine the budget for the fifth fiscal _Penod _dunng that ses~10~. 

The Council, in taking this decision, reasserted the ~ght of 1ts Me~bers whi~h 1t had reserved , 
at the previous session (General Report, page 17) for 1ts representatives to discuss or propose 
amendments to the budget in their capacity as Members of_ the Assemb~y. . 

The Council, in adopting the audited accounts for the th1rd fiscal I?enod, du:ected ~he Secre­
tary General to thank the Netherlands Government for having put officials from 1ts audit d~p<~;rt­
ment at the disposal of the League, and to thank the auditor and the members of the Comm1ss1on 
of Control for their work. 

Tile Allocations Committee. 

The Committee on the Allocation of Expenses was, on January 14th, 1922, invited by the 
Council to continue its work in accordance with the recommendation of the Second Assembly. 

The Committee met in Paris for a session which lasted from June 28th to July Ist, 1922. 
It was composed as follows: M. J. REVEILLAUD (France), Chairman, M. Barboza CARNEIRO (Brazil), 
:\1. JANCOVIC! (Roumania), M. SoLER! (Italy), and Sir Henry STRAKOSCH (South Africa). 

The Committee presented its report to the Council in July, and the Council, on July 17th, 
authorised the Secretary-General to circulate this report to the Members of the League for their 
consideration prior to the meeting of the Assembly.

APPOINTMENT OF A LIAISON OFFICE WITH THE STATES 
OF LATIN AMERICA. 

The Second Assembly, at its meeting held on October Ist, 1921, decided, in approving the 
r_eport of the ~th Com!llittee, to establish a liaison office between the League of Nations and the 
States of Latm Amenca. . It ~as understood that the Secretary-General would place definite 
proposals before the Council for 1ts approval. A sum of 97,715 francs was set aside in the budget 
for the establ shment of the office. 

The Secretary-General, accordingly, submitted a memorandum to the Council which was 
approved on May IIth, 1922. He pointed out that the results of the journey u~dertaken in 
1921 by two members of tho Secretariat in Latin America did not enable him to make a definite 
r~mmendation as to the _seat of the office. He represented, however, that it was essential to 
~ve effect as .~n as poss1ble to the spirit of the Assembly's decision by making an effort to 
Impr~ve the liaiSon between the central organisations of the League and the States of Latin 
Amenca. He therefore proposed to set up a small office immediately in Geneva the members 
of wl~ch would be ch?sen by the Secretary-General from among nationals of the States of Latin 
-~m~ca. The appomtments woul<;i have a provisional character, and would terminate at the 
~ of one year, so that the Th1rd Assembly would remain free finally to fix the seat of the 
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Thrale Council approved t~ese proposals and a correspondence followed between the Secretary­
Gene and the representatives of a certain number of States of Latin America. The corres­
pondence s~owed that, thoufth there was the greatest sympathy for the scheme, there was a 
general desire that the appomtment of the members of the office should not be h til d 
an~ that care should be tak:en to appoint a staff which should be really capable of fut~~at;~ 
dehcate tas~ ent~usted to It to !he full s~tisfactic;m of the interested States. The Secretary­
General d~Ided, m accordance With t~e Wishes which had been expressed, to wait for the Third 
Assembly m .order. that the representatives of all the States of Latin America might be consulted 
on a matter m which they were so nearly concerned.

REDUCTION OF ARMAMENTS. 

~~ ~emporary Mixed Commissio.n met in Paris from July 3rd to 7th, 1922, and 
M. VIVIam, as Chairman of the Commission, presented a report to the Council in London on 
July 2oth. 

GENERAL SCHEME FOR A REDUCTION OF ARMAMENTS. 

(a) Limitatirm of Land Armaments. 

The proposals submitted by Lord Esher to the Temporary Commission in February 1922 ' 
were considered during the July session. 

Lord Escher's scheme for a proportionate reduction on the lines of theW ashington agreements 
for naval reduction was referred by the Commission to a sub-committee of six members, and the 
Commission decided to request the Council to invite the technical opinion of the Permanent 
Armaments Commission on its merits. 

The Commission further considered proposals presented on July 3rd by Lord Robert Cecil, 
defining the principles which he considered might serve as the basis of a scheme for the general 
reduction of armaments. Lord Robert Cecil's proposals were based on the assumption that no 
disarmament was possible unless it was universal and simultaneous with a treaty of mutual 
guarantee. The Commission referred Lord Robert Cecil's proposals to the sub-committee appoint­
ed to consider the proposals of Lord Esher. 

The Council, on July 2oth, requested the Permanent Advisory Commission to consider Lord 
Esher's plan from a technical point of view and to forward its conclusions as early as possible 
to the Temporary Mixed Commission. 

(b) Limitatirm of Naval Armaments. 

Three schemes were before the Temporary Commission during its July session for the exten­
sion of the principles which inspire the Nayal Treaty of Washington to the naval armaments of 
Powers which were not parties to the Treaty. 

The Cominission decided to ask the Council to refer these schemes to the Naval Sub-Com­
mission of the Permanent Advisory Commission. 

The Council,on July 2oth, requested the Naval Sub-Commission to present its report as soon 
as possible, and to forward it directly to the Second Sub-Committee of the Temporary Mixed 
Commission. The Council further decided to inform the Governments concerned that they 
would be called upon at the next session of the Assembly to consider the advisability of 
convening an international conference for the purpose of extending to non-signatory Powers 
the principles which inspire the Treaty of Washington. 

The Naval Sub-Commission met at Geneva on july 24th and forwarded its report to the 
Temporary Mixed Commission on July 27th. 

(c) Statement of Governmems on their National Requirements. 

The Temporary Mixed Commission, during its July session, noted that the object of the invita­
tion to the Governments to make a statement on their military requirements for national security 
was to obtain positive information which would place the problem of the reduction of armaments 
in direct relation with existing political, geographical and strategical facts (General Report, 
page 19). It was obvious to the Cominission that no scheme for a reduction of armaments would 
have any chance of acceptance unless it took account of the factors mentioned in Article 8 of

ARMS TRAFFIC. 

Distribution of Surplus Stocks of Munitions. 

The Temporary Mixed Commission,during its July session, noted the report of the Permane~t 
Annaments Commission on surplus stocks of munitions (General Report, page 22) ~d. on t e 
measures taken by the various States for the liquidation of these sto~ks. Th~ Comrntsston was 
of the opinion that this question had now been settled in accordance wrth the wtshes of the second 
Assembly. 

THE CoNVENTION OF ST-GERMAIN. 

The Temporary Mixed Commission, at itsJul~ sessi.on, requested the C?uncil again to a~proach 
the Governments in order to secure an early rattlicat10n of the Convention of St. Germam. 

The Council, on July 2oth, decided to request all the Me~bers of th«: Lea_gue, who had not yet 
ratified the Convention, to make all the necessary preparatiOns to ratify, ~n ord~r that fo~al 
ratifications might be deposited as soon as the principal signatory Powers, mcluding the Umted 
States of America, were ready to do so'· 

The necessary steps for the carrying out of the decision of the Council have been taken by the 
Secretariat. 

POISONOUS GASES. 

The Temporary Mixed Commission con~idered a proposal that Members of the League. should 
be urged to adhere to the Washington Treaty concerning the use of asphyxiating and potosn?us 
gases in time of war (General Report, page 22). The Commission decided not to take actton 
until it was informed that the Washington Treaty had been forwarded to the non-signatory 
States after ratification by the signatory Powers. . 

The Commission further decided to ask the Committee on Intellectual Co-operation, whtch 
was to meet in August, for its advice as to the methods by which the co-operation of scientific 
men might be secured in order to carry out the resolution of the Second Assembly. It w~ 
provided in the Assembly resolution that scientific men should be invited to publish thetr 
discoveries on poisonous gas and similar subjects, so as to minimise the likelihood of their 
employment. (General Report, page 22). 

The Council,on July 20th,expressed the hope that the Committee on Intellectual Co-operation 
would be able to present a report on the subject to the Temporary Mixed Commission before the 
end of August. The Committee on Intellectual Co-operation after careful consideration adopted 
a resolution on August 5th, 1922, regretting its inability to suggest any methods by which scienti­
fic men could be induced to publish their discoveries. 

1 A deapatch has since been received by the Secretary-General from the Department of State at Washington, dated 
July 28th. The deapatch, wbile pointing out that Congress bas already enacted legislation making it unlawful in certain 
ctrcu1111~ to export artDA and munitions from tbe United Statee except under such limitations and exceptions as 
the Pr~t may prescribe, contains the following explicit statement in regard to tbe ratification of tbe Convention of 
St. Germasn :

T~e Council was requested by th.e Sec~nd Asse!f!bly to invite the Members of the League and 
other mterested States to take part m an mternahonal conference on the trade in arms to meet 
on a date to be fixed bv the CounciL 

The Temporary Co!f!'!lission was entrusted with the task of preparing the programme of the 
conference and ?f sub_m1ttmg a draft convention (General Report, page 20). 

The Council decided, on March 25th, that a conference could not be summoned until the 
Temporary Mi~ed Commission had c.ompleted its examination of the question. 
. . The <:o~ncll, on July 2oth, was mformed of the progress made by the Temporary Commission 
m Its prelimmary work. 

A preliminary legal study of the problems arising out of the application of Article 8 of the 
Covenant has been made by the Secretariat, and technical studies of the administrative industrial 
and military problems involved have been prepared bv l.eneral Marietti and Colonei Carnegie 
members of the Temp< rary Commission. - ' 

The Permanent Advisory Commission has prepared a report defining the technical t«>rms used 
in this connection, such as "arms and munitions" and "private manufacture". These defini­
tio~s have been accep~ed by the Te'!lpo~ry Commission. The Temporary Commission is consi­
den~g. a draft conventiOn, under which licences would be required for the private manufacture of 
mumtlons . 

1\f. Viviani informed the Council on ] uly 2oth that the results of this prelimina1 y work would 
be submitted to the Council at the session to be held in September. He said that the Council 
would then be in a better position to judge whether the moment had cc.m<' for convening an inter­
national conference. 

BUDGETARY LIMITATION OF ARMAMENTS. 

The Temporary Mixed Commission, during its session in July, noted with satisfaction reduc­
tions in the military budgets of various States, and adopted a resolution, subsequently approved 
by the Council on July 2oth, under which the Governments which had not replied in 1922 to the 
inquiries which the Council had addressed to them were invited to do so, if possible before August ' 
15th of the current year (General Report, page 22). The Council also approved a resolution ofthe 
Temporary Mixed Commission according to which the actual military expenditure of the Members 
of the League will be the subject of a comparative statistical study to be presented to the Assembly 
since many countries, though unable to engage themselves beforehand to a limitation of expen­
diture, have in practise carried out the policy recommended by the Assembly. 

POLITICAL QUESTIONS. 

I. INCURSIONS OF ARMED BANDS IN THE FRONTIERS DISTRICTS OF THE STATES BORDERING ON 
BULGARIA. 

The Governments of Greece, Roumania and the Serb-Croat-Sloyene St~te on Ju!le 14t_h 1922 
addressed a collective note to the Bulgarian Government protestmg agamst the mcurstons of 
armed bands in the frontier districts of their respective territories. . . . 

There are estimated to be about 500,000 refugees in Bulgaria drawn from terrttones w~ch 
were in the occupation of Bulgaria before the late war and also before the Balkan wars which 
preceded it.

The Council noted the declaration made by the representatives of the three States bordenng 
on Bulgaria that the step which they had taken in address~g a collective communication t~ the 
Bulgarian Government on )une 14th was i~ no way unfnendly. It .further noted that direct 
conversations were proceedmg between the mterested Governments, and that the Governments 
were ready, if these negotiations we~e unfa.vourable, and if t~e terms of the Covenant should 
become applicable, to bring the question agam before the Council. It expressed the hope that the 
efforts of the Governments to settle the question by direct agreement might be brought to a satis­
factory conclusion and requested the Governments to inform.the Council at its next session of the 
results of the negotiations. Finally, it placed itself at the disposal of the Governments, should 
its intervention be again required to avoid all possibility of conflict . 

II. THE FRONTIER BETWEEN AUSTRIA AND HUNGARY. 

The Conference of Ambassadors on July 22nd, 1920, and again on June 3rd, 1921, issued 
instructions to the Delimitation Commissions which had been entrusted with the definition of the 
frontiers of Hungary. It was stated in these instructions that the Commissions might make 
modifications in the frontiers, as defined in the Treaty of Trianon, provided they were of small 
importance and were unanimously approved by the Commissions. The Commissions were fur­
ther instructed, if in certain districts they thought it necessary to make modifications which 
from their nature and importance went beyond their normal competence, to addrtss a report 
on the subject to the Council of the League of Nations. It was understood that the Commissions 
might not in any case alter materially the territorial basis of the Treaty. Austria, under the 
Protocol of Venice, undertook, in the event of her wishing to lodge an appeal against the decisions 
of the Delimitation Commission for the Austro·Hungarian frontier, to accept as final the decision 
of the Council of the League. 

The Delimitation Commission for the frontier between Austria and Hungary decided on 
March 28th by 5 votes to 1 to present a report to the Council of the League on certain proposed 
modifications of the frontier between these two States. This report was forwarded by the Confe­
rence of Ambassadors to the Council of the League, which was invited under the Protocol of 
Venice to decide whether the suggested modifications of the frontier should be carried out. 

The Council discussed this question in the presence of the interested parties on July 19th, 
1922 and it decided to assume the responsibilities defined in the Protocol of Venice. 

The representative of Austria explained that the question at issue was whether the frontier 
of the Burgenland should remain as fixed by the treaties, or whether it should be modified. He 
repre~ted that Austria h~d already consented to a considerable sacrifice in signing the Protocol 
of Vemc~. an~ thereby losmg .the capital of the Burgenland and the adjoining districts, and that 
the m?<IIficahons of the ~ron~1er now proposed would seriously compromise her economic future. 
Austna asked for an apphcahon of the treaties as they stood. 

The representative of Hungary said that the decisions of the Delimitation Commission had 
been accepted unanimously by the Commission, with the exception of the Austrian member. He 
stated that the decisions taken ?Y the Coll!-mission affect{;d only a small number of villages in the 
Burgenland, where the population was mJXed, and that the transfer of the districts in question 
would not be economically detrimental to Austria. 

It was agr~ed t~at the S~retariat, under the direction of M. Hymans, the rapporteur, should 
study the question Wlth the assiStance of the technical representatives of the two countries concern­
ed, .and the r':'-pporteur undertook to present a report on the basis of which the subject would 
agam be considered at the next session of the Council. 
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III. THE FRONTIER BETWEEN HUNGARY AND THE SERB-CROAT-SLOVENE STATE. 

The Coun~il d~cided, ~m July 19th, to have a similar preliminary study and report made in 
regard to modifications wh1ch had been proposed by the Delimitation Commission for the frontier 
between Hungary a!ld. the Serb-Croat-Slovene State. The Council had received the report of the 
Delimitation CommlSSlon from the ~onference of Ambassadors and a request from the Hungarian 
Government. It was asked to use 1ts good offices in the matter, and the limits within which its 
good offices might be employed were defined in a letter addressed to the Hungarian Government 
on May 6th, 1920. _In. this letter the President of the Conference of Ambassadors stated that the 
Delimitation Commlsswn was competent to propose modifications in the frontier, it being understood 
that the Council of the League might, at the request of one of the interested Governments, offer 
its good offices with a view to arriving at a settlement by friendly agreement between the parties. 
This arrangement had been accepted by the Roumanian, Serb-Croat-Slovene, and Czechoslovak 
Governments in a reply which they had subsequently addressed to the letter of the President 
of the Conference of Ambassadors. It was contemplated in the President's letter that the Council 
would mediate only in regard to those portions of the frontier in which modifications had been 
proposed by the Delimitation Commission, such alterations to the treaty line being possible only 
with the consent of the two Powers concerned. 

The representatives of Hungary and of the Serb-Croat-Slovene State made statements to 
the Council on July 19th and July 2oth, 1922. 

The Council decided to request M. Hymans, in consultation with the interested parties and 
with the assistance of the Secretariat of the League, to present to the Council at its next session 
a statement on the controversial points involved and the possibilities of agreement between the 
parties. The Council would then decide at its next session whether it could usefully offer to mediate.

The Advisory Council was convened for its first meeting on July I9th, I922. At the 

0 ni of the meeting, the Chainnan of the Council, ~r. Kossman~, read a message from 
tfie 3!verning Commission which had been prepared wtth th~ unanlffiou~ appro':al ?f the 
Commission.

At its second meeting on July 26th, the Advtsory Council cons_1der~ a report from m~e o 
its Committees concerning the draft rules of procedure for the Council, whtch had been submttted 
to that body by the Governing Commission. The Advisory Council expressed their views upon 
the matter and the Governing Commission will promulgate the rules after considering these views. 
The Commission has already accepted the proposal of the Advisory Council that its members 
should receive a monthly salary of Io,ooo marks with soo marks extra for each meeting of a Com­
mittee and a fine of 500 marks for each absence from a full meeting of the Council. 

OTHER SAAR QUESTIONS SUBMITTED TO THE COUNCIL. 

(I) The Adhesion of the Saar Territory to the Berne International Railway Convention. 
This question which was the subject of a dispute between the Governing Commission and the 

German Government was again considered in correspondence forwarded to the Secretary-General 
during the summer by the Chainnan of the Governing Commission. The Governing Commission 
has now laid the matter before the League of Nations in virtue of paragraph 22 of the Saar Annex 
to the Treaty of Versailles and of Article 376 of the Ports, Waterways and Railways, part of the 
same Treaty, in order that the procedure with regard to conciliation and the settlement of disputes 
laid down by the resolution of the Assembly dated December 9th, I920, may be put into effect. 
The Secretary-General has sent a copy of all this correspondence to the Advisory and Technical 
Committee on Communications and Transit. 

(2) Settlement of Pre-war Debts. 

Negotiations on this question were carried on in Berlin at the end of July between repre­
~ntatives of t~e Governing Commission and th~ German Government, but it was found impos­
sible at that tlme to come to an agreement wtth regard to a method of applying the German 
legislation on this subject to German nationals in the Saar.

erman Government. 

T_he Governing Com~sio~ ~as also set forth its position on the question. and both arties 
ha-:e Ill fact expressed the1r willingness to carry on direct negotiations in order if possible to amve at a settlement. ' · ' 

THE EcoNOMIC SITUATION AND THE BUDGET OF THE TERRITORY, 

The 12th periodical report of the Gov : C · · · 
situation in the territory and the admi . ~rn~~g ommiSston contame? a survey of the economic 
second quarter of x922. niS ra tve work of the Governmg Commission during the 
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. It was. st'!-ted that the economic situation had undergone notable improvement during that 
pe~od, as md1cated by the fact that the number of unemployed had been reduced from 3 000 
dunng the first quarter of 19;22 to less th<l!l2,ooo during the second quarter. The nett production 
of coal reached 86~,0?0 ~ons m June, cast-1ro~ and wrough~-iron ~ere sol~ in Germany on favour­
~ble terms: the buildmg mdustry has been actlve and certam new mdustnes have been established 
m the Basm. 

The budget estimates for 1922-192~ show that both ordinary and extraordinary expenditure 
should be fully covered by normal receipts and that the estimated deficit for the railway postal 
telegraph and telephone services, which amounted to 16,ooo,ooo francs for 1921-1922, h~s been 
re~uced to 5,5oo,ooo francs for 1922-1923. The revenue from the coal ta.x for 1922-1923 has been 
estimated at 40,ooo,ooo francs and that from the customs at 1o,ooo,ooo francs. The total expenses 
for the year are expected to amount to about 68,ooo,ooo francs and 328,ooo,ooo marks.

DUTIES INCUMBENT ON THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS BY VIRTUE 
OF ARTICLE 22 OF THE COVENANT (MANDATES). 

DECISIONS OF THE COUNCIL. 

Following the decision taken during its session held in May 1922 (General Report, page 51), 
the C~uncil undertook the examination of the draft B and A mandates at an extraordinary session 
held m ~ondon in july 1922. The Council at the first meeting of the session held on July 17th, 
noted With regret the resignation of the Spanish member of the Permanent Mandates Commission, 
M. Raymond Pina, and expressed its gratitude for the services which he had rendered. The Council 
appointed to succeed him his compatriot, the Count de Ballobar. 

The following draft B mandates were before the Council: 

(1) The British mandate for East Africa. 
(2) The British mandate for Togo. 
(3) The British mandate for the Cameroons. 
(4) The French mandate for Togo. 
(5) The French mandate for the Cameroons. 
(6) The Belgian mandate for East Africa. 

These drafts were not distinguished in any important particulars from those on which, in 
February 1921, the Japanese representative on the Council, acting as rapporteur for the B man­
dates, had presented a long report. The Council therefore confined itself to noting on this occasion 
the new observations of the rapporteur contained in two supplementary reports. 

In these reports, the Japanese representative proposed certain amendments in the draft 
B mandates. The object of these amendments was to clear up certain obscurities, to correct 
inconsistencies between the British and French texts which appeared to be contrary to the inten­
tions of those who had drafted them, and finally to bring the provi.,ions of those drafts into agree­
ment with the corresponding provisions of the C mandates approved by the Council in December 
1920. 

The Council was informed that negotiations between the Principal Allied Powers and the 
United States had resulted in an agreement concerning certain amendments which had been 
incorporated into the drafts. 

The Council, at its meeting on July 18th, approved the texts of the mandatl·s in principle, 
subject to formal amendments, the insertion cf which wa.~ (•ntrustcd to a drafting committee 
under the direction of the Japanese representative. . 

The Council at the same meeting on July 18th, adopted a resolution on the dangers of alcoholi.sm 
in the territories under the mandates. The Council, in this resolution, drew the special attention 
of the mandatory Powers to the devastating effects of alcoholism upon the primitive populations of 
Equatorial Africa. It begged the Permanent Mandates Commission to study with close atte~tion 
the measures taken in order to ensure a strict control of the trade in alcohol, and cornmurucate 
t? the Council any observations of fact to which the application of these measures might give 
nse. 

The final text of the B mandates, with the amendments proposed by the Drafting Committee, 
were recognised as in conformity with the spirit and letter of Article 22 of the Covenant, and were 

, 
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c:~nfinned by tht' Council on July 2oth in accordance with tht' conclusions of the report pre$ented 
by th~ Japanese representative. . 

Of the draft A mandates, only those for Palestine and for Syria and Lebanon were submttted 
for examination by the Council. . . . . . 

In the discussions w)lich took place at the meetmgs of the Counctl, emphasrs was latd on 
the desirability of simultaneously approving the~e two draft mandates. 

As tht' negotiations which were then proceedmg between the Governments. of Fr~nce and 
Italy in regard to Syria and the Lebanon had not yet been brought to a concluston sattsfactory 
to both parties, it was decided, on July 24th, 1922, to define the tenns of the mandates under 
reserve of the following declaration: 

In view of the declarations which have just been made, and of the agreem~nt 
reached by all the Members of the Counci.l, the ar~icles of the manda.tes for Palestme 
and Syria are approved. The mandates will enter mto force, automll:ttcally and a~ the 
same time, as soon as the Governments of France and Italy have notified the Prestde';'-t 
of the Council of the League of Nations that they have reached an agreement on certam 
particular points in regard to the latter of these mandates. 

A drafting committee appointed by the Council was instructed to introduce certain ~mend­
ments into the draft mandates especially in order to bring the texts into agreement wtth t~e 
corresponding provisions of the B mandates, which had already been approved by the Counctl. 

Particular attention was given by the Council to the question of the Holy Places. In Article 1.4 
of the draft mandate for Palestine, a special Commission was contemplated for the study of ~hts 
question. Different views were put forward during the discussions as to the method of appomt­
ment, composition, and the duties of this Commission, and the Council reserved its decision on 
these matters for its next session. · 

The Council, for this reason, decided that Article 14 of the mandate for Palestine should be 
as follows: 

A special Commission shall be appointed by the mandatory to study, define and 
detennine the rights and claims in connection with the Holy Places and the rights and 
claims relating to the different religious communities in Palestine. The method of nomin­
ation, the composition and the functions of this Commission shall be submitted to the 
Council of the League for its approval, and the Commission shall not be appointed or 
enter upon its functions without the approval of the Council. 

The ;President of the Council, when this article was approved, declared on behalf of 
the Spantsh Government that the latter would consider indispensable the presence of a Spanish 
11_1ember among the ~embers of the Commission for the Holy Places. The representatives of 
France, lti,ily and Belg:JUm made the same declaratiOns on behalf of their respective Governments. 

PERMANENT MANDATES COMMISSION. 

The Permanent Mandates Commission held its second, session according to Article r of its 
rules ~~ ~rocedure, at the seat o~ the Leag~e of Nations from August 1st to nth, 1922. The 
Comnuss10n held sevent~en meetrngs: of whtch two were in ptlblic. 

The C?mmtss.IOn, at tts first meetrng, re-elected the Marquis Theodoli as Chairman and M. van 
Rees as Vtce-Chatrman.

The Commission, during its session, examined the following questions:

The 
reports relating to the administratiJ:: of then~ I \se~ton tdo study for. the first time the annual 
as follows: em ones un er thts n!gtme.

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The Pacific Islands under Japanese mandate. 

. The Commission studied_the reports relating to these territories. It discused them separately 
~n the presence of the accredited ~epresentatives of the Powers which had presented them, except 
m ~he case of the repo~ concernmg Sou~h-West Africa. The mandatory Power for South-West 
Afnca, namely, the Umon of South Afnca, did not send a representative to attend the session 
of the Commission. 

The Commission, after having ?iscussions in the presence of the representatives of 
the mandatory Powers, held a public plenary meeting. The Chairman, at this meeting, 
presented a general report on the administration of the territories under the C mandates anc\ 
on certain questi~ns connected ~i~h them. The Commission noted in this report that the manda­
tory Powers had, .m ge~eral, adm1mstered t~e territories entrusted to them in conformity with the 
guarantees con tamed m the Covenant and m the mandates at the cost of financial sacrifices which 
were often considerablt>. 

The Commission drew the particular attention of the Council to the following points: 
The first aroSt" from the presence in all the Pacific Islands administered under a mandate 

of W?rkers imported _from various countries from oversea, and especially from China. The intro-
• ductlon ~f these fore1gn workers, which was necessary for economic 1easons, presented difficulties 

of a soc1al character. The Commission confined it.eH for the moment to drawing the attention 
of ~he Council to the position and to expressing a wish that the mandatory Powers should in 
the1r future reports give all necessary information on the subject. 

The second question which had particularly engaged the attention of the Commission was 
one which arose from the administration of the Island of Nauru The discussions of the Commission 
recalled the fact that His Britannic Majesty, who was the mandatory, according to the decision 
of the Supreme Council on May 7th, 1919, had delegated the duty of administering the island 
in his behalf to Great Britain, Australia and New Zealand, and that these Governments had 
reserved to themselves the exclusive rights previously vested in a private monoroly in regard 
to the exploitation of the phosphate dtposits which were the sole natural source o wealth of the 
island. 

As a result of an agreement between the three Governments, Australia was for the moment 
solely responsible for the government of this territory. The rights of exploitation of the mineral 
resources of the island were, on the other hand, exercised by three phosphate commissioners, 
whose powers appeared tCJ be unlimited so far as concerned the enterprise of which they were 
managers. The Commission felt it its duty to draw attention to the pre-occupations which arose 
from this situation. 

EXAMINATION OF THE REPORTS RELATING TO TERRITORIES UNDER B MANDATES. 

In accordance with the declarations made by the English, French and Belgian delegates on 
September 2oth, 1921, to the Sixth Committee of the Assembly, the British, French and Belgian 
Governments presented to the Permanent Mandates Commission the reports which had been 
prepared for their respective Parliaments on their adm~nistratio~ during 1921 ~f the ~ari?us 
territories under the Band A mandates. Reports were rece1ved relatmg to the followmg tern tones: 

Tanganyika (British), 
Ruanda-Urundi (Belgium), 
The Cameroons (French), 
The Cameroons (British), 
Togo (French), 
Togo (British), 
Syria and Lebanon (French). 

These reports were examined in ~e light of the q~es~ionnai.res pre~ared by t~e Permanent 
Mandates Commission at its first sessiOn. The Commission paid spec1al attention to several 
questions, such as land tenure, preventive measures. against tropical dise~es, ~he econ~mic 3:nd 
customs regime, the partition of Ruanda, the trade m alcohol, and the taking mto conSideratiOn 
of the conventions or recommendations of the international labour conferences. 

PREPARATION OF THE QUESTIONNAIRES. 

The Commission noted that the Powers had followed the indications given in the question­
naires which had been drafted for their guidance in presenting the annual reports which it ~as 
their duty to present to the Council. The Commission tho~ght it desirable to draft questionruur~s 
for the two A mandates, the British mandate for Palestme and the French mandate for $yna 
and Lebanon,'which the Council had approved at its last session.

THE WORK OF THE TECHNICAL ORGANISATIONS. 

I. PROVISIONAL EcONOMIC AND FINANCIAL COMMITTEE. 

The activities of the Provisional Economic and Financial Committee were noted in the general 
report (pages 52 to 55) from the end of. the ~econd A~embly up. to, and including, th~ se~ions 
of the Economic Committee and the Fmanc1al Committee held m Geneva at the begmmng of 
June. . . 

Pending the forthcoming sessions of the t":o. Committees to be held. 1~ September, there 
remains nothing further to report beyond the declStons taken by the Council m July. 

Economic Oommittee. 

The Council approved the measures taken by the Econo~ic Committee for the examination 
of the questions submitted to it, and invited it to continue its work, particularly as regards the 
application of the resolutions of the Economic Commission of the Genoa Conference. 

Financial Oommittee. 

The Council adopted a series of resolutions in approval of the decisions taken by the Financial 
Committee during its June session. It invited the Committee to consider thE' methods best 
suited to foster monetary stability and to make it possible to avoid the consequences caused 
by too abrupt changes in the values of currencies. It invited the Secretariat to collect 
information concerning the evasion of taxes, and to ascertain the views of the Governments 
concerning the extension of any international conventions on the subject at present in existence. 
It approved the transfer to Geneva of the International Credits Department and the administration 
of this department by the Secretariat. It thanked thE' Committee for its unceasing efforts on 
behalf of Austria; and, noting that the Committee had been remarkably successful in its efforts to 
obtain the suspension of liens upon Austria, pointed out that the matters in which the Committee 
had been unsuccessful were those in which no other body had achieved results. It approved the 
measures taken by the Financial Committee in dealing with a number of particular questions, 
such as the recent investigation into the finances of the Free City of Danzig, and the steps taken 
by the Financial Committee to assist Albania, to which country it had sent an expert to report 
upon the general financial situation. 

In connection with the loan to the Ozechoslovak Government by Messrs. Baring Brothers, 
the ~ou!lcil. accepted t~e recommendation of the Financial Committee, and undertook to accept 
~he mVltahon to nommate persons who should be empowered to make arrangements in the 
mterests of the ~ndholders m. the event of the Czecho~ovak Government and Messrs. Baring 
.Brothers not bemg able to amve at an arrangement satiSfactory to both parties. The Council 
also agreed to nominate arbitrators in the event of certain disputes arising under the agreement 
for this loan. 

II. COMMUNICATIONS AND TRANSIT ORGANISATION. 

Since the public~tion of the general report to the Third Assembly on the work of the Council, 
there been. the follo":mg devel?~ments .as regards the ratifications of the Barcelona Conventions: 

Aibama, Bulgana, The Umted Kmgdom, India, New Zealand and Italy have ratified the 
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Convention on Freedom of Transit and the Convention on the Regime of Navigable Water­
ways of International Concern. 

The entry into force of the Conventions, which takes place as soon as five States have 
deposited their ratifications, will occur on October JISt, 1922. 

III. THE HEALTH ORGANISATION. 

The Health Committee held its fourth session at Geneva from August 14th to August 21st, 
1922 .. It. adopted a number of resolutions, which will be presented to the Council for 
exammatlon. 

Epidemiological InteUigence and the Interchange of Public Health Officials betwem Various 
Governmml. 

References l~ave alre~y ?een. made to the organisation within the Health Section of the 
League of ~ servtce of ep1dem10log~cal intelligence, and to a plan for an interchange of public 
health offic1al;; bet~een the health serv!-ces of various Governments (General Report, page 6o). 

'• The Med1cal _D1rector was able to mform the Health Committee during its August session 
~hat t~e lnterna!1onal Health Board of the Rockefeller Foundation, which had previously shown 
1tself mterested m the work of the Health Organisation of the League, had offered an annual 
&rant for three years of 32,840 dollars for the organisation of a service of epidemiological intel­
hgence, and 6o,o8o dollars for the interchange of public health officials. The Committee was 
asked by the Council of the League to consider in detail the appointment and administration 
of the funds thus placed at its disposal. 

Contracts relating to each of the above services, drafted by the Secn•tariat, were submitted 
for the approval of the Health Committee. 

The Committee carefully considered the nature and scope of the work to be undertaken by 
the new service of epidemiological intelligence, and drafted a scheme which will be inserted in 
the contract to be submitted for approval to the Rockefeller Foundation. The Committee simul­
taneously considered plans for an interchange of sanitary officials between various countries. 

Both the draft contracts will be submitted to the Council in September. 
It is provided in the draft contracts that the Rockefeller funds shall be kept apart from the 

funds provided by the Members of the League and shall be devoted to distinct and specific services. 
The Committee, in defining these services, kept in view the necessity of distinguishing between 
work which would naturally be financed by the Members of the League as falling clearly within 
the obligations of the Covenant, and work which might be appropriately assisted by a private 
international organisation. 

Arrangements have already been made to carry out a preliminary experiment for an inter­
change among certain countries of sanitary officials. The experiment will be opened at Brussels 
in October of the present year, and will include a course of instruction to be given by M. Velghe, 
the director of the Belgian Health Services. It is an essential part of the scheme that a study 
of the health legislation and health administration of a particular country should be followed by 
a period of practical instruction in the health services of the country itself. 

Epidemic Oommission. 

The Health Committee, during its August session, as a recult of a car~ful exami~ation of the 
latest information available considered that there was no reason to modify the estimate wh1ch 
it presented to the Council i'n May of the gravity of the situa~ion i.n E~tern Europe in regard to 
the spread of typhus, relapsing fever, cholera, and other ep1dem1c d1seases. 

Dr. Norman White, the Chief Epidemic Commissioner, reported that the. danger of ~ass 
infection from the continual movement of repatriated persons and refugees was hkely to contmue 
and that a serious situation would thereby be created for Latvia and Lithuania, as well as for 
Poland, unless great vigilance were exercised. . . . 

The Health Committee decided that if a lack of funds made 1f necessary dunng the commg 
winter to concentrate international effort upon a particular zone of oper~tions, the zone wit~in 
which this effort was to be made should, in addition to the territory bordenng the western frontier 
of Soviet Russia and the Ukraine, include Russian and Ukrainian territory as far eastward as 
Velikeluki, Smolensk and the River Dnieper. 

The Committee, in taking this decision, noted that the B~itish Government was prepa.red 
to contribute funds for carrying out the limited programme wh1ch alon.e appeared ~o be poss1blc 
in the circumstances, provided other Members of the League also ~ontnbuted: Th1~ programme 
should include preventive work on either side of the western frontier of RussJa and m the Black 
Sea ports. . 

The Chief Epidemic Commissioner, in his report to the ~o~mittee in. A~gust, deSCt;Jbed the 
help which had been given to the border States by the Commission. He md1~ated the Improve­
ments which had been made in the hospitals for infectious diseases, in the mternment camps. 
and in the camps established for repatriated persons and refugees.

It pointed out th~t the field for success­
ful international effort in combatmg dtsease was hmt~ed only by the questto~ of t~e .money and 
material which could be secured, and that so far the mvaluable work of the Commtsston had cost 
only {2oo,ooo- a sum whic~ no~ was pra~tically exhau~ted. . . . 

The Committee noted m thts connection that certam duties of the Commtsston, for example 
the sending of missions to infected areas to obtain information as to the prevalence of epidemic 
diseases, as well as the work of co-ordinating preventive measures, fell within the normal duties 
of the Health Organisation, as defined by the Covenant, and that in their opinion the expenditure 
in such duties should be defrayed from the funds of the League. 

Revisiofl of tile International Sanitary Convention of I9IZ. 

The Health Committee, during its May session, drew the attention of the Council to the great 
importance of the earliest possible revision of the International Sanitary Convention of 1912. The 
Council duly noted this resolution on July 2oth, and decided to draw the attention of the 
Members of the League to the very great importance of the Conference to be convened by 
the French Government in October, at which this question will be considered. 

The" Office international d'Hygiene publique" has already revised a draft text for Part I of the 
Convention. Action taken in connection with the revision of Parts II and III of the Convention, 
which deal specifically with Near Eastern questions, was noted in the first general report of the 
Council to the Third Assembly (page 6r). 

The Council, on July 2oth, decided to forward for consideration to the "Office international 
d'Hygiene publique" the preliminary work of the Health Committee on Parts II and III of 
the Convention, and authorised the Secretary General to place the technical services of the League 
of Nations at the disposal of the French Government and of the Conference.

and authorities. The sub-committee would also make recommendations to the Chairman of the 
Health Committee concerning the appointment of the Commissioners. It was decided, as a matter 
of principle, that the Commission should concentrate upon collecting information regarding the 
incidence of epidemic diseases, especially those of international importance, in important ports, 
and regarding the measures taken to prevent the transmission of these diseases to other ports. 

The Opium Sub-(Jommittee of the Health Committee. 

Th~ Heal.th Committee .approved a suggestion received from the Advisory Committee on the 
Traffic m Opmm ~hat a ~txed comm!ttee on opium sh<?uld be appointed, consisting of three 
members of the Opmm Advtsory Commtttee and three members of the Health Committee. It was 
no.t~d that the Advisory o.pium Committee had occasionally to deal with medical questions 
ansmg out of.the traffic 1~ opmm and other dangerous drugs, and it was recognised that the appoint­
ment of a mtxed commtttee would enable the two Committees to avoid any confusion or over-
lapping in their work. -

The three members appointed by the Health Committee were Dr. 1\li)'ajima, Dr. Santoliquido, 
and Dr. Carriere. 

Procedure and Organisation of the Health (Jommittee. 

The Health Committee, during its August session, adopted mles for its procedure and internal 
orgaRisation. The Committee, in these rules, carefully defines the relations of the Medical Director 
with the Committee and with the Council of the League, and describes the powers and responsi­
bilities of the Medical Director and of the Chairman of the Committee between its sessions. They 
include a provision for the appointment of sub-comll'ittees by the Chairman for any questions 
requiring either decisions of principle or general instructions which cannot be settled by the Medical 
Director according to directions already received. 

The Committee acted upon a resolution adopted by the Council in July, inviting it to appoint 
a member of German nationality. 

The Standardisation of Sera and Serological Tests. 

The Chairman reported to the Committee on the progress made with the standardisation of 
sera and serological tests (General Report, page 62). 

The Chairman was authorised to convene any small technical conference that he might judge 
to be necessary and to obtain the collaboration of institutes and specialists other than those so far 
engaged in the work. He announced that a considerable advance had been achieved in res_Pect of 
the anti-tetanus and anti-diphteria sera, and that there would be a conference of experts m Sep­
tember to compare results. 

The investigations in regard to the other sera were not so far advanced. T~ere had be~n 
some interesting experiments in the sero-diagnosis of syphilis, but the laboratones engaged m 
these researches had announced remarkably different results. It would be necessary to conduct 
further investigations and to discover the causes of the differences which had been noted.

THE GENOA CONFERENCE AND THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS. 

The Italian representative, on July 22nd, 1922, presented a report to the Council of the League 
on the Genoa Conference and the League of Nations (General Report, page 63). He noted with 
satisfaction that the Genoa Conference had given a fresh proof of the confidence of the Govern­
ments in the League of Nations, and, on behalf of his colleagues, thanked the Secretariat for the 
assistance it had rendered at the Conference. 

It was noted that the resolution of the Genoa Conference imposed a considerable amount of 
additional work on the various organisations of the League and on the Secretariat.

SOCIAL QUESTIONS. 

I. TRAFFIC IN OPiUM AND OTHER DANGEROUS DRUGS. 

The Council, on July 21st, decided that it would aga.in refer back to the A~v.isory Co~ittee 
on Opium for its further consideration those passages of Its repo~ upon the ~eviSion ?f 'Yhic~ the 
Committee had been unable to agree, and which the Council at Its last sess10n h~d mvtted It_ to 
reconsider (General Report, page 72). The Council asked the Commit~ee to ~eal wtth the question 
before the report came up for discussion at the Assembly. The Comnuttee will meet on September 
xst, 1922. 

The passage in question refers to the cultivation of the poppy in China. 

II. TRAFFIC IN WOMEN AND CHILDREN. 

The Council, on July 17th, considered and approved the report on the work of the Advisory 
Committee on Traffic in Women and Children accomplished during the session held at Geneva from 
June 28th to July 1st, 1922 (General Report, page 73). 

III. DEPORTATION OF WOMEN AND CHILDREN IN TURKEY AND THE NEIGHBOURING COUNTRIES. 

The ~retary-General informed the Council on July 17th that the Commission of Enquiry at 
Constantmople had definitely accepted the duty of reclaiming deported persons (General Report, 
page 75). 

The Commission of Enquiry has thus, in accordance with the resolution passed by the Council 
on May 12th, undertaken the duties of the Chief Commissioner pending his appointment, and the 
funds allocated to the use of the Chief Commissioner have been made available for the work.

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• £ JO,ooo required, but he hoped that the Members of the League would be able to contnbute the 
whole sum, and that the American Red Cross contribution might be held in resen·e as a margin 
of safety. 

Since the establishm.ent of the. High Commissariat, no fewer than 9,000 refugees have been 
evacuated fro~ Constantmople, whilst I:ooo have secured permanent employment in the vicinity. 
Ab?~t one-third of the work of evacuation has thus been accomplished, 18.ooo refugees still re­
mammg. 

The High Commissioner has appointed a special committl'C in Constantinople to deal with 
the administration of the £ JO,ooo, consisting of his delegates, Colonel Procter and M. Burnier, 
Mr. Ringland, of the American Relief Administration, and Major Davis, of the American Red Cross, 
Admiral Bristol, the U. S. High Commissioner in Constantinople, has also consented to serve on 
this Committee. 

Arrangements are being made with the Bulgarian Governm~nt and the Russian Red Cross 
in Bulgaria fo~ the transfer of _about ~.ooo invalids with their fam_ilies, some 2,500 refugees in all, 
from Constantmople to Bulgana. This category of refugees constitutes one of thr most difficult 
problems with which the High Commissariat has to deal. 

Negotiations are also in progress for the evacuation of about 1 .ooo Sibrrians to \'ladivostock 
and upwards of 6oo Jewish Russian refugees to Palestine. 

Egypt, Cyprus and the Serb-Oroat-Slovene St4te. 

Dr. Nansen was able to report that the refugees camps in Egypt and Cyprus had been closed, 
and that the work of evacuation was practically finished. 

The necessary arrangements had been carried out by agreement with the British Government, 
from whom the High Commissioner had taken over about 4,600 refugees in Egypt, Cypms and the 
Serb-Croat-Slovene State, in return for the sum of£ 15o,ooo. 

The refugees from the camps in Egypt and Cyprus were mostly evacuated to Bulgaria, and 
arrangements had been made to deal with the major portion of them. Negotiations were in pro­
gress with the Government of the Serb-Croat-Slovene State, as a result of which it was expected 
that the Government would assume the responsibility for the remaining 1,500 Lemnos refugees in 
its territory. 

Identity Certificates and Visas for Refugees. 

The Council further considered the recommendations of the Advisory Committee of Private 
Organisations which had met on May 29th and 3oth (General Report, page 78). 

In accordance with a recommendation of this Committee, Dr. Nansen had convened a confer­
ence of Government representatives to consider the question of identity papers and visas for Russian 
refugees. The Conference met in Geneva from July 3rd to July 5th under the chairmanship of 
Dr. van Hamel, chief of the Legal Section of the Secretariat. Sixteen countries were represented, 
namely, Austria, Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, Finland, France, Germany, Great Britain, Greece, 
Hungary, Japan, Poland, Roumania, the Serb-Croat-Slovene State, Spain, Sweden and Switzerland. 

The Conference adopted unanimously a simplified form of identity certificate. 
The Council decided, on July 20th, to recommend all the Members oftheLeagueand theGovem· 

ments of all countries interested in the problem of Russian refugees to adopt this form of identity 
certificate, and to notify the Secretary-General as early as possible of their agreement to this 
arrangement.

THE FAMINE IN RUSSIA. 

The Council, on May 16th, 1922, co~sidered ~ pro~sal of the Norwegian ~ove':'llm~nt that. a 
Commission of Enquiry should be appomted to mvest1gate the facts of the s1tuatwn m Russia 
(General Report, page 79). . . 

The Council referred this proposal to the Genoa Conference, which was then m progress. 
The Genoa Conference was unable for lack of time to consider it, and referred it back to the Council 
of the League. . . . 

Dr. Nansen again presented the proposal to the Council on )~ly 2oth, 19~2. He sa!d that, m 
the opinion of the Norwegian Government, the need for a CommiSSIOn of Inqmry was not less acute 
than when the proposal had first been made. He ~phasised the economic importance of the 
question and said it was the conviction of the Norwegian Government that trade m Europe could 
not be r~tored to its normal activity until Russia was again in a position to export her products 
and to open her markets.

Dr Nanst•n laid particular emphasis upon the nece~1ty of re-~stabhshmg ag:1cu!tu_re m 
Russia, and for this purpose insisted on the need of prov1dmg Russ1an p!'asants w1th ammals 
and seed. The problem of draught animals, of which from 55 % to 95 % had perished. would 
have to be faced immediately, as, without assistance, it would be very difficult to reap the harvest 
or to plough for the coming' year. The seed problem would have to be faced in the early spring. 
Unless assistance were afforded, famine conditions might be prolonged into 1924. 

The Nonvegian Government considered that, in order to awaken public opinion as to the 
actual position in Russia, the proposed Commission of Enquiry was essential. There existed 
a large mass of information in the possession of the Governments and of the various relief 
organisations. It was necessary that this information should be st).ldied and compared, and that 
an authentic and authoritative statement should be issued by an impartial body, which might 
command the confidence both of the Governments and of the public. 

The Council, on July 20th, decided that the Secretariat of the League should be authorised 
to collect, arrange and tabulate all the information obtainable from the various Governments 
~d relief organisations and othe~ agenci~ working in Russia, and to complete it whenever pos­
Sible from other sources. The object of tkis work was to present to the Council as complete and 
accurate a picture as possible of the actual famine situation in Russia, and to render this informa­
tion accessible to the publi~. It was und~rstood that a c01·~mission of experts might be appointed 
to ma:ke use .of the matenal thus obtamed and to exa~me what conclusions might be drawn 
from 1t, pr~Vlded the results of the work of the Secretanat, when finished, appeared to justify 
further act10n.

In. v!ew of t~e length of its agenda and the limited time at its disposal, the Committee started 
by dec1dm~ on 1ts method ~f w~rk and defining the limits of its activity. It suggested that 
the. Council s~ould at once mshtute an enquiry into the condition of intellectual work in the 
:-anous ~ountnes, and drew the Council 's attention of the desparate conditionsof intellectual life 
m certain European countries and to the urgent necessity of taking action. It asked M. de Rey­
nold and .~me. Gurie-Sklodowska to prepare as soon as possible a report, to serve as a model, upon 
the conditions of intellectual life in Austria and in Poland respectively. 

It s~t up a sub-committee, comprising Mme. Curie-Sklodowska and M. Destn!e, with M. 
Be~gson m the Chair. This sub-committee might co-opt from three to five experts from the class 
of_ mt_ellect':'al workers whose collaboration appeared to be required, i.e., bibliographers and 
SCientists w1th special knowledge. It would be the duty of this commission to study questions 
conce~ed with bibliography and particularly any means by which an improvement might be 
made m the branch of bibliography known as "periodical". 

It drew the Gouncil's attention to the Brussels Conventions of March 15th, r886,dealingwith 
the international exchange of publications and to the desirability of improving these conventions 
and providing for their more extensive application. 

It laid down the principle that intellectual co-operation in scientific research was the coneern 
of the scientific societies themselves. The committee, however, was desirous, in practice, to afford 
them all possible support, and it accordingly retained the question of co-operation among men 
of science on the agenda of its next session. 

It decided to study at once the question of constituting an international fund for providing 
loans and credits for assisting scientific research. 

It entrusted one of its members with the duty of investigating means for regulating inter­
nationally the preservation and the alienation of archreological monuments by compiling a list 
of archreological treasures brought to light, by drawing up a general plan of research, and by 
determining the procedure and methods to be applied to these researches. 

The Committee considered that some effort in the direction of co-operation between the uni­
versities was one of the pressing needs of modern civilisation. Accordingly, it instructed a sub­
committee comprising M. de Castro, M. Millikan, M. Murray, M. Destree and M. de Reynold, 
with M. Bergson in the Chair, to undertake the preparation of an international congress of such 
universities as it might decide to convene as soon as circumstances permitted. The principal 
points to be dealt with would be as follows: Exchange of professors, exchange· of students, 
standardisation of studies and university degrees, the institution of international scholarships, 
international holiday courses and a central office for university information. The sub-committee 
will work in co-operation with the various universities and will encourage them to organise among 
themselves either national congresses or congresses of groups of nations. 

The Committee entrusted a sub-committee comprising M. Destree, M. Millikan, .M. Huffini 
and M. de Torres-Quevedo with the duty of studying by wh~t means intellectual. proprietary 
rights and scientific proprietary rights in particular may receive adequate protectiOn. 

The Committee considered a resolution taken by the Assembly on October Ist, I92:l, and 
referred to it by the Temporary Mixed Commission for the Reduction of Armaments. The Com­
mittee was asked to suggest methods by w~ich scientists throughout the world might be induced 
to publish their discoveries in respect of po1son gas and chem1cal warfare. The Committee decla­
red its inability to suggest any method for giving effect to the proposal.
