1. [t ishereby enacted, that no person resid-
ing within the limits of any Military Caulton-
ment shall be allowed to recover, in any Military
Court of Requests for the Native Troops of the
East [ndia Company, held within such Canton-
ment, any debt contracted in the way of trade,
or for the loan of money within such Cantonment,
by any person subject to the jurisdiction of such
Court, unless the person seeking to recover the
debt, shalf, at the time of the contracting thoreof,
have been registered as a Military Bazar-man
within such Cantonment.

11. and it is hereby declared, that the seve-
ral descriptions of persons specified in  Regula-
lation X X. of 1810, of the Bengal Code, Sections
2, 4 and 22, shall be subject to the provisions of
