from any ports or places within the Territories of
British- India, to be specified in such Act or Acts,
to any other places whatsoever, to be also speci-
fied in such Act or Acts:” and it is thereby also
enacted that “on the passing of such Indian Act
or Acts, and whilst the same shall remain in force, all
such parts of this Act as shall be adopted therein shall
apply to and extend to the carriage of passengers upon
such voyages as in the said Indian Act or Acts shall be
specified : the provisions of such Indian Act shall be
enforced in all Her Majesty’s possessions in like manner
as the provisions of this Act may be enforced.” And

technical nature; provided that every sentence so
awarded by the Commanding Officer may be carried
out without waiting for its approval by the reviewing
Officer.”

‘Whereas it is expedient to remove the Hilly and
Forest tracts of country,
situated on the eastern
border of the District of Chittagong, from the jurisdic-
tion exercised by the Civil, Criminal, and Revenue
Courts and Offices of that District, under the general
Regulations and Acts of the Government ; It is enacted
ag follows :—

I. The tracts of country described in the Schedule
to this Act are hereby re-
moved from the jurisdiction
