“ Egyptian ports have imposed quarantine on arrivals from Hedjaz, Red Sea, on
account of cholera ; for healthy ships not carrying pilgrims, five days must
clapse from time of departure before pratique granted; ships with pilgrims,
fifteen days’ quarantine.”
