PART I.
PUBLIC ORDERS

By tee Comuisstoner oF Porice wnder the
provisions of Section 77 of Act No. XIIT
of 1856, sanctioned by the Right Homourable
the’ Governor in Council, to regulate ReLiarous
Processions during the MoHurraM, and for
the PresrRVATION of the PusLic Peack during
the Festival of the MorURRAM.

1st.—No person may erect or carry about a
Téboot, Punja or Dholecka Punja during the
eusuing Mohurram, except under the authority of
a License from the Commissioner of Police.

2nd.—No person may. be & member of any
assemblage or procession connected with any
T4boot, Punja or Dholeeka Punja, except when
License has been granted to carry such T4boot,
Punja or Dholeeka Punja.

3rd—Licenses to carry Téboots, Punjas or
Dholeeka Punjas will be granted to Mahomedans
only, and ‘all persons obtaining such ILicenses
must produce them whenever required by any
Magistrate or Officer of Police to do so.

4th—Every such License-holder will be held
responsible for the peaceable behaviour of the
persons composing any assemblage or procession
connected with his Téboot, Punja or Dholeeka
Punja, and shall enforce the good behaviour of
all such persons, and the above clause ‘shall be
deemed to be one of the conditions of the
License. In the event of any such persons being
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guilty of any riotous or disorderly conduct in

any such assemblage or procession, the Commis-*

sioner of Police may, should he see fit, at once
withdraw such License by verbal notification that
the same is withdrawn, and all persons composing
such assembly or procession shall immediately
disperse, and shall not re-assemble or continue
to carry about the Téboot, Punja or Dholeeka
Punja belonging thereto.

5th.—No music may be played in any of the
streets or thoroughfares of Bombay, except
under the authority ofa License issued by the
Commissioner of Police. The Licensee must
comply with the terms and conditions of his
License.

61k —No Mella or Swdrv processions connected
with any T4boot, Punja or Dholeeka Punja
shall be permitted to parade any of the streets
or thoroughfares after 2 o'clock A.x.

7th.—No procession accompanied by music
maéy parade any of the streets or thoroughfares
and no person may join in or be a member of any
such procession, except when & License to play
music with such procession has been obtained as
mentioned in paragraph 5.

N.B.—Ticenses to play musicin the streets and
thoroughfares will only be granted for the 5th,
6th, 7th, 8th, 9th and 10th days of the Mohurram,
and for no other days.
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8th.—No persons may go in procession with
. T4boots on the last night of the Mohurram before
12 o’clock, or continue in procession after 3

-~ o’clock on the following morning, or on the last

day before 1 o'clock P.w., on which day the
ceremony must be concluded by sunset.

9th.—Two or more: Téboots may not proceed
abreast on the public road, and when two T'dboots
meet, each Téboot must keep to the left to make
way for the other. On meeting carriages and
horsemen, persons accompanying the Téboots,
must cease playing music, the T#boots keeping
to their left side of the road.

10th.—No procession of the Zool-Junnah or
horse through the public streets or roads will
be permitted.

11¢.—No person may carry a sword, dirk,
bludgeon, or other offensive weapon.

12¢h.—Any persons violating the above rules
or behaving in a disorderly manner, or making a
disturbance of any kind, will be immediately
taken into custody and dealt with according to law.
